Once again on Family Radio on may5th issues and answers , I heard a so call teacher of the Bible, make the statement and ask the ?   Since Jesus when on the cross his spirit went right into heaven, and his body when buried did not corrupt, how or when did Jesus die either spiritually or in his body?  R-U kidding me?

     This is the same so called teacher of the bible, who is always speaking about having to have the Holy Spirit, like it's a way we can get the Holy Spirit ourselves, in order to come to truth.  Well, he is definitely a prime example that he's correct about that at least, needing the Holy Spirit, cause there is no way, someone with the Holy Spirit could teach such an atrocious and blatantly incorrect teaching, that Jesus did not die at all on the cross.  A teaching that I have not personally heard, or heard of anyone else teaching in the history of the new testament and church age; or after, including Mr. Camping, the original teacher of Satan's, (who we're told is the most subtle/cunning of all the beast/unsaved of the field/world gen3:1) cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 and that exactly what the cross a demonstration gospel/CADG is, a fable.  So that means that god the holy spirit has given only him truth; cause no one else has ever taught this before or since, and in all likelihood no one else even agrees with it, but this one so call teacher, and probably he alone thinks is truth.  You know, god may give one person truth first, but if it is truth from the word of god, given by the holy spirit, then there will be sheep who hear Jesus voice, and agree.  Is there anyone out there who agrees with the teaching that Jesus did not die at all on the way to or on the cross?  Anyone?  This teaching that Jesus did not die at all on the cross, is not a teaching by the holy spirit, it is a teaching out of what the bible therefore god calls, a corrupt mind, reprobate concerning the faith 2tim3:7&8.  That's why the reasoning giving to support such absurdity is not scripture, but out of the wisdom, or lack thereof of his own mind.  These teachings are being made in the open market to thousands over the media, and yet he'll feel judge if someone like myself, responds to them. Stuff.     

     I don't agree with this teaching, and neither does god.  To arrive at that totally atrociously incorrect doctrine, one has to violate rev22:18 as he has often, and take away so many words from the book of the bible in connection with the death of Jesus and the atonement, by simply never referring to them when speaking about the atonement.  This same so called teacher has made repeated, as many as four or five references to the, as he states physical and spiritual suffering of Jesus in the garden, but not once referring to the words of Jesus himself in the garden:  my soul is exceeding sorrowful (intensely, all around, beyond way more than enough to atone for the sins of the elect) even unto death mt26:38  This is an apparent intentional omission of this vital statement by the Lord Jesus Christ, which in doing he has taking away from the words of the bible, violating rev22:19 as surely as if he's blacken it out with a magic marker. This along with other verses like hebs2:7 speaking of the word was made flesh jh1:14 because it behooved him (he was under the obligation and requirement to and of the law roms5:15) to be made a little lower than the angels/a man for the suffering of death...to make reconciliation for the sins of the people.  Another clear indisputable verse, which is why you rarely, if ever hear it quoted and explained, I mean, when was the last time you heard anyone from the CADG, refer to hebs2:7?   stating that Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross jh19:19  who is the god man, the word made flesh/man jh1:14 the man Christ Jesus, that this Jesus (not the before/TFOTW molten calf they of the CADG have made them; an idol, who was not man or god, but is a different another Jesus 2cor11:4) but this Jesus that god raised up from the dead the third day act2:32 which is the only resurrection of Jesus the bible speaks of, why?  Answer:  because it was the only resurrection of Jesus Christ.  We don't read in the bible of Jesus dying twice and rising from the dead twice, why?  cause the bible teaches that in that he died, he died unto sin once roms6:10 Jesus died once, and Jesus rose once, on the third day.  This whole idea/fable that Jesus died and suffered twice, and therefore rose twice, is not! in the bible, it's a cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 by Satan, the father of lies jh8:44 and the most subtle cunning of all the unsaved gen3:1                 

     They of a well known the CADG fellowship have taught, listen to this now, that Jesus, who could not be Jesus of the bible, cause Jesus of the bible is the word made flesh/man jh1:14 and thou shall call his name Jesus mt1:21 so they're talking about their different another Jesus 2cor11:4 died and atone for sins from or at the point of the worlds foundation, cute huh?  and then the real Jesus, entered into the world to make manifest what their another Jesus did before/TFOTW.  Again, this statement is made with no scripture as roms1:3&4 has been clearly shown to have had violence done to it zeph3:4 by they of the CADG, and does not teach of a before/TFOTW death and resurrection, that teacher being shown to be wrong: again! but clearly roms1:3&4 is speaking about the death and resurrection of the man Christ Jesus made of the seed of David.  They therefore have no scripture anymore to support this teaching of a before/TFOTW death of Jesus. huh? how?  Even rev13:8 the lamb slain from/TFOTW has been clearly shown to be speaking of the actual slaying of Jesus who is the god man, who is the lamb of god, therefore could not! have been slain before 7bc, when Christ the word  was made flesh/man, but as we have learned the word "from" more accurately should read the lamb slain from after or simply after/TFOTW, which is in harmony with all other scripture, that Christ died for our sins at the cross in 33ad. 1cor15:1-5   They have not only been wrong; again, so often, doing violence to the law of god zeph3:4 but have violated rev22:19 by not considering the scriptures that refute this fable, and teach why Christ entered into the world.  Scriptures like: Christ the word was made a little lower than the angels/the man Christ Jesus, for the suffering of death hebs2:7 or even jh3:16 for god so loves the world that he gives his only begotten son (only begotten is not! referring to an imaginary resurrection before/TFOTW as taught by the CADG fellowship teacher, wrong; again! but god's only begotten son is referring to god begat Jesus to Mary by his holy Spirit, so we know jh3:16 is speaking about the word made flesh, the man Christ Jesus, and not some before/TFOTW idol, a molten calf they of the CADG.  But jh3:16 says god gives the only begotten son of him, who is the man Christ Jesus, which will be when god provides himself a lamb for a burnt offering gen22:8 Jesus the lamb of god who bares the sin f the world jh1:29 when his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  This is clearly why the bible teaches Christ entered into the world, because it was by man that came death, both physical and spiritual, and so it had to be by man, the man Christ Jesus, comes the resurrection, that is spiritual and physical. rom5:15  These verses are not considered as if they're not even in the bible, as they of the CADG, have taken away these verses from the bible.                                                   

     So why does anyone believe this another gospel?  because not being sheep, they have been deceived, hoodwinked, bamboozled, by Satan, thru his CADG, a work of iniquity which has abounded in JD, and because they only believed in vain 1cor15:2 with a empty reprobate faith 2tim3:8 what was taught them, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, therefore their love for the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 has waxed cold, they have not endured to the end mt24:11-13 in believing the true gospel, and have failed the JD test used of god to make manifest those who have been saved by the true gospel, and are standing in JD,    IF    ye keep in memory/hold fast to the true gospel,  that Christ, this Jesus that died and rose the third day acts2:32 witnessed by the apostles, and many others  (not the before/TFOTW another Jesus of the CADG) but the virgin Mary's baby, conceived by the Holy spirit, therefore called the son of god lk1:35 god's only begotten son, thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins mt1:21     IF     ye keep in memory this Jesus, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5   These are verses you won't and don't hear taught on and explained, because they're quite clear as they are written, to be speaking about and pointing to the man Christ Jesus atoning for sin at the cross, such as mt26:38, hebs2:7, 1tim2:5&6, mt20:28 and many others, which have for all intents and purposes been taking away from the bible by they of the CADG, because they clearly point to the cross atonement in 33ad.               

     These violations of rev22:19  and make no mistake about it, the ignoring of and not considering these verses and many others, are with no ? taking away from the words of this book, the bible.  And it's through and by these violations of rev22:19 by they of the CADG, that the day/Jesus in JD, is making manifest these works of iniquity of the CADG that has abounded in JD 1cor3:13  mt24:11 declaring them to be works of iniquity in his word mt24:13  and god is making manifest that  as they/goats of these works of iniquity gospel, the CADG and the GISSG, have taking away from the words of the bible, so to has god taking away their names out of the book of life. rev22:91  These are not my words, these are the words of almighty god, and god means what he says.  One can play games with the word of god if they want to, and they of the CADG and the GISSG have; but god does not play, god means what he says:  if any man shall take away from the words of this book, god will, not might, not maybe, not some, but any man, god will take away his name out of the book of life, period!   And again, they of the CADG with no ? have taking away from the words of the bible, by ignoring verses, or not referring to verses, when speaking about the atonement, like: For there is one god, and one mediator between god and men, the man Christ Jesus, (so this dismisses the CADG's different another Jesus before/TFOTW, before the word became flesh/man in 7bc jh1:14 doesn't it? cause god is speaking of ) the man Christ Jesus, who gave himself as he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross, a ransom for ALL (elect, both before and after the cross, ALL) 1tim2:5&6 and 1pet2:24 They ignore these verses, in so doing have taking away from the words of the bible, violating rev22:19 in order to unsuccessfully attempt to make their CADG harmonize with the atonement of the bible, and the true gospel of Jesus Christ by which we were saved and stand in JD,     IF     we keep in memory/hold fast to the gospel god has preach and delivered unto us, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross. 1cor15:1-5  Verses like:  the son of man must be delivered into the hands of men, and they shall kill him and that after he is killed, rise the third day. mk9:31 So from this verse alone, we don't need any other, we Know! that god is telling us the son of man the man Christ Jesus will be killed, die that is, and after that he is killed on the cross, rise the third day.                                                                               

     Only by ignoring these verses and many others, taking away from the words of the bible, can this so called teacher, teach that Jesus did not die, in so doing not only violating rev22:19 but also this so call teacher is calling and making Jesus who said he would be killed, who said he lays down his life of his own, who said my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto death, who said he came to give his life/soul a ransom for many mt20:28 this so called teacher in teaching Jesus never died, whew! is calling and making Jesus a liar, a deceiver. One can only teach and believe that Jesus did not die on the cross; at all, r-u kidding me, even though Jesus himself says he would be killed, even though the bible says he gave up the ghost jh19:30 which is to die, as Jesus said, no man takes it (my life) from me, I lay it down of myself jh10:18 and to show that Jesus said, It is finished, Father into thy hands I commend my spirit: and having said this, he bowed his head and gave up the ghost  lk23:46 and jh19:30  This so called teacher in the therefore says, see, where did Jesus die, huh?  using his own rational and lack of wisdom says, right after Jesus gave up the ghost, he went in his spirit right into heaven, so when did he die? duh! when he gave up the ghost/his spirit, he died.  The same way all elect die, the moment we die, our spirit leaves and goes to be with the father; o my, to be absent from the body is to be present with the lord 2cor5:8 Jesus death was no different, duh!  professing themselves to be wise in their CADG, they have become fools.  So when did he die? When he gave up the ghost, duh!                                                     

     When did he die in his spirit?  Answer:  beginning in the garden when he began to drink of the cup of the wrath of god saying my soul is exceeding (beyond enough, completely) sorrowful, even unto death mt26:38  when did he die in his spirit? continuing on the cross from about the sixth hour to the ninth hour when there was a darkness over all the earth lk23:44 He was dying spiritually when he cried, my god, my god why has thou forsaken me mk15:34 Jesus knowing why of course ask  that ?  for us.  Our answer should be if  Jesus died for us, and if you don't believe he even died o the cross, than you can know for sure, he did not die for you; but, those who believe the true gospel that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5 than we may be an elect, and our answer to Jesus ? should be, O lord, he forsook thee for me o lord, he forsook thee for me, thank you thank you thank you, o lord.  But for those of the CADG who have gone after strange flesh jd7 and have not eaten and dunk of the flesh and blood of the son of man for eternal life jh6:51-53 but have departed away from the way the truth and the life jh14:6 Jesus of the cross. jh19:19  Whoever they of the CADG  imagine according to their cunningly devise fable 2pet1:16 died for their sins, before/TFOTW, before the law, before the fullness of the time (7bc) was come, before god sent forth his son, before the word was made flesh/man jh1:14  made of a woman, made (a man) under the law,  to redeem them who were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons. gal4:4 another verse which they of the CADG have done violence to like roms1:3&4 to unsuccessfully attempt to make them harmonize with their another false gospel, the GADG.  Whoever they of the CADG imagine died for their sins before/TFOTW, was not! this Jesus of the cross of the bible, but a different another Jesus 2cor11:4 therefore your sins would still be unpaid, you are a goat amongst the sheep in the wedding feast in JD, without a wedding garment mt22:12 the robe of Christ righteousness parted to all the elect, his sheep, soldiers of the cross, at the cross jh19: 23&24  Therefore Jesus of the cross is not their savior, therefore they have no savior, and Jesus is now separating the sheep from the goats, as he is making manifest to them their work of iniquity of the CADG and their GISSG 1cor3:13 and that they have not endured to the end in believing the true gospel, that Christ died according to the scriptures for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:1-5 and is professing unto them, depart from me, ye that work iniquity, I never knew you. mt7:23                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                 Then on the cross, after suffering the spiritual death in his soul for sin, Jesus said It is finished jh19:31 the atonement for sin, he had accomplished by his spiritual death in his soul, beginning in the garden where drinking of the cup of god's wrath Jesus said, my soul is exceedingly sorrowful even unto death mt26:38 a verse this so called teacher numerous times just can't bring himself to mention, because he has taken away these words of Jesus from the bible, violating rev22:19 how can a man of god do this?  He couldn't, not in a million years, could a man, a child of god, apparently intentionally omit and refuse to consider a verse that's obviously related to the atonement. He just could not do that.  It hurts just to see someone else do it, lord god.   Jesus drinking of the cup continued on the way to and on the cross as we read:  And it was about the sixth hour, there was a (indicating a special kind of) darkness (I don't know if this also was a physical darkness; but for sure we know it was a spiritual darkness) over all the earth until about the ninth hour. lk23:44 The ninth hour being 3x3 indicating it was god's purpose that Jesus die the spiritual death required to atone for sin of the elect.  Or, do you think and believe as the goats of the CADG have to, that a darkness over all the earth until the ninth hour was to show it was god's purpose that Jesus die to show he already died before/TFOTW, before the word was made flesh jh1:14 and before Jesus was even born today (in 7bc) a savior lk2:11  how can anyone really believe that?   How could Jesus do that, die before he was born?  Answer:  he couldn't; and did not; not this Jesus acts2:32 Jesus of the bible, who is the god man, the word made flesh jh1:14 that's who Jesus of the bible is, the word made flesh/man jh1:14 and thou shall call his name Jesus,  Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross. jh19:19  No! their before/TFOTW Jesus of the CADG, is not the son of man, he is not the man Christ Jesus, he is not god's only begotten son, he is not the word (god as spirit) made  flesh/man.  The CADG before/TFOTW Jesus is a different another Jesus 2cor11:4 a molten calf, an idol, they have made them, who they say is their savior who delivered them from their sins before/TFOTW. ex32:8  

  It does not matter how many times, and how clear god has made it and preached and delivered the true gospel of Jesus Christ, that the man Christ Jesus, the lamb of god who bared the sin of the world jh1:19 died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 as he bare our sins in his own body on the tree 1pet2:24 and after having done so said, father into thy hands I commend my spirit, bowed his head and died, they of the CADG, so totally opposing god and his word, because as 2tim3:8&9 those of the CADG are those in JD who oppose god, and also resist the truth (no matter how many verses like mk9:31 which clearly speak of the man Jesus Christ death on the cross in 33ad) they just resist the truth of god's word, because they are men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith.   They have lifted up their hand/will over the word of god and are speaking their own words/gospel, their GADG and or the GISSG, and like the example of Moses who disobeyed god and instead of once, smote the rock twice num20:10-12 they of the CADG,  insist that Jesus suffered twice, even though the bible says he suffered and died once for sin 1pet3:18 & roms6:10 they oppose and resist the truth and insist, Jesus suffered and died twice, once in atonement before or from/TFOTW and again in an demonstration or tableau, at the cross.  Only by taking away from the words of the bible, can one come to these totally incorrect doctrines and gospels opposing the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:1-5 and as Moses was told he would only see the promise land, they too will only see the promise land in the bible, but will not enter into it.  And as Moses who we know was an elect used as an example for us, was told to get up into this mountain and in die, because he transgressed against god when he smote the rock twice, was told to die in the mount/kingdom of goddeut32:49-52 cause he was one of the all elect in 1tim2:5&6 for whom the man Christ Jesus gave himself a ransom (redemption price) for all. But they of the CADG will not die in the mount/kingdom, but in their opposing god, resisting the truth, insisting on smiting the rock twice, believing that Jesus suffered and or died twice, once for sin from/TFOTW and again at the cross in a demonstration, but god tells  us they shall proceed no further than JD, in their folly (in their stupidity, cause you have to be stupid concerning what was necessary for god to be our savior, be made a man, stupid concerning the atonement in the word of god, stupid to teach that another Jesus died for sin before/TFOTW, before the word/god became flesh/man jh1:14 in 7bc and meant the necessity/requirement of god the word being made flesh jh1:14 therefore it behooved him (he was under legal obligation) to be made like unto his brethren, a man to save those he elected to be saved, to make reconciliation for our sins hebs2:17:  stupid to  teach and believe that their another Jesus 2cor11:4 a molten calf they have made the ex32:8 could deliver them from their sins, stupid to teach that Jesus did not die at all on the way to and on the cross. but in their rage/anger against god, in their folly they shall proceed no further than JD, as Jesus is saying to the goats he has separated to his left, depart from me, ye cursed, (I have not become a curse for you by hanging on the cross) depart into everlasting fire..mt25:41.    Like the bible saying that the word became flesh/man jh1:14  made a little lower than the angels, (a man, the man Christ Jesus) for the purpose of death hebs5:7 even the death of the cross. phi2:18  but the preaching of the cross (atonement in 33ad, what the apostles preached) to them that perish is foolishness.

We last looked at the idea of 2033 as the year of the end, and deduced or concluded based on the evidence that it does not fit the pattern of dates in JD being made known within a few years of the occurrence, and that it is well beyond the 10999th day of the completeness of god's judgment, therefore that it is not likely.  Having said that, allow me to propose another possible date, that is not discouraging, and it fits the pattern of knowing a date within a few years of it's occurrence.

     We already based on the 10999th day of judgment being jul32018, concluded that the end should be before then, which already brings the end within a few years, now just within two years.  And since the 10999th day is jul32018 is before the feast of tabernacles in 2018, we can conclude that the end if to occur on the last day of the feast of tabernacles, which we suspect, considering jh7:37:  In the last day, that great day of the feast, then it would then be occurring on either the last day of the feast of tabernacles in 2017 or maybe even just six

months away on Oct 23 or the eighth day oct24,2016.  Yes!  now that's what I call good news.

     Lets do some counting, not my strong area, so I'm open to and welcome correction.  If oct23 is the last day of FOT in 2016, correct me if that's not correct, then that would be 381 days from oct72015, the last day of FOT, and the 10000th day of JD.   10000+381=10381  

    

     For those of you out there who are good at this, does this number break down into any spiritual significant numbers that may help us, or indicate oct231016 as a possible last day.  Example:  the number 722500 days from the cross to may212011 breaks down into 5x10x17  x   5x10x17 telling us that since doubled, that the rapture would occur not on may212011 as misinterpreted before, but in that the dream was doubled unto Pharaoh twice; because the thing is established by god and god would shortly bring it to pass. gen41:32 Therefore may212011 has been established by god as judgment day, and that the grace of god would bring the completeness of all the elect to heaven shortly after may212011.  The year 2016 would bring the number five years after may21 into play.

     Also lets look at the total number of days from may212011 to oct232016:  1600 (number of days from may212011 to oct22015)+10000+381= 11981   Does that break down into any significant spiritual numbers that may help us or indicate oct232016 as the last day.                                                                                  

     We might also consider 10381 days of Judgment +  I for the eighth day on oct242016 and does 10382 break down into any spiritual significant numbers.  And lets do the same with 11981 + 1 and does 11982 break down into any spiritual significant numbers.   Of course we could do the same procedure for the year 2017 for anyone wishing to, but the more immediate date is oct23 or 24th 2016, if these are the correct 7th & 8th day of the FOT 2016.  

     If any finds these totals: 10381 or 10382 days from oct72015 to oct23 or 24th, the last day of FOT 2016 or 11981 or11982 total days from may212011 to last day of the FOT 2016, do break down into spiritual significant numbers, lord willing, please supply us with these numbers, that we may consider, if FOT 2016 may be the end?  Thank you.

I would like to address recent information from a well known fellowship that the year 2033 might be the date of the end.  For all those who have heard this, and along with myself, this discouraging report, I would like to give you a better report, and say not to place to much confidence in the year 2033.  Discouraging for most of us, well I guess I should say, a lot of us, because, a lot of us who took part in the prophesying again of the gospel of salvation outside of the churches beginning in the jubilee year1994, which is the only prophesying again that the bible refers to, despite this same fellowship incorrect; wrong again, teaching that prophesying again is speaking of now, huh? which it is not!

     The first prophesying of the gospel of salvation, took place within and via the churches from the day of Pentecost 33ad until the end of the church age May20 1988. Then with the end of the church age simultaneous with the beginning of JD on the churches, the great tribulation period and the opening of the seventh seal on may211988, at which time there was silence in heaven for about the space of half an hour rev8:1 the silence of the prophesying of the gospel of salvation.  This period of silence was the first 2300 days of the GT, which was a total of 8400 days.  The 2300 days of moment of silence from heaven of the gospel of salvation, are also the days spoken of in mt24:22 :  and except those days be shortened, there should be no flesh be saved: but for the elect sake (those elect yet to be saved) those days should be shortened.  Shortened to 2300 days and not the complete 8400 days of the GT. God said No! flesh should be saved, therefore; again, despite teaching by a man and today still followed by his followers, that virtually (huh? what does that mean?) no flesh was saved, knowing better than god.  However, based on what the bible and god said, that there was silence in heaven, and there was no one to prophesy, and that no/nada/none/no flesh should be saved, that's the conclusion we must accept.      This prophesy again is the only prophesy again the bible speaks of, when the two witnesses after having been silenced/killed, are once again empowered by god to go into all the world and prophesy again the gospel of salvation to the world out side of the churches.  Despite what has been taught by a teacher of a well known CADG fellowship, prophesy again in rev11:3 is not associated with the days after may212011.  We are not! prophesying again during JD.  We already did that from Sep1,1994 until may212011, the beginning of JD on the whole world.  There is no more sun or moon shining its light of gospel of salvation mt24:29 we are in the day of judgment without mercy/grace/salvation jas2:13 the beginning of JD on the whole world.  We are not prophesying again, but we are now in the days after may212011 feeding lambs and sheep jh21:15&16 those elect already saved, and we are in JD on the world, in which god the lord Jesus Christ has been revealed from heaven in flaming fire/judgment (revealed in the bible he came on may212011) with his mighty angels/messengers/elect who remain, in flaming fire/judgment (the elect saved sheep who are being used of god in the judging process of angels/messengers) taking vengeance on them that know not god, and that obey not the gospel of our lord Jesus Christ. 2thes1:8   Those angels/messengers who called themselves believers/sheep, but have been revealed/made manifest by their work of iniquities of the CADG and CISSG, god is still saving gospel, to be not sheep but goats, and the Lord Jesus Christ is in the process of judging them and removing all things that offend (in JD) out of his kingdom, to cast into the lake of fire mt13:41&42  Those who are offending in JD thru their works of iniquity of their other gospels, are the goats of the CADG and GISSG, even as they are saying in that day/JD, lord, lord have we not prophesied in thy name (so we know this is not the peoples of the world, and god has already judge those in the churches, so this is and can only be those who came out of the churches, but they (are goats/of the CADG who say they are prophesying again) They went out from us (sheep of the gospel that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5) but/cause they were not of us 1jh2:19  they were never sheep, never saved, and the lord Jesus Christ is removing them from his kingdom now outside of the churches in JD, and which consist of the sheep, as he is making manifest thru their works of iniquity 1cor3:13 of the CADG and GISSG, they are goats who have not endured to the end in believing the true gospel 24:11-13  God making this known/manifest they of the CADG have not endured to the end in believing the true gospel, but they of the CADG believed in vain 1cor15: as they have failed the JD test of those who endured to the end in believing the true gospel by which we were saved and are standing in JD,    IF    ye keep in memory/hold fast to the gospel which god had preached unto us, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures (at the cross in 33ad) and that he was buried, and that he rose the third day according to the scriptures, and that he was seen of peter than the twelve apostles, unless you have believed in vain. 1cor15:1-5  (they of the CADG never believed with the faith of Jesus Christ, but have believed in vain (with a empty reprobate faith 2tim3:8)  But because in JD the iniquity of the CADG abounded, their love for the true gospel they once had, has waxed cold, and they have not endured to the end in believing the true gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ mt24:12&13 that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross in 33ad. 1cor15:1-5  Also due to the iniquity of the goats of the GISSG, they to have went out from us 1jh2:19 of the true gospel in JD, the GISSG being one in JD, where even though the light of salvation is no longer shining from the true gospel, they of the god is still saving gospel/GISSG, in their shameless importunity, insist in asking and praying god for bread/gospel to share that still saves even at midnight/JD when all god's children/elect/sheep, are in bed with him. lk11:5-8, and Jesus is now telling them both of the CADG and GISSG, to do what they have all ready done in departing away from the way the truth and the life, the word became flesh jh1:14 Jesus of Nazareth Jesus of the cross jh19:19 This Jesus who god raised up the third day act2:32  and they (of the CADG) have gone after (meaning to depart away from before) they have gone after strange flesh jd7 a different, another Jesus 2cor11:4  and they of the GISSG are offering up to god strange fire/another atonement lev10:1 and 

Jesus is now professing unto them in his word:  I never knew you, depart from me, ye that work iniquity (their CADG & GISSG) mt7:22&23  

     

     We are now since may212011 entered into the 1600 furlongs of judgment day, which is the entire distance of judgment day; which is not, as we obviously now know, not an exact 1600 days of judgment on the world; the mistake was substituting days for furlongs.   Oct72015 was the 10000th day of judgment day, by which god is telling us he is at the completeness of his judgment, that can end anytime between oct7,2015 and the last day of the entire distance of 1600 furlongs or 10000 days of judgment, which that last day would have to be by my count, correct me if I'm wrong, jul3, 2018  the 10999th day of judgment since may211988.  After that we would be past the completeness of god's judgment day; therefore if these conclusions are correct, JD would or should end before or by the 10999th day.            

    Another reason for the end to be well before 2033 is because it does not fit the pattern god has given us concerning dates on the time line since judgment day.  The first day of judgment given us of course was the beginning the period of Great Tribulation mt24:21 which according to the time line began on may211988.  We however did not come into knowledge of this date until about three or four years after may211988, about 1991 or 92.                                                                                                                                                             

     The next date in JD on the time line was the beginning of the Latter Rain, the jubilee year beginning sep11994, in which god  poured out his spirit once again on the believers outside of the churches, causing the two witnesses to stand on there feet, to prophesy again outside of the churches the gospel of salvation to the world. rev9:7-11  We came to an awareness of this important date of sept11994 and it significance, originally thinking it would be the day of the rapture, until also maybe two or three before 1994, the same time we realized 1988 was the beginning of the GT.  I remember Mr. Camping who god at that time still had his hand on, and was using greatly to bring these truths and dates, about 1992 rushed to get the book 1994? out to warn the world.  So again, god gave us these dates a few years within or just before there occurrence.

     The next important, the most important date on the time line of JD was of course may212011, the beginning of JD on the world, and the end of salvation.  We learned about this date about four years before it happened in 2007.  I remember when Mr. Camping first began teaching it, thinking we only have about four years to go now, because  we once again thought the rapture would take place on may212011.

     The next date on the time line, skipping oct212011, as there is no evidence that it was significant, was oct72015, which we became aware of just maybe 2 years before it occur, in which we thought because it was the 10000th day of judgment, was the last day.  So the pattern of the realization or recognition  of  these four important dates on the timeline of JD was in the case of may211988 a few years after it occur, and sep11994, may212011 and oct72015 a few years before they occur.

     Therefore what we may be able to deduce from these patterns as far as the year 2033 is concerned, is that the year 2033, does not fit the pattern of god given us a date within just a few years of it's occurrence.  Consider also that except for the moment of silence in heaven by the space of half an hour rev8:1 which were the first 2300 days of the GT, which if those days of silence in heaven were not shortened, god says, there should no flesh be saved (not virtually no flesh saved, huh?  does that even make since?  no, it doesn't, but his followers are still repeating what their leader had said over what god has said. But what god says makes perfect sense) that no flesh should be saved mt24:22  for the entire 8400  days of the GT.  But god did shortened those days when no flesh should be saved, and on sep11994 once again salvation was available as god began his program of sending the later rain of the gospel of salvation to the world for another 6100 days as he pour out his spirit on the two witnesses who were killed, and they stood on their feet to prophesy again.  Therefore, for most of the period consisting of the dates of may211988, sep11994 and may212011, god's program of saving his elect was in full effect.  Yet, even though god was saving he still gave us these important dates just or only a few years within their occurrence.  However since may212011 thru 2033 there is no more salvation program, for since midnight, may212011 all god's elect have been saved, and his children are now in bed with him. lk11:5-7

     So in light of the pattern of previous dates becoming known just within a few years of there occurrence, even during the day of salvation, the ? begs to be ask; why would god during a time of no salvation, of not prophesying the gospel of salvation, give us the date of the last day in the year 2033, seventeen years before it occurs? 

It doesn't fit the pattern, it doesn't make sense, it's not biblical or logical.  What's the point of us knowing now, seventeen years away, that 2033 is the end? a lot of us will probably be dead, therefore no reason for us or even those who would still be alive to know now! that 2033 is the end. huh? You know god does all things well the bible tells us,  every thing in decency and order, 2033 does not fit the pattern, it does not make sense, it serves no purpose, other than to discourage.  In less then a month we will have endured five years of this time of JD, of no gospel of salvation to prophesy, of no salvation, and five years of trials and testing.  I'll  tell you, it's discouraging to hear someone teaching now, and to think that the bible may be giving 2033 as the date of the end, another seventeen years away.  Discouraging that is, if I really thought it was correct, but; I'm not discourage, nor want you to be, cause I don't think it is correct, not even a little bit.  Therefore to the teaching of 2033 as the end I say, wrong; again.  So, to the sheep I say, yet not I, but the Lord, be not discouraged, but encouraged, and hear the voice of the good shepherd, the lord Jesus Christ, the son of man who came and gave his life/soul for the many/sheep mt20:28 & jh10:11 as he bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 2pet2:24 for the sheep know his voice.  And a strange voice/gospel/flesh jd7/another Jesus 2cor11:4 they will not follow, but will flee from him; for they know not the voice of strangers. jh10:5  Be not discouraged, but encouraged, look up, and lift up your heads; for your redemption draws nigh.  lk21:28                                    Lord willing we'll continue on this next time.

We continue to look at the atonement provided by god according to the scriptures, as Abraham told Isaac, god also tells us his atonement and the atonement for sin of the bible is:  My son, god will [in the future at the cross, calling those things that be not (god had not yet atoned for sin) as though they were (already happened) rom4:17] provide himself a lamb (Jesus the lamb of god jh1:29) as a burnt offering gen22:8  ?  How do they of the CADG (cross a demonstration gospel) harmonize this statement with their already provided death atonement before/TFOTW by another lamb other than Jesus of the cross.  I even heard a well known teacher of the CADG fellowship recently teach that Jesus shed his blood for sin before/TFOTW. Huh? How? Again I ask, how could Jesus of the bible have died before/TFOTW?  before he was made by god, as Jesus is the only begotten son of god, and the son of man.  So how could this Jesus who god who god has raised up (from the grave the third day) 

acts2:32 have died and shed his blood before he was born, before the word was made/became flesh/the man Christ Jesus in 7bc? jh1:14  ...and thou shall call his name Jesus for he shall save his people from their sin mt1:21  Answer:  of course he could not, and did not.  Jesus is the god man.  The Jesus they of the CADG teach and believe died and rose before/from/TFOTW is not! this Jesus act2:32  Their Jesus is another Jesus, a different Jesus, an idol, a molten calf they have made them ex32:8                                                                 

     Another ? arises from that false teaching, how could their another Jesus 2cor11:4 an idol, a molten calf they have made them ex32:8 shed his blood before/TFOTW, before god/the word became flesh/man in7bc jh1:14 before god could have any blood to shed?  Answer:  Their another Jesus, is not! the lord's Christ rev12:10 he is not! the lord's salvation lk2:30 he is not!  the fulfillment of god's promise to provide himself as a lamb for a burnt offering gen22:8 their before/TFOTW another Jesus is not! who john the Baptist called, the lamb of god that bares the sin of the world jh1:29 the CADG idol, a molten calf they have made, an another Jesus, is not! the man Christ Jesus who gave himself a ransom for ALL (the elect, both Jew and gentile before and after the cross, ALL) 1tim2:6  It's another Jesus who could not and did not shed blood for them of the CADG or anyone else.  The fact that one can teach such doctrine, a flat out lie, that's in total opposition to the bible, shows what god says about they of the CADG in JD, they oppose god, resist the truth, they are men of corrupt minds, they are reprobate concerning the faith 1tim3:7&8  Therefore because the bible is not their authority, and like god allowed Moses as an example to us in JD, to lift up his hand/will over the word of god, and speak his own words instead of god's word, and smote the rock twice, and because Moses did not believe god's word he was told by god he would not go into the promise land. nu20:10-12  Because Moses did not believe god's word, and lifted up his hand/will over the word of god, as they of the CADG are doing in not believing the true gospel, by which we were saved and are standing in JD     IF    ye keep in mind/hold fast the gospel god has preached and delivered unto us for 1955 years of the church age, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5 and in that he died he died unto/to/for sin once rom6:10  This is not a church doctrine that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 as they of the CADG have said in support or defense of their non-biblical doctrine of Jesus shedding his blood and atoning for sin before/TFOTW, huh? how? could Jesus, who is the god man, die before god/the word became/was made flesh/man jh1:14 before Jesus Christ was born today in 7bc. lk2:11  Answer:  he could not and did not.

     But they of the CADG, oppose god, resist, I mean they just resist the truth, men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith 2tim3:7&8  lift up their hand and usurp their will over the scriptures, and teach and believe their different, another Jesus 2cor11:4 atoned for sin before/TFOTW, before Jesus of the bible, meant the requirement he was obligated to by the law of god of the word being made flesh jh1:14 as it behooved him to be made like unto his brethren, a man, before he was even made/begat/born today a savior in 7bc lk2:11  Teaching their own doctrine that  Jesus became, huh? god's only begotten son by an imaginary resurrection before/TFOTW, doing violence to zeph3:4 and violating rev22:18  roms1:4 by repeatedly taking away the phrase "with power" as roms1:3&4 is concerning Jesus Christ our lord, made of the seed of David was declared (not as they add violating rev22:19 became the son of god, huh? but roms1:4 says, Jesus made of the seed of David was declared) the son of god "with power" by the resurrection from the dead roms1:4 obviously the third day after Jesus made of the seed of David atone for our sins and died on the cross and rose the third day.   The bible says:..... the holy spirit shall overshadow thee, therefore that holy thing which shall be born of thee, shall be called the son of god lk1:35 and not! by or cause of an imaginary resurrection before/TFOTW by another Jesus 2cor11:4 a resurrection which the bible makes no mention of, why? cause it never, happened!  It's another lie from their cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 the CADG.  As they of the CADG erroneously teach that how Jesus before/TFOTW became the son of god, by their imaginary resurrection, whew!  I mean how many times do they have to be so obviously wrong before even they say, wait, wait a minute, how can we keep teaching and believing this another gospel?  as god asks, How long,  ye simple ones, will ye love simplicity?  prov1:22

     The bible says, the word made flesh jh1:14 born today in 7bc lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall (in the future when he goes to the cross) save his people from their sins.mt1:214   Who is the man Christ Jesus, who was made (by god, god's only/no one else/unique begotten son, which only begotten cannot be referring to an imaginary resurrection before/TFOTW, which, never happened!  as they of the CADG teach, but god's only begotten son is not referring to a imaginary resurrection before/TFOTW; but, with no ? is referring to the fact that Jesus is the only one/man begotten by god directly to a human mother without a human father; that's how and why Jesus is god's only begotten son, and not! that he became the son by an imaginary resurrection before/TFOTW, r-u kidding me?  which the bible does not speak about, why?  cause, it  never  happened!  The only resurrection the bible speaks about concerning god's son the lord Jesus Christ, who was made of the seed of David (dismissing any foolish and totally non-biblical idea of an imaginary resurrection before/TFOTW, before David, before Jesus was made of the seed of David and even born, whew!) and declared, not the son of god, as they of the CADG violate rev22:19 to teach, but god tells us that his son, our lord Jesus Christ, made of the seed of David (that's how we know in rom1:3&4 god is not speaking about an imaginary resurrection by another Jesus 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW, before David was born. what? huh? how? but god is speaking of his son, the lord Jesus Christ made of the seed of David) and is declared the son of god with power (declared by Jesus in the bible in Mt28:18) according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead. rom1:3&4  That is, not an imaginary before/TFOTW resurrection by a molten calf another Jesus they of the CADG have made them ex32:8 but, the resurrection from dying on the cross the third day according to the scriptures by the lord J e s u s Christ, made of the seed of DAVID, and is declared the son of god "with power" by god according to the scriptures, because Christ died for our sins (at the cross) according to the scriptures, and was buried, and rose the third day, according to the (spirit of holiness) the scriptures, and was seen of peter and the apostles. 1cor15:1-5  Therefore, by his atoning death on the cross and his resurrection the third day (the only resurrection the bible speaks about concerning god's son the Lord Jesus Christ, made of the seed of David)   Jesus defeated death, the grave and Satan, (death is swallowed up in victory, O death where is thy sting O grave where is thy  victory?  1cor15:54&55 gone) and by virtue of his death & resurrection, Jesus now had all power given to him in heaven and in earth, and Jesus declared it in the bible. mt28:18                                                                                                     

     They of the CADG have repeatedly taken away the phrase "with power" from rom1:4 violating rev22:19 and in so doing, god has made manifest by their work of iniquity 1cor3:13 god has taken away their part out of the book of life rev22:19 as they of the CADG has and continue to take away from the bible, by seldom if at all using certain verses which speak about  atonement/redemption/blood/death of the man Christ Jesus, i.e. mt26:38  Jesus said: my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto death.  A clear telling by Jesus of his suffering the spiritual death in his soul/spirit required for the payment of sin.  Which we have recently learned included the shedding of his blood for the remission of sins, beginning in the garden on his way to the cross, Jesus being in agony he prayed more earnestly, and his sweat was as it were great drops of blood, (or as we've learned more accurately should read) his sweat became as drops of blood. lk22:44  In other words Jesus as he began drinking the cup of the wrath of god lk22:42  began to experience spiritual death for the remission of sins, and god was showing proof of that not only by what Jesus said, my soul is exceedingly (way more than enough) sorrowful, even unto death, but also by Jesus sweating/shedding his blood for the remission of sins.  Even with our deeper insights and clearer understanding of such verses as rom1:3&4 and mt26:38 and lk22:42-44 they of the CADG continue to use roms1:3&4 as proof of Jesus becoming the son of god thru an imaginary death and resurrection before/TFOTW.  They continue to violate rev22:19 and take away from the words of the bible, and continue to do violence to the law of god zeph3:4.  How can they do that you ask?  Because, as god tells us in regards to they of the CADG in JD, they have corrupted themselves through their CADG, and have made themselves a molten calf ex32:8 therefore they adjust, modify, violate scripture by taking away from rev22:18 or by doing violence to scripture zeph3:4 to forcefully try and make it harmonize with their another gospel and their another Jesus 2cor11:4 because as god says, they oppose god, being of corrupt mind, reprobate concerning the faith 2tim3:8  The bible is not their authority, but the teachings of a man/men, they have lifted up their hand/will over the word of god, and like Moses are speaking their own words/gospel, and not! the word of god.                                                                                                             

     For in that he died, he died unto sin once rom6:10  They of the CADG, grasping at straws as they do, will say; well, he died for sin once before/TFOTW and  then as a demonstration on the cross.  Well either way, that would be striking the rock twice, and besides that the bible nor roms6:10 does not make that distinction at all.  Matter of fact rom6:10 would with no error at all, more accurately reflect god's intention by being translated:   For in that he died, he died to sin or for sin once.  God here implying and telling us, that in Jesus dying unto/to/ for sin, Jesus has ended his or the elects relation to sin, and ending its power in paying the wages of sin, his spiritual death he began suffering in the garden, where he said my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto/for/to death. mt26:38  Ending his relation to it/sin, and its power on the cross, telling us:  IT IS FINISHED! jh19:30 clearly meaning what god had sent him to do: be a propitiation for our sin 1jh2:2 & 4:10 IT IS FINISHED what the son of man came to do, to give his life/soul a ransom (redemption price) for many mt20:28 & mk10:45 as the man Christ Jesus, who gave himself a ransom (redemption price) for all 1tim2:6 (all meaning all elect that would include both Jew and gentile and those before and after the cross, ALL.  1tim2:6 Dismisses the claim which as been often used by they of the CADG and those that have another salvation of before/TFOTW atonement by someone other than the son of man, the word became flesh, the man Christ Jesus, 1tim2:6 dismissing the claim that the sin of those before the cross had to be paid before they could be in heaven) says who, not god, not the bible.  They of the CADG used without the shedding of blood, there's no remission of sin. heb9:22  This is said in the context of the sprinkling of blood of calves and goats by Moses on the tabernacle and vessels, which were a type of the body of Christ, the elect.  The next verse is never quoted, vs23:  it was necessary for the (earthly tabernacle and vessels) the pattern of things in the heavens (the spiritual tabernacle and vessels/the elect) be purified with these; (the blood of calves and goats which could never take away sin) but the heavenly (the spiritual body of the believers) themselves with better sacrifices.  The flesh and blood of the son of god and the son of man, Jesus Christ.  As we're told this:  By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once.  And again:  But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, (at the cross) sat down at the right hand of god. he10:10,12  For Christ also has suffered once for sin, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to god, being put to death in the flesh (what part of this is hard to understand? duh? professing themselves to be wise they of the CADG have become fools, cause 1pet3:18 is clearly referring to Jesus death on the cross, scripture once again, dismissing an imaginary death before/TFOTW, huh?) but quickened (made alive according to the spirit of holiness roms1:4) by the spirit. 1pet3:18 Jesus alluded to this offering of his better sacrifices, his flesh and blood in mt26:26-28 at the last supper before going to the cross:  Take, eat; this is my body.  And he took the cup (representing the cup of god's wrath which he began to drink of in the garden)..saying, drink ye all (the elect) of it.  This is my blood of the new testament (the will in heb10:10) see the OT by the law was established in the blood of bull & goats could not save anyone, but the NT by the grace of Jesus Christ jh1:17 did away with the OT, and the NT was established in the better sacrifices of the flesh and blood of Jesus Christ heb10:9 the lamb of god who bared the sin of the world jh1:29  as he bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 2pet3:24 as he washed us from our sins in his own blood rev1:5 making peace through the blood of his cross. col1:20  Jesus saying, unless you  (spiritually of course) eat of the flesh of the son of man and drink his blood, ye have no life in you. jh6:53  They of the CADG have not eaten of the flesh of the son of man, Jesus Christ, the word became flesh jh1:14 they have gone after strange flesh jd7 as their before/TFOTW another Jesus 2cor11:4 could not and was not the son of man.

      Beginning in the garden of gethsemane where Jesus told us, my soul is exceedingly sorrowful (suffering and drinking of the cup of god's wrath, exceedingly way more than enough to pay for the sins of the elected to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 2tim2:4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23) my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto death mt26:38  God in speaking about the spiritual death atonement by Jesus, emphasizes atonement in his blood again as we read:  And being in agony Jesus prayed more earnestly:  and his sweat was at it were great drops of blood falling down to the ground. lk22:44  This KJ translation gives the impression that god is saying Jesus was giving the appearance that he was sweating as it were greats drops of blood, but!  we get the more accurate picture in the literal Greek translation which reads:  falling in agony Jesus sweat became as drops of blood.  Here god is telling us that Jesus in the garden of gethsemane where he began to drink of the cup of god's wrath actually began the payment and atonement for sins of the elect by experiencing the awful wrath of god resulting in Jesus shedding his blood as his sweat became as blood, god telling us Jesus sweat blood, which is to say his sweat became blood, cause sweat is not as blood when sweat, they are two different fluids, how can seat become as blood, except it became as blood.  Just as the word became flesh (which they of the CADG and atonement before/TFOTW gospel, who are opposing god in JD, resisting the truth, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5 men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith, who will proceed no further in their folly 1tim3:7-9 in their stupidity, their madness, in their rage against god and the truth, they say Jesus drank again of the cup of gods wrath, to demonstrate their imaginary death atonement by another Jesus before/TFOTW, as they rage as heathens in united rage against the truth that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures 1cor15:3-5 and imagine a vain thing ps2:1 a worthless empty atonement, on an altar they have made and devised from their heart 1ki12:33 by a molten calf they have made them ex32:8 a cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 by Satan the more subtle/cunning of all the beast/unsaved of the field/world. gen3:1  By this teaching and belief of Jesus suffering the wrath of god twice, repeating the lesson god was teaching in the striking the rock twice by Moses in not obeying the word of god to smite the rock onceex17:6 the lesson being that in JD there would be those who also would like Moses lift up their hand/will over the word of god and with his rod and the rock twice num20:7-12 (today in JD they of the CADG like Moses are speaking their own words, and have lifted up their hand/will over the will/word of god through their CADG, usurping their authority over the word god, opposing god, men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith, 2tim3:8 and are striking the rock twice in insisting that Jesus suffered the wrath of god twice, once in their imaginary death atonement before/TFOTW, and again in a demonstration on the cross in 33ad, they have fallen and departed away from the way truth and the life, Jesus of Nazareth Jesus of the cross jh19:19 and have gone after strange flesh jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4 seeing they have crucified to themselves the son of god afresh (again/twice) and have put him to an open shame heb6:6 they have denied that Jesus of the cross is the christ, and that he only demonstrated what their another Jesus, their idol, a molten calf they have made them, delivered them saying Jesus of the cr and because of that sin by god to get up into this mount and die, as Jesus is in JD separating all things that offend out of his kingdom, and telling those of the CADG and those of the god is still saving in JD gospel, to depart from me, ye that work iniquity into everlasting fire mt7:21-23 & 13:41&42 & 25:41)                                                                                 

     Either way, god again is emphasizing the blood of Jesus with the atonement of sin.       Since the before/TFOTW another Jesus 2cor11:4 of the CADG, who they have corrupted themselves, and a molten calf (idol) they have made them, their another Jesus, is a false Christ, another Jesus, and not the savior of the cross, their before/TFOTW another Jesus is as false a god and deliverer as the molten calf Israel had made them during the 40 days and 40 nights Moses was in the mount, saying this be who has delivered us from Egypt. ex32:8, typifying the 1600 days of JD believers are all in the kingdom of god and could not have had any blood to shed, since Christ before the word became flesh/man jh1:14 in 7bc was spirit, and did not have any blood, again god with the numerous references and insistence on the use of the blood in connection with the atonement, We looked at the phrase "in his blood" and it causes us to ask the ?  Why does god put soooo much emphasis on blood in the bible?  Considering that god tells "for the life of the flesh is in the blood" lev17:11 and also that without the shedding of blood there is no remission (forgiveness of sins)hebs9:22  We can see that the emphasis and focus of blood used by god in the bible is telling of us that there had to be shedding of blood resulting in a sacrificial death offering for sin since god also tells us:  For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of god is eternal life through Jesus Christ our lord. roms6:23  Right there god is telling us that through the death of the lord Jesus Christ god has provided the gift of salvation. 

For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins.  So the shedding of whose blood resulting in his death can take away sins?  answer:  Wherefore, when he (the word became flesh born today in..7bc) coming into the world (in the city of David) he says, Sacrifice and offering (of bull and goats which already were offered, god again dismissing an imaginary death before/TFOTW, huh?) thou would not, but a body thou has prepared me: hebs10:4&5  By the which will (of god/the new second testament vs9) we are sanctified by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all... who his own self bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  But this MAN
, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of god. hebs10:10&12   the blood in significance and emphasis again at the cross as we read:  But one of the soldiers (elected to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, a soldier of the cross) with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came out blood and water.  The blood speaking to the atonement of our sins by the death of Jesus on the cross, and the water pointing to the holy spirit and the gospel which would be poured out as a result of Jesus atoning death on the cross.        

     Now, whose death do you think, and it's no use deceiving oneself, cause be not deceived god is not mocked or deceived,  so being honest with oneself, based on the scriptures, whose death provided the gift of salvation?

Hello all, in my personnel reading today, I read deut32:48-52 which is totally associated with what's going on right now, today, in JD.  We've looked at these verses previously, some time ago now, so just as a reminder let's briefly see what god is teaching us.

     You know in hindsight we can now really see the reason why god over and over again through out the bible, both old and new testament, emphasized the blood, and we can now see it is to make unmistakably clear that in harmony with 1cor15:21 by man came death by man (Jesus Christ) also the resurrection.  And in harmony with roms5:15 that by man came death, much more the gift of grace (salvation) by one man Jesus Christ rom5:15  who washed us from our sins in his own blood rev1:5  having made peace through the blood of his cross col1:20 

God could have easily said through the death of his cross, but chose to say through the blood of his cross to emphasize it was the man Christ Jesus that died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5 with a body (you can't have blood without a body, and the CADG's  another Jesus 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW did not have a body) prepared for him by the father hebs10:5 made of the seed of David roms1:3

     Eliminating they is referring to those in the very beginning of the Christianity and the formation of the churches, there may have been Jews who stop looking to Jesus and returned to the keeping of the law for salvation, however in the context of 1jh 1 or 2 is there even the slightest hint they is referring to that possibility.  Therefore there are really only two possibilities, they is either speaking of those in the churches, which is not a possibility, cause those of the churches are still in the churches, and god in 1jh2:19 is speaking of they who have went out from us, and it's clear the us are those who are truly saved and no longer in the churches.  And since we  know the context is the last time, and there is not the slightest suggestion god is speaking of they being those who in the early days of the beginning of the church age who went back to observance of the law for salvation, and we also know they is not speaking of those in the churches having went out from us, the only other possibility for who  they could be are they who were among those who obeyed the command to come out of her (the churches) my people rev18:4 during the great tribulation and god's judgment on the churches.  Among that group who came out of the churches are those of us who are sheep, and they who are goats of the CADG, who have went out from us of the true gospel by which we were saved, and are standing in JD,    If    we keep in memory the true gospel that god has delivered unto us, that Christ died for our sins, according to the scriptures (not according to the imagination of a corrupted mind but)  according to the scriptures Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:1-5

     And as we are and have been seeing now for some time, that this whole time of JD after may212011, is mainly focused, not on the churches, even though they of the CADG can't seem to stop focusing on the churches and their condemning of them, which now that the day of salvation is past, there is no gospel purpose to still be consistently speaking about the evils of the churches.  However by focusing on the evils of the churches, which is a horse that has been beat to death, they of the CADG appear to make themselves appear righteous, taking the focus off themselves and never seeing or considering the evils of their CADG, in which as stated in 1jh2:19-22 they have denied that this Jesus (sent by the father 1jh4:14 who gave his only begotten [born of god to a virgin] son jh3:16) who god raise from the dead the third day acts2:32   the only resurrection of Jesus Christ the bible speaks about is the one that happened on the third day.  The before/TFOTW resurrection by another Jesus 2cor11:4 they of the CAFG speak of,  is not mentioned in the bible, why?   cause it never happened!  But the bible makes repeated reference that Jesus was buried, (you never hear they of the CADG state that their another Jesus was buried before/TFOTW, cause the bible makes no mention of it, why?  cause it never happened!  But we're told by god, that Jesus  died for our sins according to the scriptures, and was buried, and rose the third day according to the scriptures, and was seen of peter then the twelve.  1cor15:4  by god connecting each action involved in Christ dying for our sins with the conjunction and,  god is in essence telling us that these are the chronological  order of events that must have and did take place when Christ died for our sins.  This is spoken of no where else in the bible, except in regards to Jesus death on the cross.  That's because thats where Jesus died for our sins according to the scriptures, at the cross.                                                                                                                                                             

     The dying of another Jesus 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW for the sins of they of the CADG, is not spoken of in the bible,  why?  again, cause it never happened!  There's only one altar of atonement for sin the bible speaks of, which was typified when Abraham (god the father) bound Isaac, and laid Isaac (Jesus, god the son) on the altar upon the wood (the cross) gen22:9 and typified by all the burnt offerings by the law, and that altar is Jesus death on the cross. hebs13:10-12   The altar of atonement for another Jesus before/TFOTW, does not exist, it's an altar They of the CADG have made, and devised from their heart 1ki12:33  It's a cunningly devised fable. 2pet1:16  When they of the CADG claim that Jesus did not die on the cross, huh? did the holy spirit teach him that?  I don't think so, no, I know the holy spirit did not teach that.  r u kidding me?  talk about being deceived, talk about not having the spirit, talk about a corrupted (depraved) mind, whew!  And I'm not judging this person, I'm not speaking on what I think is a personal sin of this CADG teacher, I'm speaking about what he is teaching the bible says, which as an us of the true gospel, am being employed used by god to speak in  JD on these things, as god thru his sheep is making manifest the CADG is a work of iniquity being burned, and they of the CADG are opposing god in JD, resisting the truth, men of corrupt minds reprobate concerning the faith, who will proceed no further than JD, in their folly, their madness, their stupidity, their rage against god. 2tim3:7-9  Or when they of the CADG teach and believe Jesus death on the cross was a demonstration, They of the CADG are in fact, denying that the word became flesh jh1:14 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins mt1:21  Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross jh19:19  they of the CADG are denying that this Jesus acts2:32 is the Christ 1jh2:22 and claiming their another Jesus 2cor11:4 because their Jesus is not and cannot be the word became flesh in 7bc jh1:14 made of the seed of David and thou shall call his name Jesus, they are two different.  Our Jesus, us of the true gospel, is the son sent by the father, is the word became flesh in 7bc, and thou shall call is name Jesus, for he (Not theirs, but our Jesus) shall save his people from their sins, when he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross.    The another Jesus, their Jesus of the CADG, is another Jesus, a molten calf/idol they have made who they claim delivered them before/TFOTW. ex32:8  and no matter how much and how hard they try and associate themselves with our Jesus of the cross,  they are still denying Jesus of the cross is the Christ, and by denying Jesus death on the cross atoned for sin, thereby they are liars 1jh2:22 and are calling Jesus and god a liar and a deceiver when god said that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5 and that Jesus made peace  through the blood of his cross col1:20 and reconciled us to god in the body of his flesh thru (his) death col1:22 obviously on the cross when he bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24         

     Therefore like the king of Assyria, they in their folly/rage, remember we've learned that they of the CADG are resisting the truth, THAT CHRIST DIED FOR OUR SINS AT THE CROSS 1COR15:3 they are men of corrupt (depraved) minds, how else could they teach such things as Jesus did not die on the cross, r-u kidding me, or how else except because they are men of corrupt (depraved) minds, could they teach such things in doing violence to the word of god to make it agree with their false gospel, the CADG, that rom1:3&4 is teaching that their another Jesus 2cor11:4 was called the son of god (taking away the words "with power" in violation of rev22:19 which in so doing god has made manifest their names are not in the book of life and they are not sheep) in teaching roms1:3&4 is teaching their another Jesus was called the son of god by an imaginary resurrection before/TFOTW.  When roms1:3&4 is clearly teaching that god is teaching concerning his son Jesus Christ our lord, which/who was made of the seed of David (dismissing that the molten calf they of the CADG have made them, their another Jesus 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW is the one god is speaking about, cause god is speaking about) his son Jesus Christ our lord which was  made of the seed of David according to the flesh, and declared (god declares everything in his word) the son of god with power, according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead. rom1:3&4  Jesus himself made the declaration when after rising from the dead after dying on the cross said; all power is given unto me in heaven and in earth mt28:18       And since Jesus made of the seed of David is the one who rose from the dead, we know the resurrection the third day after Jesus died on the cross in 33ad is in view in roms1:3&4, and not an imaginary resurrection by another Jesus, a molten calf, before/TFOTW, which the bible does not speak about.  Why?  Because,    it,    never,    happened!  It's a cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16  These acts of violence done to the word of god, zeph3:4 are being done by they of the CADG, who are opposing god in JD, resisting the truth, men of corrupt (depraved) minds, reprobate (worthless) concerning the faith, but they shall proceed no further in their folly 2tim3:7-9  Remember we've learned that in their folly, Strong's#454 also can be in their rage against god thru their CADG, as they like the king of Assyria in his rage against what god had said, called god a deceiver Is37:10 so to thru their CADG are saying let not that deceiver deceive you when he says he came to save his people from their sins mt1:21 and he came...to give himself a ransom for many mt20:28  They of the CADG are calling the father and the son liars and deceivers, and have denied that this Jesus of the bible of mt1:21 is the Christ. 1jh2:22 they who do so are truly anti-Christ, and in denying that Jesus death on the cross was the lamb of god which atoned for sin, are like the false teachers of Jesus day who called Jesus a deceiver when he said, after three days (the third day) I will rise again mt27:63 the false prophets/teachers of JD, who are deceiving many thru their CADG mt24:11 in denying that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross, are also calling Jesus a deceiver.                                                           

     Just think about it, since the church age, no one, I mean no one who calls themselves believers in the lord Jesus Christ, has denied that his death on the cross atoned for mans sins, until JD, when men resisting the truth, men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith, they who have went out from us, they of the CADG, and failed the JD test,   if    ye keep in memory the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5 and departed from the way the truth and the life, and thru their CADG have gone after strange flesh jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4  At no other time until now, in JD, and by none else of those who called themselves believers in Jesus, except those of the JD CADG, has the cross not been where Jesus died for our sins, and instead is called a demonstration, thereby they of the CADG have denied that Jesus of the cross is the Christ. 1jh2:22   But they shall proceed no further in their folly, their rage against god, in their imagined vain thing.  ps2:1   for the CADG is truly a cunningly devised/imagined fable 2pet1:16 a vain thing, worthless.  And all those who have adhered to it, are being separated from the sheep, by the Lord Jesus Christ as like the thief on the right of him on the cross, so to are the sheep being separated from the goats of the CADG on Jesus right hand, and the goats on being separated on the left mt25:33 and Jesus is saying to the goats on his left to do what they of the CADG have already done,  depart from me, ye cursed into everlasting fire mt25:41 (see Jesus on the cross/tree did not become a curse for them of the CADG, but on the cross Jesus became a curse for us gal3:13 of the true gospel that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1or15:1-5)  No! they of the CADG are in the wedding feast without a wedding garment mt22:11-13 Jesus Christ robe of righteousness Is61:10 given to the chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 2tim2:4 soldiers of the cross, provided by Jesus at the cross. jh19:23  Who paid for they of the CADG sins?  They say it was their another Jesus 2cor11:4 a molten calf they have made them, who they say died and delivered them from their sins before/TFOTW ex32:8   but their sins were most certainly not paid for by Jesus death on the cross, therefore they were not paid for, and Jesus  now professing unto them, I   Never  Knew  You, depart from me ye that work iniquity. mt7:23 

     So god's focus is not on the churches at all, but on those who call themselves believers outside of the churches, which among them are us the sheep and they of the CADG, the goats.  And god has been in the process of removing all things out of his kingdom that offend mt13:41 all the unsaved, and the workers of iniquity of the CADG, the goats.  And the means through which god is separating the sheep from the goats, and removing the goats out of his kingdom, is the JD test of the CADG.  Which god alluded to this test as the evidence of those who were saved and standing in JD through the true gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ, of the bible, in 1cor15:1-5 where god made indisputably clear the true gospel is that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, at the cross.  God in 1cor15:1-5 also alluded to those who faith in the true gospel, was in vain, (with a worthless, reprobate faith)  revealed or made manifest to be so, thru the JD test of       "IF"    ye keep in memory/hold fast to the true gospel god delivered unto us, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, according to the scriptures. 1cor15:2  And that's the connection to 1jh2:19 the CADG.  They (the goats of the CADG who have failed the JD test showing who was saved by the true gospel, and are now standing in JD,     If    (god knew there would be those who wouldn't, setting up the test by saying)     if    ye keep in memory that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, at the cross 1cor15:1-5 like the goats of the CADG who) went out from among us (the sheep of the true gospel, who only hear the true gospel, Christ voice, and have departed away from the way the truth and the life, This Jesus who god raised up acts2:32 after dying on the cross for our sins, and they have gone after strange flesh jd7  another Jesus 2cor11:4) but (cause) they were not of us. 1jh2:19  They are goats who were never saved.  And therefore Jesus in separating the sheep from the goats, is now professing unto the goats, they of the CADG, to do what they have already done, thru their CADG, in going after strange flesh jd7 to depart from me, ye that work iniquity.                                    

      Note:  Although jh3:16 is translated in the past tense for god so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten son, in the original Greek jh3:16 more accurately reads:  For god so loves the world that he gives (provides as a lamb of god jh1:29 for a burnt offering gen22:8) his only begotten son of him... which makes sense and agrees with the giving of god son on the cross after he was begotten by the holy spirit to the virgin Mary. lk1:35  

     Despite what the bible teaches, one so called teacher of the CADG once again on FR taught that Jesus never died on the cross, even though Jesus himself taught and said:  The son of man (so we know he is speaking about himself, This Jesus act2:32 of the bible, the son sent by the father 1jh4:14 the word became flesh in 7bc jh1:14  and NOT! another Jesus 2cor11:4 they of the CADG worship, a molten calf they have made them and claim delivered them ex32:8 before/TFOTW by an imaginary death on an imaginary altar they have made, and devised (imagined) from their heart 1ki12:33 which the bible does not speak of:  But we (us of the gospel god has given us, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5) have an altar (which the bible very much speaks about; Jesus sacrificial atoning death on the cross) which they (of CADG) have no right to eat of hebs13:10-12   As we read:  The son of man is delivered into the hands of men, and they shall kill him; and after that he is killed, he shall rise the third day. mk9:31  Only because one has taken away verse like this from the book of the bible rev22:19 and the bible is not there authority, no matte how much lip service one claim it is, can they teach Jesus did not die on the cross. 
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We have looked at 2tim3:7&8 a number of times now, and god has shown us that it is definitely speaking to or addressing what's going on today in JD with they of the JD test of the cross a demonstration gospel.  But let's look at it again, for a review, to reinforce even more in our minds these truths and insights god has given us, and to see something else god may have given us, showing and connecting 2tim3:7&8 to they of the CADG.
  
     Now as Jan-nes and Jam-bres withstood Moses, (representing the word of god) so do these (They [of the CADG who in JD] have went out from us 1jh2:19 of the true gospel of Jesus Christ) so do these [they of the CADG] also RESIST the truth (the true gospel which god first of all delivered unto us, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5)  They have corrupted themselves, They have turned aside quickly out of the way which I commanded them (departed away from this Jesus acts2:32 who said, I am the way jh14:6 and (in JD) have gone after  strange flesh jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4 they have corrupted themselves [thru their CADG] they have made them a molten calf (another Jesus 2cor11:4) and have worshipped it...ex32:7&8)  men of corrupt minds (corrupted by their work of iniquity, their CADG) reprobate (worthless; their faith in the true gospel was worthless, as they believed in vain, failing the JD test of the CADG      IF    ye keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:2  they of the CADG are reprobate concerning the faith.      Let's take a look again at what god is teaching us by "for their folly" (Strong's #454 also, for their stupidity, (professing themselves to be wise {wiser than god in teaching their CADG} they have become fools, and change the glory of the incorruptible god {the word became flesh in 7bc jh1:14 who is the image of the invisible god col1:5 with all the fullness of the godhead bodily col2:9 into an image (idol) made like to corruptible man rom1:22&23 a molten calf, their another Jesus 2cor11:4 they have made them thru their CADG.  For the preaching of the cross-atonement (the true gospel) is foolishness [stupid or stupidity Strong's#3472&74] to them that perish. (They of the CADG) 1cor1:18)  


     For their folly (Strong's #454 is also, for their madness against the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5  we read in the Messianic ps102:6 the words pointing to the Lord Jesus:  Mine enemies reproach (with their words) me all the day, they that are mad against me are sworn against me.  
They of the CADG resist the truth, being men of corrupted (depraved) minds thru their CADG, and teach another Jesus 2cor11:4 their molten calf they have made delivered them from their sin ex32:8 before this Jesus acts2:32 the word became flesh jh1:14 made of the seed of David roms1:3 was even born today in the city of David, a savior in 7bc lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sin. mt1:21)  
    
    For their folly  Strong's #454 also for their rage thru their words against god, as they of the CADG thru their another gospel have withstood god and his word in JD, in resisting the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  We see their rage being in their words, in their CADG, in what god said in response to the king of Assyria words resisting what god said in Is37:10:  Let not thy god, in whom thou trust, deceive thee, (remember how Jesus was called a deceiver by the Pharisees, (false teachers) cause he said, After three days he would rise again mt27:63 or destroy this temple (his body as he was slain/killed on the cross, despite what has been said by one of the CADG false teacher, resisting the truth that Jesus died on the cross for our sins according to the scriptures) and in three days I will take it up again jh2:19  In resisting the truth, that Christ died for our sins at the cross according to the scriptures 1cor15:1-5 they of the CADG in their rage have withstood god and his word in JD, resisting the truth, men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith, by resisting the truth, and calling their false gospel, the CADG the truth, are calling Jesus of the cross not the messiah, who has delivered us from our sins, but they of the CADG are denying that this Jesus acts 2:32 Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross is the Christ, and that he is a demonstrator,  they of the CADG are calling this Jesus, the son sent by the father, the word became flesh in 7bc, Jesus of the cross, the way the truth and the life,   a deceiver.)  

     Returning to Is37:10 and the words of the king of Assyria resisting what god has said:  Let not thy god, in whom thou trust, deceive thee, (again that's what they of the CADG are saying against and in resisting the truth of all the scriptures which clearly and abundantly teach that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5  as he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24 through which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once (clearly offered on the altar of the cross in 33ad hebs13:10-13) making peace between god and man through the blood of his cross. col1:10 In resisting these truths and many others scriptures declaring the cross atonement, they of the CADG are like the king of Assyria also saying, let not thy god, in whom thou trust, deceive thee when he says that Christ died for our sins at the cross, they of the CADG are saying that is not true, calling god a liar. a deceiver.) back to Is37:10  let not thy god, in whom thou trust, deceive thee, saying, Jerusalem shall not be given into the hand of the king of Assyria.     

     In response to the King of Assyria rage against what god said, and his resisting the truth, this is what god said:  But I know thy abode, and thy going out and thy coming in, and thy rage against me.  Because thy rage against me, and thy tumult, (being at ease in their rage against god, akin to they of the god is still saving in JD gospel, in their rage against the truth that may212011 was JD and sun is darkened and the moon is no longer giving her light mt24:29 the light of the gospel to save is out, and it is done rev16:17  JD, no more salvation, resisting the truth, because of their importunity, they have no shame in praying for bread, a gospel that saves lk11:8 ) Because of thy rage against me, and thy tumult, is come up into mine ears, (god has heard they of the CADG harsh words against the true gospel, he has heard their rage against him in JD, and the day is declaring making manifest the CADG is a work of iniquity 1cor3:13)  Let's return:  because thy rage against me, and thy tumult, is come up into mine ears, therefore I will put my hook in thy nose, and my bridle in thy lips, and I will turn thee back....Is37:28&28  That's what has happened to they of the CADG and they of the god is still saving in JD gospel, in their rage against god, in resisting the truth, they have turn back, departed away from the way, the true gospel and Jesus of the bible, Jesus of the cross, and have gone after strange flesh jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4 they have drawn back to perdition, their judgment and destruction for a gospel that still saves in JD.                                                                                                                                                                                          We read a commentary on the JD test of the CADG and they (who) have went out from us (of the true gospel) but they were not of us 1jh2:19 in ps2:1

     This, 1cor15:1-5 has been given to us by god as rock solid, indisputable scripture that Christ died for our sins at the cross of Calvary in 33ad.  And we should in JD when the CADG test was set up,  to be used of god to make manifest the work of iniquity in JD of the CADG, 1cor3:13 and those who are enduring to the end in believing god, the true gospel, (here's the test)    IF    we keep in memory....that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross. 1cor15:2-5   We should be praising and thanking god for 1cor15:1-5, cause any and all scriptures, especially the vague ones like rev13:8, having to do with the atonement, we can know that they cannot be speaking of an imaginary atonement, which is strange fire lev10:1 and strange incense ex30:9 by an  molten calf (idol they of the CADG) have made ex32:8 by an imaginary another Jesus 2cor11:4 which is strange flesh jd7 and not the flesh and blood of the son of man jh6:51-53 or the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once heb10:10  but their another Jesus is strange flesh jd7 their molten calf they have made and claim has delivered them from the wrath of god ex32:8 before or at the point (cute huh?) of/TWF.  This the CADG is a cunningly devised fable For we know according to scriptures:  But when the fullness of the time was come, (the time being in time, in 7bc, a specific, one time, past tense event) god sent (already happened when this was given) forth his son, (the father sent the son 1jjh4:14 when coming into the world with a body prepared by god hebs10:5) made of a woman, (a virgin shall be with child mt1:23) made under the law (made of the seed of David rom1:3 made a little lower than the angels, (a man) for the suffering of death heb2:9 even the death of the cross phi2:8 who his own self bared our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24) to redeem them  that were under the law. gal4:4         

     Yet the music of Christmas being played speaks of course of the salvation the Christ child, the man child born in rev12:5 would provide, as the man Christ Jesus, gave himself a ransom for our sins 1tim2:5&6 through the offering of (his) the body of Jesus Christ once (clearly on the cross in 33ad) hebs10:10 when who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:16 Much of the beautiful Christmas hymns and carols played speak to this, such as:  O come O come Emanuel, and ransom captive Israel, Rejoice!  Rejoice!  Emanuel, shall come to thee O Israel.  Like:  Hark! the herald angels sing glory to the new born king, Peace on earth and mercy mild, God and sinners reconcile.  Yet in still, you won't hear it stated on FR by any host, as they of the CADG in the face of and in opposition to all the biblical scriptures, continue to withstand god and his word in JD, and resist, I mean they just resist the truth, because I tell you, in order to not see the true gospel god delivered to us, is  that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5 cause god has made it as clear and plain as the noses on their faces, to not see that truth is because they of the CADG, are just resisting truth, men of corrupt minds, reprobate toward the faith.  but they shall proceed no further (than JD) for their folly (their rage against the truth, there madness, being men of corrupt minds, their work of iniquity the CADG) shall and has been made manifest by the day in JD unto all 2tim3:8 and Jesus is professing unto them,  I  Never  Knew  You, depart from me ye that work iniquity (the CADG) ye cursed into everlasting fire...mt7:23 & 25:41
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For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given...is9:6  

     In light of the predominate teaching since the initiation and start of the cross a demonstration gospel in 2008, if this false gospel was truth, which it absolutely, positively, without any question, is not the truth, but a cunningly devised fable. 2pet1:16  For god has made it absolutely clear, without any ? whatsoever, that he from the beginning of the going forth of the gospel, after Jesus died on the cross, and rose from the dead, and the holy spirit was pour out at Pentecost, the gospel god delivered unto us first of all.... (most importantly and number one) that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures (at the cross we know from the following) and (connecting died for our sins with) and that he was buried  and  (connecting he died for our sins and that he was buried with) and that he rose the third day according to the scriptures and was seen of peter than the twelve apostles. 1cor15:3-5 God emphasizing that according to the scriptures you will find that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  Per all the prophesies pointing to the coming of the Messiah, like, "Behold a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emanuel, which being interpreted is, god with us." Is7:14 

     And per god's promise to provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering for sin. gen22:8  And per all the ceremonial burnt offerings and blood sacrifices offered by the law which were pointing to the Savior that was prophesied to come, and his death of the on the cross for our sins, as they were shadows of the better sacrifices hebs10:1&8 of the flesh and blood of the son of man jh6:51-53  And according to the scriptures Christ died for our sins at the cross, per of all four gospels, which were a leading up to and culminating in the death of Jesus on the cross for our sins.  The man child rev12:5 the child is born in is6:9 the man Christ Jesus who gave himself a ransom for all 1tim2:6  [I mean this verse all by itself, puts an end of the cunningly devised fable of the CADG, as also ...our lord Jesus Christ, who gave himself for our sins. gal 1:4  The lord Jesus Christ being the promised lamb of god for a burnt offering in gen22:8 to bare the sin of the world jh1:29 in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24 by which will (the new testament doing away with the first/OT) we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ ONCE heb10:10 to make peace with god between god and man through the blood of his cross. col1:20

     As we plainly see from all these and so many more scriptures is that the true gospel is that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:1-5 

Which is the very reason for very first Christmas, "for unto you is born this day in the city of David, a savior, which is Christ the lord. lk2:11 "and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he SHALL (in the future at the cross) save his people from their sins. mt1:21 

     Now the world thru the years has taken Christ out of Christmas, but I'll tell you, false prophets/teachers outside of the churches in JD, the goats of the CADG has also done harm to the meaning of Christmas, thru their another gospel of the CADG, in which they teach that the messiah came into the world, get this now, in complete opposition to what the bible teachers, which is that he came to save his people from their sins mt1:21 they of the CADG, who have withstood god and the word of god in JD, resisting the truth, men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith 2tim3:8 they of the CADG teach that the word/god became flesh/man jh1:14 Emanuel, god with us is7:14  the Messiah, came to demonstrate, (now we do we read this in the bible, that Jesus came to be a demonstration, just like all the animal sacrifices were) that is to perform, cause that exactly what it would have been, a performance, as in a play, to demonstrate, carry out a tablew  (not in the bible) as they say in continuation of what they learned from their dead leader, and I do mean dead, based on him not enduring to the end in believing the true gospel, and they that endure to the end shall be saved mt24:13 having been saved   if    we keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:2&3 which he failed to heed that warning and failed the JD test of the CADG, as he was the initiator of the CADG, and based on him not enduring in believing May212011 was JD, and draw back to a gospel of god is still saving, of which god says of them who draw back unto perdition/ judgment/destruction, my soul has no pleasure in them hebs10:38 for god has no pleasure in the death of the wicked.  and they of the CADG continue to withstand god in JD, and resist the truth of god word, the voice of Jesus, and continue to hear the voice of man, believing and teaching an imaginary death atonement and resurrection, notice they never say he was buried, from before/TFOTW. (where do we read this in the bible?  answer: no where!  it's all out of the corrupted minds of men, children of Belial deut13:13 saying let us (they of the CADG) go out (from us of the Cross atonement gospel1jh2:19) and serve other gods (their molten calf/their another Jesus2cor11:4) which ye (us of Jesus Christ of the Cross atonement gospel) have not known deut13:13 but they went out that they might be made manifest (which the day is making this manifest 1cor3:13) that they were not of us 1jh2:19  The day the lord Jesus in JD has made it manifest that they of the CADG were never sheep, they were never saved.  They of the CADG have change the very reason why the father sent the son, the savior of the world 1jh4:14 on that very first Christmas.  they've changed why the word became flesh/man jh1:14 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins mt1:21 to Jesus came to demonstrate that their molten calf, their another Jesus delivered them from their sins deut32:8 before/TFOTW.

They of the CADG have made a travesty, a total mockery of the message of Christmas, the message of the bible, through their teaching of their another Jesus dying for their sins from before/TFOTW.

   

     But the bible says, for unto us a child is born, unto us a son (of god) is given (to be the lamb of god which bare the sin of the world jh1:29 by which we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once heb10:10 when who his own self bare our sin in his own body on the tree. 1pet2:24  for a virgin shall conceive and bear a son is7 14 a man child rev12:5 for unto you is born this/today in the city of David a savor, which is Christ the lord lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he SHALL SAVE HIS PEOPLE FROM THEIR SINS. MT1:21 That's the message of Christmas, the message of the bible to the elected sheep, chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:8 soldiers of the cross jh19:23   Fear not; for, behold, I bring you good tidings (the good news of the gospel) of great joy, which shall be to all people (out of every nation peoples and tongue, there is a chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, a soldier of the cross to whom a wedding garment of the robe of Christ righteousness was provided for at the cross jh19:23) for unto to you is born this day in the city of David a savior, (not a demonstrator but) a savior, which is Christ the lord. lk2:11  For the wages of sin is death, but (god tidings/new) the gift of god is eternal life through (the offering of the body once of heb10:10) Jesus Christ our Lord. roms6:23  A Blessed Christmas to all the soldiers of the cross, soldiers of Jesus Christ.

     In these two verses we see god saying that someone who is has been redeemed, that is brought back from being a captive of sin and Satan, from under the wrath of god, through the precious blood of Christ, as a lamb without blemish or spot, 1pet1:19 says so and give thanks unto LORD.  We who have been redeemed say amen to the truths of god's word with rejoicing and thanks to god for the truth of his word.  That principle is just as true today in JD, as at any other time. 

    Are you!  rejoicing in the truths1cor13:6 giving to us by god in his word in JD?  Truths regarding the true gospel god has delivered and preach unto us, wherein we stand in JD, by which also we were saved,  IF  (this is what god is saying, not me, and god is saying the evidence that ye were saved and are standing in JD, when in JD the CADG test is set up, is)   IF  (that's the test)   IF   ye keep in memory/hold fast to what God preached unto us (that is the true gospel of Jesus Christ) that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures/the true gospel, at the cross 1cor15:1-5  Their is also the reason why God says   IF   ye keep in memory the true gospel that Christ died for our sins at the cross, is because god knew the time would come in JD,  that because iniquity shall abound in JD, and JD is the context of mt24:11-13 JD being 

the end of the church age, therefore god is not focusing on those in the churches, but outside of the churches, and the iniquity god is focusing on is the CADG preached and taught by false prophets/teachers outside of the church in JD.

     And due to this work of iniquity, the cross a demonstration gospel which teaches another atonement other than that of the bible, which is that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:3-5  therefore the CADG is just that, another gospel.  And due to this work of iniquity the CADG abounding in JD, as evidenced by among those outside of the churches in JD, until recently, the overwhelming majority of teaching of the atonement has been the CADG and atonement from/before/TFOTW, which has cause the love of many in JD to wax cold for the true gospel they once had in mind/memory, that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:1-5   I say up until recently, as this seems to be now changing as god is making manifest the CADG is a work of iniquity being burned in JD 1cor3:13 and the CADG is a false gospel, a cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 an another gospel, featuring an another Jesus 2cor11:4 a molten calf they have made them ex30:8 saying our another Jesus from/TFOTW has delivered them from Egypt/their sin from before/TFOTW.

     An atonement they of the CADG by their another Jesus 2cor11:4 before this Jesus acts2:32 Jesus of the bible was even born, the word became flesh in 7bc jh1:14 the son of god and the son of man (that's who Jesus is, dismissing the CADG's another Jesus before/TFOTW being the same as  This Jesus of the bible who god raised up acts2:32 whom ye slew and hanged on a tree/cross acts5:30 who his own self bared our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24 who suffered, was slain and rose the third day lk9:22  according to the scriptures 1cor15:4 the son sent by the father 1jh4:14) the son of man came into the world to give his life/soul a ransom for many mt20:28 with a body prepared by god hebs10:5 thru 42 generations of man, from Abraham to  made of the seed of David rom1:3 until the carrying away into Babylon unto the birth of Jesus Christ mt1:17  born today in the city of David, a savior lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he (not a molten calf they have made them ex30:8 not another Jesus 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW, huh? but)  He (the word became flesh in 7bc jh1:14 Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus on the cross jh19:19) shall save his people from their sins mt1:21                                          

     And for the purpose of feeding his sheep the true gospel in JD, giving correction in righteousness to those saved outside of the churches who have only heard and been taught the cross was a demonstration, so that when his sheep do hear Jesus voice, the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, his sheep will reject the false teachings of the CADG.  So when god says the gospel by which ye were saved,  IF   ye keep in memory the true gospel that was delivered unto us, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:1-3 which we all had received, who were or profess to have been saved prior to JD and the end of the church age, therefore are held accountable to the test of the CADG, and the warning to keep in memory the true gospel 1cor15:1&2 that Christ died for our sins at the cross 15:3-5 and based on that, it maybe that those saved outside of the churches who never heard the true gospel, would not be held to the same accountability of those who had the truth, they (of the CADG) who went out from us, showing they were not of us/never saved, never a sheep 1jh2:19 but those who did not have the true gospel preached unto them during the church age, could they be held to the test of   If   ye keep in memory what they never had in mind?

     However upon hearing now the truth, that Christ died for our sins at the cross,  If one was to reject that truth, Jesus voice, and continue to believe a lie, the cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 the CADG, that would be evidence that that person was never saved and is not a sheep but a goat, and god is now also using the CADG as a means of separating the sheep from the goats mt25:32&33 and in JD is removing all things (all unsaved/goats) out of his kingdom that offend. mt13:41 all those in the wedding feast without a wedding garment mt22:11&12

the wedding garment being the robe of Christ righteousness is61:9 provided to soldiers of Jesus Christ at the cross jh19:23&24 mt27:35 mk15:24 to the elected chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ. 2tim2:4  Who unlike the goats of the CADG, who have no robe of righteousness from their molten calf they have made ex30:8 their another Jesus 2cor11:4 they say has delivered them by an imaginary death and resurrection before/TFOTW, on an altar they have made and devised from their heart. 1ki12:33  But we, the sheep have an altar, which they have no right to eat of, Jesus on the cross hebs13:10-12 thru the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once hebs10:5 who his own self bared our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24   

  

     Instead of the having peace with god thru the blood of his (Jesus) cross col1:20 they of the CADG, a work of iniquity in JD by which they (goats of the CADG) have gone out from us (sheep of the cross atonement gospel of the bible) showing they were not of us, (they were never saved, never a sheep) they thru their CADG have offered up to god as atonement for their sins, strange fire lev10:1 and strange incense and burnt offering ex30:9  and have gone after strange flesh jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4 they trust died for their sins from before, from, at, take your pick, they used them all, TFOTW, and not! god's son the lord Jesus Christ, made of the seed of David rom1:3  Not! This Jesus who god raise up acts2:32 the third day  after dying on the cross 1cor15:4  They trust in an imaginary resurrection before/TFOTW, which the bible does not speak about, cause it, never, happened! The only, I repeat, the only resurrection of Christ the bible speaks about is the resurrection of  Jesus of Nazareth Jesus of the cross jh19:19 the third day, according to the scriptures. 1cor15:4  And therefore they of the CADG have been manifested  by god in JD to have not eaten of the flesh and blood of the son of man offered by god for eternal life jh6:51-53 thru the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once (clearly on the cross) hebs10:10 when his own self bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  

     We know from rev9:2-9 that the believers, represented or typified by the locusts, are being employed/used by god in JD to torment the unsaved with these truths in JD, JD, no more salvation since may212011 and that god in JD has made manifest/revealed and known the work of iniquity, the cross a demonstration gospel, and the bible is declaring it 1cor3:13 to be a cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 a lie, by Satan, the more subtle/cunning of all the beast/unsaved of the field/world gen3:1 and the father of lies. jh8:44 the day is revealing this work of iniquity the CADG is being preached by false prophets in JD, deceiving many, causing the love of many for the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross to wax cold. mt24:11-13 The day has revealed they of the 

CADG have believed in vain the true gospel, and have failed to heed the warning and the JD test of   IF   ye keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:1-3 They of the CADG have withstood god and his word in JD, resisting the truth of the gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith. 2tim3:8  They of the CADG have gone out from us 1jh2:19 of the true gospel in JD, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 and they of the CADG have made them a molten calf ex30:8 another Jesus 2cor11:6 on an altar of atonement they have made them, and devised from their heart 1ki12:33 they have gone after strange flesh jd7 in making them a molten calf, an another Jesus, and they of the CADG have offered up to god strange fire lev10:1, strange incense and burnt offering ex30:9 and as they of Sodom  & Gomorrah, and Aarons sons were destroyed and consumed by fire, so to are they of the CADG being consumed by the fire of god's wrath in JD.   

     Are you rejoicing in these truths, are you a locusts in JD being used of god to torment the unsaved with truth? rev9:3-5  As what Moses asks Israel, those who claimed to be believers, after they corrupted themselves in making them a molten calf ex32:8 the same can be said is being ask by god now, who is are the lord's side? ex32:26   Are you a sheep on the Lord's side ex32:26 separated from the goats of the CADG, on his right hand, having been caused by god to endure to the end and keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:2&3 Are you on the side of the cross, the cross of Jesus Christ, the lord's side ex32:26 or the side of the CADG's a molten calf they have made ex32:8 their another Jesus? 2cor11:4 

Are you lukewarm? rev13:16  You know, those who take the attitude, what difference does it make if you believe the cross or if you believe before/TFOTW?  answer:  god says the test in JD you were saved by the gospel is:  If   ye keep n memory the Cross is where Jesus died for our sins.  1cor15:2&3  What difference did it make to Aaron's sons, that they offered up to god for sins Strange fire?  answer:  they were consumed by fire from LORD.   So the ? is asked, what are you!  saying in JD that the word of god, god is saying to us in JD?  Or are you silently trying to please both god  and man and saying nothing?  Well, we are well into JD, and it maybe almost over, and the bible says, let the redeemed of the Lord,   say so.
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Now as Jan-res and Jam-bres withstood Moses (representing the word of god) so do these (they in JD of the CADG) also resist the truth:  men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith.  But they shall proceed no further:  (then  JD)  for their folly (Strong's #454 meaning their stupidity, rage against the truth, they're madness, men of corrupt minds, the children of Belial deut13:13)  In their stupidity, they think they're wise in preaching and teaching their CADG, a cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 but they of the CADG are fools, for the preaching of the cross (atonement gospel) is to them (they of the CADG) that perish is foolishness; but to us that are saved (by the true gospel of the cross atonement preached unto us, and wherein we stand (in JD) by which we were also saved (during the day of salvation 1cor15:1) it is the power of god 1cor1:18 They that are perishing in JD, preach and teach their CADG, 1COR1:18 but we that are saved, we preach Christ crucified. 1cor1:23

But they (of the CADG) shall proceed no further (than JD) for their folly ( their stupidity, their rage against the true gospel that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:3 their madness, being men of corrupt mind 2tim3:8 and children of Belial deut13:13) shall be manifest to all 2tim3:8&9 (and is being made manifest as a work of iniquity being burned 1cor1:13)

     These verses and biblical truths came to mind after hearing on FR this morning, that the atonement took place per rev13:8 from/TFOTW and not at the cross in 33ad.  rev13:8 just as we read it in the King James, causes us to ask, what does from/TFOTW mean.  We have learned very recently, since the CADG was initiated in JD late 2007 or early 2008,  that "from" the Greek word Apo, Strong's #575 means after a time or place, therefore we have learned, in light of all the other scripture concerning the atonement, that the more accurate or correct translation of rev13:8 should read the lamb from after or simply after the foundation of the world.  This new understanding of rev13:8 has been shared with FR and they of the CADG fellowship.  Yet, resisting the truth, 2tim3:8 they continue to teach the previously incorrect understanding of rev13:8, and do not take into account the now more accurate and correct understanding of rev13:8, which now harmonizes with the rest of the bible, and the gospel delivered and preached unto us by god, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5

Therefore rev13:8 does not and is not teaching an imaginary death and atonement before Christ the word became flesh in 7bc jh1:14 before he meant the requirement to be our substitute per scripture 1cor15:21 "by man came death, by man (the man Christ Jesus) also the resurrection" and per scripture again:  for if through the offence (sin) of one (Adam) many be dead, much more the grace of god and the gift by grace, by one MAN, Jesus Christ (dismissing any possibility of an atonement from/TFOTW, before the word became flesh. jh1:14  But after the word became flesh, jh1:14 we read:  But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels (a man) for the suffering of death hebs2:9 became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross phi2:8  Wherefore (because Jesus, the man Christ Jesus, learned he obedience by the things which he suffered hebs5:8 which if Christ had already suffered from/TFOTW and therefore already learned obedience from/TFOTW, how could god say when speaking about in the days of the word became flesh hebs5:7 the man Christ Jesus, though he were a son, yet learned he obedience?  answer: he couldn't .  Christ learned obedience as the man Christ Jesus, by becoming obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.  phi2:8  Now despite the bible saying that Jesus became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross, this teacher on FR, thinking he's wiser than god, in his stupidity, implies  Jesus never died on the cross, using the language he gave up the ghost, like it meant something other than he died. Sheer STUPIDTY! 

     And again, this so called teacher, again violated rev22:19 taking away words from the bible, when referring to Jesus suffering in the garden of gethsemane, in just resisting the truth, men of corrupt minds, once again refused to mentioned or bring into account, as has been the case many times in the past, Jesus saying:  My soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto (spiritual) death mt26:28 spiritual death being the only death a soul can die. 

Refusing to consider Mt26:28 when speaking of the suffering of Jesus, which is his drinking of the cup of god's wrath mt26:39&42 as the son of god and man, (which was a requirement to be our high priest made like unto his brethren, hebs2:17 and offer himself for our sins, which he did as the man Christ Jesus, who gave himself for our sins, 1tim2:5&6 another verse these teachers of the CADG violate rev22:19 by resisting the truth, men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith 2tim3:8 and never taking it into account those verses, which are many, which speak of the atonement being accomplish by the son of man or the man Christ Jesus, which Christ was neither from/TFOT, not until the word became flesh in 7bc did Christ qualify to make atonement for mans sins, a point this so called teacher and others of the CADG, along with many scriptures, ignores, cause they do not harmonize with their gospel, and dismiss his and their CADG and their imaginary cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 from/TFOTW atonement by another Jesus 2cor11:4) but this teacher when speaking of the sufferings of Jesus of the bible, the son of god and the son of man, in giving himself a ransom in atonement for the sin of many (clearly pointing to the cross) mt20:28 beginning in the garden of gethsemane, in what seems to be an intentional omitting of, and taking into account or even mentioning Jesus saying my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto death mt26:28  This is clearly a repeated case of violating rev22:19 taking away from the words of the bible, which has been and is being done in JD by they of the CADG more than at any other time.  And the day, the Lord Jesus in JD, is making manifest this work of iniquity, 1cor3:13 the CADG, and thru violation of rev22:19 that they of the CADG in JD, especially those who teach, as they have taking away from the words of the bible, so to has god taking away their part out of the book of life. rev22:19

   

     And again when referring to hebs4:3 in support of his CADG, and atonement from/TFOTW, which reads:....  "although the works were finished from/TFOTW" resisting the recent truth that we've recently learned, which he and FR have been shared, that the word translated as finished is Strong's #1096 which means the very opposite of finished.  The greek word translated as finished means come into being, and therefore hebs4:3 more accurately or correctly should be translated or read as the works were (not finished) but the exact opposite, the works were coming into being from/after TFOTW.  This more accurate and correct translation which harmonizes with the gospel of the bible, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:1-5 can be found in JP Greene's Greek interlinear translation.  Once again, as always,  scripture pointing to the cross as to where Christ died for our sins, and therefore making manifest in JD, that this CADG is a cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 by Satan, the more subtle/cunning of all the unsaved gen3:1 a work of iniquity preach and taught by his messengers, false prophets in JD, deceiving many in JD, causing the love of many in JD for the true gospel, to wax cold. JD revealing, making manifest, they of the CADG have not endured to the end. mt24:11-13 

As Jesus is professing unto them, I  Never  Knew  You, depart from me, ye that work iniquity the CADG)
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Speak ye comfortably to Jerusalem, and cry unto her, that her warfare is accomplished, that her iniquity is pardoned:  for she hath received of the lord's hand double for all her iniquity. Is40:2

     We previously looked at this and showed that the teaching of a well known cross a demonstration gospel fellowship that the suffering of Jesus twice for sin is in view; is wrong and not in harmony with the bible, as we read:  For in that he died, he died unto sins once. rom6:10  And in speaking of the atonement by the man Christ Jesus (so we know it's speaking about what happened at the cross in 33ad, because Christ was not man before/TFOTW) we read:  By so much was Jesus (the name given to the word became flesh jh1:14 the man child rev12:5 when unto us a child is born Is6:9 unto you is born today (in 7bc) in the city of David, a savior which is Christ the lord lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus mt1:21 Christ the WORD before/TFOTW, his name was not Jesus, his name was God, Eloheim, as we're told "in the beginning god" gen1:1 and "in the beginning was the word"god. jh1:1  The name Jesus is the name given to the word when god became man, therefore the name Jesus is the name of the man child rev12:5 the man Christ Jesus, who gave himself for our sins 1tim2:5&6 when he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  I recently read, or more like it was heard a teaching by a well known teacher of the CADG, where he says 1pet2:24 is speaking of Jesus (who is the man Christ Jesus, who was not yet born and made flesh until 7bc, therefore was not in existence as the man Christ Jesus before/TFOTW) but despite that fact that since Jesus, who is the son of god and the son of man, did not have his beginning until the word became flesh, jh1:14 and unto you is born today (in 7bc) a savior lk2:11 the man child rev12:5 and thou shall call his name (the word became flesh jh1:14) Jesus mt1:21 it is incorrect to say this Jesus (who died on the cross and) who god raised up acts2:32 (from the dead the third day 1cor15:4) it is incorrect, an error, not true, a lie, to teach that this Jesus, Jesus of the bible, who is the son of god and the son of man, it is a flat out lie, to teach this Jesus, died before/TFOTW.                                         

     Despite what the bible teaches us regarding this Jesus (Jesus of Nazareth Jesus of the cross jh19:19) who god raised up acts2:32 after dying on the cross in 33ad, and who did not have his beginning, that's right, Jesus of the bible, who is the son of god and the son of man, had a beginning, when the WORD/GOD became flesh/man in 7bc, and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he (not another Jesus 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW, a molten calf they of the CADG have made them ex32:8 men of corrupt minds, who resist, (they of the CADG who as Moses, representing the law/word of god, was withstood by Jan- nes  and Jam-bres, so to do they of the CADG withstand the word of god in JD, and the true gospel of Jesus Christ, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:-5, they of the CADG, resist this truth, despite all the indisputable biblical evidence, they of the CADG, just resist the truth, men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith 2tim3:8 resist the truth that) He (the son of god and the son of man, the word became flesh in 7bc) He shall (in the future at the cross) save his people from their sins. mt1:21 the son of god and the son of man who had his beginning in 7bc. Yet despite what the bible teaches about this Jesus of the bible, this teacher of the CADG gospel taught that 1pet2:24 is speaking of Jesus  atoning for sin before/TFOTW, per 1pet2:24 as he said is speaking of the atonement, which that part he had right, in saying he bore our sins on the tree, therefore 1pet2:24 is speaking of Jesus being under the curse of god before/TFOTW, because cursed is anyone who hangs on a tree.          

     This is just another example of violence done to the word of god, and the word of god not being the authority of those of the CADG.  The context of 1pet2:24 places this account on this earth in 33ad as we read:  for here unto you were you called:  because Christ suffered for us, leaving us an example, (no imaginary before/TFOTW, which the bible does not speak about suffering on an altar of atonement they of the CADG have made them could ever be an example for us, but, beginning in the garden gethsemane to his death on the cross we get a detail description in the bible, of Jesus learning obedience to the father through his suffering)  leaving us an example, that we should follow his steps:  who did no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth:  who when he was reviled, (reviled by who before/TFOTW, huh?  couldn't happen before man was created) reviled not again,....who his own self bared our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet 2:22-24  Therefore the context won't allow the imaginary atonement before/TFOTW to be in view.  Also, once again in violation of rev22:19 this teacher of his CADG, when either misquoting or reading 1pet2:24 said Jesus bared our sins, therefore the atonement before/TFOTW is in view, he conveniently in what appears to be an intentional omitting of the phrase "in his own body" cause see they of the CADG, their another Jesus before/TFOTW didn't have a body, and the phrase "in his own body" clearly speaks of the biblical payment of sins by the man Christ Jesus on the cross. 

     Omitting the phrase "in his body" from 1pet2:24 to make it agree with his CADG, is doing violence to the word of god, zeph3:4 to try and make it say what it is clearly not saying, and in a failed attempt, try and make 1pet2:24 be in agreement with his CADG.  Omitting the phrase "in his own body" is also a violation of rev22:19, 

if any man shall take away from the words of the bible, god shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in the bible, those things concerning salvation and the promises to the inheritors of eternal life in the Jesus Christ of the bible, and which god has in JD done just that to they of the CADG, they who have went out from us 1jh2:19 of the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 they of the CADG have went out from us, (who came out of the churches) but they were not of us, (never a sheep, never saved) for if they had been of us (saved sheep who obeyed god's command to come out of her (the churches) my people rev18:4 they would have continued with us, (continued to keep in memory/hold fast to the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5) but they of the CADG went out from us, that they might be made manifest thru the test of their CADG, that they were  not of us, as god thru the CADG has separated sheep from the goats. Setting the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on his left mt25:32&33  And god is saying to the goats on his left hand in JD, I never knew you, depart from me, ye cursed, ye that work iniquity, (their CADG) into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels/messengers mt7:23 & 25:41  Returning to 1pet2:24, when this teacher of the CADG in speaking about 1pet2:24 omitted the phrase "in his body" clearly an intentional and vital piece of information god imparted to us in 1pet2:24, by omitting "in his body" when speaking about 1pet2:24 violated rev22:19 just as surely as if it was blacken out by a black magic marker, taking away from the words of the bible.                                        

     The same violence is done to the word of god zeph3:4 and the same taking away from the words of the bible, violating rev22:19 is done by teachers of this CADG fellowship, when misusing rom1:3&4 in an another failed attempt to harmonize with their imaginary atonement by another Jesus 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW.  Teaching that roms1:3&4, where god is clearly speaking concerning his son Jesus Christ our lord, made of the seed of David rom1:3 therefore clearly not speaking of they of the CADG's  molten calf they have made them, ex32:8 their idol, their abomination, their another Jesus 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW, but roms1:3&4 is clearly speaking of this Jesus who god has raised up acts2:32 from the dead the third day 1cor15:4 Jesus of the bible, the word became flesh jh1:14  and thou shall call his name Jesus mt1:21  This Jesus who god has raise up acts2:32  Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross. jh19:19 made of the seed of David, is who god is clearly talking about in roms1:3&4.  Yet, despite what the bible is teaching in rom1:3&4, this same teacher of the CADG, resisting the truth, 2tim3:8 teaches that rom1:3&4 is proof of their imaginary death and resurrection by their another Jesus 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW, before David was even born, by doing violence to roms1:3&4, and violating rev22:19 when teaching that roms1:3&4 is teaching that Jesus, who was not made yet of the seed of David, became the son of god, and is declared the son of god, omitting the words "with power" by their imaginary resurrection from the dead, before/TFOTW. huh? r u kidding me?  However by the context of roms1:3&4, the Jesus being spoken about is Jesus made of the seed of David, therefore the death and resurrection in view, is not an imaginary one before/TFOTW, which never happened!  But rather, is clearly speaking of the death of Jesus on the cross, and his resurrection the third day, according to the scriptures. 1cor15:3-5  Also rev22:19 was violated, by taking away the "words" of the bible, declared the son of god "with power" which is another intentional and vital piece of information god imparted unto us in rom1:3&4 to show the Jesus of the cross, and the cross atonement is in view.  Which is verified by scripture when Jesus himself declares himself to be the son of god, who he is, "with power" when we read after Jesus resurrection the third day, according to the scriptures: 1cor15:4                 

     And Jesus came and spoke unto them, saying,  "ALL POWER" has been given unto me in heaven and in earth. mt28:18  God in roms1:3&4, giving us this vital information of  Jesus, made of the seed of David, (dismissing an another Jesus before/TFOTW is in view, huh?) because it's Jesus made of the seed of David being declared, not! the son of god, who is from everlasting to everlasting, but the son of god "with power."  It's indisputably clear that the son did not have his beginning from an imaginary death and resurrection before/TFOTW, as we now plainly see that roms1:3&4 is disproven that cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 and we know that the son was present and active in creation, therefore we can come to the only understanding the bible permits, that the son, who is god, and god is from everlasting, therefore the son is from everlasting.  which brings gives us an opportunity now to explain why god can say he created the world by Jesus Christ, because god created the world by his son hebs1, and the son now is both the son of god and the son of man, the man Christ Jesus, therefore god can and does say he created the world by his son, who is Jesus Christ, who is the son of god and the son of man,  But when god created the world by his son, the creation was done by his son when the word was only god, and not yet god became flesh.                                                 

      God knowing that the time would come in JD, when men would fail the JD test of the CADG, and fail to heed the warning of 1cor15:2 to keep in memory/hold fast to the true gospel of Jesus Christ, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 and would do violence to rom1:3&4 and violate rev22:19 by omitting "with power" to try and make roms1:3&4 teach a lie, that Jesus died and rose before/TFOTW, and became the son of god via an imaginary resurrection before/TFOTW, which the bible does not speak about, because, it never happened!   But the true teaching of roms1:3&4 is in agreement with the true gospel that Christ died for our sins, according to the scriptures,  at the cross 1cor15:1-5 and that he was declared the son of god with poer cause he rose from the dead the third day.                       

     I mean really, only by doing violence to the word of god zeph3:4 can they of the CADG make 1tim2:5&6 speak of an imaginary altar of atonement, they of the CADG have made them, and devised of their heart 1ki12:33   Instead of where god is so clearly saying in 1tim2:5&6 that at the cross is where the man Christ Jesus gave himself for our sins, in agreement with what Jesus said of himself:  the son of man came (into the world heb10:5)....TO GIVE HIMSELF (clearly at the cross is in view) a ransom (redemption price) for many mt20:28 in agreement with 1tim2:5&6 which is in agreement with:  that Christ died for our sins, ACCORDING TO THE SCRIPTURES (at the cross in 33ad) and was buried (where do we read anywhere in the scriptures, the whole bible, of Christ Jesus being buried anywhere but on this earth after dying on the cross? answer: no where!)  but we do read:  that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, (at Calvary, in all four gospels) and was buried, and rose the third day,  ACCORDING TO THE SCRIPTURES, and was seen of Peter, then the twelve.  1cor15:3-5                                                                                                                   

     Therefore, again, the Jesus they of the CADG speak of dying for their sins at/TFOTW is not! this Jesus who god has raised up act2:32 the third day according to the scriptures 1cor15:4)  after dying on the cross, Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross jh19:19  But, the Jesus of the bible, the son sent by the father, 1jh4:14 and came into the world with a body, his own body, prepared for him by god, hebs10:4  down thru 42 gen of Israel/mankind, from Abraham to David to  the carrying away to Babylon, to Christ Jesus mt1:17  made of the seed of David roms1:3 born today in 7bc in the city of David  a savior Christ the lord lk2:11 a man child rev12:5 and thou shall call his name Jesus for he shall save his people from their sins mt1:21  Jesus of Nazareth Jesus of the cross jh19:19  This Jesus who god has raised up acts2:32 from the dead the third day 1cor15:4 is the one who is spoken of in 1tim2:5&6 the man Christ Jesus who gave himself for our sins, when his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2 :24

     Again, the Jesus who they of the CADG,  claim died for their sins from/TFOTW is not!  this Jesus  of the bible who god raised up acts 2;32 after that Christ died for our sins (at the cross in 33ad) according to the scriptures, and was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures, and was seen of peter and the twelve apostles. 1cor15:3-5  No!  they of the CADG Jesus, is an idol, an abomination, a graven image, a molten calf they have made them ex32:8  and as Moses asks Israel, who is on the lord's side, and all the sons of Levi gathered themselves unto him (as all the sheep are or have been gathered together in JD, typifying all the elect in JD on the lord's side/sheep/locust in JD rev9:3) and Moses said unto them, Thus says the LORD god of Israel, put every man his sword by his side, go in and out from gate to gate throughout the camp, and slay every man his companion, and every man his neighbor. And the children of Levi did according to the word of Moses, and there fell that day/JD about three thousand people. ex32:27&28 (representing it's the purpose of god, that through the declaring of his word in JD by his people, represented by the locust in rev9:3 that those who are not on the lord's side, those who have not the seal of god in their forehead rev9:4 all the unsaved, including they of the CADG, are to be tormented for five months, the entirety of JD, with the message, may21,2011 was JD, at which time all god's elect had been saved and are in bed/the kingdom of god with him, and the door to heaven is now shut lk11:7 no more salvation, the mystery (gospel of salvation) of god is finished rev10:7  It's JD, no more salvation, it is done rev16:7                      

     

     Those (they of the CADG) who think they're sheep, and came out of the churches with the sheep, and therefore in that sense they of the CADG are in the marriage feast without a wedding garment Mt22:11&12 not having on the robe of Christ righteousness is61:9 provided through the atoning death of Jesus on the cross jh19:23 provided to those chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 2tim2:4             

It's god purpose during JD that those who have not kept in memory/held fast, to the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:2 which are they (the goats of the CADG) who have went out us 1jh2:19 (the sheep of the true gospel) it's god's purpose, it would thru the word of god be made manifest, thru their work of iniquity (the CADG) that they are unsaved, they have not endured to the end mt24:13 in believing god, his word, the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 being deceived by and failing the JD test of the CADG, and Jesus is professing unto them now in JD, I never knew you, (and to do what they have already done thru their CADG, having gone after strange flesh jd7  offering up to god strange fire/a different atonement lev10:1 offering strange incense and burnt offering for their sin

ex30:9  their another Jesus 2cor11:4 on an altar of atonement they have made from their hearts 1ki12:33 and not the altar we sheep eat of hebs13:10 except you eat of the flesh & blood of the son of man you have no life in you jh6:51-53 the man Christ Jesus, who gave himself for our sins 1tim2:5&6 through the offering of the body (flesh & blood) of Jesus Christ once (clearly on the cross in 33ad)          

     And in so doing they (goats) of the CADG have departed away from the way truth and the life jh14:6 the son sent by the father 1jh14:4 Jesus of Nazareth Jesus of the cross jh19:19 and Jesus is now separating the sheep from the goats, and telling the goats, depart from me ye that work iniquity, ye cursed, into everlasting fire prepared for the devil and his angels/messengers of the CADG mt7:23 & mt25:41 And as they who made themselves a molten calf were killed on the last day of the 40 days and 40 nights Moses was in the mount, so to will they of the CADG who have made themselves a molten calf, their another Jesus 2cor11:4 who is strange flesh jd7  who they trust died for their sins before/TFOTW, and not the flesh and blood of the son of man jh6:51-53 offered on the altar of the cross hebs13:10-12  they of the CADG have offered up to god strange fire lev10:1 and strange incense and burnt offering ex30:9 and like they of Sodom and Gomorrah were destroyed by fire, and Aaron sons were consumed by fire from LORD, so to in the these 40x40 furlongs of JD, will they of the CADG be killed and destroyed and consumed by fire on the last day. 
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ye comfortably to Jerusalem, and cry unto her, that her warfare is accomplished, that her iniquity is pardoned:  for she hath received of LORD'S hand double for all her sins. Is40:2

     We last looked at this to show that the teachings of a well known cross a demonstration gospel fellowship that is40:2 apparently has in view the suffering of Jesus twice, once from/TFOTW in atonement, and at the cross in a demonstration, is in error, and not in harmony with the bible.  We saw that in roms6:10 god says about Jesus:  

In that he died, he died once unto sin.  God telling us also in many other place that Jesus only died once as in hebs7:27 speaking of Jesus as our high priest, made like unto his brethren, for the suffering of death hebs2:7 and being found in fashion as a man, became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross phi2:8 (made like unto his brethren, meaning before he became the man Christ Jesus, when he was the WORD [the eternal son of god as spirit only before/TFOTW] that when coming into the world with a body prepared for him by the father hebs10:5 down thru 42 generations of Israel mt1:17 made of the seed of David roms1:3 he, the WORD, god the son, became flesh jh1:14 born today [in 7bc] in the city of David lk2:11 a man child rev14:5 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins mt1:21 for the son of man came..... (into the world) to give his life/soul a ransom for many mt20:28)  Which the CADG's, their another Jesus 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW, could not be, and is not, this Jesus act2:32 the son of god and the son of man, who god raised up from the dead after dying on the cross in 33ad, who is the word became flesh/a man in 7bc jh1:14 made of the seed of David. 

     Therefore it is totally a cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 for they of the CADG, (which is a cunningly devised fable/lie, devised by Satan, the more subtle/cunning of all the unsaved gen3:1 and father of lies jh8:44)  to teach and believe that Jesus, Jesus of the bible, the word became flesh jh1:14  born today (in 7bc) in the city of David lk2:11 a man child rev12:5 and thou shall call his name Jesus mt1:21 It is a lie, a fable, to teach that this Jesus, who god raised from the dead after dying on the cross in 33ad act2:32 the son sent (into the world) by the father 1jh1:14 is the same Jesus they of the CADG teach died for their sins before/TFOTW, they could not possibly be the same.  This Jesus acts2:32 of the bible, Jesus of Nazareth Jesus of the cross jh19:23  the word became flesh jh1:14 the son of god and the son of man, who came to give his life soul a ransom mt20:28 had his beginning when he was born today (in7bc) a man child rev12:5 and therefore could not possibly be by any stretch of the imagination, be the same imaginary Jesus they of the CADG preach died for their sins before/TFOTW, I repeat, the Jesus of the bible, the son of god and the son of man, Jesus Christ of Nazareth who died for our sins at the cross jh19:23 & 1cor15:3   is not and could not possibly be the same Jesus they of the CADG trust and glory in; therefore they of the CADG's Jesus is absolutely another Jesus 2cor11:4  devised from their corrupted minds, a figment of their imagination, an idol, a molten calf they have made them. ex32:7&8       

     Its'  violence done to the law of god zeph3:4 No matter how much they want to be associated with and identify with, this Jesus who god has raised up act2:32 Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross jh19:23 they of the CADG are liars, and anti Christ, denying that Jesus of the cross is the Christ who atone for sin. 1jh19:19  They are enemies of the cross phi3:18 and their Jesus is not Jesus of the bible, the son sent by the father, no! their Jesus is another Jesus 2cor11:4 who they preach brought/ransom them up from under the wrath of god.  They of the CADG in these 40x40 furlongs of JD, have corrupted themselves thru their CADG, and have made themselves a molten calf ex32:8 another Jesus 2cor11:4 and like they of Israel who also corrupted themselves in the 40 days and 40 nights Moses was in the mount, and made them a molten calf, and were destroyed, so to are they of the CADG, who have made themselves a molten calf, another Jesus, are being consumed the lake of fire of JD, and will also be eternally destroyed on the last day.

      Again and again god emphasizes the principle that Jesus in that he died, he died unto sin once. rom6:10  This principle is again stated so clearly in 1pet3:18, that even a child could understand, a child of god that is; we read:  For Christ has once suffered for sin (I repeat) Christ hath once suffered for sin (can god get any plainer than that and this is god speaking, not man, who they of the CADG, oppose god here in JD, and resist the truth,  they of the CADG just resist the truth, men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith 2tim3:8 and say thru their CADG, no god I'm sorry, your wrong god, Jesus suffered twice for sin.  But, we the elect, chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, 2tim2:4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23 Jesus sheep in JD hear his voice only, and we preach Christ crucified 1cor1:23 which is preaching that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:3 Therefore preaching Christ crucified, is not! as was said, "we at family radio strive to peach Christ crucified" stop! lying to the holy ghost, the one who said that preaches Christ died for his sins before/TFOTW, that's his another Jesus, and it is not Christ Jesus crucified. Preaching Christ died for sin at/TFOTW, is not the gospel of the bible god has delivered and preach unto us, that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:1-5  Preaching Christ died before/TFOTW is another gospel, featuring another Jesus. 2cor11:4

     So when god says for Christ hath one suffered for sin, 1pet3:18 that's what god means.  god is not saying Christ suffered twice; once for sin on an altar they of the cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 the CADG has made, and devised from their heart 1ki12:33

and then again in a demonstration, (cause that's who devised their CADG) Satan himself, the father of lies jh8:44  the more subtle/cunning of all the unsaved/beast of the field/world. gen3:1 

god is not saying that Christ suffered in died twice, one for sin and once in a demonstration. They of the CADG have been deceived by Satan in JD, thru the work of iniquity that is the CADG, causing they of the CADG, their love for the true gospel they once had to wax cold mt24:11&12   They of the CADG have not endured to the end in keeping in memory/  holding fast to the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 and their work of iniquity, the CADG, has and is being made manifest, revealed by fire, and made known by god as he feeds his sheep in JD, declaring thru his word the CADG to be just that, a work of iniquity. 1cor3:13  And those who have departed away from/turned aside quickly in JD, from the way truth and the life jh14:6 the son of god and the son of man, Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross, jh19:23 and have made them a molten calf ex32:7&8 and have offered strange fire lev10:1 and burnt offering up to god in atonement for their sins ex30:9 have gone after strange flesh jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4 thru their work of iniquity the CADG, and Jesus is now professing unto them in JD to do what they have already done, having turned aside and departed away from the way truth and the life, jh14:6 Jesus of the cross, thru their work of iniquity the CADG, having gone out from us 1jh2:19 of the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 Jesus is now professing unto them, I never knew you, depart from me, ye that work (the CADG) iniquity. mt7:23 as he is separating sheep (us in JD who god has cause to endure to the end in keeping in memory/holding fast to the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5) as he is separating sheep from the goats (they of the CADG who have been separated by Jesus, as they the goats on his left hand, of the CADG, have went out from us, of the sheep on his right hand, of the cross atonement gospel 1jh19:22 and telling the goats on his left hand of the CADG depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire prepared for the devil, (who they've believed and been deceived by thru their CADG) and his angels: mt25:41

     So 1pet3:8 tells us for Christ has suffered once for sin, being put to death in the flesh, that is as a man at the cross.  How much cleared can god say it, but they of the CADG, resist the truth, men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith.
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Speak ye comfortably to Jerusalem, and cry unto her, that her warfare is accomplished, that her iniquity has been pardoned:  for she hath received doubled for all her sins. Is40:2

     This scripture was ask to be explained on the face book page of a well known cross a demonstration gospel fellowship.  Their explanation of this verse from the word of god was totally incorrect, and that's to be expected, since their explanation of anything having to do with the atonement of sin would be forced made to be in agreement with their CADG.  It was wrote that it appears the two times Jesus suffered for sin are in view in is40:2.  Error, violation, not in harmony with scripture.  We know right away that this is an incorrect answer because god tells us about Jesus:  In that he died, he died unto sin once. rom6:10  That principle that Jesus only suffered and died once for sin is repeated over and over and over again by god to us in his word.  But when you have another gospel, it's only lip service that the bible is the authority, and therefore scripture that does not harmonize with your CADG are just simply ignored, overlooked, and in violation of rev22:19 they of the CADG have for all instants and purposes have taken away numerous verses from the bible by simply ignoring them, and never bringing them into account.  I really think that is the way rev22:19 has been violated in JD by those of the CADG, more than at any other time in the history of the bible.  There have been those who have added to the bible other books other than the canonize version consisting of the 66 books from gen to rev, and there have been times when a verse here, or a verse there, has been questioned rather it belongs, but really, just think about it for a second, when god said if any man shall take away from the words/verses of the bible, god shall take away his part out of the book of life, rev22:19  isn't that exactly what they of the CADG has done, by ignoring, and or never referring to verses that are clearly not in harmony with their CADG.  They have remove/taken away them from the bible, as surely as if they've take a black magic marker and blacken them out.

     But Jesus of the bible, atoned for sin after he was made/born in 7bc, and then in 33ad died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross.1cor15:3  Yet they of the CADG still resist the truth, having corrupted themselves, reprobate concerning the faith, having made them a molten calf, deut32:8 their another Jesus 2cor11:4 thru their work of iniquity in JD, the CADG, they have withstood god 2tim8 thru their CADG, and continue to lie to the holy ghost, saying, no god your wrong, Jesus did not die for our sins at the cross, we don't believe you, our another Jesus, our molten calf we have made, is the one who has bought us/redeem us from our sins. ex32:8

We had previously looked at Jonah1:11&12 seeing the phrase "cast me forth into the sea," pointing to the time when Jesus would be delivered (Strong's#3860-meaning, bring forth, cast or cast forth)  for our offences to be crucified on the cross rom1:25

     We also can see the cross in the phrase "take me up" Strong's#5375 meaning lift(self)up, so this can literally read:  Lift me up and cast me forth or, lift me up and deliver me.  In the language of lift me up we see the cross atonement in jh3:18 where we read:  And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the son of man be lifted up.
We also see the cross atonement in jh8:28 and the connection to Jonah1:12 and the phrase "take me up" or literally "Lift me up" where we read:  When ye have lifted up the son of man, than ye shall know that I am.                        

     And again we see the cross atonement in jh12:32&33 where we read:  And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all unto me.  This said he signifying what death he should die.  Obviously Jesus is speaking about his death on the cross, despite what has been taught on radio that Jesus never died on the cross. huh? r-u-kidding me?  This same person says no where do we read of Jesus suffering the death required to atone for sin, repeatedly, like at least 4 to 5 times now referring to his suffering in the garden of gethsemane, and never mentioning the verse where Jesus said:  My soul is exceedingly (way more than enough) sorrowful, even unto death. mt26:38   This is a clear violation of rev22:19 because he has obviously taken away this verse from his bible.

     So again we see that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross. 1cor15:1-5  Yet they of the CADG still resist the truth, men of corrupt minds, reprobate 

concerning the faith, 2tim3:8 having corrupted themselves thru their CADG, They have made them a molten calf ex32:8 another Jesus 2cor11:4 as their savior who they say at?TFOTW has bought/redeemed at their altar of atonement which they have made and devised from their own heart, 1ki12:33 and not the word became flesh jh1:14 the man Christ Jesus, Jesus of Nazareth Jesus of the cross. jh19:23   

Because god's word is not the authority, they usurp their will over it, being enemies of the cross, because their god is their belly, (their pride and their desires of their heart) whose end is destruction. phi318&19  They resist the truth, no matter what the bibles says they just resist the truth of god's word he has so abundantly preached and delivered unto us thru the true gospel by which we stand in JD, by which also we were saved prior to may212011,   if   we keep in memory/hold fast to the true gospel god has delivered unto us, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross. 1cor15:1-5

     I very recently heard this verse used by a well known teacher of the cross a demonstration gospel, to say that this is speaking of their imaginary death and resurrection by their another Jesus, 2cor11:4 from/TFOTW, at which time their Jesus became the son of god.  I say their Jesus, because their Jesus  is another Jesus, 2cor11:4 because, Jesus of bible, is the word became flesh jh1:14 and thou shall call his name Jesus mt1:21 the Jesus of the bible, is the one who was made/begotten/born the man Christ Jesus in 7bc heb2:9 therefore could not have died at, from/TFOTW before he was made and born.  So the whole idea that Jesus, and let's understand this, Jesus is the word became flesh, Jesus is god became man, Jesus is the son of god AND the son of man.  That's who the Jesus of the bible is, the son sent by the father, 1jh1:14 a culmination of 42 generations of man, from Abraham to David to the carrying into Babylon to Jesus mt1:17 Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross. jh19:23                                                                                                                                  

     This is the Jesus of the bible, the father's only begotten/born of him to a woman without a human father, the only begotten of the father jh1:14 the only begotten son jh1:18 therefore that holy thing born of thee, shall be call the son of god lk1:35 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he SHALL (in the future at the cross) save his people (chosen in him before/TFOTW, eph1:4 chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23) from their sins. mt1:21  Which mt1:21 all by itself clearly tells the atonement was at the cross by the man Christ Jesus.  Yet they of the CADG gospel, continue to resist the truth, that Christ died for our sins according to the scripture at the cross 1cor15:1-5 because they are reprobate concerning the faith, being of corrupt minds 2tim3:8  having corrupted themselves, they have made them a molten calf/image ex32:8 an idol, an abomination, their another Jesus 2cor11:4 thru their cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 the CADG, devised by Satan, the more subtle/cunning of all the unsaved gen3:1  So the Jesus of the bible is not their imaginary molten calf they have made themselves and devised from their heart.  No!  Jesus of the bible is the word became flesh in 7bc jh1:14 the son of god and the son of man, and thou shall call his name Jesus mt1:21 This Jesus has god raise up act2:32 from the dead the third day after the son of man gave his life/soul a ransom for many mt20:28  when he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24

     You know the bible says, by man came death, by man also the resurrection 1cor15:21  now we know Jesus of the bible, the word became flesh a man in 7bc, made a little lower than the angels, (a man) for the suffering of death, hebs2:9 even the death of the cross. phi2:8 and then this Jesus of Nazareth was delivered for our offences rom4:25 and bared our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24   ?   Since by man came death, by man also the resurrection 1cor15:21 When did their another Jesus of the CADG become man to qualify to pay for mans sins?  answer, he never did.  Yet a well known teacher of the CADG recognizing the disagreement with scripture of an atonement by another Jesus who was not man, recently taught that god (somehow) poured out his wrath on Jesus the man before/TFOTW, before Jesus was even born, now how'd that happen?  answer, it didn't.  It,  never,  happened!   Their another Jesus they insist, despite what the bible teaches,  died at/TFOTW, is not real, he's a figment of their imagination, a molten calf, (an idol, an abomination) they have made them, ex32:8 a cunningly devised fable. 2pet1:16  And since it is all just a cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 they of the CADG just overlook 1cor15:21, as they have taken it away from the bible, violating rev22:19 and other scriptures

that don't agree with their CADG.  And those they haven't taken away from their bible, they have done violence to, zeph3:4 like roms1:3&4 by making it say that Jesus made of the seed of David somehow died at/TFOTW before he was even born, and became the son of god, (they take away the most important part of the phrase, "with power") and say he became the son of god, huh? by their imaginary resurrection at/TFOTW, a resurrection the bible just does not speak about.  You know why?  answer, cause  it,   never,   happened!          All biblical references to Jesus resurrection is on this earth after Jesus died on the cross at Calvary in 33ad, and rose the third day according to the scriptures.  And that's the resurrection rom1:3&4 is speaking about, concerning god's son, our lord Jesus Christ, made of the seed of David, declared the son of god with power, (why was he declared the son of god with power? answer, because of and) by the resurrection of the dead.

     Something else when now see, thank the lord from hebs1:5 that dismisses the lie that its speaking of a resurrection from the dead by their another Jesus at/TFOTW,  that never,  happened!  is that the phrase "this day" which they of the CADG to support their belief of a resurrection at/TFOTW, teach this day is a synonym for Christ.  But actually "this day" is Strong's#4594 and means today as in, on the day or night spoken of, at the present, now. It is an actual time reference, and is speaking of an actual day.  Therefore the more accurate translation should be, and you will see this in Greens interlinear Greek translation, hebs1:5 should read:  For to which of the angels said he ever, son of me are you, I today have begotten thee?                                                 

     Therefore there is now no reason for anyone 

to think or teach that "this day" is being used of god as a synonym for Christ, since the "this day" is actually the word "today" and should be translated and read as today have I begotten thee, clearly being used of god to indicate or denote a time reference of the actual day of the birth of the savior, the lord Jesus Christ,. made of the seed of David. rom1:3

     We see hebs1:5, which is a quote from ps2:7, as speaking of the actual day of the birth of Jesus very, very clearly, and un-mistakenly in another verse which contains the phrase "this day" and is also Strong's4594 meaning "today" is in lk2:11and which we now know should read:  For unto you is born/begotten today in the city of David a savior, which is Christ the lord.  We always could see that lk2:11 is speaking about not a resurrection, but about the birth of Jesus, now we also see that just like lk2:11 is speaking  about unto you is born today, a savior, Jesus Christ, so to in ps2:11 and hebs1:5 god is declaring, son of my "today" I have begotten thee. 

Agreeing and confirmed by The father sent the son 1jh1:14 for god so loves the world, that he gives the only begotten son him. jh3:16

     Therefore hebs1:5, ps2:7 and of course lk2:11 is speaking about the birth of, the bringing forth of, the man child rev12:5 the lord Jesus Christ, and not an imaginary resurrection, which never, happened! by another Jesus, 2cor11:4 at/TFOTW.  They have made them a molten calf, ex32:8 thru their cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 the CADG.  

     Heb1:5, ps2:7 and lk2:11, like all scripture concerning the lord Jesus Christ and his being delivered for our offences roms4:25 his atonement for sin, is preaching and declaring Christ crucified 1cor1:23 thru the true gospel by which we were save, and wherein we stand in JD, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures (at the cross) and was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures and was seen of peter then the twelve 1cor15:1-5 when he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24

We last looked at Jonah1:11&12 and saw how the men in the ship represented the elect, and Jonah the Lord Jesus, and the sea the wrath of god.  We saw how Jesus telling the men to "take me up" and cast me into the sea, so shall the sea/ wrath of god be calm unto you, is pointing to when Jesus would be delivered up to be crucified.

We read:  Who (Jesus) was delivered (Strong's#3860 meaning to cast) for our offences, and raised for our justification. rom4:25  Clearly this is speaking of Jesus death on the cross where he was delivered for our offences/sins, just another of so many, which clearly shows the cross is where Jesus died for our sins.        

     Jesus of the bible, who is the word/god became flesh/man in 7bc.  And thou shall call his name Jesus, (not another Jesus 2cor11:4) for he (the word became flesh in 7bc) shall save his people (chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23) from their sins. mt1:21  This Jesus, made of the seed of David, rom1:3 made a little lower than the angels/man hebs2:9 with a body prepared for him by the father hebs10:5 through 42 generations of man/Israel mat1:17 by which we are sanctified by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once hebs10:10 who his own self bared our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24 This Jesus of Nazareth, who died on the cross jh19:23 has god raise up, whereof we are all witnesses act2:22-32  

This is the Jesus that died and atoned for our sins, according to the scriptures, was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures 1cor15:1-5  ?  Can the Jesus of the cross, made of the seed of David rom1:3 

born this day a savior in 7bc lk2:11, be the same Jesus who they of the CADG preach and trust died for their sins at/TFOTW?  answer, no! no matter how hard they try to make them be the same, they are not the same. Their another Jesus is not made of the seed of David, and therefore was and is not the man Christ Jesus, and since by man came death, by man also the resurrection. 1cor15:21  Their Jesus is another Jesus, and cannot and did not save anybody, including them.     

     Yet there are still they of the CADG, who have went out from us 1jh2:19 of the cross atonement gospel, who still preach and trust another Jesus 2cor11:4 died for their sins at/TFOTW.  It must be understood, that their another Jesus, is not and cannot be the son of god and the son of man, this Jesus of Nazareth the bible speaks about, who us of the cross atonement gospel, we preach crucified, 1cor1:23 the word became flesh jh1:14 made man in 7bc hebs2:9 the son of god sent by the father 1jh1:14 who was delivered for our offences rom4:25 died on the cross, and who god has raised up acts2:32 from the dead the third day according to the scriptures 1cor15:3  They have corrupted themselves, they have made them a molten calf ex32:7&8 another Jesus offered on an altar they have made and devised from their heart 1ki12:33 they are children of Belial, they who have went out from us 1jh19:22 saying thru their cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 let us go and serve other gods, their molten calf, their another Jesus, which ye have not known. deut13:13

     They of the CADG no matter how clearly and persistently the bible declares the true gospel that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 resist the truth, they having corrupted themselves, are men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith.  They are liars who denied that Jesus of the cross is the Christ 1jh2:22 they are enemies of the cross. phi3:18

We had attempted to look at another historical account in the bible pointing to the cross as the place of atonement.  We got side tracked into Is53, and so lets try and look at it now, and see what the lord may show us.

     Then said they (representing the elect) unto him/Jonah (representing Jesus Christ) that the sea (the wrath of god) may be calm unto us?  for the sea wrought and was tempestuous. And he said unto them, take me up, and cast me forth into the sea; so shall the sea be calm unto you: for I know for my sake this great tempest is upon you. jon1:11&12

     Here we can see the men in the ship as representing the elect, asking Jonah, a type of Jesus, what shall we do to thee, that the sea, the wrath of god may be calmed, appeased, satisfied.  And Jonah (Jesus) said unto them, take me up, (deliver me) and cast me forth into the sea, (the wrath of god.)  In this statement by Jonah, we see a picture of the atonement by Jesus at the cross in the following:  The son of man is delivered into the hands of men, and they shall kill him; and after that he shall rise the third day. mk9:31  The god of Abraham, and of Isaac, and of Jacob, the god of our fathers, hath glorified his son Jesus; whom you delivered up acts3:13  But for us also, to whom it shall be imputed, (Christ righteousness) if we believe on him who raised up Jesus our lord from the dead.  Who (Jesus) was delivered for our offences, and raised for our justification. roms4:25                                                         

     You know it's amazing how many numerous times god tells in the bible of his son, Jesus Christ, made of the seed of David, roms1:3 resurrection from the dead the third day after being delivered and dying on the cross for our offences/sins, rom4:25 and you still have they (of the CADG) who have went out us (of the cross atonement gospel) 1jh2:19 thru their cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 teaching and believing that Jesus, the word became flesh, jh1:14 who wasn't even born this day until 7bc, a savior lk2:11 somehow became the son of god, by their imaginary atonement and resurrection from/TFOTW, that the bible just doesn't speak about.  They having corrupted themselves, and have made them a molten calf, ex32:8 another Jesus, 2cor11:4 who they trust died for their sins, and rose from the dead before/TFOTW. 

Men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith, who resist the truth 2tim3:8 concerning god's son Jesus Christ, made of the seed of David, rom1:3 resisting the true gospel god has delivered and preached unto us, that Christ died for our sins (at the cross) according to the scriptures, and rose the third day according to the scriptures. 1cor15:1-5 They have turned aside in JD and departed away from the way truth and the life, jh1:14 Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross jh19:23 and have gone after strange flesh jd7 not the flesh and blood of the son of man for eternal life jh6:51-53 and have made them a molten calf ex32:8 another Jesus 2cor11:4  They have offered up to god strange fire lev10:1 another different altered atonement for sin, on an altar they have made, and devised of their heart. 1ki12:33  And like Aarons sons are being consumed by fire from LORD in JD. lev10:1 

     Getting back to Jonah 1:11&12  told the men on the ship representing the elect, to take him up (deliver him up) and cast him into the sea, to calm the sea/wrath of god, picturing Jesus who would be delivered up on the cross for our offences, to save us from the wrath of god.   Lord willing we'll con't

We are now already three weeks past oct7.  Time is zooming.  Asking myself, self, what was oct7 about.  Looking at the fact that it was the 10000th day of judgment since the beginning of the GT on may211988, and it was the1600th day of JD on the world, and it was also the last day of the FOT 2015, all of which could not have been by chance, all of which was arranged by god, I think we can surmise that just like may212011, just like oct212011it has been used of god to further separate the sheep from the goats.  Since the passing of oct7, there have more than likely been some who have thought, that's it, no more, we can't go on believing the time line, it must be wrong.  Therefore they have stop believing god's word in which he has showed us with infallible proofs, that may212011 was the beginning of JD, and the end of salvation.  But he that shall endure unto the end, shall be saved. mt24:13 Enduring having everything to do with believing god's word.

     We are in the days of the following:  When the son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, (10000 of his saints) then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory, mt25:31 (the judgment seat of Christ) 

In flaming fire taking vengeance on them that know not god, and obey not the gospel of our lord Jesus Christ 2thes1:8  the gospel where in ye stand (before the judgment seat of Christ) by which ALSO ye were saved,   IF   ye have kept in memory/held fast to the gospel god preached and delivered unto us.....that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross. 1cor15:1-5  Those who have not obeyed the gospel of our lord Jesus Christ, are those who are being punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the lord, and from the glory of his power 2thes1:9  And before him shall be gathered all nations, (After this I beheld, and, lo, a great multitude, which no man could number, of (out of) all nations, and people, and tongues, and stood  (only the elect/saved stand in the judgment.  We don't know how many make up the great multitude of people that are saved, which leads me to believe the #2oo,oooooo is more than likely a spiritual number and less likely an actual, as god emphasized he heard, and not saw the number of them. rev9:16 I tend to think the actual number saved may be a lot less, but what I think means nothing.  Hey, maybe the actual number is more than 200000000.)

and he shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divides his sheep from the goats. mt25:32

     You know I hear among those who came out of the churches, in particular those of the CADG, a lot of talk and teaching that still is condemning and re-iterating all the wrongs and evils of the church.  For what?  That horse has been beat to death, twice.  Babylon has fallen, has fallen. rev18:2  Since may212011 god has filled  unto her in the cup of his wrath, double wrath. There is no reason to still be speaking evil of the churches, we did it according to the word of god, during the day of salvation, in hopes that there would be those who would heed the warning to come out of her my people, rev18:4 but since may212011, and the door being shut, and no more salvation, there is just no reason to still be berating the churches, other than by still putting the churches down and speaking of all her evils, those who are still doing that, who themselves are not obeying the gospel of the lord Jesus Christ, takes the focus off of where they should be focusing on, themselves, and makes them feel better about there precarious position before the judgment seat of Christ, by focusing on someone else sins, instead of there own works of iniquity. 

     Because since may212011, god's focus is not on the churches, is not on the world, he cast all of them into the lake of fire.  God's focus is now on the great multitude saved out of GT, and all those saved during the latter rain, and all those who came out of the churches.  In this group of peoples, there are sheep, god's elect, chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23 and the true gospel, and goats, They (of the CADG) who have went out from us, jh1:19 of the cross atonement gospel. Also included in this group of those who call themselves believers outside of the churches since may212011, are those who have drawn back to perdition, heb10:39 they of the god is still saving during JD gospel heb10:39

     God's focus during JD since may212011, is on this group of people.  Those who are his sheep, he is feeding them, jh21:16 who are also the third part he is bringing thru the fire of JD, having passed his wrath over them on may21, when he saw the blood ex12:13 of Jesus, the lamb of god, and those who were made at peace with god by the blood of his cross. col1:20  God is refining them, as silver is refined, and trying them as gold is tried, and saying unto them thru his word, my people, and they say LORD is my god, zach13:9 dwelling and abiding in him, enduring to the end in obeying and believing god's word, showing our love for him, that they may have boldness/assurance/confidence, in the day of judgment 1jh4:17 that they are saved. 

     The other group of people god is focused on in JD are the goats.  And god is removing from his kindom all things that offend in JD, mt13:41 as he is separating the sheep from the goats. mt25:32 Goats being those who have departed away from the way, Jesus of the bible, the word became flesh in 7bc jh1:14 Jesus of Nazareth Jesus, Jesus of the cross, jh19:23  and have gone after strange flesh jd7, another Jesus, and not the flesh and blood of the son of man for eternal life. jh6:551-53 by which we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once hebs10:10 who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  They, the goats, are they who have corrupted themselves, having turned aside quickly to the CADG, they have made them a molten calf, ex32:28 another Jesus, thru their CADG, and are also they  who have drawn back to the gospel of salvation, god having no pleasure in them. heb10:35-39  These goats, are now being separated from the sheep, and are being told by the shepherd, the lord Jesus Christ, to do what they have already done through their works of iniquity of the CADG, and their gospel of salvation in JD, as Jesus is professing unto them, I never knew you, depart from me, ye that work iniquity, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels. mt7:23 & 25:41 

This is also who we should be focused on, ourselves, and not to focus on the evils of  the church or the world.  

For what?  Again, it seems like the reason is to take the focus of themselves, and make themselves feel better about themselves.

Lets look at another historical account in the bible, in which is the foretelling, or an illustration of the atonement for sin at the cross.  Notice that this account as all other accounts having to do with atonement in the bible, point not backwards, huh? to an imaginary atonement before/TFOTW, but pointed ahead to the cross, for we don't read: for the law having a shadow of good things that we imagined to have already happened, but we read:  For the law having a shadow of good things to come, heb10:1  and nothing pointed backwards to an imaginary atonement that never occur before/TFOTW. huh?  As all the prophesies concerning the messiah and the atonement speak of what Jesus did on the cross, as we see in the prophesies of Isaiah 53, all of which were fulfilled by the man Christ Jesus, such as: is53:2 which itself dismisses the atrocity of some who say is53 is speaking of, you can't say prophesying, because the prophets prophesied of things to come, not of something imagine to have happened before/TFOTW, and for sure is53 is a prophesy.  Still, they of the CADG say is53 is speaking of their imaginary atonement by their another Jesus before/TFOTW.                                                     

     We read in is53:2  for he (Jesus) shall grow up (prophesying) before him (the father)53:2 fulfilled: and Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favor with god and man. lk2:52

     Is53:3  he is (present perfect future tense) despised and rejected of men.  How could Jesus be despised and rejected of men, before man or he was born? answer, he couldn't.  fulfilled:  He came unto his own, and his own received him not. jh1:11

     Is53:4  Surely he has born our griefs, and carried our sorrows.  fulfilled:  Behold the lamb of god which bares the sin of the world. jh1:29

     Is53:5  But he was wounded for our transgressions, and bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace upon him.  fulfilled:  it/He (Jesus) shall bruise thy head (Satan) and thou (Satan) shall bruise his heel.

And having made peace through the blood of his cross. col1:20  

     Is53:6b  and the LORD has laid on him the iniquity of us (soldiers of the cross)all.  fulfilled:  For he has made him sin for us (soldiers of the cross) 2cor5:21

     For the sake of time and space we'll jump to the last verse in is53 vs12b:  and he was numbered with the transgressors:  and he bare the sin of  many, and made intercession for the transgressors.  fulfilled:  And the scripture was fulfilled, (is53:12) And he was numbered with the transgressors. mk15:28:  Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24 

     You mean with all that god has shown us in his word that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, 1cor15:1-5 at the cross, there are still those who believe a fable, a cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 still those who continue to lie to the holy ghost teaching another Jesus atoned for sin before/TFOTW, still those who continue there work of iniquity in JD, of preaching another Jesus, 2cor11:4 and the CADG, having corrupted themselves, and have made them a molten calf, saying their another Jesus before/TFOTW has bought them up (delivered them/saved them/ransomed them) out of Egypt (the kingdom of Satan) ex32:8 by atoning for their sins before/TFOTW.  They still teach that the Word became flesh jh1:14 in7bc made a little lower than the angels (a man) for the suffering of death heb2:9 even the death of the cross phi2:8  and thou shall call his name Jesus mt1:21 did not atone for sin at the cross in 33ad, but demonstrated, huh?  Jesus, the lamb of god jh1:29  god providing himself for a burnt offering for sin, gen22:8  demonstrated, huh?  yup! that's what they teach and believe, what can I tell you?  But that's what has happen when god sends delusion, and takes away talent of truth, because they choose to believe a lie/fable, the CADG, and another Jesus atoned for sin before/TFOTW, which has cause the love of many to wax cold during JD, for the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, and that another Jesus died for sins before/TFOTW, other than the Jesus of the cross, another Jesus, because with no ? they are not one and the same, the another Jesus before/TFOTW is a molten calf they of the Cross A Demonstration Gospel have made them, ex32:8 another Jesus 2cor11:4

     We've looked at this verse a number of times, showing that this is not speaking of an imaginary death atonement for sins and resurrection by another Jesus Christ 2cor11:4 before/TFOTW, which is the teaching and belief of those who follow the Cross A Demonstration Gospel.  However, lets look at it again, since I recently saw where a well known teacher of the CADG, once again used roms1:3&4 to teach that Jesus became the son of god,  by an imaginary resurrection from the dead before/TFOTW, based on what we read here in roms1:3&4.  

     Now I ask the ?  Where in rom1:3&4 does it say that Jesus rose from the dead before/TFOTW?  Where?  Somebody tell me please, cause I don't see it.  What I do see in roms1:3&4 is that god is talking about his son, made of the seed of David, lets STOP!  The phrase made of the seed of David, which is saying the same thing we read in hebs2:9  But we see Jesus, made a little lower than the angels, (a man) for the suffering of death.  Isn't this teaching that god/Christ the Word became flesh; a man, for the very purpose to suffer death, even the death of the cross? phi2:8 answer, yes!  And doesn't it dismiss any possibility that Christ the word, could have suffered death for man before/TFOTW, BEFOOORE, the Word became flesh in 7bc, since by man came death, by MANNN, also the resurrection? 1cor15:21 answer, again, yes!  And doesn't it also dismiss any possibility that a resurrection before/TFOTW is an view in rom1:4 before the word became flesh, jh1:14 made of the seed of David, rom1:3 since the Jesus spoken about is made of the seed of David, the word became flesh in 7bc?  answer, again, yes!  the idea of a death and resurrection before/TFOTW, before god the word became flesh, man, is absolutely completely and totally DISMISSED!                                                                                              

     This Jesus, made of the seed of David, dismissing it being the same Jesus as the another Jesus, 2cor11:4 a molten calf they of the CADG have made them, ex32:8 but roms1:3&4 Jesus, is Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross jh19:23 the word became flesh in 7bc,  this Jesus has god raised up, acts2:32 and is the one declared to be the son of god with power in roms1:4 because he was raised up from the dead the third day, according to the scriptures, 1cor15:3 after dying on the cross and the son of god himself declaring in his word,  ALL power has been given unto me in heaven and in earth. mt28:18  Dismissing the imaginary another Jesus before/TFOTW,   

a molten calf they of the CADG have made them, worshipping it, and have sacrificed thereunto, and said thru their cunningly devised fable/lie, 2pet1:16 the CADG, devised by Satan, the father of lies, jh8:44 the more subtle/cunning of all the unsaved of the world, gen3:1 are saying, these be our gods, O Israel, which have bought us (ransomed/saved us) up out of Egypt. ex32:8 (out from under the curse of the law and the wrath of god due to our bondage to sins and Satan)           This our molten calf, our altar of atonement which we have made and devised from our heart, 1ki12:33 our another Jesus, 2cor11:4 has died for our sins before/TFOTW, and not the word made flesh, of the seed of David, Jesus of Nazareth Jesus of the cross.  They of the CADG have denied that Jesus of the cross is the Christ.

We last saw how god used language of a physical earthquake, to illustrate spiritual judgment.  We read in math24:7 & mk13:8  and there shall be earthquakes (spiritual judgment of no more salvation in all the churches) in divers places.  

     We read in rev16:18  And there was a great EQ, such as was not since men were upon the earth, so mighty as EQ, so great.  This is speaking of the spiritual EQ/judgment which took place on may212011, at which time, like the spiritual EQ/judgment in divers places/churches ended salvation in all the churches, the spiritual EQ spoken of in rev16:18 on may212011 ended salvation in the whole world, as the sun was darkened and the moon shall no longer give its light, mt24:29 as the light of gospel, to save, the candle put out, or maybe another way of putting it, the men/elect/stars have withdrawn their shining, joel2:10 and have hid it under a bushel/bed, mt5:15 & mk4:21 as all god's children are now in bed with him at midnight. lk11:7

     We last left off looking at the earthquake depicting the spiritual judgment of the lord Jesus Christ on the cross; we read:  Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost. And, behold, the veil of the temple (was rent from top to bottom) and the earth did quake, and the rocks rent. mt27:50&51  (Jesus, blotting out the law that was against us,  taking it out of the way, and nailing it to his cross; and having spoiled principalities and powers col2:14) Satan was giving a death blow, Jesus at the cross bruised his head, gen3:5 and Satan and all the fallen angels were cast down to hell, and delivered into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment. 2pet2:4 Also at the cross we read in rev12:10:  NOW is come salvation; and strength, and the kingdom of god, and the power of his Christ; [remember, and declared, in the bible, mat28:18 and right here in rev12:10, declared to be the son of god with power.... by the resurrection from the dead. rom1:4]  rev12:10 continued.. and the power of his Christ; for the accuser of our brethren is cast down....(all this was done or accomplished by Jesus at the cross:  Salvation, the kingdom of god, the resurrection power of his Christ, the casting down of Satan and his angels.  All this was done by just a demonstration?  You of the CADG, r u kidding me?  no!  r u still kidding yourselves?  because that's all you are doing, kidding,       yourselves.)                                                                         

     Returning back to col2:15 at the cross Jesus 

made a show over them openly (principalities and powers, not in secret at/TFOTW, where nobody witnessed or saw, huh?) triumphing over them. And of course included with Jesus triumph at the cross, was the witnessed resurrection from the dead, the third day, according to the scriptures. 1cor15:3

     And so we see again the language of a physical EQ to depict spiritual judgment.  And that's exactly what happened on may212011 as we read in rev16:17  And the seventh angel poured out his vial into the air, and there came a great voice out of the temple of heaven, from the throne saying, It is done. vs18: and there was a great EQ...beginning midnight and the spiritual judgment on the world as the door is now shut, and all the elect, god's children are with him in bed. lk11:7 All the elect children of god are saved; it is done.  No more salvation.

     God has confirmed may212011 with infallible proofs from his word, not the least of which is god showing us the connection of; that one day with the lord as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day, 2pet3:8 with; For yet seven days, and I will cause it to rain forty days and forty nights; gen7:4 God telling Noah and the eight in the ark, that in seven days he would start JD on the world on the seventh day of the second month in 4990bc, and in 2pet3:8 god telling us that in seven thousand years to the day, he would start JD on the world, 

on the second day of the seventh month of the Hebrew calendar, may212011.

     The misinterpretation of may212011 was that it would along with the spiritual judgment on the world, there would also be a 5 months period of physical destruction of the world, with a devastating EQ, that would cause the graves to be opened, and the bodies of the dead unsaved to be cast out, and at which time also on may212011, the rapture of the elect would occur.  I remember speaking to people in the fellowship I attended at the time, that the EQ may not be physical, and also saying that in all the history of the world has not one  EQ to my knowledge ever cast out any graves or bodies.  EQ are an cracking of splitting of the earth crust, which cause tings to fall into the earth, not out of.  Now that's not to say that god could not cause that to happen.  However, there is another misinterpretation of may21,2011.  The number of days from the cross in 33ad to may212011 was calculated to be 722500 days.  722500 breaks down into 5x10x17  x  5x105x17 = 722500.  Because it was a doubling of 5x10x17, and the 722500 bought us to may212011, it was concluded that as a proof the rapture would occur on may212011.  However as we know now, and which I remember telling people before may21, that pharaoh's dream being doubled, meant that it was established by god, and that it would shortly be brought to pass. gen41:32  Therefore I was telling people that the rapture may not occur on may212011, but the proof of the doubling of 5x10x17, might be teaching that shortly after may212011, god would bring it to pass.  However, Mr. camping's teaching seemed to have more authority than the bible to some.

(already happen) rom4:17  Even though Jesus, the promised lamb of god, jh1:29 was not even born, it was foreordained/foreknown by god before TFOTW, that he would be the Christ,  but would be manifested/revealed to us in these last times 1pet20 to be the lamb slain. lk9:22 & acts2:23  Therefore god says in rev 13:8 the lamb slain "from", Strong's 5228, meaning away from or after TFOTW, but clearly not that the atonement took place then, before god the word became flesh/man.  Which would violate scripture, since by man came death, by man (the man Christ Jesus) also the resurrection. 1cor15:21  rev13:8 is speaking of god will provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering, gen22:8 in the person of his son, as the word became flesh jh1:14 a man, born this day in the city of David, a savior Christ/the anointed of god, the messiah, the lord. lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people, chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:374 from their sins. mt1:21    The man Christ Jesus, the lamb of god which bare the sin of the world. jh1:29  Our high priest made after the order of Melchizedek, ps110:4 & heb7:17 sanctifying us by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once heb10:10 who his own self bare our sins in his own body (prepared for him by the father heb10:5) on the tree/cross. 1pe2:24 Where on the cross, after  exceedingly (WAY MORE THAN ENOUGH TO ATONE FOR THE CHOSEN TO BE A SOLDIER OF JESUS CHRIST 1TIM2:3&4 A SOLDIER OF THE CROSS JH1:23) dying in his soul, mt26:38 after the three hours of darkness over the earth, lk23:44 illustrating the spiritual death of the light of the world, Jesus, in an obvious reference to the atonement said, It is finish: jh19:30  So, rev13:8 like all scripture addressing the atonement, points not to an imaginary altar of atonement which they of the CADG have made, and which they have devised from their heart, 1ki12:33 but like all scripture rev13:8 also is pointing to the cross of Calvary in 33ad, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures. 1cor15:3  

     Like rev13:8, god also has given us new truth and wisdom concerning another scripture used by they of the CADG to support an imaginary atonement before god the word became flesh, jh1:14 in 7bc, made of a woman gal4:4 who brought forth a man child rev12:5 and thou shall call his name Jesus. mt1:21 But they (of the CADG) who have went out from us, 1jh2:19 (us of the gospel by which we are saved, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5) teach and believe their another Jesus 2cor11:4 died for their sins at/TFOTW, according to their CADG, saying let us go out from among them and serve other gods, which you have not known deut13:13 prior to their CADG. They have turned aside/departed quickly out of the way, departing  away from the way, Jesus of the cross, and they have made them a molten calf, and have gone after strange flesh jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4 and have worshipped it, and have sacrificed unto it, offering up to god strange fire for their sins, lev10:1 and said thru their CADG, These be our god, o Israel, which has bought us/redeemed us out of the land of Egypt, ex32:8out of bondage to sin and Satan, and from under the curse of the law, the wrath of god, and not the Jesus of the cross, who they say did not atone for their sins at the cross, therefore they have denied that Jesus of Nazareth, of the cross jh19:19 is the Christ.  They of the CADG are enemies of the            cross. phi3:18 

     The verse used by they of the CADG to support an atonement at/TFOFW is in heb4:3b which reads:  although the works were finished from the FOTW.  So following their leader Mr. camping they continue to teach, see, the works were finished, therefore so was the atonement.  But the context alone teaches us that the works god is saying was finished is the work of election, which also included a remnant of Israel.  Hebs3:1519 and hebs4:1-3 is speaking of the unbelief of the nation of Israel, and due to the unbelief they perished, their carcasses fell in the wilderness?  So god sworn in his wrath, if they should enter into my rest, (knowing that they would not cause)although the works (of election of only a small remnant to salvation from Israel) were finished (according to the plan of salvation/election) from the FOTW.  So we see from the context god is not speaking of the work of atonement, but the plan of salvation, which included the electing of those to be saved, was finish from/TFOTW.

     We have also learned that the word translated as "finished" in hebs4:3 is Strong's #1096, which means "coming into being" and therefore hebs4:3 should and more accurately should read:  although from/TFOTW the works (were) coming into being.  Which is saying the exact opposite of the works were finished from the/TFOTW, 

concerning the whole plan of salvation "from the/FOTW were coming in being.  Therefore hebs4:3 also, like all other scripture regarding the atonement, points to where that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, 1cor15:1-5 at the cross.

     So as we learned we misinterpreted may212011, and have since learned the correct understanding that it was entirely a spiritual judgment, and that the rapture and the last day will shortly be bought to pass after may212011, that brings us right to where we are, shortly after may212011.  So we were not raptured on that last day of the feast of this tabernacle, maybe the next, or since god may not have to end during FOT, maybe before then.  but one things for sure, may212011 was judgment day.   therefore cast not away your confidence (in the word of god) which hath great recompence of reward.  for you have need of patience (boy is god teaching us that) that after ye have done the will of god, ye might receive the promise.  for yet a little while and he which will come will come and will not tarry heb10:35-37,
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Since the very recent passing of oct7th, and no end of the world as we thought might happen, there has been a talk of doubt concerning the time line, which god has given us.  Let me just say this:  we can and should look again at our miss interpretation of oct7, just like was done to may212011, and god showed us, which I thought 

before may21, that the rapture was not in view may21, nor any great physical earthquake, or physical destruction, but a spiritual judgment, and a great spiritual earthquake, such as was not since men ere upon the earth, so mighty an earthquake, so great. rev16:8  Which occurred on may212011, and at no other time in the history of mankind was the door to heaven shut, with no hope of salvation ever again.  god showed us earthquake was used in connection to spiritual judgment with his judgment on the churches beginning with the GT, as we read in math24:7, mk13:8 ...and there shall be earthquakes (judgment on all the churches) in divers places.

     We see again an earthquake occurring in the judgment of the lord Jesus Christ on the cross, in atoning for the sins of the elect, chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23   We read:  And behold the veil of the temple was rent in two from top (heaven) to the bottom; (earth) no more animal sacrifices, Jesus having fulfilled them and satisfied the law, the Vail represented the law of god, which because of our sins, separated us from god, and had us under the curse of god.  But because of the atonement of our sins by Jesus at the cross we read:  For he is our peace, who hath made both one (Jew and gentile) and hath broken down the middle wall of partition (the Vail) between us:  having abolished in his flesh /body the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; (the law) ..... so making peace;  eph2:14&15 and having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him (the man Christ Jesus) to reconcile all things (the elect) unto himself (god) (god repeats it) by him (the man Christ Jesus) whether they be things (elect/soldiers) in earth, or things (elect/soldiers of the cross) in heaven. col1:20  blotting out the ordinances (the law) that was against us (in enmity) which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way (rent it from top to bottom) nailing it to his cross; and having spoiled principalities and powers, he (Jesus) made a show of them openly, triumphing over them. col2:14&15  (At the cross giving Satan a death  blow, bruising his head, and binding him and all the fallen angels in chains to be reserved unto Judgment,  triumphing over them openly, for all to see, not in an 

imaginary atonement which no one saw, and never happened from/TFOTW, huh?

     That's why we chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross, jh19:23 we preach, NOT! Christ demonstrated, where is that in the scriptures?  answer, no where!  But we the elect, chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, soldiers of the cross, we preach Christ crucified; 1cor23 But god forbid that I should glory, (not in an imaginary atonement by another Jesus 2cor11:4 from/TFOTW, on an altar which they (of the CADG) have made, which they have devised (thru their cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 the CADG) from their heart. 1ki12:33  Because those of the CADG say that's where their another Jesus died and paid for their sins at the/FOTW, are glorying in something else besides the cross.)  But god forbid that I (elect chosen soldiers of Jesus Christ, soldiers of the cross) should glory, save in the cross of our lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world is crucified unto me, and I unto the world. gal6:14  For I determined (made up mind) not to know any thing among you, save Jesus Christ and him crucified. 1cor2:2

    And so we see an earthquake in that great spiritual judgment, in which Jesus beginning in the garden of gethsemane and finishing on the cross, it is finish, jh19:30 drank of the cup of the wrath of god, and died in his soul exceedingly (way more than enough) unto death. mt26:38  We read:  My god my god why has thou forsaken me?  Now Jesus who is god, and knowing all things that would come upon him, knew why he was being forsaken of god, and did not ask that ? for himself, but for our benefit, an example of this is in jh11:42 please read, but Jesus ask that ? of the father for us,  elected chosen soldiers of Jesus Christ, 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross, jh19:23 for us to answer, o lord god, it was for me father, that you forsook your only begotten son, it was for me father.  That's why we preach Christ crucified 1cor1:23 that's why god forbid we glory in nothing else, save only in the cross of our lord Jesus Christ.  Is there any thing else to glory in?  answer, NO!  Lord willing we'll pick up from here next time.
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We last looked at 1pet3:18:  For Christ also hath suffered FOR SINS, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to god, that he might bring us to god, being put to death IN THE FLESH, but quickened by the spirit.

We compared it with roms6:10, 2cor5:21, eph2:13-16 and 1tim2:5&6 showing beyond any shadow of a doubt that like so many other scriptures proving the atonement was accomplished by the man Christ Jesus at the cross, 1pet3:18 is also speaking of Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross, jh19:19 the Word became flesh jh1:14 made of the seed of David, rom1:3 born this day (in7bc) in the city of David, lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus mt1:21made a little lower than the angels, for the suffering of death, hebs2:9 even the death of the cross, phi2:8 for he shall save his people (chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23) from their sins. mt1:21 Who his own self bare our sins in  his own body (prepared by the father heb10:5) on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24

     We can see something else in looking at 1pet3:18  For Christ also hath suffered for sins,  the word "for" sins is also seen in 1cor15:3 in reference to the true gospel god has declared preached and delivered unto us, that Christ died "for" our sins, and we know from the context that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  Now the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers of Mr. Camping will say that "for" our sins in 1 cor15:3 is saying not in atonement for our sins, but concerning our sins in a demonstration, r u kidding me?  But that's what they teach and believe, what can I tell you?  However the word "for" is Strong's #5228 which appears to be most often translated as the word "for" and not the word "concerning" proving that Christ died "for our sins" is just what god meant, that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  As the context also proves that god is speaking about our salvation. (the elected chosen to be soldiers of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23 who preach not Christ demonstrated, where is that in the bible? answer, nowhere! but we preach Christ crucified 1cor1:23)                                                                                                                                                            

     We read in verse 1cor15:1&2   Moreover brethren, I declare unto you the gospel (good news) which I preached unto you, which also ye received, and wherein ye stand (god packing so much doctrinal truth in 1cor15:1-5 that the true gospel of Jesus Christ is, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, it's the gospel wherein we stand, during the evil day of JD, as were told, after having done all, to stand eph6:13eph6: tying it to JD as a JD test  with,  IF  you keep in memory/hold fast to the true gospel that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:2 during JD, when men would fail the test, and not keep in memory/hold fast to the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, and they (of the CADG) went out from us 1jh2:19 (of the cross atonement gospel),  departing away from the way the truth and the light jh14:6 Jesus of the cross, and have gone after

strange flesh jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4 and not the flesh and blood of the son of man jh6:51-53 the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once heb10:10 on the cross.  But they have offered up to god strange fire lev10:1 another, different, altered atonement for their sins, by another Jesus from/TFOTW, on an altar which they have made and they have devised from their heart 1ki12:33 children of Belial, saying through their cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 the CADG, let us go out from among them, and serve other gods, (strange flesh jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4) which ye have not known. deut13:13 prior to the CADG.

     After "wherein we stand" god then says, by which also "ye are SAVED," showing that the phrase that Christ died "for our sins" in verse 3 is not speaking of concerning yet another demonstration, like all the animal sacrifices which were offered by the law heb10:8 which was not possible that the blood of bull and goats should take away sin(save) heb10:4 but that Christ died "for our sins" is saying that we are sanctified (SAVED) by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ ONCE heb10:10 who need not daily, as those high priests, (of the levitcal order, that is according to the law, but we have Jesus, such a high priest, heb8:1 after the order of Melchizedek, heb7:21 Jesus a surety of a better testament, Heb8:2 the NT of grace, for grace and truth came by Jesus Christ  jh1:17 and by grace ye are saved. 

     Now the phrase "for sins" in 1pet3;18 the word "for" is Strong's #4012 which is the word concerning, and yet we know from the context that for or  concerning our sins is not speaking about an imaginary demonstration by Christ, which they have devised according to their cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 the CADC, which the bible does not speak of, but that Christ died for or concerning sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us back to god (that is reconcile/redeem/save) being put to death in the flesh...  So any way you look at it, either for or concerning our sins, god is clearly speaking that Christ, the just, was made sin for us, the unjust, that he might bring us back to god, that is reconcile us back to god, redeem us from the curse of the law.  For the wages of sin is death, but! the gift of god is eternal life through Jesus Christ our lord.  Who his own self bare our sins (therefore atoned for) in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24
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We last looked at Gal4:4&5 but in the fullness of the time, god sent forth his son, made of a woman, made under the law, to redeem them that were under the (curse of the) law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.  We show how this is the one time event of the father sent the son, 1jh4:14 and the word became flesh, jh1:14 the man Christ Jesus, for the suffering of death, hebs2:9 even the death of the cross. phi2:8 who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24 by which will we are sanctified by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once heb10:10  Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us:  for it is written, cursed is everyone that hangs on a tree/cross: gal3:13  We compare with and saw the harmony and fulfillment of hos3:14  I will ( in the future) ransom them from the power of the grave; I will redeem them from death: 

     And here's another verse from the scriptures which show the atonement was accomplished by the word became flesh, the man Christ Jesus, on the cross in 33ad.

     

     For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring (reconcile/redeem) us back to god, being put to death in the flesh, (as a man) but quickened by the spirit. 1pet3:18 which agrees with the following scriptures. 

     For in that he died, he died unto sin once: roms6:10

     

     For he hath made (Jesus, a little lower than the angels heb2:9) sin for us (the unjust) (Jesus) who knew no sin (the righteous) that we might be made the righteousness of god in him. 2cor5:21

     

     And having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him (the man Christ Jesus) to reconcile all things unto himself;  (god) by him (the man Christ Jesus) col1:20

    

      But now in Christ Jesus ye (gentiles) who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ.  For he is our peace, who hath made both (Jew & gentile) one, and hath broken down the middle wall of partition; having abolished in his flesh/body the enmity, the law of commandments in ordinances: for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace; and that he might reconcile both (Jew and gentile) unto god in one (his own) body by the cross, having slain the enmity thereby. eph2:13-16  These verse are proof of the cross is where the sins of both Jews and gentiles were paid by the blood/death of the man Christ Jesus.

     

     For there is one mediator between god and men, the man Christ Jesus:  who gave himself (the man Christ Jesus) a ransom (price of redemption) for all (Jews and gentiles) to be testified in due time. 1tim2:5&6

     Now in light of these verses, and many more, how is it that they (of the CADG) who have went out from us, showing they were not of us (never saved)1jh2:19 (us of the true gospel that Christ died for our sins according to all these and many more scriptures, at the cross 1cor15:1-5) they of the CADG continue to teach that before the word became flesh, jh1:14 and thou shall call his name (the word became flesh) Jesus, for he shall save his people (chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23) from their sins mt1:21

they of the CADG continue to teach that another Jesus 2cor11:4 died for their sins from the/FOTW cause it could not and is not the same Jesus of the bible, the word became flesh,jh1:14 made seed of David, rom1:3 begotten/born this day (in7bc) a savior, Christ the lord, and thou shall call his name Jesus mt1:21  

     Through their cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 they have denied that Jesus (of the cross) is the Christ/messiah 1jh2:22 and have gone after strange flesh jd7 and not the flesh and blood of the son of man jh6:51-53 and have offered up to god strange fire lev10:1 another altered different atonement for sin; on an altar which they have made and they have devised from their heart, 1ki12:33 other than the offering of the body/flesh of Jesus Christ once heb10:10 on the cross of Calvary.  Satan (the most subtle/cunning of beast/all unsaved gen3:10 who is a liar and the father of lies jh8:44 having filled their heart to lie to the Holy Ghost, act5:3  through their cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 the CADG, for who is a liar but he that denies that Jesus (the man Christ Jesus, Jesus of the cross) is the Christ? 1jh2:22

We last looked at gal4:4&5 showing that it is speaking of the specific, one time, singular, past tense, already occurred event, of the fullness of the time when the father sent forth his son into the world, heb8:5 & 1jh4:14

made of a woman, the word became flesh, jh1:14 made under the law, for he (the father) hath made him (the son of god and the son of man) sin for us, who knew no sin 2cor5:21 being made a little lower than the angels (man) for the suffering of death hebs2:9 even the death of the cross phi2:8 to redeem (purchase/buy back) them under the law, for the wages of sin is death (the curse of the law) but! the gift of god is eternal life through Jesus Christ our lord. rom6:23                                                                                                                                             

     Now the CADG teachers will say to redeem them is referring to the redemption of the bodies of the elect on the last day, but the context of gal4:4&5 will not allow or permit that attempt to detour gal4:4&5 away from the cross, cause it is speaking of the act of salvation from the curse of the law, which is death, and separation from god, your iniquities have separated between you and your god...is59:2 therefore our sins have to be atoned for, to redeem us from the curse of the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons (salvation of our souls) having made peace (between god and man) by the blood of his cross. col1:20  Instead of saying death god chose blood to emphasize it was by offering of the body of Jesus Christ once heb10:10 on the cross when his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24 having redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, cursed is everyone that hangs on a tree/the cross. gal3:13                                    

     So we read in read speaking of the lord Jesus Christ:  Thou art worth....for thou was slain, and has redeemed us to god by thy BLOOD....rev5:9  Its by the blood that we KNOW beyond a shadow of a doubt, this is referring to the death of the man Christ Jesus on the cross of Calvary in 33ad.  Before the word became flesh, god was not man, but spirit, and had no blood to shed.  And so god over and over and over again throughout the bible refers to and emphasizes the blood, to let it be known, that the death required to pay for mans sins, since by man came death, by man also the resurrection, 1cor15:21had to be the death of the second Adam/man, the lord from heaven. 1cor15:45-47  God stress this point way back in exodus in the account of slaying the first born of Egypt, god said to Israel:  and when I see the BLOOD, (pointing to the blood of Jesus, the lamb of god. jn1:29) I will pass over you. ex12:13                                                                                                                                

     You will not here about verses speaking to the atonement by the flesh, blood, and body of the man Christ Jesus from the teachers of the cross a demonstration gospel, cause they have denied that the word became flesh, the man Christ Jesus, who bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24 died for our sins at the cross.  They are the enemies of the cross, not being chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23 They being liars through their cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 the CADG, have denied that Jesus of the cross is the Christ. 1jh2:22  they have went out from us 1jh2:19 of the true gospel that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5 and have gone after strange flesh jd7 and preach another Jesus died for their sins from/TFOTW 2cor11:4 on an altar which they have made and devised from their heart 1ki12:33 children of Belial, saying, (through their CADG) lets us go our from among them, (of the cross atonement gospel) and serve other gods, (another Jesus) which ye have not known. deut13:13 prior to the CADG.

     They have offered up to god strange fire lev10:1 a different altered atonement for their sins, and like Aarons sons are being consumed by fire from LORD in the lake of fire of JD.  They have gone after strange flesh jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4 and like S&G who was an example to them, are being destroyed by fire from god in JD.

We last had looked at Gal4:4&5 as yet another verse which clearly shows the cross in 33as is where the man Christ Jesus, the lord Jesus Christ atoned for our sins, redeeming from the curse of the law. 

     But when the fullness of time was come, god sent forth his son, made of a woman, made under the law, to redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoptions of son. gal4:4&5 

     We looked at how the teaching by the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers have done violence to the law of god, zeph3:4 by teaching that god here is speaking about each time he saves someone which would be man times, he sends many times forth the spirit of his son to make them born again. 

     However the verse will not allow for this, because god specifically states, that in the fullness of the time, meaning a specific, one time, singular, past tense, already happened event, of god sending forth, not the spirit of his son, but god sent forth his son, as in:  we have seen and due testify that the father sent the son the savior of the world. 1jh4:14  And we know it's not the spirit of his son, because god then says, made of a woman, now Jesus, the son of god and the son of man, was made of a woman, of the seed of David, according to the flesh, rom1:3 but the spirit of Christ Jesus, was from everlasting, and is not made of a woman.  god then says made under the law; Christ the word became flesh, jh1:14 being made a little lower than the angels, (a man, since by man came death, by man also the resurrection 1cor15:21) for the suffering of death, hebs2:9 even the death of the cross. phi2:18 to redeem them that were under the law,  redeeming being the act of saving us form the wages of our sins, eternal death rom6:23 as we read:  the great god and our savior Jesus Christ, who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all our iniquities/sins..ti213b&14a  when his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24

So clearly without any ? whatsoever, gal4:4&5 is not speaking of the millions of times god has sent  forth the spirit of god during the day of salvation, to make someone who sins were paid for, which is a requirement for any one to be able to become born again, made spiritually alive, therefore gal4:4&5 would have to read:  the fullness of the times is come, (present perfect tense, since most of god's elect still had to be saved) god sends (plural, and present tense) forth the spirit of his son, but the verse says in the fullness of the time, god sent forth his son, made of a woman... therefore god is speaking about the one time past tense singular event, of for god so loved the world that he sent forth and gave his son, sanctifying (purifying) us through the 

offering of the body of Jesus Christ once. heb1):10 when his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24

     But in an unsuccessful attempt to detour gal4;4&5 from where its pointing to, the cross, they have try to high jack god's word to the broad way that leads to destruction of their cross a demonstration false gospel.

Last we were last looking at more evidence among the overwhelming evidence in the bible of the true gospel being that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  We looked at Is53:10&11 which with no ? is a prophesy of Jesus soul being made an offering for our sins, as god's righteous servant bear our iniquities, Is53:10&11 his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24

     Lets look at another OT verse speaking of the atonement by the lord Jesus Christ which will take place at the cross in 33ad.   

I will (in the future) ransom them from the power of the grave; I will (in the future) redeem them from (the wages of sin) death: hos13:14a  We can readily see the fulfillment of hos13:14a in the harmony and agreement with:  "the son of man came....... to give his life/soul a ransom for many. mt20:28  Also hos13:14a is in harmony and agreement with:  For there is one god and one mediator between god and men, the man Christ Jesus; who gave himself a ransom for all..1tim2:5&6  The reference to the man Christ Jesus, who is the Word became flesh, jh1:14 giving himself a ransom; also, as so many other verses all by itself, exposes the error of the cross a demonstration gospel's, their another Jesus 2cor11:4, before god became man, atoning for their sins from/TFOTW.

     Another verse in which we see the fulfillment of hos13:14a is:  But when the fullness of the time was come, (a specific one time past tense event) god sent forth his son, (we know its not the spirit of his son because the spirit of god is not) made of a woman, made under the law, to redeem that were under the law...gal4:4&5a 

Gal4:4&5 is one of the verses teachers of the CADG have done violence to, Zeph3:4 to detour it away from where's its pointing to, the cross, and unsuccessfully attempt to high jack god's word to harmonize with their cunningly devised fable, the CADG, by teaching its speaking of not a specific one time past tense event, but each time god saves someone, he sends forth the spirit of his son, to redeem them by applying his spirit to them to be born again.  But again god is speaking about the one time past tense event of the father sending the son the savior of the world, 1jh4:14 to redeem them under the curse of the law, by paying the ransom price of exceedingly dying in his soul, mt26:38 to redeem (buy back) his soldiers of the cross, jh19:23 from the wages of their sins, eternal death.

     See that's what the CADG teachers and followers can't get around, that salvation is about the atonement of sin by the man Christ Jesus, since by man came death, by man also the resurrection.  So they don't even speak about the atonement, but about the grace of god, and being born again, and having the spirit of god, seemingly not comprehending, that there is no being born again until that persons sins have been paid for,  being born again is not even something we cause to happen, it is not the focus of the bible.  The focus of the bible is the LORD Jesus Christ who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24   without which there would be no grace of god, no spirit of god indwelling us, no being born again, no nothing.

      Let's look again at the possible ending of the world, rather by rolling judgment, or all at once.  In doing this lets consider a picture of the rapture which occurred after the lord Jesus Christ bared (and atoned for) our sins in his own body on the tree/cross, 1pet2:24  where Jesus said in reference to the work of atoning for the sins of the elect, those chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23 said,  "it is finished"  jh19:30  Now they of the cross a demonstration gospel will say that when Jesus said "IT IS FINISH" Jesus was saying he had finish the tablow, Mr. Camping's fancy word which is not even in the bible, but his followers, still use even though god through the day/JD has made manifest/revealed that Camping did not endure to the end in keeping in memory/holding fast to the true gospel that god has delivered unto us, wherein  we stand (in the evil day/JD, the ungodly/all unsaved shall not stand in the judgment ps1:5) by which we are also saved,   if    we keep in memory/hold fast what (gospel) god has preached unto us, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures. (at the cross) 1cor15:1-5  The day also revealing that camping did not endure to the end in believing god's word with many infallible proofs, that may212011 was judgment day, midnight, and the door was shut, the light of the gospel to save shines no more, therefore; no more salvation.  The very one god revealed the timeline to, when oct21,2011 came it went, he denied the truth god had given, and turned and looked back (remember lot's wife) to it still being the day of salvation, and denied it was JD.  I recently heard one of his followers state that up till a couple weeks before camping's stroke camping still taught JD, no more salvation, implying that camping's stroke was the cause of his turning and looking back.  However the record will show that camping stroke was in June or July, I mostly think it was in June of 2011, and I also seem to remember him saying after may 21, came and went, let's wait until oct21, and then if we're still here after that, then we have to reconsider everything.  Therefore the stroke had NOTHING to due with Mr. Camping's turning and looking back, and of course, his initiating of the cross a demonstration gospel.  Thus the day has revealed that camping did not endure to the end in believing god's word, that he failed both JD test, the CADG, and may212011 is not JD and god is still saving gospel.  God is not a respecter of persons, and when his word says they that endure to the end shall be saved, that includes everyone.  when god says his soul has no pleasure in them that turn back, because god has no pleasure in the death of the wicked, he means everyone who turns back, there are no exceptions.  I'm not judging Mr. Camping, god's word has done that, which is the very purpose of JD.  Prior to JD god was still saving, and god said, Therefore judge nothing before the time, (JD) until the lord come 1cor4:5 with 10000 of his saints, who shall with god judge the world, taking vengeance on them that  know not god, and obey not the gospel of our lord Jesus Christ.    Lord willing we'll continue next time       

     Fulfilling the prophesy of him we read in Is53:10  Yet it pleased LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief; when thou shalt (future tense) make his soul an offering for sin (the son of man came..to give his life/soul a ransom for many mk10:45  Jesus said, my soul is exceedingly sorrowful even unto death mt26:38) He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied :  by his knowledge shall my righteous servant (Jesus Christ) justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities. is53:11 his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  God clearly according to the scriptures over and over and over again telling us the true gospel of Jesus Christ, that Christ died for our sins, (at the cross) according to the scriptures (is53:10&11 mk10:45 & 1pet2:24 just to name a few) and was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures, and was seen of peter than the twelve. 1cor15:1-5  Therefore we know beyond a shadow of a doubt, that another Jesus, 2cor11:4 who is not the word became flesh in 7bc jh1:14 who is not Jesus of the cross; who they who have went out from us, 1jh2:19  us of the true gospel, they preach another Jesus died for their sins from/TFOTW, denying that the Jesus of the cross is the Christ, 1jh2:22 which we know is a cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 a work of iniquity, preached in JD causing many to be deceived, and the love of the true gospel to wax cold, and they like the men of S&G who as an example to them, suffered the vengeance of eternal fire, have gone after strange flesh, jd7 another Jesus, 2cor11:4   they like Aarons sons who were consumed by fire from LORD, have offered up to god strange fire lev10:1 which is another different altered atonement for sin their sins, and not the flesh and blood of the son of man offered on the cross, jh6:51-53  Theirs is an altar which they have made, and they have devised from their heart. 1ki12:33 but we have an altar which they have no right to eat of hebs13:10 Jesus on the cross, who sanctify the people with his own blood, hebs13:12 reconciling us back to god, having made peace (between god and man) through the BLOOD of his CROSS. col1:20 (They of the cross a demonstration gospel's, another Jesus from/TFOTW, didn't have any blood to shed.)  But, the word made flesh, jh1:14 and thou shall call his name (whose name? the word made flesh) Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins mt1:21  when his own self (the word became flesh) bare our sins in his (Jesus) own body on the tree/cross. 2pet2:24 demonstration gospel have made, and devised from their heart. 1ki12:33

When you here people talk about salvation to day, those outside of the churches, those who are teachers and followers of the cross a demonstration gospel, They who have went out from us 1jh2: (us of the gospel of the bible, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5) the focus is usually on everything but the atonement itself.  They even say that the gospel is, listen to this now, one lord one faith one baptism. eph4:5  Now nowhere does the bible say that is the gospel, cause its plainly not.  It's information god gives us about the body of Christ, and the kingdom of god.  The gospel, means good news, the good news that god will provide himself a lamb as a burnt offering for our sins. gen22:8  For the wages of sin is death, BUT! (they would say in the church I use to go to,  go, before the church age ended on may212008,  thank god for the) BUT! the gift of god is eternal life, through Jesus Christ our lord. rom6:23  my, my, my!  Now that's;  good news.  That's the gospel.                                                  

     Fear thou not, for behold, I bring you good tidings/good news of great joy, which shall be to all people, for unto you is born this day in the city of David a savior, which is Christ the lord. lk2:11  That's good news, that's the gospel.  And thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins. mt1:21 That's good news, that's the gospel.  For god so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten son, (this day have I begotten thee  ps2:7 born/begotten this day, in7bc, a savior, which is Christ the lord. lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins. mt1:21) that whosoever believes in him, should not perish, but have everlasting life. jh3:16  Now that's god news, that's the gospel.  Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  Now that's good news, That's the gospel.  Which god clearly, not vaguely, with statements you have to ask yourself, what does that mean?  Like eph4:5                                                           

     But in 1cor15;1-5 god clearly, unmistakably, plainly, so even a child can understand, tells us the true gospel of the bible, and says it the gospel:  Moreover, brethren, I declare unto you the GOSPEL which I preached unto you, which also ye received, and wherein ye stand, (withstand in the evil day eph6:13) by which also ye are saved (good news)      IF     ye keep in memory/hold fast (the gospel) what I preached unto you, unless you have believed in vain, (which is what those of the CADG have done, believed in vain, with empty faith, having no root in itself, having not the faith of Christ, else they would have continued with us, 1jh2:19 in keeping in memory the true gospel)  For I delivered unto you first of all (most importantly) that which I also received, (talk about good news)  THAT CHRIST DIED FOR OUR SINS (at the cross) according to the scriptures, and that he was buried; (god repeats this)  ACCORDING TO THE SCRIPTURES:  and that he was seen of peter, then the twelve:

    Now here we have GOD clearly telling us the gospel he has delivered unto us, that Christ for our sins at the cross, and you don't ever here it mentioned by the CADG teachers and believers.  Even after it has been shown that they have done violence to the word of god, zeph3:4  by saying that Christ died for our sins, means concerning our sins in a demonstration, and not that Christ died in atonement for our sins like god said and meant.  Instead they ignore 1cor15:1-5, and for all intents and purposes, have taken it away from the bible, rev22:19 and many other verses they never mention or speak on which clearly point to the man Christ Jesus atoning for our sins in his body, in his flesh, by his blood at the cross.  Instead they will say that god pour out his wrath on Jesus, from/TFOTW before he was born from the seed of Abraham, heb2:16  and David, rom1:3 so the word could become flesh/man, jh1:14 being made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, even the death of the cross, since by man came death, by man also the resurrection. 1cor15:21 another verse they taken away from the bible, violating rev22:19 because they have usurped their authority over the word of god, becoming the authority, by lifting up their hand/will over the word of god, and have a cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 another gospel, preaching another Jesus 2cor11:4 died for their sins, on an altar they have made, which they have devised of their own heart 1ki12:33  offering up to god strange fire lev10:1 for their sins.

And so instead of agreeing with god and saying what god says the gospel, the god news is; that Christ died for our sins at the cross, they substitute according to their cunningly devised fable, the CADG, verses like the gospel is one faith one lord one baptism, cause no where in this verse is the cross, the atonement mentioned.  r u kidding me, do they think they're kidding god.  They are delusional, thinking that they have fooled god.  but, god is laughing at them.  Be not deceived, god is not mocked.

Lets look at what appears to be another historical account giving to us by god in his word, liking to, or pointing to JD, and the cross a demonstration gospel, which teaches that Jesus of the cross only demonstrated an atonement they of the CADG imagine to have happened from/TFOTW, by another Jesus, 2cor11:4 on an altar they have made and they have devised of their own heart. 1ki12:33 

     We read in ex24:18  And Moses went into the midst of the cloud, and gat him up into the mount forty days and forty nights.  We see that god uses the cloud as a picture of god himself, or the kingdom of god.  While he/Peter thus spoke, there came a cloud, and overshadowed them; (The holy ghost/god shall come upon thee, and the power of the highest shall overshadow thee:  therefore also that holy thing which shall be born of thee shall be called the son of god. lk1:35) 

and they feared as they entered into the cloud.  And there came a voice (the word of god) out of the cloud, saying, this is my beloved son:  hear him/Jesus. lk9:35 (and the sheep hear his/Jesus voice/word,....and they follow him:  for they know his voice.  And a stranger (strange flesh jd7/another Jesus 2cor11:4) will they not follow, but will flee from him; for they know not the voice of strangers/other gods. jh10:3-5   Another example out of many in the bible, of cloud being a reference to god is in rev14:14 And I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud sat like unto the son of man...                                                 

     One of numerous references to Jesus not only being the son of god, but also the son of Man, because god wants to make the point, so we don't miss it, and how some do boggles my mind; that Christ had to be a man to pay for mans sins, since by man came death, by man also the resurrection. 1cor15:20 This biblical truth and principle alone and all by itself, rules out an imaginary atonement by another Jesus, from/TFOTW, before the Word became flesh, a man jh1:14 before this day have I begotten thee, ps2:7 before unto us a (man rev12:5) child is born Is6:9 born this day (in 7bc) in the city of David, a savior, Christ the lord lk2:11 and thou shall his name Jesus, (not another Jesus 2cor11:4 from/TFOTW huh?)  thou shall call his (the word became came flesh) name Jesus, Behold, the lamb of god which bare the sin of the world jh1:29) for he (not another Jesus, from/TFOTW, huh? but the word became flesh in 7bc, jh1:14 the man child rev12:5 the man Christ Jesus, who gave himself a ransom..1tim2:5&6 ) shall save his people (chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23 from their sins. math1:21  who his own self (Jesus, the word became flesh, the man Christ Jesus) bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24 a body thou {the father} has prepared me heb10:5 of the seed of Abraham heb2:16 made of the seed of David, roms1:3 thru forty two generation of Israel/mankind mt1:17 a body thou (the father) has prepared me heb10:5) by the which we are sanctified (purified, made holy) by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ ONCE heb10:10  All these references to the flesh blood and body of the man Christ Jesus in atoning for our sins on the tree/cross, rule out, absolutely with no ?, rule out an imaginary from/TFOTW atonement by another Jesus they of the CADG preach died for their sins from/TFOTW, 2cor11:4 having gone after  strange flesh jd7 and not the flesh and blood of the son of man offered on the cross jh6:51-53 offering up instead strange fire/another atonement lev10:1 on an altar of atonement they have made and they devised from their own heart 1ki12:33 But we have an altar which they have no right to eat of...hebs13:10 Jesus on the cross, who sanctify us with his own blood hebs13:12 having made peace between god and man through the blood of his cross. col1:20  

Yet with all this undeniable biblical evidence of the true gospel of Jesus Christ, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:1-5, they of the CADG will not make the last thing they do to give god the glory, and stop lying to the holy ghost, and admit they have been wrong and done violence to the law of god, zeph3:4 and have denied that the word became flesh, jh1:14 the man Christ Jesus, 1tim2:5&6 Jesus of the cross, is the Christ. 1jh2:22 thru their CADG preaching another Jesus died for their sins from/TFOTW. 1tim2:5&6  They will not admit they're wrong, and stop lying to the Holy Ghost, because they have lifted up their hand over the word of god, smiting the rock twice, nu20:11 instead of once, for in that Jesus died he died unto sin once, rom6:5 once being exceedingly enough mt26:38 by insisting that Jesus somehow suffered the wrath of god twice, once before he was born, huh? from/TFOTW, and again on the cross in a demonstration.  They of the CADG will not admit their sin, because they serve their own belly roms16:18  who like the men of S&G, jd7 and Aarons sons lev10:1 whose end is destruction, whose god is their belly, (their pride, and the desires of their heart) whose glory is in their shame...phi3:19 

     

     Note that Moses, representing believers, was in the mount, representing the kingdom of god, forty days and forty nights.  We know from rev14:20 that the winepress/wrath of god was trodden without the city...by the space of a thousand six hundred  furlongs/ days on the world during JD.  1600 being a product of 40x40, god emphasizing  the number 40, as JD is a period of testing.  We see the connection of forty days and forty nights to JD, from the flood of Noah's day, which began in the second month, the seventeenth day of the month, gen7:11 which corresponds to the beginning of JD on the world today, may21 2011, the 17th day of the 2nd month on the Hebrew calendar in 2011. the same day of which god told Noah, and I will cause it to rain upon the earth forty days and forty nights, the same period of time Moses, representing believers was in the mount, representing the kingdom of god, forty days and forty nights.

     We may be able to see Moses representing all believers being saved and in the mount/kingdom of god before the forty days and forty nights, representing JD, before the second month, the seventeenth of the month, before may212011 when we read in lk11:7 And he (the lord)  from within (the mount/kingdom of god)shall say answer and say, trouble me not, the door is now shut, and my children are with me in bed... Here god is telling us that at midnight, JD, when the door is shut, meaning no more salvation, all gods' children, chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23 have been saved and are in bed/the kingdom of god with him.  

   Let me digress here to make another point; notice that god says in lk11:7 And he/god from within, and my children are in bed with me, meaning that the friend god is speaking to is not one of his children, and is without the kingdom of god.  Also note that the friend said I have nothing to set before him, would a child of god ever have nothing to share from the whole bible? of course not>  But what we don't have to set before the unsaved any longer since May212011/JD, is the gospel of salvation, and that's what the friend is asking god for, saying I don't have the gospel of salvation to set before my friend in his journey, flight to escape the wrath of god in winter. this is teaching us that despite whats being taught about lk11:5-8 being a prayer god is teaching those saved to pray during JD, that it is actually teaching this is the prayer of those who have drawn back, heb10:38 in JD for a gospel that still saves.  They are, remember lot's wife lk17:32 who looked back, and was turn to a pillar of salt, revealing, making manifest, she was not of them who were saved, and was under the judgment of god.  So to, those in JD who draw back, heb10:38 to wanting a gospel that still saves, and are asking god for that gospel, and to save; god is saying, though I will not rise to save, but because your importunity, insistence cause your god is your belly, your pride and the desires of your heart, I will give you what you need.  The same way he gave Israel who were no longer satisfied with manna from heaven, god gave them what they needed and murmured for, flesh, the same way men of S&G who went after strange flesh, jd7 so god gave Israel flesh, cause they despised the manna god had given them. nu11:1-20         So to in JD god has allowed them who need it, to have, as in believe and teach the gospel of salvation, such as is preached by FR even now.  But their drawing back to a gospel of salvation during JD, is revealing that they to, as also the CADG followers, they (of a gospel to save in JD are being separated as goats) they have went out from us, 1jh2:19 (sheep who have been saved and are in bed with god, those who have been caused by god to endured to the end in believing god's/Jesus voice/word, that immediately after the GT of those days, the sun was darkened, and the moon shall not give its light, no more light of the gospel to save, and have kept in memory/held fast to the gospel of Jesus Christ, that Christ died for our sins, at the cross 1cor15:1-5) they who because of their  importunity, shamefully, or without shame, even though they should be ashamed to be asking god to still be saving at midnight, when the door is shut, they none the less are shamelessly insisting, that despite what god word tells us in math24:29 no more gospel of salvation, they are shamelessly insisting that god give them the gospel of salvation.  Therefore god is giving in an allowing sense, them to still preach and teach, draw back, heb10:38 to a gospel that god is still saving, but they in doing so, like lot's wife, they draw back to perdition/judgment, JD revealing, making manifest, they are under the judgment of god. 

as god said, if any man draw back, my soul has no pleasure in him. heb10:39 

     

     Returning to Moses representing all the saved during forty days and forty nights/JD in the mount/kingdom of god. ex24:18  During those forty days and forty nights Moses typifying all believers was giving the law/word of god, who would then give it to Israel.  Might we see this as god though believers feeding fish the word of god during JD.  But it was also during those forty days and forty nights Moses was in the mount, that Israel corrupted themselves, They have turned aside quickly out of the way which I have commanded them:  they have made them a molten calf, what they have the CADG have done, making strange fire on an altar they have made, saying another Jesus has ransomed them out of the land of Egypt, from sin and the wrath of god, and have worshiped it, and have sacrificed thereunto, and said, these be thy gods o Israel, which have bought thee/redeemed thee up out of the land of Egypt. ex32:7&8 

     Notice god says They ( representing they (goats) who have went out from us (sheep) during JD 1jh2:19) have turned aside/away quickly out of the way.  Jesus says, I am the way...jh14:6 And we have learned that gone after strange flesh jd7 other gods/another Jesus 2cor11:4 is to depart or turn away from before, as the same was true of Solomon when he was old, his wives turned away his heart after other gods: 1ki11:4

They have made a molten calf (typifying Jesus lamb slain/poured out) notice the similarity to 1ki12:33 So he offered upon the altar which he had made... which he devised of his own heart.  Which we have learned is what they of the CADG have done in JD by making and preaching another Jesus 2cor11:4 atoned for their sins, on an altar they have made and cunningly devised 2pet1:16 of their own heart. 

     And so we see what may well be another picture, in the making of the molten calf by Israel, of what's being done in JD of They of the cross a demonstration gospel.
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But of the tree of the knowledge of good evil, thou shalt not eat there of it:  for in the day that thou eat thereof thou shalt surely die. gen2:17  For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of god is eternal life through Jesus Christ our lord. roms6:23

     There is teaching today that Jesus Christ, who of course is god, and because he is god, could not and did not die, either before/TFOTW or on the cross.  You know its just utterly astounding to me, how despite what the word of god says in reference to salvation and the atonement, that you have false teachings like this today, and notice that they are teaching these false doctrines during JD, when god has clearly removed or taken talents of truth we all once had from those who are not hearing just the voice of Jesus Christ, and not believing god's word, not enduring to the end.

           

     In gen2:17 god told Adam in the day he eats of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, ye shall surely die.

Now we all know that Adam did not die physically in the day he sinned against god, and that the death that Adam died was a spiritual death.  Now in order to die spiritually, that means Adam was a spiritual being, as we're told in gen1:27  So god created man in his own image, in the image of god created he him:  male and female created he them.  God is spirit, and being created in the image of god, means Adam and eve were also spirit, as well as flesh.  As we're told in gen2:7  And the lord god formed man of the dust of the ground, and breath into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul/spirit.  That means in order for god to save man, he had to die the same death as Adam, to pay the wages of mans sin, which is spiritual death.  we read:  For in Adam all men died, 1cor15:22  spiritually that is, that's why we read:  Ye must be born again, jh3:7 that is made spiritually alive again from above, by god.  

     Since the wages of sin is death, spiritual death, that means that god also had to die spiritually to pay the wages of mans sins.  But by god's own requirement, god could not be mans savior as god only.  We read:  By man came death, by man also the resurrection.  Therefore to qualify to be mans savior, god the Word was made flesh, a man. jh1:14  So we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angles, for the suffering of death, hebs2:9 and being found in fashion as a man, humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. phi2:8  The Word, god the word, was not made a spiritual being, he existed from everlasting, the word was made flesh, a man.   So when we hear Jesus saying as he began drinking of the cup of the wrath of god in the garden of gethsemane, my soul/spirit is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto death, mt26:38 Jesus was beginning to die in his soul, as god, as only god could die exceedingly enough spiritually to pay the wages of the sin for all of god's chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross. jh19:23

     The teaching that god cannot die, where is that in the bible?  That's a conclusion incorrectly devised out of the non-wisdom  of mans mind and heart.  Jesus said, no man takes my life, I lay it down of myself; jh10:18 god is from everlasting to everlasting, and at the death of the son of god, who was and is god, god did not cease to exist, there was still the father and the Holy Spirit. But we read about Jesus Christ who is god, and was god, even when he was on the earth, I am he that lives, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; Rev1:18  Now make no mistake about this, Jesus was saying this about himself, God almighty,  I   WAS DEAD;  Jesus is not saying that only I as the son of man, or as man was dead, Jesus said I am was dead. 

    Even the limited mind of man should be able to rationalize that Jesus as man only could not pay for anyone sins, for as man he would never come to the end of eternal damnation, but in that he was suffering the wrath of god in his soul, as god, and man, he was able to exceedingly pay the ransom, the price of redemption for all those he came to give his life/soul a ransom for. mt20:28  That's why we read in the  ps16:10 in speaking about the death of the lord Jesus Christ, For thou will not leave my soul in hell; neither will thou suffer thou holy one to see corruption.  The leaving his soul in hell/death, is speaking about the death of god the son, which we know god did not leave Jesus soul in hell/death, for at he moment of his physical death, Jesus in his soul/spirit, went to paradise, as he told the thief on his right, today thou shall be with me in paradise. lk23:43 But his body/flesh went into the grave/tomb, yet because  the atonement had been made, why Jesus said, It IS FINISHED: jh19:30 all sin paid for, and Jesus was no longer baring the sins of the elect, (the chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross, jh19:23 who preach Christ crucified, 1cor1:23 and as I said before, they who preach Christ demonstrated, and another Jesus, 2cor11:4 died from/TFOT

W,  should know, that they are not a chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, a soldier of the cross) and because god's holy one, Jesus body no longer was baring sin, it was not necessary for his body to corrupt, therefore god did not suffer or allow Jesus body to see corruption, which in itself is proof that the atonement was finished.  And Jesus said it is finished, before he had died physically, therefore the death that made the atonement has to be the death of Jesus in his soul, him as the son of god.  That's why we read:  And it was about the sixth hour, and there was darkness over all the earth until the ninth hour.   It was during those three hours of darkness, that the light of the world was put out, although Jesus was still physically alive.  

     God tells us in is43:11 I, even I, am the LORD, and beside me there is no savior.  

Just as they of the cross a demonstration gospel are denying that Jesus of the cross is the Christ, the messiah, when they say he did not atone for sin on the cross, that he demonstrated what another Jesus, 2cor11:4 did from/TFOTW, those who are saying that Jesus did not die as god on the cross, are also saying that Jesus did not atone for sin on the cross, cause only god/LORD could pay the wages of sin, eternal damnation/death, and therefore they have no savior.  And we read:  when the lord Jesus  shall be revealed from heaven with his mighty angels, in flaming fire taking vengeance on them that know not god, and that obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ; who shall be punished with everlasting destruction/death (both all unsaved mankind, and the angels, who are spirit beings) from the presence of the lord, and from the glory of his power. 2thes1:8&9
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We last was looking at rev13:8 in which god says...."the lamb slain from the foundation of the world."  Knowing that Jesus, who is the lamb who god said he will provide himself as a burnt offering, gen22:8 in the person of his son, Jesus Christ, the lamb of god which bare the sin of the world/ jh1:19 (the elect, the chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 2tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23) who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24 could not have been actually slain from/TFOTW, cause the Word became flesh (man, the2nd Adam) jh1:14 this day have I (the father) begotten thee ps2:7 unto us a child is born Is9:6 born this day (in 7bc) a savior, Christ the lord lk2:11  and thou shall call his name Jesus for he shall save his people mt1:29 (chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, 1tim2:3&4mt1:29 soldiers of the cross jh19:23 from their sins. mt1:29   Therefore we know that Jesus could not have been actually slain from/TFOTW, and that Jesus was actually slain in 33 ad on the cross of Calvary as we read in lk9:22 Jesus speaking of himself says:  The son of man (by man/Adam came death, by man/the 2nd Adam, a quickening spirit 1cor15:45, the lord from heaven, Jesus 1cor15:47 also came the resurrection/life 1cor15:21 For if through the offence of one/Adam many be dead, much more the gift {salvation} by grace {by grace ye are saved eph2:5} by one MAN, Jesus Christ roms5:15 now how do they of the cross a demonstration gospel, reconcile this to their altar of atonement from at/TFOTW?  which they have made, and devised from their own heart 1ki12:33  answer, They can't.  Therefore end of story, or we should say, end of their cunningly devised fable/lie 2pet1:16 that their another Jesus that they preach 2cor11:4 somehow died from at/TFOTW, before the Jesus of the cross, of the bible, was born in 7bc.  I mean really, if the bible is our authority, roms5:15 all by itself, should in every ones mind and understanding, clearly show the cross of Calvary in 33ad, after Jesus was born this day in 7bc, is where the man Christ Jesus, gave himself a ransom for all 1tim2:5&6  the chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 2tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross. jh19:23 when his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24 having made peace (between god and man) through the blood of his cross, col1:20.  The Word, which was spirit, did not have blood from at/TFOTW, not until the Word became flesh/man in7bc)  Therefore, the word became flesh jh1:14 unto you is born this day in 7bc a savior lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus mt1:21 the lamb of god which bare the sin of the world/chosen soldiers of Jesus Christ, 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23 could not have actually been slain from at/TFOTW.

     Going back to lk9:22 we get the answer as to when the lamb slain from/TFOTW, rev13:8 according to god's plan of salvation, god calling those things that be not, as though they were, rom4:17  calling those things that have not yet happen, as though they already happened, such as when god told Abraham he had made him a father of many nations, before Abraham had any children. rom4:16  In lk9:22 we get the when of the fulfillment of rev13:8 from Jesus himself, we read:  The son of man (cause god/the Word had to become flesh/man to be mans savior, since by man came death, by man also the resurrection 1cor15:21 and the gift/salvation by one man, Jesus Christ, roms5:15) so Jesus says in lk9:22:  the son of man must suffer many things, and be rejected of the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be slain, and be raised the third day, after Christ died for our sins on the cross, according to the scriptures, and was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures, and was seen of the apostles. 1cor15:2-5  And again we're told when Jesus, the lamb of rev13:8 slain from/TFOTW,  the word from translated from the Greek, Strong's 575, which should be more accurately translated, away from/TFOTW, or after/TFOTW; therefore, rev13:8 is like all scripture, pointing to the cross as to where Jesus the lamb of god which bared the sin of the world, jh1:29 was slain as an burnt offering and blood sacrifice to save his people from their sins, the chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ, 1tim2:3&4 the soldiers of the cross, jh19:23 when his own self, bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  

     This away from or after TFOTW was when the Word became flesh, jh1:14 and the son became qualified to be our faithful high priest, after, after, after the order of Melchizedek, ps110:4 hebs5:6,10, 6:20, 7:11,17:21 and not before Melchizedek, as the Word/Christ would have been before the order of Melchisedec, if he atoned for sin from/TFOTW.  Scripture again disproven a from at/TFOTW atonement, on an altar they have made, and devised of their heart, 1ki12:33 and disproven the cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 of the cross a demonstration gospel, preaching another Jesus, 2cor11:4 dying for their sins from at/TFOTW, before Melchizedek, before Jesus of the bible, the lamb of god, jh1:29 was begotten this day of the father, ps2:7 born this day in 7bc a savior, Christ the lord, lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for HE (not another Jesus from at/TFOTW, huh?) shall SAVE his people from their sins. mt1:21  Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross. jh19:19   Scripture again, over and over again, proven that it was not biblically possible for an imaginary from at/TFOTW atonement, before god/the Word became flesh/man, after the order of Melchizedek, to be our faithful high made like unto his brethren, hebs2:17 made a little lower than the angels, a man, for the suffering of death, heb2:9 even the death of the cross. phi2:8  

     Therefore since god has given even more understanding and insight as to what he is teaching us in rev13:8, we see even more clearer than before, that rev13:8 can in no way be used any longer by they who have went out from among us, 1jh2:19  chosen to be soldiers of Jesus Christ, 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross, jh19:23  to support their cross a demonstration gospel and preaching another Jesus 2cor11:4 dying for their sins from at/TFOTW.  We have learned that in rev13:8 god who knows the end from the beginning, is according to roms4:17 calling those things that be not as though they were.  Even though Jesus, the Word became flesh, jh1:14 as we read in lk9:22 would not be slain until the cross in 33ad, god knowing that Jesus would learn obedience by the things he suffered, hebs5:8 being made a little lower than the angels, a man, for the suffering of death, heb2:9 and being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross, phi2:8  ?,  If, what shall we call him?  cause we can't say Jesus, that's the name given the Word made flesh/man in 7bc, and is associated with Christ the messiah as man, Immanuel, god with us; so we'll say the Word from at/TFOTW.  If the word had already died from at/TFOTW, then he already learned obedience, and since They of the cross a demonstration gospel, say Jesus somehow died before he was born, then  according to them, Jesus would have already learned obedience, so why would he have to learn it again?  Answer, he wouldn't, but he did not learned obedience by an imaginary death from at/TFOTW that never happened, Jesus learned obedience just as the scriptures tell us, by the things he suffered, hebs5:8 being made a little lower than the angels, a man, the word became flesh, the man Christ Jesus, for the suffering of death, hebs2:9 even the death of the cross. phi2:8  Its as ridiculous as saying that the atonement took place from at/TFOTW, and then Jesus suffered the wrath of god again, on the cross in a demonstration of what he did before he was born, from at/TFOTW.

     We saw again that Jesus was slain not from at/TFOTW before man was created, before he was made a little lower than the angels, a man, for the suffering of death, being slain heb2:9 before he was born this day in the city of David, a savior lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people, (chosen to be a soldier of Jesus Christ 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross jh19:23) from their sins. mt1:21 But Jesus was slain at the cross in 33ad as we read:  who his own self bare our (the elected chosen soldiers of Jesus Christ) in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24   This was the fulfillment of what we saw when Jesus said about himself, the son of man being slain in lk9:22.  We see again Jesus was slain not before he was even born from at/TFOTW, but at the cross in 33ad from what we read in act2:23  Him (Jesus) being delivered by the determinate council of and foreknowledge of god, ye have taken, and crucified and slain. At the cross, at the cross, in 33ad, and that's why we soldiers of Jesus Christ, we preach Christ crucified, 1cor1:23 and have determined not to know any thing among you, save Jesus and him crucified. 1cor2:2                                                                                                                          

     The whole idea of  an cunningly devised fable of the CADG and atonement from at/TFOTW goes against scripture which tells us, all the animal sacrifices and offerings, and burnt offerings and for sin thou (god) would not, neither had pleasure therein, which were offered by the law, hebs10:8 were shadows of good things to come, hebs10:1 and not of things imagined to been offered from at/TFOTW, huh?  But all the animal sacrifices and burnt offerings were shadows of the burnt offering and blood sacrifice and offering of the body of Jesus Christ once. hebs10:10  when his own self bared our sins, in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  As we learned from looking at nums20:8-12 and deut32:49-51, the account of Moses being told by god, to speak to the rock and smite it, (once) but Moses disobeyed god, and spoke his own words, and usurped his authority over the word of god, and lifted up his hand, and smote the rock twice, even though god told him to smite it once, cause in that Jesus died, he died unto sin once, rom6:10 and once was exceedingly enough, as told to us by Jesus, when he said, my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto death. mt26:38 (Jesus suffering unto death, even the death of the cross, was exceedingly, way more than enough to pay the ransom, the redemption price to redeem his chosen to be soldiers of Jesus Christ, 1tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross. jh19:23)    We learned the telling by god of the account of  Moses smiting  the rock (typifying Jesus) twice instead of once, was pointing to the JD test of the cross a demonstration gospel when they would no longer keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross according to the scriptures, 1 cor15:1-5, and speak their own words through their cross a demonstration gospel, that their another Jesus, 2cor11:4 died for their sins from at/TFOTW, on an altar which they have made, and devised of their heart, 1ki12:33 and that Jesus of Nazareth of the cross, jh19:19 suffered and drank of the cup of the wrath of god again, in a demonstration on the cross. 

     Its through this account of Moses smiting the rock twice, that god is pointing to the JD test of the cross a demonstration gospel, through which they (of the CADG) who have went out from us, 1jh2:19 (of the gospel that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5) are also usurping their authority over the word of god, and have lifted up their hand/will over the word of god, and are speaking their own words through their cross a demonstration gospel, and are smiting the rock twice by insisting that Jesus somehow suffered the wrath of god twice.  Once, in their cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 altar of atonement which they have made and they have devised of their own heart, 1ki12:33 from at/TFOTW before Jesus was born, and twice when they say Jesus drank again of the cup of the wrath of god in a demonstration on the cross.  They have therefore like Aaron sons offered up to god strange fire lev10:1 for their sins, and have gone after strange flesh, jd7 showing they have not eaten of the flesh and blood of the son of man, and therefore have no eternal life in them jh6:51-53 Jesus death on the cross is the altar god has made, whereof they have no right to eat, they of the CADG, having departed away from the way the truth and the life, jh14:6 Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross jh19:19 they have failed  the test of the cross a demonstration gospel, god thru  the day, Jesus in JD, is making manifest those who works of iniquity of following the CADG, are being burned, and god declaring thru his word and revealing by fire, judgment, 1cor3:13 they who have failed to keep in memory the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:2-5  They (of the CADG) have went out from us, (of the gospel wherein we stand in JD, by which we are also saved, if we keep in memory, that Christ died for our sins at the cross 1cor15:1-5) they went out from us, because they were not of us, jh2:19 children of Belial, gone out from among us,...saying, (speaking their own words thru their CADG) saying, let us go and serve other gods, another Jesus, 2cor11:4 which ye have not known. deut13:33   

     And as those of Sodom and Gomorrah who had gone after strange flesh, jd7 suffering the vengeance of eternal fire as an example to they who in JD are likewise doing the same thru the CADG, are also suffering the vengeance of eternal fire as god is taking vengeance on them that know not god, and obey not the gospel of our lord Jesus Christ. 2thes1:18  And as Aaron sons who when they offered to god strange fire, lev10:1 another different altered atonement for there sins, and were consumed by fire from LORD, so to those who are offering up to god strange fire, another different atonement by another Jesus, 2cor11:4 dying for their sins from at/TFOTW, they to are also being consumed by fire from LORD in the lake of fire in JD.   They who through their gospel of the cross a demonstration, committing works of iniquity, of not believing god's word, the gospel of Jesus Christ, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:1-5 JD revealing they have been deceived by false prophets, though their work of iniquity of the CADG, causing the love of many for the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross to wax cold, mt24:11&12  god making manifest, revealing by fire in JD, 1cor3:13 those who he has not cause to endure to the end, and he that endure to the end, the same shall be saved, mt24:13 They (goats of the CADG) went out from us, (sheep who only hear Jesus voice, his gospel that Christ died for our sins at the cross)  and now as god is separating the sheep from the goats, Jesus is professing unto them, depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, mt25:41
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Lets now look at another verse used by they of the cross a demonstration gospel, they, who (in JD) have gone out from us, 1jh2:19 of the gospel of Jesus Christ, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross, 1cor15:1-5 to support their belief that Jesus, who again, was not until 7bc; made a little lower than the angels, (a man) for the suffering of death, (god became a man to die for mans sins) For since by man came death, by man also came the resurrection from the dead. 1cor15:21  We read in 1cor15:20 But now (since the death of Jesus on the cross, and his resurrection from the dead the third day) is Christ risen from the dead, and become the first fruits of them that slept. Clearly 1cor15:20&21 are speaking of the death of the one mediator between god and men, the man Christ Jesus:  who (the man Christ Jesus) gave himself (on the cross, he could not have gave himself from/tfotew, before he was born, so he gave himself on the cross) a ransom for all...1tim2:5&6 those chosen to be soldiers of Jesus Christ, 2tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross. jh19:23 (you should realize and know your not a soldier of the cross, if think the cross is a demonstration)   The same son of man came (into the world heb10:5) not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life/soul (on the cross) a ransom for many. mt20:28  Both 1tim2:5&6 & mt20:26 clearly state that it was the son of god and the son of man, the man Christ Jesus who came into the world to give his life/soul a ransom for many, mt20:28 for the chosen soldiers of the cross, jh19:23 and who gave himself on the cross a ransom for all of the elect, those chosen to be soldiers of Jesus Christ, soldiers of the cross.  

     Now the ? I ask, How does anyone reconcile these verses to before/tfotw atonement? 

It can't be done, and that's why you don't hear the cross a demonstration teachers and followers speak on these verses, and many like these, cause they have taken these verses and others, away from the words of the book of the bible, and god says if any man shall do that, god shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city...rev22:19  And make no mistake about it, that's exactly what they of the cross a demonstration gospel have done,  they have taken away from bible, those verses, which are many, which clearly point to the cross as the place of atonement.                                         

     Like eph2:15a&16:  having abolished in his flesh the enmity,... And that he might reconcile both (Jew and gentile) unto god in one body (of Jesus Christ) by the cross, having slain the enmity thereby: clearly referring to the elect being justified by his blood, (god clearly emphasizing Jesus death atonement as a man) we shall be saved from wrath through him, and reconciled to god by the death of his son, rom5:9&10 by who we are sanctified by the offering of the body/flesh of Jesus Christ once. heb10:10  All these references to the body and flesh and blood of Jesus Christ in regards to the atonement, will not harmonize with a from/tfotw imaginary atonement which they have cunningly devised, before god the word was made flesh, which the bible does not speak of, that's why I or they can't give you any verses which do, but these verses from the bible, eph2:15a&16, rom5:9&10, and heb10:10 clearly are referring to the death of the son of god and the son of man, the man Christ Jesus, on the cross, as to the place of atonement, when his own self bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24                                                                                                                        

     No matter how hard they try, they cannot explain how Christ before he became man, could atone for man sins from/tfotw.,  and that's why they don't even try to explain how he could, so they simply ignore, 1cor15:20&21 and 1tim2:5&8 and this:  for if through the offence (sin) of one (Adam) many be dead (spiritually) much more the grace of god, and the gift (salvation) by grace (ye are saved eph2:5) by one man, Jesus Christ roms5:15       Clearly referring to Jesus death on the cross as the fulfillment of, "thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people (chosen soldiers of the cross) from their sins" mt1:21 who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross.1pet2:24  They of the cross a demonstration gospel have taught that 1pet2:24 is referring to their imaginary fable death atonement from/tfotw, they have devised of their heart, not so; for one thing Christ did not have a body from/tfotw, the word was not made flesh/man until 7bc.  And another thing, is the context of 1pet2:24 is speaking of the man Christ Jesus, Jesus of Nazareth.  we read:  "because Christ also has suffered for us, leaving us an example, that we should follow his steps:  who did no sin, (Pilate said, I have found no fault in this man, lk23:14 god again and again and again, emphasizing Jesus was a man) neither was guile found in his mouth:  who when he was reviled, (could not have happen from/tfotw, huh? before man was created) reviled not again" 1pet2:21-23...clearly referring to Jesus sufferings at the hands of sinful man on this earth on his way to the cross, therefore we know 1pet2:24 is speaking of Jesus death atonement on the cross of Calvary in 33ad.  these and other like verses, they ignore, and in so doing they have taken away from the book of the bible. I mean for all intents and purposes, they've taken the cross out of the bible, and when they may in a rare instance mention the cross, they say its where Jesus of the cross, demonstrated their imaginary, cunningly devised fable, 2pet2:16 altar of atonement which they have made, and devised of their own heart, 1ki12:33 by their another Jesus, 2cor11:4 from at/tfotw.  r u kidding me?  Boy, at this point in time, after all god has made manifest in JD, concerning this JD test, and work of iniquity of the cross a demonstration gospel,  to still teach and follow that fable, you really have to be the many  deceived, mt24:11 the simple ones. prov1:22     

     We know the cross a demonstration gospel is a JD test from 1cor15:1 telling us the gospel wherein we stand, as in after having done all, to stand, (in the evil day) eph6:13 as in who shall be able to stand when he appears (in judgment) mal3:2 then god says letting us know that wherein we stand in vs1 is referring to standing in the evil day of JD and not standing in salvation as I've think I've heard it taught, where is that in the bible, god says in 1cor15:2 in reference to the gospel in vs1 declared unto us, god says by which also (separating saved from stand) by which also ye are saved,     If      ye keep in memory or as in the interlinear Greek, hold fast what (gospel) I preached unto you,....for I delivered unto you first of all, that which I received, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, at the cross 1cor15:2-5.  Now prior to Mr. camping teaching and initiating the gospel of the cross a demonstration on FR around 2007, 2008 the only gospel the new testament church in the church age that was kept in memory or held fast to was, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures,  and after god allowed the test of the cross a demonstration gospel to be set up,  is when They who have gone out from us, stopped keeping in memory or holding fast that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross.  They (goats) then went out from us, (sheep) because they were not of us, 1jh2:19 if they were of us, they would have continued with us, to keep in memory and hold fast to the true gospel of Jesus Christ, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross. 1cor15:1-5 but that they (the goats) might be made manifest by god in the evil day of jd that they were not of us, god did not cause them to endure to the end in believing his word, mt24:11 the voice of Jesus, they lifted up their hand and usurp their authority over the word of god, and spoke their own words thru the cross a demonstration gospel, insisting on smitting the rock twice, that Jesus suffered the wrath of god twice, in atonement /altar they have made and devised of their heart, saying let us go out from among them.

We last showed that rom1:4 is not speaking of an imaginary resurrection from/tfotw, through which those of the cross a demonstration gospel believe that Jesus, (who was not even born this day until 7bc) became the son of god.  What they are saying is that the son of god, who is god, had a beginning, therefore god had a beginning. huh? But this conclusion is derived because they have done  violence to the law of god. zeph3:4   

      Rom1:4 does not say that Jesus became the son of god from an imaginary death and resurrection from/tfotw before Jesus was even born, huh?  That cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 is a altar of atonement they of the cross a demonstration gospel has made,  they have devised of their own heart. 1ki12:33 It is not the altar god has made and given us of the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:1-5 which they have no right to eat of, heb13:10 the flesh and blood of the son of man offered on the cross as an atonement to give eternal life. jh6:51-53  They (of the cross a demonstration gospel) who have went out from us, (of the gospel of Jesus Christ preached unto us, and wherein we stand in JD, before the judgment sent of Christ roms5:10, being bought thru the fire, zech13:9 having on the robe of Christ righteousness 1s61:10 provided for all the elected, chosen soldiers of Jesus Christ, 2tim2:3&4 at the cross when they (the elected chosen soldiers) had crucified him (Jesus the son of man who came to give his life/soul a ransom mt20:28 to save his people/chosen soldiers from their sins. mt1:21) took his garments, (the robe of Christ righteousness) jh19:23  They (of the cross a demonstration gospel) have went out from us (of the gospel by which we are saved,   if   we keep in memory what (gospel was) preached unto us,.....that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross) 1cor15:1-5  but they were not of us, for if they had been of us, they would have continued with us; (in keeping in memory the gospel preached and delivered unto us,that Christ died for our sins at the cross) but they went out from us that they might be made manifest, they were not all of us. 1jh2:19 for the day (Jesus in JD) shall  declare it, (thru and in his word) every man's work shall be made manifest, whether gold, silver precious stones or hay wood stubble, work of iniquity to be burned.  Work of iniquity abounding in JD thru the cross a demonstration, mt24:12 i.e. gone after strange flesh, jd7 preaching and trusting in another Jesus, 2cor11:4 departing away from the way truth and life, Jesus of the gospel preach unto us, Jesus of the cross, jh14:6 offering up strange fire/another atonement for their sins, lev10:1 on an altar they have made and devised of their own heart 1ki12:33 like men of Belial, saying lets us go out from among them/us, and serve other gods, deut13:33 another Jesus. 2cor11:4  What greater work of iniquity then to lie to and on god, teaching and preaching and believing the cross a demonstration gospel, another gospel,  denying that Jesus Christ died on the cross for our sins,  denying that Jesus is the Christ.  They are anti-Christ, 1jh2:22 and enemies of the cross. phi3:18

     

     What god says in roms1:4 is concerning his son Jesus Christ our lord, which was made of the seed of David, according to the flesh, roms1:3 which means god is speaking about Jesus who was begotten of the father this day in 7bc, ps2:7 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins. mt1:21 when he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24  His people are those given to him be the father, jh6:37 those chosen in Jesus Christ before/tfotw, eph1:4  the chosen soldiers of Jesus Christ in 2tim2:3&4 soldiers of the cross. jh19:23   They should know  they are not a soldier of Jesus Christ, a soldier of the cross,  if you stopped keeping in memory the true gospel preach unto you, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, at the cross. 1cor15:1-5  They should know they are  not a soldier of Jesus Christ, a soldier of the cross,  when their gospel of the cross a demonstration denies that Jesus died for our sins on the cross, denying that Jesus is the Christ. Instead of a soldier of the cross, they are enemies of the cross. phil3:18

     Jesus of the cross, is Jesus Christ our lord made of the seed of David in roms1:3  The next word AND which begins vs4, connect rom1:3&4 together, vs4 is a continuation of vs3, stating that Jesus Christ our lord made of the seed of David, according to the flesh, is the one declared to be the son of god WITH POWER, not! I repeat, not declare the son of god, but the son of god WITH POWER, according to the spirit of holiness, (by the holy spirit) by the resurrection from the dead:  This was originally taught that when reading this you should go from declared to be the son, skip with power, and go to by the resurrection from the dead.  However this is doing violence to the law of god, zeph3:4 because the bible and god does not permit this because there is no separation of declared to be the son of god from with power by any punctuations, comma semicolon or anything.  By this act of violence upon the law of god, they have changed what god is clearly saying, to say what they want have cunningly devised it to say, that Jesus is declared the son of god by an imaginary resurrection they have devised from their heart.  But what god is clearly telling us in roms1:3&4 is that Jesus Christ our lord, made of the seed of David, placing Jesus in the fullness of the due time, when god brought forth his son, made of a woman, gal4:4 made of the seed of David, rom1:3 AND  was declared the son of god WITH POWER, according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead.  In other words Jesus was declared the son of god with power, because Jesus after dying on the cross, atoning for our sins, giving Satan a death blow by bruising his head, and was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures, conquer death, taking back the power of death from Satan, and then Jesus, the son of god, after his resurrection, made the declaration himself, in his word, according to the spirit of holiness, ALLL power has been given unto me, in heaven and in earth. mt28:18

We last looked at rom1:4 used by they (goats) who have went out from us (sheep) of the gospel of Jesus Christ declared unto us by god in the bible, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, according to the scriptures 1cor15:1-5   they of the  cross a demonstration false gospel teachers and followers use roms1:4 to prove that Jesus somehow, before he was even born, begotten this day ps2:7 in 7bc, somehow died and rose from the dead from at/tfotw, huh? how?   When Jesus, of the bible, of the cross, who is the son of god and the son of man, thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save (in the future on the cross) his people from their sins. mt1:21  So we see Jesus is the name given to and associated with Immanuel,  god with us, god as man.  Therefore Jesus of the bible, could not have died from at/tfotw, huh?  before he was born this day in 7bc, lk2:11 before he was made a little lower than the angels, god made a man, Hebs2:17) of the seed of David according to the flesh, rom1:3 the Word (the eternal son of the father 1jh5:7 god the son who was spirit) and the Word was made flesh, a man jh1:14   god the son made flesh, made a man,  and we saw that instead of being proof of an altar of atonement they have made, an imaginary death and resurrection from/tfotw they have devised of their own heart, 1ki12:33  roms1:3&4 like all scriptures show that the Jesus god is speaking about is his only begotten son, made of the seed of Abraham and David, mt1:17 & rom1:3  the only begotten by the father by his spirit to a human mother, lk1:35 begotten this day a savior in 7bc, ps2:7 & lk2:11 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins. mt1:21  when he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1Pet2:24  Therefore roms1:4 is not and cannot be speaking about another Jesus, becoming the son of god, R U kidding me?  by an imaginary resurrection from/tfotw.                                

     They who teach and follow this have done violence to the law of god, zeph3:4 to unsuccessfully try and make rom1:4 agree with their false gospel of the cross is a demonstration.  They have went out from us, 1jh2:19 of the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, cause they were never of us, else they would have continued with us, in keeping in memory the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:1-5.

At this point in time, where there are only a few days left in JD before the last day, after all the truths god has revealed to us in his word the bible, showing us that the cross a demonstration false gospel is a cunningly devised fable/lie, 1pet2:16 initiated by Satan the most subtil/cunning, gen3:1 liar and father of lies, jh8:44 and the work of iniquity of the  cross a demonstration gospel has abounded during JD, and the love of many for the true gospel has waxed cold. math24:12  But, at the same time, god more than ever is declaring unto us with deeper insights and understanding of the gospel which he has preached unto us, which also you have received, and wherein we stand, by which also we are saved,   if    (the fact that god says If, means god knew there would be those who would not) so god says   if    ye keep in memory what (the true gospel) god has preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain, (meaning with empty faith, not unto salvation, if you don't keep in memory the true gospel, then your faith was not the true saving faith of Christ, but was empty vain faith, and you were never saved, else ye would have kept in memory) what god first of all (most important of all, what god has preached to us) that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, (at the cross) and that he was buried, and that he rose the third day, (god repeats this) according to the scriptures:  and that he was seen (eye witnessed) of peter, then the twelve. 1cor15:1-5   God used the phrase, "according to the scriptures" in reference to how Christ died for our sins, and we know when god repeats something, its to bring attention to what God is referencing.                                                                                                                  

     So when then have to look at how the scriptures tells and shows when where and how Christ died for our sins.  When we look at gen22:7 when Isaac, typifying Jesus, asking his father Abraham, typifying god the father, Behold the fire and the wood:  (the fire representing the wrath of god, or the cup of gods wrath, and the wood the altar or the cross)  but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?  (again Jesus is being typified by the lamb, as he's called the lamb of  god, which bares the sin of the world. jh1:29  And the burnt offering is a sacrifice or atonement for sin.)  And in vs8 Abraham said, "My son, (the Son of the Father) God will (in the future) provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering.  So here we see in Abrahams answer, that God is telling us, that He, God, will, not has, as in he already did, but god will (in the future) provide Himself a lamb (In other words, god will provide himself, as a lamb, in the future, in the person of his son, Jesus Christ, the lamb of god which would bare the sin of the world, who his own self would bare our sins in his own body, on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24) as a burnt offering." (sacrifice atonement for sin)  So in this account scripture is clearly pointing to the future when god will provide himself a lamb as a burnt offering for sin, in the person of his son, Jesus, the lamb of god which would bare the sin of the elect, when his own self  bared our sins in his own body on the tree/cross, at Calvary, in 33ad.

    In heb10:4 we read:  For not possible that the blood of bull and goats should take away sins. And in heb10:8 we read:  Sacrifices and offering and burnt offerings and offering for sin thou would not, neither had pleasure in them:  which were offered by the law; then in heb10:1 we read:  For the law having a shadow of good things to come, not the very image of the things, can never with those sacrifices which they offered (by the law) year by year continually make the comers thereunto perfect.  So we see that all the animal sacrifices and burnt offerings by or under the law, were shadows of things to come, not of things that already happened from at/tfotw, huh? and therefore once again we see the scriptures pointing to the cross where Christ died for our sins, as a burnt offering, and though he were a son, yet learned he obedience, (unto death, even the death of the cross. phil2:8) by the things which he suffered; and being made perfect, (through suffering thee wrath of god beginning in the garden of gethsemane, as evidenced when Jesus said, my soul is exceedingly (more than enough) sorrowful, even unto death mt26:38)  for the sins he bore in his body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24 he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him; heb5:8&9 For by one (for in that he died, he died unto (for) sin once roms6:10) offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified. By the which will (the second or New covenant/testament based on grace though the shed blood and death of Jesus Christ, for the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth by Jesus Christ, jh1:17 by the which will/NT which was established by the death of the testator Jesus death on the cross, to take away the first or old covenant/ testament, hebs10:9 which was by the law, which could save no one, but pointed to Jesus and the new  testament/will which) we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.heb10:14  So again we see that according to the scriptures, Christ Jesus died for our sins at the cross. 

     When we look at the gospels of math, mark, Luke, and John they all lead up to and culminate in Jesus dying on the cross as the son of god, and the son of man, Behold,  (this coma not seen in the KJ, is in the Greek interlinear, putting the emphasis on what god is pointing out, that Jesus on the way to the cross, was and had to be a man, to be our savior, and the more accurate and correct translation should read:)  Behold,  (pause)         the man! jh19:5  who came to give his life/soul a ransom for many. mt20:28 Note god says to give, future tense, many he had not given his life/soul a ransom yet from at/tfotw. huh? what a cunningly devised fable. 2pet1:16 

So again, the gospel preached and delivered unto us, and where in we stand, (in JD) by which we also we are saved,   if     ye keep in memory what (gospel) god preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain, (not with the faith of Christ unto salvation, but with an empty faith) is .....  that Christ died for our sins, according to the scriptures, at the cross. 1cor15:1-5                                                                                                                                                                                            

     This is the true gospel, by which we are saved, and now in JD, wherein we stand, that we may be able to withstand in the evil day of JD, and having done all, of go ye into all the world preaching the gospel, mk16:15  to stand, eph6:13&14  before the judgment seat of Christ, roms14:10 in the wedding feast/supper of the lamb, rev19:9  having on a wedding garment, math22:11&12 the robe of Christ righteousness, is61:10 provided to every one elected and chosen to be a soldier, 2tim2:4  when they, the soldiers of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, crucified Jesus on the cross of Calvary, jh19:19-23  through which the elected and chosen to be soldiers of Jesus Christ, are sanctified (purified and made holy) by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once, heb10:10 for in that he died, he die unto (for) sin once, roms6:10  as he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross 1pet2:24  This is the true gospel god has preached and delivered unto us, that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:1-5,  And because of what Jesus has done, god can and says to us, grace to you and peace, from god the father, and our lord Jesus Christ. gal1:3  Who gave himself (?  who gave himself?  answer, our lord Jesus Christ, who is the son of god, and the son of man, who was born/begotten this day, ps2:7 a savior, Christ the lord, lk2:11 in 7bc, and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins. math1:21  Jesus of the bible, the son sent by the father, 1jh4:14 the word became flesh, jh1:14 Jesus made a little lower than the angels, {made man} for the suffering of death, hebs12:9 even the death of the cross. phi2:8  Christ, the word became flesh, jh1:14 Jesus Christ of Nazareth, of the cross, jh19:19 ) Who {Jesus Christ} gave himself for our sins. gal1:4a Jesus, who is the word became flesh, begotten and born in 7bc, the son of god and the son of man.  The Jesus they (the unsaved, the goats) who have gone out from us, (the elected sheep) 1jh2:19 during JD, they of the cross a demonstration false gospel, their Jesus they teach that died from at/tfotw is not the word made flesh in 7bc, but they have gone after strange flesh, jd7 they preach another Jesus, 2cor11:4  they who  went out from us, (those of the true gospel, that keep in memory that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross, but they who went out from us) preach another jesus, jh1:219  died for their sins from at/tfotw, through their false gospel of the cross a demonstration, and another Jesus died for their sins, from at/tfotw.  Their another jesus, 2cor11:4 who they trust died for their sins, before the Jesus of the bible was sent by the father the propitiation for our sins. 1jh4:14  Before the word was made flesh, jh1:14 and thou shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins. mt1:21 Before Jesus was begotten by the father this day, ps2:7 & lk2:11 in 7bc, before Christ  was made man (Jesus) for the suffering of death, hebs10:5 even the death of the cross. phi3:1   

     Despite these and many other verses which prove that Jesus of the bible could not have died from at/tfotw, before he was born, before god was made man, the word became flesh, which it was necessary for god to become man, to save man, since by man came death, by man also the resurrection1cor15:21 and the gift (salvation) by grace (ye are saved eph2:5) by one MAN, JESUS Christ rom5:15  That's why we read:  Wherefore in all things it behooved (obligated, was necessary for) him to be made like unto his brethren, (a man)....to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. hebs2:17   When you consider 1cor15:21 and rom5:15 and hebs2:17 and what god is saying, that it was as man, and had to be as a man, the second man (meaning after the first man Adam) the second man/Adam) was made (agreeing with hebs2:9) a quickening spirit. (one who makes spiritually alive) 1cor15:45 the second man/Adam (Jesus is) the lord from heaven 1cor15:47 the man who came to give his soul a ransom, mt20:26 the man who redeemed us to god through his blood. rev5:9  If the bible is your authority, you would concede that the idea of an atonement before god became man does not harmonize, and therefore like these and so many other scriptures, you have to conclude that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross. 1cor15:21   But despite what the bible clearly and abundantly teaches, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, there are those who still preach and teach and followed the cross a demonstration gospel and another Jesus died from/tfotw for their sins.  This showing that  they (the unsaved, the goats) went out from us, (who are the elected sheep, who came out of the churches) but they were not of us, for   if   they had been of us, they would have continued with us, (in keeping in memory the gospel by which we are SAVED,    if     ye keep in memory what (gospel)  I (Paul under inspiration) preached unto you,...that Christ did for our sins according to the scriptures, at the cross. 1cor15:1-5   but that they might be made manifest (during the day, JD 2cor13:3) that they were not all of us (all of who came out of the churches were not all of us who are truly saved by the gospel of 1cor15:1-5, but among us the sheep were also goats, who once believed in vain, 1cor15:2 the true gospel, but did not continue believing that Christ died for our sins at the cross, and therefore were of the simple ones, prov1:22  the many deceived by the work of iniquity of the cross a demonstration gospel in JD, mt24:11&12  causing the love of many for the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross to wax cold, and therefore they have not endure to the end, mt24:11-13  in believing gods word, and the saving gospel, that Christ died our sins according to the scriptures at the cross. 1cor15:1-5.  But they are gone out from among us, of the true gospel, of the way the truth and the life, jh14:6  Jesus of the cross, jh19:19 and the flesh and blood of the son of man offered on the cross in atonement for sin and to provide eternal life, jh6:51-53 and have gone after strange flesh, jd7 another Jesus 2cor11:4  offering strange fire/another atonement for sin, lev10:1 on an altar which they have made, which they devised of their own heart. 1ki12:33 and not the altar which god has made, Jesus of the cross. hebs12:10-12 Through their gospel of the cross a demonstration, a JD test, that they might be made manifest, 1jh2:19 they are not of us, and they have gone out from among us, men of Belial, saying let us go and serve other gods, another Jesus, which ye have not known. deut13:13.   There's only a few verses in the bible which even vaguely may be used by they who have went out from us, 1jh2:19 to cause them to believe their gospel of the cross a demonstration, and another Jesus some how died from/tfotw, before the Jesus of the bible was born,  to cause them to serve another god, another Jesus.

     Lets look again at the of the main verses they used, and continue to used as their proof, that their Jesus atone for their sins from/tfotw, and the Jesus of the bible, of the cross, only demonstrated what another Jesus did from/tfotw.

     And declared to be the son of god with power, according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection of the dead. roms1:4  They who have went out from us, us being those who keep in memory the gospel preached unto you, 1cor15:2 that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:3-5 to make this teach that Jesus became the son of god, by a imaginary resurrection from/tfotw, after an imaginary death atonement for their sins, have done violence to this verse, zeph3:4 by continuing to follow their dead, and I do mean dead leader, cause the bible has and JD made manifest that he did not endure to the end in believing that may21,2011 was JD and the door was shut, and that the cross is where Christ died for our sins, showing without doubt, he has not endured to the end.   Yet they continue to follow his original teaching, that roms1:4 is teaching that Jesus, who was not made, hebs10:5 begat/born this day ps2:17 & lk2:11 until 7bc, and brought forth as a son of god and son of man, and called his name Jesus, mt1:21 they continue to teach rom1:4 is teaching that Jesus died and rose from the dead from/tfotw to become the son of god.

     However rom1:3 tells us the Jesus spoken of is the Jesus of the bible, of the cross, who was made of the seed of David, and therefore the resurrection spoken of in vs4 is the resurrection after Jesus died on the cross of Calvary in 33ad, conquering death by the only resurrection the bible speaks about, and declared himself in mt28:18  ALLL power has been given unto me in heaven and earth.  Therefore he jesus is not declared to be the son of god by an imaginary death from at /tfotw, huh?  Therefore this verse should no longer be used as support for an imaginary strange fire/atonement, by another Jesus from/tfotw, but roms1:3&4 actually points to the cross as to where the Jesus of the bible, made of the seed of David died for our sins.

     Continuing to look at this verse, we last saw that they (the unsaved) went out from Us (the saved) during JD.
We know this because during the church age when the wheat (saved) and tares (unsaved) were together in the churches,  we don't read in the bible of the tares leaving the wheat and going out of the churches, but we're told by Jesus to let both grow together until the time of the harvest. mt13:30  Therefore the only other time period 1jh2:19 could be referring to of they leaving us, is during this time of JD, when after coming out of the churches, both elect and non elect, in agreement that the church age was over and that the bible was teaching JD was coming on may21,2011.                                                                             

     Then god allowed the test of the cross a demonstration gospel to be set up during JD, (I think it was first taught over family radio 2007, 2008) by false prophets to deceive the many, mt24:11 the many being those who have departed away from the way, Jesus of the cross, jh14:6 for the broad way that leads to destruction in JD, mt7:13  and so in departing away from the true gospel and  Jesus of the cross, they in effect are telling god to depart from us, job21:14 & 22:17 and because the iniquity of the cross a demonstration gospel has abounded in JD, the love of many for the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:1-5 has wax cold. mt24:12 causing many to choose to believe the lie, the simple ones, (unsaved) loving simplicity prov1:22 rom16:18 that Jesus, who is the son of god and the son of man, somehow died for their sins from/tfotw, before man was created.  When the Jesus of the bible, who was made, hebs10:5 of the seed of David, roms1:4 was not begat/born this day, in the city of David, a savior ps2:7 & lk2:11 as the son of god and the son of man, and his name shall be called Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins, math1:21 until 7bc, and so could not have actually died from or at/tfotw, before he was born in 7bc.  Therefore, their Jesus is not Jesus of the bible, Jesus of the cross, but another Jesus, 2cor11:4 an altar of atonement which they have made of the desires of their heart 1ki13:12  And by this failure to pass the test of the cross a demonstration gospel, and not keeping in memory the true gospel preached unto you, 1cor15:1&2 that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:3-5 God has revealed, made manifest/known those who works (of iniquity) are being burned up as hay wood stubble, 1cor3:13 and those who have not endured to the end, those whose love of the true gospel has waxed cold, and have not kept in memory the true gospel preached unto you, that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  God has made manifest through the test of the cross a demonstration gospel, those who have not endured to the end in keeping in memory Christ died for our sins at the cross, and therefore are not saved. mt24:13

    Its the bible teaching that like Moses lifted up his hand, (usurped his will over the word god, and spoke his own words) and instead of speaking god's word and smiting the rock once, smote the rock twice, and because he believed god not, (his word to smite the rock once) god told Moses and Aaron they shall not go into the promise land. (representing the new heaven and earth) nu20:11&12 And god repeated this in deut32:49-52  so we would take notice when god would give the understanding in JD, right now, of what god is teaching us thru this historical account in deut32:49- 52 )where he also told Moses to die in the mount whither thou goes up (because the mount was representing the spiritual kingdom of god, and Moses was a true believer, but Moses was told by god to die. vs50 and why did god tell Moses to die?  answer, because Moses disobeyed god and smote the rock twice, as we read in vs51) because ye trespassed against me, ...and did not sanctify me in the midst of the children of Israel, (when he did not believe and obey the word of god to smite the rock once, because in that Jesus died, he died unto (for) sin once, roms6:10 once being more than enough, as Jesus soul was exceedingly sorrowful, even unto death, mt26:38 but Moses lifted up (usurped) his hand/will over the word of god and smote the rock twice, and was again told by god) vs52 thou shall see the land before thee, but thou shall not go thither unto the land which I give to the children of Israel.      Its the bible that's teaching They are liars, he that denies, that Jesus is the Christ. 1jh2:22  And those who teach and follow the cross a demonstration gospel, deny that Jesus atoned for sin at the cross, therefore denying that Jesus is the Christ.  They teach and believe their Jesus died for their sins from, at/tfotw, so their Jesus is not, and cannot be the Jesus of the bible.  Their Jesus is another Jesus, 2cor11:4 strange flesh. jd7  The Jesus of the bible is Christ incarnate as man, is the word became flesh/man, down thru 42 generations of Israel/mankind, from Abraham to David to Jesus Christ math1:17  The Jesus of the bible is Jesus the Nazarene, Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross.      So god has connected 1jh2:19 as happening in JD when he said, that they might be made manifest.  This is what god is doing now in JD, god is making manifest works of hay wood and stubble, works of iniquity, 1cor3:13 those who have not endured to the end, those who are not saved.  And the two test god is using to do this manifesting, making known those who have not endured to the end, is the test of may21,2011 was not JD, and god is still saving, showing that those who failed this test, and stop believing god's word that immediately after the tribulation of those days, shall the son be darkened and the moon shall not give her light,....mt24:29 the saving light of the gospel was no longer shining, have not endured to the end in believing gods' word, and only those who endure to the end are saved.  That's god Judging during Judgment day. 

     The other test god has allowed to be set up during JD, is the cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 of the cross is a demonstration gospel.  Through this test god is making manifest those who have not endured to the end in believing and keeping in memory the true gospel delivered unto us, that Christ died for our sins, at the cross.1cor15:3 This is the gospel through which we are saved, and wherein we stand, 1cor15:1 withstand in evil day, JD.... after having done all, of going into all nations with the gospel, to stand, stand therefore, having on the gospel of Jesus Christ, eph6:13&14 that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  through the test of the cross a demonstration gospel the day is revealing, 1cor3:13 those who work of iniquity of departing away from the Jesus of the cross, and Jesus is now professing unto them, depart from me ye that work iniquity, into everlasting fire. mt25:41 

     Its through these test god in JD is separating sheep from the goat, mt25:31&32 and is gathering all things out of his kingdom that offend, (goats) and them which do iniquity.  those who stop believing god's word that the door is shut and even at midnight, JD, in their importunity, their insistence on still having a gospel that saves, they continue to ask god for bread/a gospel that saves, and god, even though they are not friends/children of god,  god has given them, allowed them, what they need, a gospel to them that still saves lk11:5-8 because their god is their belly, the desires of their heart, phil3:19 their bread/meat for their belly/heart, is not gods will/word. jh4:34  So they now are of the many who have a gospel that leads to their destruction. mt7:13  Its through these tests god is separating sheep from the goat, mt24:31&32 and is gathering all things out of his kingdom which offend, and do iniquity. Those that have gone after strange flesh, jd7 and offered to god strange fire, another atonement for their sins, lev10:1 peaching another Jesus died for their sins from/tfotw  2cor11:4 on an altar they have made, and not the altar god has made, the flesh and blood of the son of man offered on the cross, Jesus Christ hebs13:10 & jh6:51-53 by a cunningly devised fable 1pet2:16 devise of their own heart 1ki12:33 men of Belial, they saying lets go out from us, to serve another god, deut13:33 another Jesus, through their gospel of the cross is a demonstration.  Thereby departing away from the way, Jesus of the cross.  Who now Jesus as he is making manifest to them, they have not endured unto the end, are not sheep, but goats, and separating them, and professing unto them, I  never  knew  you,  depart from me ye that work iniquity. mt7:23  Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels. mt25:41 

     But to those god has caused to endure to the end in believing god's word, that it is JD, the door is shut, and there is no more salvation.  To those that god has caused to endure to the end in keeping in memory the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross. 1cor15:1-5  Those who preach Christ crucified, 1cor2:23 those who glory save only in the cross of the lord Jesus Christ, those who have had their sins bared by Jesus of the cross in his own body on the tree/cross, 1pet2:24  god is now saying, come, ye blessed of my father inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world.  And that preparation was fulfilled by Jesus when he told us in jh14:2 I go to prepare a place for you, and for the joy that was set before him, endured the cross,...and is set down at the right hand of the throne of god. heb12:2

lets continue to look at 1jh2:19 which reads:  They (unsaved, non-elect, goats) went out from us, (saved, elect, sheep) but they were not of us; for if they had been of us, (saved) they would have continued with us; but that they might be made manifest that they were not of us.

     We last saw "they" the unsaved, went out from "us," the elected and saved sheep.  So the ? arises, when did or does this occur, the unsaved going out, or away from the saved.

     We looked at 2cor6:14-17 which speaks of god telling us, the elect, Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers, for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness, what communion hath light with darkness?  We see from this language of yoked together, fellowship, and communion, that this rather than speaking about individual personal relationships of elect with non-elect, of who we had no way of knowing prior to JD, who the elect were, or of saved with unsaved, this is rather speaking about no longer being in a yoked together fellowship and communion with a gospel of the church, who at the start of the GT, were ruled by Satan and the unsaved.  Then we read in 2cor6:15:  And what concord/agreement hath Christ with Belial?  or what part hath he that believes with an infidel?  In other words, when one is yoked together in fellowship and communion with a church, you are saying you are in concord and agreement with them, their gospel.  And god is saying, no, we no longer are to have that yoked together fellowship and communion with the church, for they are no longer in agreement what god's word, they have become Belial, those who have a gospel, which serve other god's as we saw when we looked at deut13:13; Certain men, the children of Belial, are gone out from among you, and have withdrawn the inhabitants of their city, saying, let us go and serve other gods.  So we see Belial has to do with those who have another gospel, which causes them to serve other gods.

     Now notice the similar language of  the children of Belial, are gone out from among you, (Israel) in det13:13, with "they" went out from us, but were not of us, in 1jh2:19.  The men of Belial went out from Israel to serve other gods, and that's exactly what "they" who have gone after strange flesh, jd7 in JD, through the cross is a demonstration gospel have done, they have gone after another Jesus, another god, they have departed away from the Jesus of the bible the Jesus of the cross. So we can see "they" in 1 jhn 2:19 are those in JD who have gone out from the elect by departing away from god and the true gospel god has preached and delivered unto "us", 1cor15:1 and stop keeping in memory what true gospel was preached unto you, 1cor15:2  that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:3-5 and have offered up to god strange fire for their sins, lev10:1 another Jesus, 1cor11:4 on an altar of atonement which they have made, and devised of their own heart. 1ki12:33.

     At the start of JD on may212011, God bought judgment on the world, and all the unsaved both in the churches and the world were cast into the lake of fire.  Now god is dealing specifically with his elect which came out of the churches and also the great multitude save out of GT thru the latter rain of the gospel.  god is trying our faith thru trails and testing, increasing our trust in god and his word, conforming more into the image of christ, by performing that good work begun in us til the day of Jesus Christ. phi1:6

Lets look at a verse I came to wonder what god was teaching us, until now.                                                                  They went out from among us, but they were not of us; for if they had been of us, they would have continued with us; but they went out, that they might be made manifest that they were not of us. 1jh2:19
     This was taught during the church age by the churches, and probably even now, that they went out from us is referring to those who at one time were part of a congregation/church, and did not continue being a member, but left the church.  And that seem to be an adequate explanation of 1jh2:19.  That is until we learned that there came an end to the church age, which we now know was at the start of the GT and gods' judgment on the church which began on may 21, 1988.  At which time, although we did not see it in the bible until some years after, God commanded the elect to leave the church as we read in a verse which has mostly been taught to  be speaking of individual or personal relations between believers and non-believers, but I see it now since we've learned of the end of the church age and the time when believers were to leave the church, as speaking of that, we read in 2cor6:14-18:  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers:  for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness?  and what communion hath light with darkness?  (We can now see this is language directed at the elect concerning our yoked together fellowship with a church, which now was taken over by Satan and unbelievers, and come under the judgment of god, where as god would still be saving people in the world until may21,2011, so god would not be telling us to not have fellowship with the unsaved of the world, who we would be witnessing the latter rain, and of who god would be saving a great multitude)  2cor6:15:  And what concord hath Christ with Belial?    (We read in deut13:12&13  If thou shall hear say in one of thy cities, which the LORD thy god hath given thee to dwell there, saying, certain men, the children of Belial, are gone out from among you,.....saying, Let us go and serve other gods, which ye have not known.  So we see from this that Belial in 2cor6:15 is representing those associated with a gospel that serves another god.) 2cor6:16 And what agreement hath the temple of god (body of Christ) with idols? (other gods)  for ye are the temple of the living god; (the resurrected Jesus Christ)  as god hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their god, and they shall be my people.  Wherefore come out from among them. (We can see in the context god is telling the believers in the church of Corinth to come out from among them, those of Belial, but for us its speaking of god telling the elect to come out of the churches; because we  have never been commanded to come out of the world, and is impossible for us to come out of the world, for we are (live) in the world, but because we have been chosen and saved we are no longer of the world, jh15:19  but we are not taken out of the world until the last day. jh17:15)  And again we read of god telling the elect to come out of the churches in rev18:4  And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my people, that ye receive not of her plagues.  This is god's warning and command to come out of the churches during the latter rain period from sep1994 thru may21,2011 while it was still the day of salvation outside of the churches.  Because once may21,2011 JD on the world began, and  then the possibility of salvation has ended and anyone and everyone not saved in the whole world, would also began drinking of the cup of the wrath of god, which the churches had been drinking of since may21,1988, and the churches would also continue drinking of the cup of the wrath of god being poor out now also on the world on may21,2011 until the last day, which is almost certain to be oct7,2015, just 41 days away as of this writing. whew! and hallelujah!   That's why god says in rev18:6 ......double unto her double according to her works:  in the cup which she hath filled, fill to her double.  Because its as if the churches are drinking of the cup of god which she began drinking of at the start of the GT on may21,1988, when gods' judgment began at the house of god/the churches, 1pet4:17 and that judgment did not stop on may21,2011, JD on the whole world, but continues on the churches until the last day, so its god doubling judgment to her, the churches.   That's also why god says in rev18:2 .....Babylon the great, (the churches) is fallen, is fallen.... Because she fell the first time on May21,1988, when judgment began at the churches, and salvation ended in the churches, and she fell again on may 21,2011 when she continued to drink of the cup of the wrath of god, and now had no hope of salvation even outside of the churches, as JD began and salvation ended for the whole world.
     So we know when god says in 1jh2:19...."they went out from among us," it cannot be referring to unsaved leaving the churches, for all references to come out from among them, or come out of her my people in the bible is speaking of god's elect coming out of the churches.  So then what is god teaching us?  Since this is not speaking of the elect leaving the churches, and we know from the context of 1jh2:18 &19 "they" are the unsaved, and  "us" are the elect, this cannot be speaking of the elect leaving the unsaved in the churches during the GT,   cause its speaking of the unsaved going out from among us/the elect.  Notice the setting or context is speaking of the last time of many antichrist.  We have learned that those who are denying that Jesus died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross, 1cor15:3-5 are in fact liars and are antichrist, 1jh2:22 and are enemies of the cross. phi3:18  We have learned the lie they are telling is their cunningly devised fable/lie, 2pet1:16 of the cross a demonstration gospel, and that Jesus who is the son of god and the son of man, and did not have his beginning until 7bc, somehow died from/tfotw, how can Jesus the son of man die before man was created, and before he was born, huh? answer, he couldn't, therefore they're preaching another Jesus, 2cor11:4, atoned for their sins, another Jesus/altar they have made, and they have devised of their own heart, 1ki12:33 and have gone after strange flesh, jd7 and have offered up to god strange fire, lev10:1 for their sins on an altar devised of their own heart, and not the one provided by god, the flesh and blood of Jesus of the cross. hebs13:12 7 jh6:51-53.                   
     We are now learning that the teachers and followers of the cross a demonstration false gospel and that another Jesus, again, always  keep in mind, since the Jesus of the bible, the son sent by the father, 1jh4:14  Jesus of the seed of David, roms1:3 begotten this day in 7bc, ps2:7 & lk2:11 and they shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins, math1:21 who is Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross, jh19:19 is not, and could not be the Jesus, they, the cross a demonstration teachers and followers have made.  Therefore they preach and teach another Jesus, 2cor11:4 on an altar they have made, and devised of their own heart, died for their sins, before, from before, from, now at/tfotw, or at the point of the worlds foundation, doesn't that sound nice?  It's just a cunningly devised fable/lie. 2pet1:16                                              
    What we are now seeing is  the connection between coming out from among them, those of Belial, in 2cor6:15 those who have another gospel, which serve other gods, and those certain men, children of Belial, (of the devil) in deut13:12&13 who went out from among the children of Israel (the elect from the kingdom of god) and the they (are those of Belial, of another gospel, which serve strange flesh, jd7 other gods, another Jesus, 2cor11:4) who went out from among us, (the elect) but were not of us, (as Jesus is saying to them now, I   never   knew   you, depart from me ye that work iniquity. mt7:22 the work of iniquity being the gone after strange flesh, jd7 and departing away from the Jesus of the bible, of the cross, through the false gospel of the cross a demonstration preached by the many false prophets, deceiving  many, the simple ones, (unsaved) pro1:22  in JD.  We're told in roms16:17&18 to mark them which teach contrary to the doctrine/gospel which we have learned, "that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures" at the cross, 1cor15:3 for they that are such serve not our lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; (prideful heart and desires) and by good words (using the bible itself) and fair speeches (long explanations and teachings that by the end your confused more than taught) deceive the hearts of the simple. unsaved Who have denied the lord Jesus Christ and his cross.  They talk about Jesus this and Jesus that, convincing themselves and the simple ones, they are of him, and talk about salvation and atonement and never mention the cross, cause they have a  gospel without the cross.  Now I ask you, how is a gospel without the cross, the gospel of the bible?  answer, it's not!      
     Their gospel without the cross, is not! the gospel of math mark Luke and john.  It's not!  the gospel of Paul/god, who says under inspiration of god, god forbid that I should glory, save in the cross of Jesus Christ. gal6:14 (in other words, in Pauls' and gods' mind,  there's nothing else for us to glory in, but the cross, and Paul/god is not talking about a imaginary cunningly devised fable, 1pet2:16  death atonement, devised of their own heart, 1ki12:33 from  at/tfotw, God is talking about Calvary's cross.  Their gospel without the cross is another gospel.  It's not! the gospel of Paul who under inspiration of god says, But we preach Christ crucified, 1cor1:23  It's not! the gospel Paul speaks of when he says under inspiration of god,   For I determined (purposed, my minds made up) not to know any thing among you, save Jesus Christ and him crucified. 1cor2:2  That's the gospel of the bible.  It's not!  Jesus Christ demonstrated.  It's not!  another Jesus somehow died before he was born, on an altar they have made for an imaginary cunningly devised fable atonement, devised of their own heart. 1ki12:33  For god has declared unto to us the gospel, which has been preached unto us, which also you have received, (if god has caused us to receive it, for a man can receive nothing unless its given to him from god) and wherein ye stand; (during JD) by which also ye are saved,  IF   ye keep in memory what (the gospel) I preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain, (not unto salvation if ye don't keep in memory the gospel preached unto us )  for I have delivered unto you first of all (most important) that which I have received, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, (clearly at the cross) and that he was buried, and that he rose the third day according to the scriptures: and that he was seen of peter, then the twelve.  That's! the gospel of the bible.                                                                                                                        
     But the gospel without the cross you won't hear them speaking on these verses and or verses which refer to the death of the man Christ Jesus,  like, .....the gift by grace (salvation) by one man, Jesus Christ..rom6:15 cause their another Jesus, 2cor11:4 from/tfotw before god became man, is not and could not be the same as the man Christ Jesus in rom5:15 or verses like, ..... it behooved him (Christ was obligated, it was necessary) to be made like unto his brethren (be made a man, which Christ was not from/tfotw, but was made a man in 7bc) ....to make reconciliation FOR THE SINS of the people.

     This verse we can and should  all thank and praise god for given it to us the way he wrote it, so clearly telling us that the son of god and the son of man, Jesus Christ, as required by the bible, (1cor 15:21 by man (Adam) came death, by man (Jesus) also the resurrection of the dead & roms5:15 for if through the offence (sin) of one {Adam}) many be [spiritually] dead, much more the grace of god, and the gift {salvation} by grace, [ye are saved] by one MAN, Jesus Christ) in the fullness of the time, gal4:4  in due time (33ad) Christ died for the ungodly, rom5:6 at the cross of Calvary.  Therefore we know, I repeat, we know, that an imaginary atonement from/tfotw, before Christ was begotten this day by the father in 7bc, ps2:7 & lk2:11 which by the way, another time god used the phrase this day to indicate a specific time as in ps2:7 & lk2:11, is in acts 2:29....his(Davids) sepulcher is with us unto this day as in begotten/born this day in 7bc) and became/was made a little lower than the angels, a man, for the suffering of death, hebs2:9 even the death of the cross, phi2:8 did not and could not have happened.  While you may have your bible at acts 2:29 lets look at another verse which again shows the cross is where the old testament also speaks of the atonement.  acts2:30:  ...that of the fruit of his (David's) loins, according to the flesh, (you know I think when god says according to the flesh, as in roms1:3, god is indicating that Christ already was the son, but thru the loins of David would be made/begotten/born the son of god and now also the son of man according to the flesh)he would raise up [as in begat] Christ/Jesus to sit on his throne; vs31:[David seeing this before [as in before Jesus was born and died on the cross, as in before it happened] spoke of the resurrection of Christ [we know from context it's the resurrection of Jesus after dying on the cross, again, the only resurrection the bible speaks about. The resurrection man has devised from, at, which one is it, they keep changing, so lets go with from/tfotw, is their mind playing tricks on them, its an imaginary resurrection] but David spoke on the real and only resurrection of Christ/Jesus, that his soul was not left in hell, [which means that it was there in hell/death paying for sin, meaning that at the cross Jesus die exceedingly, as in more than enough Jesus died in his soul at the cross at the cross, everybody sing and praise our magnificent saviour] neither his flesh/body did see corruption. (Jesus flesh never saw corruption because he was god's holy one and had no sin of himself, I find in him, no fault at all. jh13:38 so god did not suffer him to see corruption in his flesh, and also before jesus died the atonement for sin had been paid, it is finish, so Jesus was no longer baring in sin of the elect in his body before he died, so there was no reason for god to suffer Jesus flesh to see corruption, showing that the payment for sin indeed was paid at the cross.  So this verse clearly speaks of the cross is where Jesus soul suffered hell, and the atonement made.  You know its interesting in acts13:30 but god raised him/Jesus from the dead, then after speaking about raising of Jesus in birth in in verse 32&33 again speaking about the resurrection again in vs34 god says:  And as concerning that he raised him from the dead, (going back to what he spoke about in verses 30&31, I think god may have been setting a snare here) no more to see corruption,...(since Jesus in his flesh never saw corruption, this "no more to see corruption" has to be connected to and referring to hi/Jesus soul not being left in hell, in death.  and in that he died, he died unto sin ONCE, Jesus would never see corruption, die again. praise god.                                                                                                                                           

     The cross  a demonstration gospel is a cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 in the words that man's wisdom teaches, 1cor2:13 men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith, who resist the truth, 2tim3:8  which the holy ghost teaches, comparing things with spiritual, 1cor2:13b  that Christ died of our sins according to the scriptures at the cross, 1cor15:3 men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith, (this is god's word) 2tim3:8 who are offering up to god for their sins, strange flesh, jd7 another Jesus, 2cor11:4 therefore strange fire/another different altered atonement, lev10:1 upon an altar which they have made, which they have devised of their own heart. 1ki12:33   which is not the altar made by god, Jesus Christ, an altar where of they have no right to eat, hebs13:10 for they have denied that Jesus who sanctified (made holy, purified) the people (the elect) with his own blood, by suffering (the death of the cross) without the gate. hebs13:12 They, the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers, in saying that Jesus did not die for the elect sins at the cross, have denied that Jesus is the Christ. 1jh2:22 And this we know, for there is no other Jesus of the bible but Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross. jh19:19  So in saying Jesus did not atone for sin at the cross, they have denied that Jesus is the Christ, cause the Jesus of the cross, is  the Jesus of the bible. The cross a demonstration gospel Jesus, who they believed died for their sins from, at, which one is it now, tfotw is not the altar which god has made, but their Jesus is another Jesus. 2cor11:4  So with all the violence that has been done to god's word during JD, to other verses which also point to the cross of Calvary as to the place that the atonement took place, by false prophets teaching their false gospel of the cross is a demonstration, to show that Jesus death on the cross was only a demonstration, we can be greatly thankful to god for 1cor15:1-5 assuring us that the true gospel of the bible god has delivered unto us is that Christ died for our sins, according to the scripture, at the cross.

     Lets look at another verse clearly speaking of the atonement at the cross, which also verifies that Christ died "FOR" our sins in 1cor15:3 means just what god said, that Christ died for (meaning in atonement) our sins, and not concerning our sins in a way thats not in atonement for, which really, when you think about it, what's the difference even if god said that Christ died concerning our sins, that still does not rule out in atonement for our sins.

     "But this MAN, (ruling out that god is talking about another Jesus from or is it at tfotw now, before Christ became/was made heb2:9/was begotten this day ps2:7 & lk2:11the man Christ Jesus in 7bc, after he had offered ONE (as in that he died, he died unto sin ONCE roms6:10 O wait a minute, since it says he died unto sin once, doesn't that mean it wasn't for sin?  Ridiculous.  As ridiculous as saying  Christ died "for our sins" in 1cor 15:3 could mean concerning our sins, and therefore not in atonement, especially since the Greek words most often translated as "for" and "concerning are to different words, and the word translated for in 1cor15:3 appears to be most often translated that way, while concerning is translated mostly from another Greek word) returning to heb10:12 But this man, after he had made one sacrifice for sin, (the same for in 1cor15:3) sat down at the right hand of god.  Clearly speaking of the cross is where this mman Jesus Christ died for our sins.

As I was listening to issues and answers on FR this morning, once again the focus was on needing and having the holy spirit to come to truth.  Which of course, as we all already know, that is correct.  but it just seems to me,  this person frequently says this, as if he has the holy spirit and others don't, and is used as a way to validate his teachings to himself and others.  but as we don't know that we have the holy spirit cause the holy spirit tells us we do, or because we feel we have the spirit, the only way we know that the Holy Spirit has taught us and guided us into truth, is if what we are teaching is true to the bible, and harmonizes with everything the bible says on whatever topic we are speaking about.  the question I ask is what spirit taught this person that Jesus did not die at all on his way to or on the cross.  Certainly not the Holy Spirit.  Was it the spirit of anti-Christ?  Which denies that Jesus is the Christ, and if your denying the cross is where the atonement took place, you are without ?, you are in fact denying that JESUS is the Christ.  There is no other Jesus in the bible, but the son of god and the son of man, who had his beginning and was begotten by the father this day in 7bc, ps2:7 and lk2:11  Jesus of Nazareth, Jesus of the cross. jh19:19  If you are denying his/Jesus cross is where the atonement took place, you are denying the son, you are denying that Jesus is the Christ.  You are anti-Christ. period.                                                                  

     What spirit is it that prevents this person when stating the things Jesus said on the way to and on the cross, when speaking about the garden of gethsemane  over and over and over and over again, neglected to say and explain what Jesus meant when he said, my soul is exceedingly sorrowful even unto death. mt26:38 and then maybe compare that with:  Being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. phi2:8  Certainly not the Holy Spirit.  Was it the spirit of anti-Christ?   Or what spirit is it that prevents those who teach the cross a demonstration false gospel, from speaking or even quoting most verses pointing to the cross as to where the atonement took place, like that have taken those verses away from the  book of this prophecy. rev22:19 verses like:  The son of man came...to give his life/soul a ransom for many. mt20:28 & mk10:45  The word ransom meaning redemption price.  Jesus did not have to redeem or buy back the church, it was not even yet established, but what Jesus did have to redeem was those elected to salvation. what spirit prevents this or other verses pointing to the cross from being mentioned and explained.  Certainly not the Holy Spirit.  Is it the spirit of anti-Christ?   

  

verses like:  Having abolished in his (Jesus) flesh the enmity, the law (against us)... And that he (the man Christ Jesus who wasn't from/tfotw, not until 7bc) might reconcile both (Jew & gentile) unto god in one body, (the body of Christ) by the cross. eph2:15a & 16 How do you explain this any other way than that its teaching that as Jesus bare our sins in his own body/flesh on the tree/cross, 1pet2:24 he was through his suffering the wrath of god, spiritual death, atoning for the sins of the elect, both Jews and gentiles. what spirit prevents the cross a demonstration teachers & followers from teaching on this and other verse pointing t the cross.  what spirit violates rev22:19? certainly not the holy spirit.  Is it the spirit of anti- Christ?  

     What spirit prevents one from seeing that when Simon, coming out of the country, (the world/dominion of Satan and into the kingdom of his dear son) was compel to bear the cross of Jesus, in doing so was not in any way taking part in the spiritual suffering and atoning death the father was causing Jesus to drink of beginning in the garden, but was teaching the gospel/spiritual truth that, after we become a child of king Jesus of the cross, we are compel to take up his, as in our cross, and follow him.  Certainly not the Holy Spirit claim frequently claims to have.  Talk about not seeing the spiritual. lord forgive me. 

     What spirit causes those who make frequent mention of using the correct hermanutics (they like using this fancy word, which I know I've misspelled, sorry, almost as much as they like saying, maakke maannifesstt, like its magic, lord forgive me) of comparing scripture with scripture, as if they, the cross a demonstration false gospel teachers are the only ones who do.

Well, then by what spirit do they incorrectly teach that roms1:4 is teaching that Jesus of the seed of david, became the son of god, by an imaginary resurrection from/tfotw, or is at/tfotw now, to support their incorrect teaching that Jesus, huh? died for sin in their imaginary atonement from or is it at/tfotw.   Rather than what it is teaching, that Jesus, made of the seed of David, roms1:3 a little lower than the angels, a man, for the suffering of death, hebs2:9 even the death of the cross, phi       where Christ died for our sins, was buried, and rose the third day with all power, 1cor15:3-5.  Certainly not the Holy Spirit.  is it the sprit of anti-Christ?

There's  another historical account in the bible pointing to this JD test of the cross a demonstration gospel and Jesus suffered the wrath of god twice, once for sin from/tfotw, huh? how?  when Christ was not man until he was incarnate as the man Christ Jesus and born in 7bc, and then they say Jesus died to demonstrate what he did in their imagined atonement from/tfotw on the cross in 33ad.  Well, we are all then men most miserable, because it surely was not and could not have been the man Christ Jesus who some claim died an imaginary death from/tfotw, because Jesus was not born until 7bc, and if the cross was just another demonstration as all the animal sacrifices before the cross, then we are all still dead in our sins because they have not been atoned for.  But, thanks be to god, that Christ Jesus did die for our/the elect sins at the cross, according to the scriptures, and was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures, and was seen of Peter, and then the twelve. 1cor15:1-5   I think I even heard it taught on FR Friday, 8/7 on issues and answers, now, that Jesus did not die at all on his way to or on the cross.  I think I recall Him saying more once that people don't understand what happen at the cross, but of all who I've heard speak on the cross, ever, he seems to understand the least.  And he once again spoke about things Jesus said on his way to and on the cross, and Jesus suffering in the  garden of gethsemane, and once again, for like the 4th or 5th time, omitted Jesus words, my soul is EXCEEDINGLY sorrowful, even unto DEATH. mt26:38  How can one do that, over and over and over again?  Then teach that Jesus did not die on his way or on the cross.  That is just so outrageously wrong that I have no desire to reply, so I'll just allow god to reply through his word:  "Now is the judgment of this world: (cause Jesus was about to go to the cross and suffer the wrath of god, death for the sins of the elect) now shall the prince of this world be cast out." (at the cross Satan was defeated and cast out of heaven rev12:10, how or why would that happen by a demonstration? or by what one just taught Friday if I heard right, that Jesus didn't even die at all on the cross, whew! r u kidding me)  "And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.  This he (Jesus) said, signifying what DEATH he should DIE. jh12:31-33

mt23:20:  Then charged he his disciples that they should tell no man that he was JESUS the Christ/the messiah, the savior. (again, I really want it to be understood, that the man Christ Jesus did not have his beginning,  Christ was not made a little lower than the angels, a man, for the suffering of death, hebs2:9 and being found in fashion as a MAN, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, [my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto death. mt26:38] even the death of the cross, phi2:8 until he was this day begotten by the father in 7bc, ps2:7 & lk2:11, and since by man came death and by man also the resurrection from the dead, 1cor15:21 for if through the offence of one [Adam] many be [spiritually] dead, much more the gift [salvation] by grace, [are ye saved] by one MAN, Jesus Christ,..rom5:15 Therefore the idea of an imaginary atonement by an imaginary another Jesus, before Christ became the man Christ Jesus in 7bc, is total and completely against scripture, and not in harmony with the bible, the word of god.)

mt23:21  from that time forth began Jesus to show unto his disciples, how that he must suffer.....and be killed, and be raised the third day.  End of the outrageously incorrect claim that Jesus did not die on the cross.           

     We read about this account pointing to the teaching in JD that Jesus suffered the wrath of god twice in ex17:6  Behold, I will stand before thee there upon the rock (Christ) in Horeb; and thou shalt smite (once) the rock, and there shall come water out of it, that the people may drink.  And Moses did so in the sight of the elders.   We know the rock is typifying Christ, and we know the smiting of the rock is a picture of Christ Jesus being smitten of by god on the cross.  we read in Is53:4 Surely he hath borne our griefs, (and it was said of Jesus before he went to the cross; behold the lamb of god which bares the sin of the world. jh1:29) and carried our sorrows:  (in the garden of Gethsemane where Jesus began drinking of the cup of the wrath of god he said, my soul is exceedingly sorrowful/grieved, even unto death: mt26:28)  yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of god, and afflicted.  And we know the water that flowed from the rock/Christ when Moses (typifying the law of god) smote it, is a picture of the water of the gospel that would flow forth as a result of Jesus being smitten of god by his atoning death on the cross.  The smiting of the rock also pointing to the soldier (typifying the elect) with a spear (Moses rod) pierced Jesus side, and forthwith came there out blood (indicating the death of the lamb/Jesus) and water. (the flow of the gospel jh19:34)  So we're told that god told moses to smite (once) the rock.

     We read of another telling of the same account by god, given us additional information, in nu20:7&8  And the lord spoke unto Moses, saying take the rod, and gather thou the assembly together, thou and Aaron thy brother, and speak (representing the law/word of god) ye unto the rock before their eyes (pointing to the fulfillment of scripture thru Jesus death on the cross; "and they shall look on him who they pierced. jh19:37 & zech12:10)  So in this account we're just told that god told Moses to speak to the rock.  So when we put the two accounts together god told Moses to speak to the rock and smite the rock.  And then we read in vs11:  And Moses lifted up his hand (usurped his will over the word of god) and with his rod he smote the rock twice.  The rod representing the word/law of god no longer was gods' word, for god told moses to smite the rock once, but Moses lifted up his hand/will/rod over the word of god and in anger/pride spoke his words and not the word of god vs:10, (which men are speaking their word and not gods' in JD about Jesus suffering the wrath of god twice, and the cross is a demonstration)  and smote the rock (representing Christ) instead of once as god told him, Moses smote the rock twice.

     Then we read what god said to Moses as a result of Moses disobedience in nu20:12:  And the lord spoke unto Moses and Aaron, because ye believed me not (to smite the rock once, cause in that he died, he died unto sin once: roms6:10 and once was enough) to sanctify me in the eyes of the children of Israel, therefore ye shall not bring this congregation into the (promise) land (representing the new heaven and new earth) which I have given them.  We also read this repeated by god in deut32:48 & 49 A SECOND TIME, so we would pay attention to it importance when the time came for god to give the understanding, which is now during JD, when it is occurring, men smiting the rock twice.  And LORD spoke unto Moses that selfsame day, saying, get thee up into this mountain and die...vs50 And die in the mount whither thou goes up,...why did god tell Moses to die? answer vs51 Because ye transgressed against me among the children of Israel at the waters of Meriba-Kadesh, in the wilderness of sin; (see nu20:1,7&8 showing its the same historical event god is referring to in deut32:51 ) because ye sanctified me not in the midst of the children of Israel. (in believing god's word to Moses to smite the rock/Christ once) vs52 Yet thou shall see the land before thee: but thou shall not go thither unto the (promise) land which I give unto the children of Israel. (elect)  Moses was typifying those in JD who would not sanctify god in the midst of his sheep, the elect, by believing his word, that Christ died once for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:1-5 & 1pet3:18 and would like Moses lift up their hand/will over gods word, and speak their own gospel, of the cross a demonstration, and  Jesus somehow suffered the wrath of god for sin from/tfotw, and again on the cross, thereby smiting the rock/Christ twice.  It's interesting that because Moses was a true believer, and was being used of god to point to this JD test, God told Moses to get up into this mountain (representing the kingdom of god) and die, teaching that god is telling those who are smiting the rock twice, to die, not in the kingdom of god, but as Jesus is telling them in JD, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, (the second death) prepared for Satan and his angels. mt25:41   

And like Moses saw the land, but could not go into the promise land, so to those who are not believing god's word, that Christ suffered and died once for sin, at the cross, and insisting he suffered twice, and are not sanctifying god among his elect, are seeing the promise land in the bible, but will not enter into the promise land of the new heaven and new earth.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                          And those who have not believed god's word, that christ died once for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:1-5, are usurping their authority over the word of god, and speaking their own words/gospel, and not the word of god, and are lifting up their hand/will over god's word and are smiting the rock twice in teaching and believing that Jesus suffered the wrath of god twice, once as they say, in atonement by an imaginary death from/tfotw, and again in a demonstration, whew! at the cross, will also not go into the promise land.

     This telling of the account of Moses smiting the rock twice, instead of once according to the word of god, is pointing to the time in JD, when men would lift up their hand, and usurp their will over the word of god, and despite the word of god repeatedly and clearly telling us the son of man, Jesus came to give his life a ransom for many, mt20:28 that the son of man gave his life a ransom for all, 1tim2:6 who (the son of man) his own self  bare our sins in his own body (which Christ did not have from/tfotw) on the tree/cross, 1pet3:24 and over and over god tells us in his word, that Christ (Jesus) died for our sins, (at the cross) 1cor15:1-5 so that the elect are sanctified by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ ONCE. Hebs10:10   For in that he died, he died unto sin ONCE: rom6:10 .....for this he did ONCE, when he offered up himself. heb7:27 in his own body on the  tree/cross.1pet2:24     

but now ONCE in the end of the world, hath he appeared, (the first time in 7bc) to put away sin,  by the sacrifice of himself. heb9:26b  So Christ was ONCE offered to bare the sins of many; heb9:28 when he bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. (its so plain and clear that on the cross the son of man, the man Christ Jesus bared our sins and died for our sins, that those who now believe from/tfotw, are clear examples of those who once had truth, as in one talent,        truth from gods' word, but, because they had no root/Jesus, rev5:5&22:16 in them, we read in mt13:21: yet hath he not root in himself, but endures for a while: but does not endure until the end, mt24:13 in believing gods' word and keeping in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:2&3 and only those that endure to the end shall be saved; so has had the talent of truth that Christ died for our sins at the cross, taken from them.)mt25:28                                          

      continuing in Hebs9:28: and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin, (the first time in 7bc he came to bare our sins in his own body on the tree, which he could not have if the sins were already atoned for by an imaginary atonement from/tfotw, don't laugh) but the second time without sin, cause he atoned for them after he appeared the first time baring our sins on the cross.  For Christ hath ONCE suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to god, (by offering himself as our high priest, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. [on the cross] hebs2:17) being put to death in the flesh, 1pet3:18 (on the cross) But this man, (so we know this is no imaginary offering for sin from/tfotw) after he had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, (clearly referring Jesus death on the cross) sat down at the right hand of god. Hebs10:12  Again so plain and clear by god that the atonement was made by the man Christ Jesus in his flesh/body on the tree/cross, and not by another Jesus from/tfotw.

     So despite this abundantly clear emphasis by god that the man Christ Jesus died only ONCE,  not once for sin, and once in a demonstration, where is that in the bible?  answer; nowhere.  God has made it indisputably clear, by repeatedly stating that Jesus died once,  only,  for sin,  period.  But, just as Moses lifted up his hand (will) over the word of god telling him to smite the rock once, and smote the rock twice, the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers are fulfilling what Moses smiting the rock twice was pointing to: the day during JD when men would insist on smiting the rock twice, and insist over the word of god clearly teaching that Jesus died ONCE, they in their pride, say o no god, we know better than you, Jesus suffered the wrath of god twice, once in the atonement from/tfotw, huh? how could Jesus die before he was born? and again at the cross in a demonstration.  What a cunningly devised fable. 2pet1:16  what a lie devised by the devil, the father of lies. jh8:44 which this fable/lie, the cross a demonstration gospel, is being revealed by the day/Jesus in JD, and boy isn't it being revealed by god thru his word to be a devilish devised lie, to be work of iniquity which is being burned up. 1cor3:13  this work of iniquity that is the cross a demonstration gospel of departing away from the way, the Jesus of the cross, for which those who have committed this work of iniquity, of departing away from the Jesus of the cross, Jesus is now in that day, JD, professing  unto them, I  never   knew   you; Depart from me,  ye that work iniquity. mt7:23

     

     We know that the lesson god is teaching us in this account of Moses smiting the rock twice instead of once, as god told him, is not and cannot be teaching that Jesus would suffer the wrath of god twice. huh?  that would be god teaching a lie, and god cannot lie.  The wrath of god is on sin, if sin of the elect was paid for by Christ, even before he became man, huh?  how can that be, isn't that against and not in harmony with rom5:15?  for if through the offence (sin) of one (Adam) many be (spiritually) dead, much more the grace of god, and the gift by grave, (salvation) by one man, Jesus Christ.. answer; yes it is against the word of god, and yes it is, not in harmony with the bible.  But when the bible has stopped being your authority as it no longer is with the cross a demonstration gospel, then you overlook and ignore scripture as if you have taken away from the words of this book the bible, rev22:19 or usurp your will/authority over what the bible is teaching, and lift up your hand over the word of god, to say your own words, to believe what you want.  And so your god is your belly, ( but out of the elects belly/heart shall flow the true gospel jh7:38)  the desires of your heart, (as was Satan the serpent, who because of his sinful prideful desire, the serpent was cursed and made to go on his belly, and since then all unsaved man goes on and is ruled by the desire of his sinful and prideful belly/heart) As is those who claim the bible is their authority, but misuse and does violence to the law of god, zeph3:4 and by good words, (using the word of god itself) and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple. roms16:8 The simple ones. prov1:22  Cause at this point in time in JD, when god has revealed and made known the work of iniquity of the cross a demonstration gospel, to be a cunningly devised FABLE/lie, to still be the many deceived by false prophets teaching their false gospel of the cross a demonstration, you really have to be a simple one. (unsaved) prov1:22  and because this work of iniquity has abounded, the love of many for the truth that Christ died for our sins at the cross has waved cold, showing they have not endured to the end. mt24:11-13    And so because their god is their desires of their heart, and the bible is not their authority, even though they've been shown that rom1:3&4 is clearly speaking about Jesus of the seed of David, being declared (by Jesus himself after his resurrection in mt28:18 all, all power has been given unto me, in heaven a earth) being declared the son of god with power, (Jesus has all power/authority now, as he had defeated Satan at the cross, Jesus in defeating death on the cross, after being buried, rose the third day, taken back the power over death) according to the spirit of holiness, (by the holy spirit) by the resurrection from the dead. (clearly roms1:3&4 is speaking about after Jesus of the seed of David died on the cross in due time for the ungodly in 33ad, rom5:6 according to the scriptures, and was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures. 1cor15:1-5)  Even though the cross is a demonstration teachers and followers have been shown this about roms1:3&4, they still continue to do violence to the word of god, and say that roms1:4 is teaching that Jesus became the son of god because of an imaginary resurrection from/tfotw.  WOW! r u kidding me?  unbelievable.  But we know from scripture that the father sent his son the propitiation for our sins, 1jh4:10  down thru 42 generations of man/Israel, from Abraham to David to Mary, mt1:17&18 as Christ the son was begotten this day in 7bc to a virgin, and that holy thing born of thee shall be called the son of god, lk1:35 made a little lower than the angels, (a man) for the suffering of death, hebs2:9 and thou shall call his name JESUS, for he shall save his people from their sins. mt1:21                                                                                                                                                            

     The atonement from/tfotw and the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers are like king Jeroboam who also lifted up his hand/will against the king. (Solomon typifying Jesus) 1ki12:26

And like the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers have done, jeroboam also offered up to god another different atonement for sin on an altar which he had made, and devised of his own heart, 1ki12:33  Just like the cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16  of the cross a demonstration gospel of which the followers have made an altar/another Jesus, 2cor11:4 and have offered up to god strange flesh, jd7 another different atonement for their sin by another Jesus imaginary death from/tfotw.  And not the altar which god has made, Jesus Christ death on the cross, We read in hebs13:9a,10-12:  Be not carried about with divers and strange doctrines.  (None stranger then the cross is a demonstration and Jesus suffered the wrath of god twice, and atone for sin from/tfotw, before he was born, huh?)     vs10:  We have an altar, whereof they have no right to eat, which serve the tabernacle. vs11:  For the bodies of those beasts, whose blood is brought into the sanctuary by the high priest for sin, are burned without the camp. vs12:  Wherefore Jesus also, that he might sanctify the people/elect with his own blood, suffered without the gate. (now how could the atonement have been made by christ before he became man in 7bc? answer, it could not happen.  So they the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers, like jeroboam, have made an altar, devised of their own stony heart,  strange flesh, jd7 another Jesus, 2cor11:4 and offered to god another different altered atonement for their sins. But god has made an altar, Jesus Christ, of which the elect eat and drink of the flesh and blood of the son of man, Jesus, offered on the cross, jh6:51-53 when his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  In making their altar of another Jesus dying for sins from/tfotw, they have denied that gods' altar, Jesus Christ of the cross is the Christ. 1jh2:22  They are anti Christ, they have denied the son and have not the father, 1jh2:23 and are enemies of the cross. phi3:18    

   But it just goes to show the desperate wickedness of the desires of the heart, jer17:9 of those whose god is their belly/desires of their heart, of those who have not had their stony heart in rebellion against god taken away, and been given a new heart of flesh, eze36:26 whose desire is after god, as the hart pants after the water brook, so pants my soul/heart after thee, O GOD. ps42:1 They have not a heart as David and every true child of god, whose heart is after gods' own heart. acts13:22

     You know this work of iniquity of the cross a demonstration gospel and another Jesus died for sin from/tfotw, cause remember, the Jesus of the bible, the son of man and the son of god, did not exist from/tfotw, Christ was made a little lower than the angels, hebs2:9 a man, Jesus, when he was begotten this day in 7bc. ps2:7 &lk2:11 Therefore the Jesus who some believed died for their sins from/tfotw is another Jesus, 2cor11:4 strange flesh, jd7 and strange fire/another different atonement. lev10:1 And like the men of Sodom & Gomorrah, jd7 and Aaron sons, lev10:1 those who are going after strange flesh/another jesus, jd7 and not the flesh and blood of the altar that is the son of man, Jesus of the cross jh6:51-53 and hebs13:10-12, for the remission of sins, mt26:28  those who follow the cross a demonstration gospel, are suffering and being consumed by the vengeance of eternal fire of the wrath of god in JD. jd7 & lev10:1

We left off looking at rev13:8 and seeing that the Greek word Apo, Strong's 575, actually means away from somewhere, or after.  This actually now has also removed rev13:8 as a verse that can be used by the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers as proof of their imaginary death and atonement by an imaginary another Jesus from/tfotw.  I don't think there are any verses left they can use ant longer, cause god during JD has really made manifest this work of iniquity of the cross a demonstration gospel is a cunningly devised fabel, 2pet1:22 which work of iniquity is being burned up, 1cor3:13  and those who have taught and followered this false gospel, are being shown  by king Jesus in this wedding feast, mt22:11 of the marriage supper of the lamb, rev19:9,17 they have not the proper wedding garment of the robe of Christ righteousness, is61:10 provided by Jesus, not from/tfotw, huh? but at the cross. jh19:23  Jesus is professing to them, I never knew you, and is telling them to do what they wish, depart from us, job21:14 & 2217 and so Jesus is telling them now, depart from me, ye that work iniquity. mt7:23...as he is separating sheep from the goats and removing all things that offend (unsaved, those who have not endured to the end in believing god's word, but have believed false prophets teaching the gospel of the cross a demonstration) out of his kingdom in JD, mt13:41and Jesus is telling them, on the left, (the goats)....depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels. mt25:41    

     No longer can they say rev13:8 is teaching that Jesus, huh? Jesus, who was not made as we're told in heb2:7 a little lower than the angels (a man) for the purpose of death, even the death of the cross.  In others words, that why Christ became man, the man Christ Jesus, for the very purpose of death, even the death of the cross, phi2:8 to atone for the sins of those the father had given Jesus Christ, jh6:37 from/tfotw. eph1:4  So again, how could Christ have died an imaginary death for sin from/tfotw, before he was made a little lower than the angels, made a man, to die for mans sins, since by man came death. by a man, the man Christ Jesus comes the resurrection/life.  Again, the whole idea of atonement from/tfotw is  in opposition to, and in rebellion against the bible.  Again, the savior, the man Christ Jesus was not made or have become, hebs1:4 & 2:9 until being begotten/born of the father this day in 7bc. ps2:7 & lk2:11.  Therefore could not have actually died from/tfotw, as the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers have insisted, despite that conclusion not being in harmony with so much of the bible.  We now see rev13:8 is actually teaching that Jesus is the lamb that was slain away from or after the foundation of the world.  Which this also agrees with what we have learned heb4:3 is actually teaching, which is not that the works (including the atonement, (huh?  as we know was not possible) were finished from/tfotw, where do you read that in the bible.  ?  if the atonement had already taken place from/tfotw, then what need was there for all the animal sacrifices and burnt offerings.  If sin was already paid for there was no need for those animal sacrifices.  but since there was no imaginary atonement from/tfotw, god set up the animal sacrifices, which was by the law,  which were shadows, heb10:1  to point to the Messiah prophesied about, that Israel was to look to, like the serpent made of brass, set on a pole, num21:8&9 to take away their sin, and provide salvation, which all pointed to the cross.  So again, the idea of an imaginary death atonement, by an imaginary another jesus from/tfotw, is just totally in opposition to the bible. 

Now, we see rev13:8 agreeing with what we have learned bout heb4:3.  That the works were not finished from the foundation of the world, but as we saw in the interlinear Greek, "though the works from/tfotw coming into being."  So we see again, that Christ died for our sins, not from/tfotw, but away from/tfotw, at the cross, according to the scriptures, in due time, in 33ad.

As I was listening to issues and answers this morning on FR, and hearing the repeated reference to the will, and the will this and the will that, it just seemed to me to be a replacement for the cross, because those who teach and follow the cross a demonstration gospel can't, and don't, speak about the cross, and the most important issue, topic, event in the bible, the atonement.  They make brief reference to an imaginary death and atonement from/tfotw, but can't really speak about it, more than that, cause the bible, doesn't speak about it.  The atonement of the bible, happened at the cross, which is spoken of throughout the bible. Prophesied in the old, spoken about in all 4 gospels, each concluding with detail telling of the death of Jesus on the cross, in earthly language, to depict the spiritual atonement for sin taking place, and the cross is spoken of in the epistles and revelation.  
     
     So the most important event in the bible, which the OT points to, and the NT looks back to, the atonement at the cross, is spoken about the least, cause they have a gospel without the cross.  You won't or rarely hear them speak on verses speaking about the cross, or the blood of Jesus Christ, cause they know that blood is speaking of  Jesus the man atoning for sin.  And they know that Christ before the birth of Jesus in 7bc, was not a man, and did not have blood, so they'll speak about their imaginary another Jesus, imaginary death, on an imaginary cross, from/tfotw.  And so you'll here in depth discussion about any and everything else, mostly centered on man, and when they do briefly speak on the atonement, its simply something god did, cause they can't talk about the most important event in the history of mankind, the death of the son of god and the son of man on the cross, cause in denying that the cross is where the atonement took place, they've denied that Jesus of the bible born in 7bc, who is the son of god and the son of man, is the Christ.  They are anti Christ and enemies of the cross.  Their cross a demonstration gospel,  features  another Jesus, imaginary death, from/tfotw.
     But, let me say this, without the death of the Lord Jesus Christ on the cross of Calvary, everything else in the bible loses its meaning, and, means nothing. You can talk about election, and the will this and the will that, but if when reviled, when Jesus was on the cross by those passing by saying, ...if thou be the son of god, come down from the cross, and the chief priest mocking, with the scribes and elders, (those professing to be children of god) said, he saved others, himself he cannot save, (which was truth, for Jesus to be our/the elects savior, he could not save himself) If he be the King of Israel, let him now  (there's that word now, again, focusing on the cross) come down from the cross....mt27:40-42 or in Mk15:30 it was said to Jesus as he was atoning for the sins of the elect on the cross:  Save thyself, and come down from the cross.  If Jesus, who his own self was baring our (the elects) sins in his own body on the tree/cross, 1pet2:24 had saved himself, and came down from the tree, then we would all be men most miserable, 1cor15:19 and still be dead in our sins.  
     But thanks be to god, Jesus did not come down from the cross, but he stayed on the cross, till he said, it is finished. jh19:30 The Atonement.  The soldiers representing the elect, put him on and nailed him to the cross, parted his garments, the robe of Christ righteousness,  among them, and they the elect, when their sins had been paid for, Pilate, (representing the father?) commanded that the body be delivered to joseph, a disciple of Jesus, typifying the elect, typifying the fulfilling of Jesus saying, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: 1cor11:24  then Jesus said do this in memory of me.  
and as we're also told in 1 cor15:2 we the true believers do keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  we don't preach the cross a demonstration, we (the elect) preach Christ crucified. 1cor1:23

We left off  looking at 1jh2:22:  Who is a liar but he that denies that Jesus is the Christ?  He is anti Christ, that denies  the father and the son.  vs23  whosoever denies the son, the same hath not the father:  (in other words, they are unsaved)              

     We asked the ?  Are teachers and followers of the cross a demonstration gospel denying the son?  are they enemies of the cross? phi3:18  The answer to both questions is obviously, yes!  God asks in 1jh2:22:  who is a liar, but he that denies that Jesus is the Christ? (the messiah, the anointed one of god, the savior)  Well, when you teach and believe that what Jesus of the bible did on the cross is just a demonstration, and that he did not atone/pay  

for sins, and therefore did not save his people from their sins, as it was said of him in mt1:21, then you are in fact denying that Jesus is the Christ. (the messiah, the savior)  Because if he didn't atone for the sins of his people, the elect on the cross, then he is not the Christ, the messiah, the savior.  Lord have mercy, it hurt me to write that, and sorry if it hurts to read it, but I'm trying to make us see a point.  To deny that Jesus Christ died for our sins on the cross, according to the scriptures, 1cor15:3 is to deny that Jesus is the Christ.

     Aren't the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and believers in saying Jesus died from/tfotw, making another Jesus, 2cor11:4 their Christ, their messiah, their savior?  Cause the Jesus that died on the cross of Calvary in 33ad, could not have died from/tfotw, and who is the Jesus of the bible, the son sent by the father, 1jh4:14 in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, rom8:3 with a body prepared for him by the father, heb10:5 down thru 42 (7x6 - the perfection of the bloodline of man thru which the promise messiah would come) thru 42 generations of man/Israel, from Abraham to David to Mary, mt1:17&18, Jesus of Nazareth, acts2:22-24 (please read) the only begotten of son of the father, jh3:16 9 (which literally reads:  For god so loves the world that he gives the only begotten son of him) begotten this day in 7bc, ps2:7 & lk2:11and they (elect) shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save (future tense) his people from their sins. mt1:21  Listen to what we read about Jesus in regards to his birth, as we're thinking about Christmas in July, in lk2:6:      And so it was, that, while they were there, the days were accomplished (the fullness of the time, gal4:4) that she (Mary, a picture of the elect, the body of Christ) should be delivered.  Notice god doesn't say that she (Mary) should deliver, but that she should be the one delivered. (saved)  This is further shown in 1tim3:14&15:  And Adam (I think we might look at Adam here as typifying the 2nd Adam, Jesus) was not deceived, but the woman (the elect, body or bride of Christ) being deceived was in the transgression.  Not withstanding she shall be saved in childbearing,....  For in childbearing she would have a child of god, Able, and gods' plan to bring forth the messiah would begin.  So before he was even born we're told that Mary would be saved/delivered by Jesus the savior by his atoning death on the cross.   This is the Jesus of the bible, the son of god and the son of man.

     This Jesus of the bible, the son of god and the son of man, is not and cannot be the same Jesus of the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers, who teach and believe another Jesus, 2cor11:4, cause again he cannot be the Jesus of the bible, the son of god, and the son of man, the Christ, the savior, he is therefore another Jesus that they believe died for their sins from/tfotw, before the son of god, was incarnate as the son of man, Jesus Christ, born this day in 7bc.

     So to teach and believe that another Jesus, 2cor11:4 died for their sins from/tfotw and therefore is their savior, is to deny the Jesus of the cross is the Christ.  They can and probably would say, oh no, we believe Jesus is the Christ, the savior, and they can say that, but if out the other side of your mouth you say, oh no, he came to make maannifest, what he did from/tfotw.  Huh?  he, the son of god and the son of man, Jesus of the cross was not born until this day in 7bc, so how could this Jesus of Nazareth, the son of man, have died from/tfotw? huh?  No!  Who ever you believe died for your sins is your savior, your Christ.  And since you say the Jesus of the cross in 33ad did not die for your sins, then he is not your savior.  Your savior is the imaginary Jesus, another Jesus, who you teach and believe died an imaginary death, from/tfotw, according to your cross a demonstration gospel.  So to teach and believe that another Jesus died for their sins, the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers, are denying that Jesus of the bible, of the cross, is the Christ.

     We however, who believe that Jesus Christ died for our sins  according to the scriptures at the cross, 1cor15.1-5   We preach Christ crucified. 1cor1;21  we know that he was manifested to take away our sins. 1jh3:5 now, once in the end of the world hath he (manifested) appeared, to take away our sins, by the sacrifice of himself. heb9:26b  who his own self, bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  And those who teach and believe otherwise, the cross a demonstration gospel teachers and followers, are in fact enemies of the cross, phi3:18, and the preaching of the cross (atonement) is to them that perish foolishness. 1cor1:18

     God says in 1jh2:22   that who is a liar but he that denies that Jesus (and god is not speaking of another imaginary Jesus from/tfotw, but god here in 1jh2:22 is saying that who  denies that Jesus of the cross) is the Christ is a liar.  He is anti Christ, that denies the father and the son.  So god is saying that whoever denies that Jesus died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross, 1cor15:1-5, he has denied the father and the son as we read in 1jh2:23:  Whosoever denies the son, the same hath not the father.  He is in fact an anti Christ.

     They committed work of iniquity with their cross a demonstration gospel, and have gone after strange flesh, jd7 another Jesus, 2cor11:4 and not the flesh and blood of the son of man, offered on the cross, jh6:51-53 having being come our high priest, heb9:11 for the remission of sins. mt26:28  being come our merciful and faithful high priest to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. heb2:17 who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24  they have  departed away from the way that is the Jesus of the bible, of the cross, and have gone after another Jesus.

     But we (those who have been cause by god to endure to the end in believing god's word, and not be deceived during JD by false prophets, mt24:11-13 teaching the cross a demonstration gospel. but who keep in memory that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross. 1cor15;1-5)  We preach Christ crucified. 1cor1:23 not Christ demonstrated but, Christ crucified.

     For I determined not to know anything among you, save Jesus Christ, and him crucified. 1cor2:2  not and him demonstrated, but Jesus Christ and him crucified.

I don't know if anyone heard Tom Evans issues and answers on FR today, in which he spoke about Jesus sufferings on his way to and on the cross.  He once again claims that Jesus sufferings, although both physical and spiritual was not in atonement for sin.  Yet another contradiction in this cross a demonstration gospel.  Because it has been clearly shown from scripture that Jesus in fact did drink of the cup of the wrath of god, beginning in the garden of gethsemane and on the cross, so those who teach and follow the cross a demonstration gospel, now say that Jesus did suffer the wrath of god twice, huh?  don't laugh, cause its not funny, but only for sin once, before Abraham or David was born, before  Jesus himself was born, nowhere, from/tfotw.  But the Jesus of the bible, after he was begotten by the father this day, ps2:7&lk2:11 in the fullness of the time, gal4:4 in 7bc, in the likeness of sinful flesh, rom8:3 to be made like unto his brethren to be our faithful high priest after the order of Melchisedec, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people, hebs2:17 as he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross, 1per2:24  god pour out his wrath again, a second time, (I know, but don't laugh cause its not funny) on this Jesus of Nazareth, of the cross, acts6:14& jh19:19 in a demonstration of what another Jesus, 2cor11:4 did from/tfotw.

(the wrath of god) roms6:23
  
     We read in hebs6:18 that its impossible for god to lie.  also in 1jh1:5 that god is light, and in him is no darkness at all.  However, what those who teach and follow the cross a demonstration gospel are saying is that the first time god pour out his wrath on another Jesus, 1cor11:4, (cause again, Jesus before Abraham and David, Jesus from/tfotw, cannot be the same Jesus of the bible, begotten by the father in 7bc,  Jesus of Nazareth of the cross.)  So they say god pour out his wrath on another Jesus from/tfotw in atonement for sin, and then again on the Jesus of the bible, of the cross, as a demonstration.  In saying this what they are doing is saying that god, who cannot lie, neither is there any darkness/sin/deceit in him, did to the Jesus of the bible of the cross, who they say despite what the bible says about this Jesus of Nazareth of the cross, jh19:19 in jh1;29:  Behold the lamb of god that bares/takes away the sin of the world, or in 1pet2:24: who his own self bare our sin in his own body on the tree/cross.  Despite these verses and others, they say Jesus of the bible, born in 7bc, was not baring the elect sins, when god pour out his wrath on him.  Remember now the wrath of god is on sin, the wages of sin is death, the second death, the wrath of god.  So that means according to their gospel, since Jesus had no sin, god had to manufacture false/fake wrath, and pour out false/fake wrath on the Jesus of the bible, of the seed of Abraham  and David, mt1:17 Jesus of Nazareth of the cross, jh19:19 to demonstrate what another Jesus did from/tfotw.  HUH?      Also once again not mention is that there was three, count em, hours of darkness over all the earth when Jesus was on the cross.  Isn't that spiritually teaching that the light of the world was put out, indicating Jesus was suffer spiritual death.  again, no mention of this.  Instead he mention Jesus saying to the thief, today thou shall be with me in paradise.  Using this as evidence, see, where did Jesus die spiritually? duh, just because Jesus was physically alive does not mean that he did not die spiritually.  Isn't every unsaved person physically alive, yet very dead spiritually in their soul?  Didn't Adam and eve die spiritually, in their soul, when they sinned, yet they were remained physically alive. the same with Jesus , Jesus did die in his soul, as he let us know when he said, my soul is exceedingly (he paid the ransom/price more than enough, o praise our magnificent savior, whose soul was exceedingly) sorrowful, even unto death, yet remained alive PHYSICALLY until the end when he said, IT IS FINISHED.  The Atonement.  But, once again, there was no reference to IT IS FINISHED.

So when jesus is saying unto them right now, thru his word, they have not endured unto the end in believing gods' word that jesus died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5, and they have gone after strange flesh jd7, another jesus 2cor11:4 therefore have departed away from the jesus of the bible, who they vainly believed in, 1cor15:2 before being deceived by the cunningly devised fable of the cross a demonstration gospel, and have offered up to god strange fire/another different altered atonement for their sins, other than jesus death on the cross in 33ad.  they are the ones who jesus is saying depart from me, cause that's what they've already done in going  after strange flesh/another Jesus.

jesus than said ye that work iniquity.  the work they are doing that is iniquity is teaching and believing (faith is a work) the cunningly devised fable of the cross a demonstration gospel and Jesus died for their sins from tfotw, therefore going after strange flesh/another jesus, thereby offering strange fire/another different alter atonement for their sins, then Jesus death on the cross. And these works are being burned up, cause really good works of believing and obedience would not be burned up.  If we're saved, what we do for Christ will last.                 

     notice in mt7:21 jesus said, not every one that sayeth ...lord lord shall enter into the kingdom of heaven, but HE(singular) that doeth the will of my Father... they say, haven't WE(plural), as a group, those who came out of the churches who have not endured to the end, haven't we done many wonderful works....these are the ones jesus is saying to right now like the king in the wedding feast of math22:11-13, pointed out the guest who was there without a wedding garment, jesus robe of righteous, is61:10 provided for the elect at the cross.jh19:23  Jesus then had him cast into outer darkness.

     I hesitate to said this, because I'm thinking maybe I'm wishing to say something pleasant or positive to people, since what I've been sharing is really bad for those it applies to, and I've prayed and pleaded with god to refrain me if its not biblically faithful to god.  but here I'm writing this, so hopefully its serves the lords' purpose.                     

   There are those in this group who have teached and believed the cross a demonstration gospel and jesus dying from/before TFOTW, and having done so in the face of all the scriptures showing that Christ died for our sins at the cross, have pride fully, arrogantly teached the cross a demonstration gospel and jesus died from/before TFOTW for their sins, and there are those who have believed and follow.  There are those who have lukewarmly taken an indifferent attitude, like well does it really matter where you believed the atonement took place?  Does it matter what gods word says?  yeah it does, you see what happened to Aarons sons in lev10:1, when they offered up strange fire/another atonement.  Yes, it matters where Jesus died for sin, it matters to god, and should matter to us.  Either the atonement took place from tfotw, which isn't even a time or place, or it took place and happen in the fullness of the due time in 33 ad, at Calvary, on the cross. Now, again, you can't get around this point, the Jesus of the bible, of Nazareth, who the father sent into the world,1jh4:14 with a body he prepared for him,hebs10:5 down thru 42 generations of Israel/man, made of the seed of Abraham and David, mt1:17, roms1:3 born by the holy spirit to the virgin Mary in 7bc,mt1:21 who died on the cross,jh19:23 could not be the same Jesus who those who teach and believed died for their sins from tfotw. So, now you tell me if it matters which Jesus and atonement you are trusting matters?                                                                    

And there may be those who have gone back and forth as to what the truth is regarding the atonement, the cross in 33ad or from/before TFOTW.  they may even have reached the point of leaning more toward away from the cross and to from/before TFOTW atonement.  but, they may have also, never forgotten the cross as a possibility.  therefore would they be guilty of not keeping in memory the cross is where jesus died for our sins. 1cor15:2-5  again, I don't know, only god knows, and can be the judge of that. I know this, I would not what to be in their shoes right now.  maybe, and again I say maybe, what I'm saying may have no  biblical validity at all, but in 1cor3:15 we read if any mans work shall be burned, I won't say teaching, cause for one to teach the gospel of the cross a demonstration, you should be fully persuaded about it, but maybe believing the cross a demonstration gospel (faith/believing is a work), going after strange flesh/another jesus, offering strange fire/another atonement to god than jesus on the cross) he shall suffer the loss of his works of iniquity, but he himself shall be saved as if by fire, referring to the Judgment suffered by the lord Jesus christ.  could this verse be saying this, and apply to those who have believe in the cross a demonstration, but have not completely stop keeping in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  I don't know.  ah lord god.

We were last looking at hebs9:16:  For where a testament, there must also of necessity be the death of the testator. or as the Greek interlinear reads:  For where a covenant, the death of him covenanting, must be offered.

And Christ was actually foreordained/foreknown before/tfotw as the lamb to be offered, 1pet1:20 as in set forth, prov8:23 as the lamb to be slain from/tfotw rev13:8, to be manifested/appear, in the end of the world, hebs9:26b & 1jh3:5 in the fullness of the time in 7bc, gal4:4&5 for the word to be made flesh/man, jh1:14 to bear our sin in his own body on the tree/cross, to in due time, 33ad die on the cross for the ungodly. roms5:6    

     We then looked at hebs5:7-9  and learned that it was by the man Christ Jesus in the days of his flesh in going to the cross, that he learned obedience by the things which he suffered in  the drinking of the cup of the wrath of god beginning in gethsemane and finishing on the cross.  Eliminating that he learned obedience by suffering an imaginary death/atonement from/tfotw, huh? which the bible does not speak of.  And being made perfect hebs5:9 by the atonement on the cross, and also making all the  elect in him perfect, as we read:  But this man (how often has god emphasized that according to 1cor15:21 that it was as a man Christ Jesus atoned for sin, which could not have happen from/tfotw. huh?) but this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down on the right hand of god: hebs10:12 For by one offering he (the man Christ Jesus) hath perfected for ever (o hallehluia! glory to god, worthy to be praised is the lamb that was slain) them that are sanctified. hebs10:14 (filthy sinners like us, o the wonder of it all) by being our great high priest after the order of Melchisedec and offering up to god an atonement for our sins, baring our sins in his own body on the tree/cross, he the lord Jesus Christ, the man Christ Jesus, the son of god and the son of man, became the author/causer of eternal life. hebs5:9

     this brings to mind a point I'd like to try and make and with gods' abling, try to explain.  We  read in eph3:9: God...who created all things by Jesus Christ.  How could that be when Jesus Christ who is the man Christ Jesus, did not have his beginning until being begotten by the father this day in the city of david, Bethlehem, in 7bc?   We get some help in understanding this in jh1:1:  In the beginning was the word, and the word was with god, and the word was god.  vs3:  All things were created by him (the word/god as a spirit) Then we read in vs:14:  And the word (god as spirit, was made flesh)  So we see that when God created the world, which the whole godhead was involved in the creation, including the word, who we know was the son, cause the word became flesh/man, and we know from hebs10:5 the father prepared the word a body, so the word becoming flesh was when the father sent the son,1jh4:14 into the world in the likeness of sinful flesh, rom8:3 to become the son of man with the body the father prepared for him, making him made a little lower than the angles, for the suffering of death. heb2:9 and we know that being found in fashion as a man/flesh, he (the word made flesh, Jesus Christ)humbled himself, and became (learned obedience by the things he suffered) obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.  Note, none of this is happening from/tfotw, but after the word created the world then became flesh.  And the made him a little lower than the angles for the suffering of death in heb2:9 is how we now know that ps2:7 this day have I begotten thee in heb1:4 Being made so much better than the angels,...than in vs5: Thou art my son this day have I begotten (as in made by birth)thee.  so in one sense when made man Christ/the word was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, even the death of the cross, but by right of inheritance of a son, he was made higher than the angels.

      

     So we know when God (the word) created the world, god was still only spirit.  But because the word/god the son, was involved in the creation as we read in heb1:1 God...hath in these last days spoken unto us by his son,    whom he hast appointed heir (the first begotten or first born) of all things, by whom (the son) he also made the worlds. 

This also tells us the son, the word, did not have a beginning, he's god, as the false teaching due to the violence done to roms1:4  by the cross a demonstration gospel teachers teaching the word/Christ became the son of god, due to their imaginary death atonement and resurrection from/tfotw.  We know from rom1:3 that the son/word had his beginning as the son of man after being made from the seed of David, thereby being made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, even the death of the cross.     So here we go, tying this all together, we can see and know that because the world was created by the word, jh1:3 before the word became flesh/Jesus Christ, and god tells us in heb1:2 he created the worlds by his son, we know again the son was still spirit only, then the son/word became flesh/Jesus Christ, who is the son of god and the son of man for the suffering of death, cause by man came death, by man also the resurrection. 1cor15:21 For if through the offence (sin) of one (Adam) many be dead, much more the grace of god, (in Christ Jesus, grace and truth came by Jesus Christ jh1:17) and the gift (salvation) by grace (are ye savedeph2:8) much more the grace of god (salvation) by one man Jesus Christ.

     So since and because of the incarnation of the word/god the son, was made man, to be now both the son of god and the son of man, the man Christ Jesus,  for the suffering of death, even the death of the cross for salvation.  God can now say, since the son is now both the son of god and the son of man, and will be  into          eternity, God can say he created the world by his son Jesus Christ.  because that's who the son is since the word became flesh, Jesus Christ, and the world was created by the son, who is now Jesus Christ.  I know, I know, 

and for anything not totally correct, lord forgive and have mercy. 

     

     O the depths of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God!  how unsearchable his judgments, and his ways past finding out! 

     However we cannot say that Jesus Christ died from/tfotw, cause the son of god and son of man Jesus Christ did not have his beginning until 7bc.  But God always was, and  God created the world, then became flesh, Jesus Christ. Again scriptures shows the cross a demonstration gospel, and an imaginary death atonement and resurrection from/tfotw, is a cunningly devised fable.

We last looked at how jesus in fact did die in his soul in route to and on the cross in 33ad, per jesus own words my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto death. mt26:38 or as translated in the interlinear greek, deeply grieved, both of which are accurate and appropriate translations.  I however do think the two  combined give us a fuller look into Jesus experience of baring the elects sins under and while drinking of the cup of the wrath of god beginning in Gethsemane and finishing on the cross.  Note that jesus said exceedingly sorrowful or grieved.  In other words Jesus was not just meeting or experiencing just enough of the wrath of god to pay for the sins of the elect, but the payment being made by jesus was exceedingly more then enough.  praise him, oh praise our magnificent savior.

  You know the bible says that jesus knew all things that would come upon him, jh18:4 he knew he was going to suffer the wrath of god, he said that why the son of man came, to give his life/soul a ransom for many. mt20:28  Well the only way he could do that was to die in his soul.  No where in any of these statements is there any indication that jesus is demonstrating.  I know people will say well you have to look at all the bible concerning the atonement, yes, and when you do it points to the cross in 33ad.  yet, each verse has to be considered in and of it self.  do you see the gospel message in it, or do we need to compare it with others to get that spiritual truth.   case in point jhn 3:16 by itself is the gospel message.  now you have to bring in the rest of the bible to find out what it means to believe, how can one believe, whats perish mean and so forth.

But just by itself jhn 3:16 is TRUTH.  the same thing goes for math 20:28..... the son of MAN, came to GIVE his life/soul a ransom for many. That is TRUTH.  Jesus did not say he came to shed light on how he gave, not give, but it would have to read gave his life a ransom, cause from/before TFOTW would be past tense, he said he came to give his life/soul a ransom, as in it had not happened yet.    now when you use other scriptures to make math 20:28 say something other than what jesus said, that he came to give his life/soul a ransom,  than you have done violence to the law of god. Zeph3:4   They have made math 20:28 and what jesus said a lie, and if jesus did not give his soul a ransom when he came into the world and died on the cross, then thats just what math 20:28 would be, a big fat lie.

but of course its impossible for jesus/god to lie, and in fact that's just what he did, as he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1 pet2:24.  I'm running out of time lord permitting we'll con't

in the last e-mail we looked at how gods' numerous use of the word blood in connection with the death atonement of jesus Christ on the cross, was gods' way of emphasizing that jesus was also god and man, which Christ was not from/before TFOTW, not until Christ became man in 7bc.  Which it was absolutey necessary for Christ to become man in order to be our high priest, made like unto his brethren, typified by the high priest of the levitical order/law, and offer himself, heb7:27 up to god as a perfect sacrifice for the atonement of sin, JC, the promised lamb of god gen22:8, jhn 1:29                                                                                                                                                       

      Forasmuch as you know that you were not redeemed (bought/saved) with corruptible things,......but with the precious blood of Christ, as a lamb without blemish and without spot.1pet 18a&19.  Now this is speaking unarguably about the man Christ jesus death on the cross as payment for our sins.  Its just no way anyone letting scripture be the authority can state its talking about another jesus dying from/before TFOTW, before the incarnation of the son of god to the son of man.  lets look at vs 20, a very revealing vs cause it reveals to us what god was saying to us in rev 13:8:  who (jesus) truly was foreordained/foreknown (as in foreknown and appointed to be the lamb slain in due time, 33ad Christ would die for the ungodly, roms5:6 but who) verily/truly was foreordained/foreknown before the foundation of the world, but was manifested (now appeared, revealed in the fullness of the time, 7bc) in these last times for you.   agreeing with 1jhn3:5  and ye know that he was manifested (appeared, revealed, as in came) to take away our sins:  As jesus stated,......the son of MAN came(into the world,hebs10:5)  .....to give MY life/soul a ransom for many. math 20:28    

     

     eph2:13 but NOW (there's that word again, pointing us to the cross, lets see: rom5:9, 1cor15:20, hebs9:26b, rev12:10 and here in eph2:13) but now, (to dismiss gods' use of this word now in association with the cross, is to say that there is no reason why god said it the way he said it) but now, {when? after jesus death on the cross) in Christ jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the BLOOD of Christ.

col1:20 and having made peace (between god and man) through the BLOOD of his CROSS,

1cor11:25 this cup is the NT (stated again in heb10:9&10) in my blood, this do ye, as often as you drink,(the cup typifying the blood of jesus) in remembrance of me. (now no one thinks jesus is asking the apostles to remember another Jesus' imaginary death from/before TFOTW, which they never had even the slightest thought of, do you?  jesus is asking them to remember is soon death on the cross.  which is what  also he warns us to do in 1cor 15:2-5, keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross) 

     In each of these verses and all the verses in which god uses the word blood in connection with jesus death on the cross, god could  have easily used the word death in place of blood and made the understanding plainer to see.  But god repeatedly used the word  blood to emphasize that jesus Christ the god/man was dying for sin, because it was him who is the ONLY one, as in no one else could, die for mans sins but the man Christ jesus, who had his beginning in 7 bc.

   

     And jesus did die, in his soul, else when he said In jhn 20:28 he came to give his soul a ransom, if  he didn't, then he lied, and god cannot lie.  or when jesus said my soul is exceedingly sorrowful/deeply grieved, unto death .mk14:34 if he didn't die in his soul, he lied again, but god cannot lie.  you know this deeply grieved/exceedlingly sorrowful in his soul is undoubtedly related to Is53:3&4 in speaking about jesus, and we know its the man Christ Jesus born in 7bc from vs 2:  for he/Jesus shall (future tense) grow up before him(the father)...vs3:  a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: vs4: surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: vs 10: yet it pleased LORD to bruise him, he hath put him to grief, when (in the future, 33ad) thou shalt make his soul an offering for sin vs12:.....because he hath poured out his soul unto death:.....(that's when and why Jesus said in the garden of gathsameny,  my soul is exceedingly sorrowful.. even unto death. mk14:34    he bare the sin of many Is53:12 (it was jesus who bare the sin of the world 1jhn29 and bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross1pet2:24) lord willing to be continued

we previously saw that Jesus is the only begotten son of god, the only begotten of the father, not because of a resurrection from/before TFOTW which never happened, but because by virtue of the fact that Jesus is the only, unique, as in no one else, he's the only one who was born of god to a human mother without a human father.  he god's only begotten son.  therefore we see that begotten in ps2:7 is speaking of the birth of Jesus, Christ beginning as the god/man, the 2nd Adam.  As we read in col 1:15  that Jesus birth as a human, as the god/man, as the son of god and the son of man to the virgin Mary in 7bc, made him to be, to mankind, in particular the body of Christ, the elect, Jesus Christ had now become the (visible) IMAGE of the invisible god. Before the incarnation of Christ/god to man, god was spirit, but now Jesus Christ the god man was the visible image of the invisible god.  That which was from the beginning, (in the beginning was the word...jh1:1 and the word became flesh..jh1:14) which we have heard, which we have SEEN with our eyes, (visible image of the invisible god) which we have looked upon, (god is emphasizing here) and our hands have handled, of the word of life; 1jh11  The previous vs col1:14 also confirms that jesus Christ born in 7bc is who is being spoken of, "in whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins.  so clearly this is speaking of the atonement for sin by JESUS by his death on the cross in 7bc. 

     This brings up another point about the atonement having been made by Christ as the man jesus Christ.  like in col 1:14 when god says in whom we have redemption (salvation) through his BLOOD, the forgiveness of sins.  we know that the blood is the life of the body, so god here is speaking of the death of jesus as the purchase price, the payment for the sins of the elect, to buy back/redeem the elect from being the prisoners of sin and satan, and being under the curse of the law and the wrath of god.gal4:4&5  but god could have but didn't say we have redemption through his death, but here as in numerous other places god used the word blood, in connection to jesus atonement, emphasizing blood, to emphasize that jesus, the savior, the redeemer, was a MAN.  again making it clear to us that the atonement was accomplished by and had to be by the man jesus Christ.  so this fact alone proves, again, how many is needed to convince everyone, that there could not have been an atonement before the cross of calvary in 33ad.   god had to be a man, to be mans savior.                                                                            

      God repeatedly throughout the bible places emphasis on the importance of the blood of Christ.  roms 5:9 much more than, being justified NOW (after the cross; as we have seen in 1cor15:21, hebs9:26B & rev 12:10 and again here in roms 5:9, god has repeatedly used the word NOW as a pointer, pointing us to the CROSS as where the action was, be it the remission of sins, the power of his Christ, NOW is salvation, the putting away of sin by the sacrifice of himself, our justification, satans casting down and out of heaven, the vail of the temple rent from top to bottom/heaven to earth/god to man, the end of animal sacrifices, the fulfillment of Passover, as the lamb of god shed his blood and was slain.  ?, where do we read about anything happening due to an imaginary atonement from/before TFOTW?   ans, nowhere, not in my bible, how bout yours?  and NOW here in roms 5:9 justification) being justified NOW (after Jesus death on the cross) by his blood.  by HIS what? by his blood.  spirits don't have blood to shed, Christ as god didn't either, but JESUS did, Jesus bled, jesus died, jesus arose, and is forever alive. alleluhia!. .....math26:28 for this is my blood of the NT, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.                                                                                                                            

     hebs9:22...without the shedding of blood, there is no remission.  this verse has been used by atonement from/before TFOTW believers to say:  see Christ had to have died before the cross for OT elect to be saved.  where does the bible say that?  We just read in math 26:28 where jesus said this is MY blood of the NT, (speaking of his, the son of mans death he was about to experience on the cross) which is shed for many for the REMISSION OF SINS.  You don't, I mean no one really thinks jesus was talking about imaginary  blood shed from/before TFOTW, when god was spirit, instead of HIS blood from HIS own body/flesh, where he bore our sins on the tree/cross. (cause the blood of bull and goats under the OT could not pay for sin, so Christ came into the world, became the man jesus Christ, and jesus did away with the first/OT, and by his blood/death on the cross, established the second/NT in his blood death on the cross  heb9:4-5)                                      hebs 9:22 is  in the context of god speaking about the animal sacrifices and the blood of bull and goats, which were pointing to the blood/death of jesus on the cross,  hebs 9:22 is saying really why you had the shedding of blood of bull &goats, cause they were pointing to the lamb of god, Jesus Christ, who would bare and take away the sin of the world/elect. jh1:29.  hebs 9:22 simply says there had to be a death sacrifice for the forgiveness of sins, not where or when, or by who?   Now its from the rest of the bible we find out whose blood/death had to happen, who had to be slain, and when.  we see in heb 10:4 the blood of animals could not take away sins.  we learn way back in gen 22:8 that god would in the future/the foreknown,appointed1pet20 fullness of the time god would send forth his son gal4:4 and provide HIMSELF as a lamb in the person of his son,  fulfilled in jesus.  when john the Baptist saw jesus he said, behold the LAMB of god, which bare the sin of the world.jhn1:29 and we learn from so many verses that in the person of jesus Christ at the cross the blood for the remission of sin would be shed; mt26:28  who (jesus) his own self, bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross.   so we KNOW from the bible by comparing scripture with scripture, that hebs 9:22 is not saying, and could not be saying the blood had to be shed from/before TFOTW.  its just simply stating the principle of a death atonement had to be made. that BLOOD had to be shed for salvation.             

 this alone also should cause people to realize, to know, that the idea that the atonement took place from/before TFOTW, before Christ became man, is like rejecting the blood of jesus Christ, its telling god, yea, yea, we know about the blood, so we'll say Christ took on a body, apart from the human race, and say that jesus paid for my sins.  Not jesus thru 42 generations of isreal, not jesus of the seed of Abraham, not jesus of the seed of david, not jesus of Nazareth, but another jesus, 2cor11:4.  its going after STRANGE flesh jd7, and not the flesh and blood of the son of man. jh6:51-53  Its offering up STRANGE fire/another, different altered atonement to god, lev 10:1.   its rejecting the gospel by which we are saved, if we KEEP IN MEMORY what god preached unto us, unless we have believed in vain.(not unto salvation, not the faith of christ) for god delievered unto us first of all..........THAT CHRIST DIED FOR OUR SINS according to the scriptures, and he was buried, and he rose the THIRD DAY according to the scriptures: and was seen of cephas, then the twelve: 1cor15:2-5 (clearly speaking of jesus dying for our sins at the cross in 33ad.)  its rejecting the true gospel for our own.  

     This doctrine of jesus dying from/before TFOTW, is going after STRANGE/  flesh/another jesus, and not the jesus who gave his (jesus said my)    flesh/body, jhn6:51-53 and bore our sins in his own body/flesh on the tree/cross, 1pet :24  It's offering up to god STRANGE fire/another, altered different atonement.lev10:1   Those who teach this doctrine and gospel of the cross a demonstration, who teach another jesus, as well as  those who believe it, in like manner as the men of Sodom & Gomorrah in jd7 and  aaron sons in lev 10:1 are suffering the vengeance of eternal fire under the wrath of god in this wedding feast of the lord jesus Christ during this day of judgment.

Lets look again at hebs9:16 and see if god will give more insight as to what he is telling us.

For where a testament is, there must also of necessity be the death of the testator.

In the Greek interlinear it  literally reads:  For where a covenant, death of him covenanting must be offered.

     

     Now lets look at verses that speak of the testator, remember this is not the old covenant, but the new covenant/testament.  And we read about Jesus in hebs9:15:  And for this cause he (Jesus Christ) is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, (even the death of the cross, cause that's the only place where 

Jesus Christ could have died in 33ad, certainly not from/tfotw, before his beginning as the man Christ Jesus in 7bc) for the transgressions under the first/old testament,... 

     

     Lets not forget:  For there is one mediator between god and men, the MAN Christ Jesus, who (the man Christ Jesus) gave himself for our sins. 1tm2:4&5  Now again, the only place the man Christ Jesus gave himself, and the only place the man Christ Jesus, the mediator of the new testament, the covenant of grace, of the promise to Abraham through the free woman, and not the old covenant, the one from mount Si-nai/the law, which genders to bondage, the only place the mediator of this new testament, the man Christ Jesus, could have gave himself, was after his beginning in 7bc, at the cross of Calvary in 33ad.  so we read in 1pet224;  who (the mediator, the man Christ Jesus) his own self bare our sins in his own body, on the tree/cross.   that's why we read in col2:14

Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances (the law) that was against us, which was contrary to us (our sin nature) and took it out of the way, (o praise god, as far as the east from the west) NAILING IT TO HIS C R O S S.

     Lets also look at what god tells us about Christ being offered. 

Hebs5:7-9:  Who (the man Christ Jesus) in the days of his flesh, when he had offered up prayers (O my father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me...mt26:39) and tears unto him that was able to save him from death....though he were a son, yet learned he obedience by the things he had suffered: (note:  ?,  If Christ had already suffered by an imaginary death/atonement from/tfotw, wouldn't he had already learned obedience?   so why would he have to learned it again? huh?  answer, He wouldn't.                                                                  And being made perfect, (cause in the atonement at the cross, he became perfect/sinless, along with making all the elect perfect when he bared their sin in his own body on the tree/cross.1pet2:24 note; now, from the context we know God is telling us about the man Christ Jesus in the days of his flesh, on this earth on his way to the cross.  Then god tells us, I repeat, God tells us about the man Christ Jesus work of atonement on the cross, And being made perfect he became the author/causer of eternal salvation.  we might as well read vs10:

Called of God an high priest (cause he offered atonement for sin up to God, not according to the levitical priesthood, but of a different priesthood) after (not before, but) after the order of Mel-chis'-e-dec. 

     So we've learned from these verses here in hebs5:7-9 that it was by the man Christ Jesus death on the cross that he, as well as the elect became perfect, and it was by the man Christ Jesus offering as our great high priest, after the order of Mel' chis e dec death atonement on the cross, that he became the author/causer of eternal salvation.

    So again, scriptures rule out the cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 of the cross a demonstration gospel, and an 

imaginary atonement and resurrection, whew! from/tfotw.

We last looked at hebs1:4&5 and as I was looking at this a gain, thank the lord, I saw where I made in error, lord forgive me, for which I apologize to all.  I had said that the phrase "being made" in hebs1:4 in the Greek interlinear reads coming into being, I wrote that from memory, which is not a good idea, and when looking at it again, I thought, I better look at this again, and thank the lord, I saw I was wrong.  It actually reads in the Greek interlinear "having become."  Thankfully, this doesn't change the idea that the son being made (by birth) so much better than the angels, or having become (by birth) so much better then the angels, because in Christ becoming god's only begotten son as the son of god and the son of man, the man Jesus Christ, and god's first born, he by inheritance is made so much better than the angels is speaking of the son of god being made or having become by the incarnation of the father this day begetting the son as the son of man, as we read in ps2:7 and Lk2:11.  
    
     While we're right their in hebs1 lets look at verse 6.  And again, when he brings the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, And let all the angles of god praise him.  We have come to see that hebs1:4&5 are speaking of the birth of the lord Jesus Christ, as being made or having become so much better than the angels, could not be speaking that that was because of an imaginary resurrection from/tfotw, but, clearly the son was being made or having become better than the angels,  by inheritance of the son being made or having become begotten of the father to a human mother and becoming the son of man,  and gods' only begotten son.  So when god says in verse 6 Again, (cause he's again speaking of his birth as the son of man again, as he was in verses 4&5) when bringing the first begotten into the world,.... The word first begotten is said by some to be speaking of an from/tfotw resurrection, which we know never happened, but again, nowhere is there a resurrection from the dead in view, the context is speaking about the birth of Jesus.  The word first begotten can also be the word born.  And what do we read in reference to the birth of Jesus in mt1:25, that Joseph knew her (Mary) not till she had brought forth her first born son: and call his name Jesus.  So there we see Jesus being called the first born.  
     
     Hebs1:6:  And again, when he bringeth in (into the world, hebs10:5 speaking of the birth of Jesus as is ps2:7: the father said he  will { future tense, not past tense as in it already happen} declare the decree, this day have I begotten thee.) and again in lk2:11 the decree was declared by the messenger of the lord, (god himself) I bring you good/glad tidings of great joy...{the decree} For unto you (unto us a child) is born/begotten this day.... a savior, which is Christ the lord.  Picking up again with hebs1:6 in speaking about the birth of Jesus, "when he bringeth the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, And let all the angels of god praise him.  And what do we read happens when bringing the first begotten inot the world, at the birth of the first begotten, lk2:13 and suddenly there was with the messenger of the lord, a multitude of the heavenly host (angels of god) praising god, and saying, Glory to god in the highest, and on earth peace, good will to men. (on whom his favor rest)  And here's what we read about the death on the cross of the lord Jesus in Zec12:10...and they shall look upon him whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him, as one mourns for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in bitterness for his firstborn. (god's first born, god's only begotten son, Jesus Christ) 
     So we can see the firstborn or firstbegotten in hebs1:6 is not, and from what we've learned from the bible about the idea of an imaginary resurrection from/tfotw by another Jesus, 2cor11:4 before the Jesus, the firstborn of the bible was bought/born into the world, the firstbegotten cannot be speaking of a resurrected son of god, son of man.  It has to be speaking about the birth of the fathers only begotten son who god appointed as the firstborn.
And let me say this; what has been done, which has led to so much error, is man has taken clear, definitive statement of facts that the atonement took place at the cross, like 1cor15:1-5 and done violence to them, zeph3:4 to make them harmonize with incorrect interpretations of vague or unclear verses, like rev 13:8 the lamb slain from/tfotw, which I actually heard a well known teacher of the cross a demonstration gospel say just yesterday as I write this, the lamb slain at/tfotw, another attempt to try, try, try, to make it agree with their false gospel of the cross is a demonstration.  and you know, no one will ? the change to saying at instead of from/tfotw, as no one questions any thing that's taught at that fellowship no matter how obviously wrong it is, like the elect were saved from/tfotw, huh? or the two witnesses in rev11:3 are the law of god, when the bible clearly tells us the number two represents those god uses to bring the gospel, or the elect, as in when two or three are gathered in my name, mt18:20 or sent them out two by two.  Therefore the two witnesses that were killed, represent the elect in the churches whose  witness/testimony was finished/silence in the churches, rev11:7 at the beginning of the GT, may21, 1988, which corresponds to when there was silence in heaven for the space of about half an hour, because the true gospel was not being prophesied, so no one was being saved, as we read:  except those days (of silence from heaven) should be shortened, there should be no flesh saved. mt24:22  Not virtually, huh? no one saved as man insisted, but what god said, no flesh should be saved.   Then at the beginning of the latter rain in Sept of 1994, the two witnesses stood on there feet, rev11:11 or once again, prophesied again the gospel of salvation outside of the churches to the world so the great multitude out of GT would be saved. rev7:14  And that's what "thou must prophesy again" in rev10:11 is speaking about, and not prophesy again during JD.  During JD we are feeding sheep, but we are not prophesying again the gospel of salvation for people to be saved, as was the case with the two witnesses standing on their feet, to prophesy again the gospel outside the churches to the world.  But no one questions any of these or any other questionable teachings, cause their following a man, their leader, and not Jesus, who they have denied is the Christ, by their cross a demonstration gospel and saying what Jesus did on the cross, did not pay for theirs or any bodies sins.  They just  just accept and agree what their leader teaches them, and that's what you might call a cult.  All that's missing are the brief cases.
     And speaking of rev13:8 again, where this well known teacher yesterday used the word at instead of from/tfotw, again in an another failed attempt at trying to make rev13:8 say that Jesus died somehow before he was even born, now at/tfotw.  Well, first off, the word at, which would indicate a specific point in time, as in jh6:40...I will raise him up at the last day, is a totally different Greek word than "from" in rev13:8.  The word from is the Greek word Apo, Strong's 575 which means off or away from something, or after.  So really we have been incorrectly taught that rev13:8 is speaking of something happening from/tfotw, when actually its teaching that Jesus, the lamb of god, who could not have actually died from/tfotw, cause he wasn't made or become a little lower than the angels, hebs2:9 or begat/born this day until 7bc, ps2:7 & lk2:11, but a better translation might be....  the lamb slain away from/tfotw, or the lamb slain after/tfotw.
        
     Again, if we harmonize what may seem vague verses like rev13:8 to the clear statements of fact that the atonement took place at the cross, we would go away from truth but toward it.                                                                               like:  ...that Christ died for our sins, according to the scriptures, and was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures, and was seen of Cephas, and then the twelve.1cor15:1-5
Like:  the son of man came...to give his life a ransom for many.mk10:45
Like:  For there is one God and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;  who (the man Christ Jesus) gave himself a ransom for all...1tm2:5&6   the man Christ Jesus did not exist from/tfotw, not until the son of god was made or became the son of man in 7bc.  Therefore the only place that the son of god/the son of man, who now is the son of god into eternity, could have gave himself , was at the cross in 33ad.
Like:  in speaking about Jesus on the earth, Jesus of Nazareth, of the bible, of the cross, we know from 1pet2:21-23 we read:   who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross,...1pet2:24
like:  Paul an apostle...by Jesus Christ, and God the father, who raised him from the dead: gal1:1 (? when was Jesus Christ raised from the dead?  from/tfotw, huh?  or after dying on the cross in 33ad?  answer: 33ad) 
like:  Grace to you and peace from God the Father, and our Lord Jesus Christ, who gave himself for our sins,...gal3&4 
Like:  Having abolished in his flesh/body (prepared for him by the father Heb10:5 down thru 42 generation of Israel, from Abraham to David to Mary mt1:17&18, cause before the incarnation in 7bc, god was spirit) 
Having abolished in his flesh/body the enmity, (between god and man) the law of commandments in ordinances   
for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace; and that he might reconcile both (Jews&Gentiles, proof the death of Jesus on the cross atone for sin before and after the cross) to god in one body by the cross, having slain the enmity thereby; eph215&16
Like:  and having made peace(between God and man) through the blood/death of his cross. col1:20 god uses the word blood instead of death to emphasize it through the death of the man Christ Jesus peace was made.  So we know its the cross in view, because Christ before 7bc was not man, but spirit, therefore had no blood to shed. 
     I could go on&on with verses that clearly point to the cross in 33ad as to where the man Jesus Christ died for the elect sins.  But what the cross a demonstration gospel teachers have done is take these verses and others and do violence to them to make them reconcile with vague verses like rev13:8 the lamb slain from tfotw, which we now know should be the lam slain away from or after/tfotw,  instead of seeing that you reconcile the vague verses to the truth that Christ died for our sins at the cross according to the scriptures, was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures.1cor15;1-4

We last looked at Ps2:7  I will declare the decree:  the lord hath said unto me, Thou art my son; this day have I begotten thee.  We compared it to lk2:11 For unto you is born this day in the city of David a savior, which is Christ the lord. Knowing that ps2:7 is a messianic psalm, and is really prophesying of something to happen, as is verses 7 and 8, and not telling about something that already happened,  we see the fulfillment of ps2:7 in lk2:11, with the "this day" in ps2:7 being the "this day in lk2:11.  It has been said that "this day" is referring to the lord, because day in the bible is used as a synonym for the lord.  ps2:7 would read by substitution, thou art my son; the lord, have I begotten thee.  doesn't quite fit.  lk2:11 would read:  for unto you is born the lord,... which is Christ the lord.  It fits a little better, but its repeating the lord.  I think the very reason God wrote "this day" in both verses is so we would compare them and see that god is speaking about the birth of Jesus, cause we know lk2:11 is.
     We also looked at hebs1:4&5 being made or in the interlinear greek coming into being, so much better than the angels...for which of the angels said he at any time thou art my son this day have I begotten thee.  we know since god is eternal with no beginning that being made or coming into being cannot be speaking about the son being made or coming into being from a resurrection from the dead.  It has to be speaking of the son of god being made the son of man, therefore by inheritance, better than the angels, and in heb2:9 god says, but we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, (and we know, even the death of the cross)  so we can clearly see that the being made in heb1:4 is in reference to the son, who god than says; for unto which of the angels said he at any time, thou art my son this day have I begotten thee?  we can clearly see being made is a little lower than the  angels is what happened this day have I begotten thee, as the son of man. Which is again what actually happened in lk2:11 unto you is born/begotten this day a savior, which s christ the lord.   so again we see from scripture that ps2:7 is speaking about the son of god being made a little lower than thee angels, where the father begat as the son of man, and cannot be speaking about an imaginary resurrection, from an imaginary death/atonement, from/tfotw.                                                                                        We then looked at act 13:22, 23, and 32&33 and saw the different ways god used the word raised.  In acts13:22 we can see its speaking about the raising up of David to be King, so we know a resurrection from the dead is not in view.  The use of the word raise is speaking more of the birth of David to one day be king.  We see in act13:23 the word raised is speaking of from the seed of David god would raise unto Israel a savior, Jesus.  Again, clearly the word raised is not speaking of a resurrection from the dead, but of the birth of Jesus from the seed of David.
We then looked at act13:32:  And we declare unto you glad tidings, how the promise which was made unto the fathers,.  We saw from looking at lk 1:9 and lk2:10 that the phrase glad tidings in each of those verses is speaking of the birth of John the Baptist in lk1:9 and about the birth of Jesus in lk2:10.  Therefore we can know that the glad tidings in act13:32 about the promise made unto the fathers is also speaking about a birth, the birth of Jesus.
     we saw by looking at gal3:16&14 that the promise to the fathers was concerning that from the seed of Abraham, Christ would come and provide salvation.  Therefore when see in act13:32 the declaring of the glad tidings, how that the promise which was made unto the fathers, (Christ of the seed of Abraham) verse33: god has fulfilled that the same (promise) unto us their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus, as it is written in the second psalm2:7, Thou art my son this day have I begotten thee.  god connecting the fulfilling of the promise to the fathers and to us their children, from the seed of Abraham Christ would come with the raising of Jesus, and connecting the raising of Jesus to this day have I begotten thee inps2:7, which he latter in lk2:11 again connected with the birth of Jesus, for unto you, (unto us) is born this day....a savior, which is Christ the lord.    
So since the promise was that from the seed of Abraham Christ would come, seed speaking of birth, we know that the fulfilling of that promise in raising up Jesus, is speaking about the birth of Jesus.  Nowhere in the promise to the fathers is a resurrection from the dead in view, and neither is it in the fulfilling of the promise.  I think god wrote it the way he did as a snare.
     The following verse in act13:34 is speaking about the resurrection of Jesus after his death on the cross, which by the way, if in verse 33, when it says, in that he has raised up Jesus, if its a resurrection, by the very context of act13, it would be the resurrection of Jesus after dying on the cross, so ps2:7 would have to also be prophesying about that, and not saying an imaginary resurrection happen from/tfotw.  again, the cross a demonstration and from/tfotw atonement and resurrection by another Jesus, is a CUNNINGLY DEVISED FABLE! 2cor11:4  how long o ye simple ones, will ye love lies/simplicities prov1:22 
     
     so what god has done in act13:34 is change gears sought of speak, as god has done in the bible at other times.  act13:30&31:  but god raised him from the dead; and he was seen many days....  Clearly speaking about the lord Jesus Christ resurrection form the dead after dying on the cross for our/the elect sins.  Then God goes into verse 32&33 speaking about raising up Jesus in fulfillment of the promise that of the seed of Abraham Christ would come.  which we now know is speaking of the birth of Jesus.  Then in the next verse 34 God lets us know he going back to speaking about Jesus resurrection for the dead in more detail, which he just touched on in verse 30.  God says in verse 34 
And as concerning (what was said in verse 30) that he raised him from the dead (switching back to raising up Jesus in the resurrection, after speaking raising up Jesus at his birth) and concerning that he raised him up from the dead,....
     
    so we can say we know that ps2:7 like lk2:11 is speaking about the father begotten this day, in 7bc, on this earth in the city of David from the seed of Abraham and David, the second Adam, our great high priest, after the order of melchesedec,  unto us a savior, which is Christ the lord.

We have previously looked at verses like  mt20:28:....the son of man came to give his life a ransom for many.
this verse alone all by it self rules out a from/tfotw atonement, for the son of man, Jesus, said he came to give his life/soul a ransom.  Now how could there have been an imaginary atonement from/tfotw, since Christ came into the world, and did not have his beginning as the man Christ Jesus until 7bc, when he was begotten of the father (this day have I begotten thee. ps2:7)
Lets stop here and look at what god is telling us in ps2:7.  We get more insight of this verse quoted again in heb2:4&5, which reads:  being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.  For unto which of the angels said he at any time, thou art my son, this day have I begotten thee?   And again, I will be to him a father, and he shall be to me a son?  We see "I will be to him a father, and he shall be to me a son, literally and in actuality when speaking about Jesus in Is53:  For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant,...and again in lk2:52:  And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and man.  And again in mt3:17:  We know from the phrase in verse 4, "being made"(or coming into being) which is connected to  "this day have I begotten thee" in verse 5, that god is speaking about a birth of the son of god as the son of man, because god is not made or coming into being, god is eternal.   so when god speaks about the son, (who we know who is being spoken about from verse 2:  "Hath in these last days spoken to us by his son")... "being made" in heb2:4 has to  be in reference to a birth, as in this day have I begotten thee in 7bc as the birth of Jesus, as we read in lk2:11:  For unto you is born/begotten this day (in7bc) a savior, which is  Christ (Jesus) the lord.
     To get more validation that the birth of Jesus is in view in ps2:7, lets look at act13 and in particular the verse in which the word raised is used.  
acts13:22  and when he (god) had removed him (Saul) he raised up unto them David to be there king..... this word raised is the Greek word egeiro, Strong's 1453, said to mean, to waken, rouse, raise up, rear up.  You know gods' word is its own dictionary, and it plain from the context that raised up is speaking of god appointing and or establishing David as king. And we might also say raise up could mean the birth of David.
act13:23  of this man's seed (David ) god according to his promise raised up unto Israel a savior, Jesus.  Here again we see the same greek work translated as raised, G1453, and again by the context its clearly speaking in regards to the birth of Jesus, agreeing with rom1:2&3  (Which he had promised afore by his prophets in the holy scriptures,) Concerning his son Jesus Christ our lord, which was made of the seed of David according to the flesh.
     we also see the promise has to do with the birth of the messiah in act 13:32:  And we declare unto you glad tidings, how the promises which was made unto the fathers,.  We see how god uses this language of glad tidings in connection with a birth in lk1:19 when the messenger Gabriel said to Zachariah regarding the birth of John the Baptist, ...am sent to speak unto thee, and to show thee these glad tidings.   And again in lk2:10 in regards to the birth of Jesus:  and the angel said unto them, fear not; for behold I bring you good/glad tidings of great joy, which shall be to all people.  For unto you is born this day (this day have I begotten thee ps2:7) in the city of David (connecting it to Jesus is of the seed of David) a savior, which is (Jesus) Christ the lord.  
We also see the promises made unto the fathers had to do with the promise of the messiah, who would provide salvation, in gal3:16:  Now to Abraham and his seed (Jesus Christ) were the promises made, he said not, and to his seeds, as of many; but as of one, and to thy seed, which is Christ.  and we read in gal3:14  That the blessing of Abraham might come on the gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the spirit (salvation) through faith. (of Christ)  So we see the promise to the fathers had to do with the promise of a coming  messiah, to provide salvation.
     Returning to acts 13:32 and we declare unto you (the gospel) glad tidings, (god news, of great joy, for unto you is born this day ....a savior, which is Christ the lord. lk2:10) how that the promise which was made to the fathers, (of the seed of Abraham Christ would provide salvation to the gentiles) 
       act13:33:  God hath fulfilled the same (fulfilled the promise that of the seed of Abraham, Christ would come) 
unto us their children, in that he has raised up (begotten) Jesus again; as it is also written in the second psalm(ps2:7)  thou art my son, this day have I begotten thee.                                                                                            
     So we see by looking at the verses we looked at concerning the promises  to the fathers, the promise was that of the seed of Abraham Christ would come and provide salvation.   So when God declares the glad tidings, (the same glad tidings about the birth of John the Baptist in lk1:19 and about the birth of Jesus in lk2:10) that the promise which was made to the fathers from the seed of Abraham Christ would come, that he, God hath fulfilled that same promise of Christ to us, in that he hath raised up Jesus,  we now see and know that raised up Jesus is speaking of his birth, and God speaks of the fulfillment of the promise of Christ by raising up Jesus as the fulfillment of the prophecy in ps2:7 thou art my son, this day have I begotten thee, which was declared and fulfilled in lk2:11 ...unto you is born/begotten this day....a savior, which is Christ the lord.  So again the bible shows us that act13:33 and ps2:7 and LK2:11 are speaking about one and the same, the father fulfilling his promise way back in gen 22:8 when Abraham said to Isaac, my son, God will provide Himself a lamb for a burnt offering.  Which he again spoke about in ps2:7 when he said, this day have I begotten thee, which he fulfilled in lk2:11 with the declaration of glad tidings, for unto you is born this day, in the city of David a savior which is Christ the lord. 
     So once again scriptures shows the idea of an imaginary death and atonement and an imaginary resurrection form/tfotw, is just that, imaginary.   Its a cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 devised by the devil the most cunning gen3:1 father of lies. jh8:48  which this fable, the cross a demonstration gospel, has been preached and taught by false prophets in JD, deceiving many, the simple ones, prov1:22 whose love for the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, at the cross 1cor15:1-5 has wax cold.mt24:11&12   They have failed to heed the warning to keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:2 and have departed away from the way, the Jesus of the bible, of the cross, of the seed of Abraham, and have gone after strange flesh, jd7 and not the flesh and blood of Jesus on the cross jh6:51-53 for the remission of sins mt26:28 and are preaching another Jesus atoned for sin from/tfotw, 2cor11:4  therefore have offered up to god for their sins, strange fire lev10:1 and like those in Sodom and Gomorrah who had gone after strange flesh jd7 and Aarons sons who offered up to god strange fire, were consumed and destroyed by the vengeance of eternal fire, those who have taught and followed the cross a demonstration gospel, and have gone after another Jesus, thereby committing  work of iniquity of departing away from the Jesus of Nazareth, of the seed of Abraham and David, of the cross, are being told by Jesus in jd, I never knew you, depart from me ye that work iniquity. mt7:21-23  
     You know when God tells us in mt24:24 there shall arise false christs, and false prophets... and vs26 wherefore if they shall say unto you, behold , he is in the desert... believe it not.   we have had false christs, claiming to be anointed of god, to be the messiah, or to know of his coming. but, the preaching of another Jesus is something different.  At no other time except during JD, since the cross a demonstration gospel, has there been another Jesus preached atoned for sin from/tfotw.   All though out the church age, those who represented the external kingdom of god, taught that the Jesus of the bible, died for our sins  at the cross.   The church was and is wrong about a lot of things, but the one thing they had and taught was that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  Now their belief on how one received the salvation Christ atoned for at the cross was of course wrong.    
  
     But, its only since the church age ended,  by those who came out of the churches, has another gospel of the cross a demonstration, and atonement by another Jesus not of the bible, died from/tfotw for their sins. 
Those who teach and follow the cross a demonstration gospel, do not preach Christ crucified, they do not teach that the son of man came to give his life/soul a ransom for many.  you won't hear them teach the man Christ Jesus who gave himself a ransom for many, cause the son of man, the man Christ Jesus they knocould not have died from/tfotw.  How can you say you have the true gospel, and you don't preach Christ crucified. how is Christ demonstrated at the cross, the gospel of the bible.  so when we learn from the bible that those who have gone after another Jesus, and have committed this work of iniquity  in departing away from the Jesus of the bible, the Jesus of the cross, and according to mt7:21-23 and lk13:25-27  Jesus is telling them, right now in JD, I never knew you depart from me ye that work iniquity, its the bible that judging them.   The same way when we say that if any man adds or takes away from the word of god, or no adulterer, fornicator, abusers of themselves with mankind, liar, murderer etc, or any unsaved sinner shall inherit the kingdom of god, that's the bible making judgment.  The bible is teaching that those who have stop keeping in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross, are not standing in the day of jd, having on the whole armour of god, through the true gospel, and are not in the wedding feast with a wedding garment, the robe of Christ righteousness, is61:10 provided by Jesus at the cross, jh19:23
    To not declare what thus says the lord regarding, these truths god has revealed of his righteous judgment in JD, is no less a disservice to God, than those who are preaching another gospel of the cross a demonstration.  Its the bible that teaches the men of Sodom & Gomorrah when gone after strange fleshjd7, another Jesus, 2cor11:4 were destroyed by the vengeance of eternal fire, and Aarons sons when offering strange fire/ another atonement, lev10:1 were consumed by fire.   its the bible that's teaching those who are doing likewise in Jd with the cross a demonstration gospel have been cast into outer darkness.

We last saw that the true gospel is predicated on and centered around the atonement for sin by the Lord Jesus Christ at the cross in 33ad.  We see this truth in 1cor1:17&18:  for Christ sent me...to preach the gospel:  not with wisdom of words, (out of the mind of men, i.e. the cross a demonstration gospel) lest the cross of Christ should be made of none effect.  For the preaching of the cross (preaching of the what?  preaching of the cross) is to them that perish foolishness:

     We see again the peaching of the gospel is the preaching of the cross in 1cor1:23:  But we preach Christ crucified. 

Not the false gospel of Christ demonstrated at the cross, but the gospel of the bible, Christ crucified.  And we read in the word of God the bible, about Christ crucified, not another Jesus, on an imaginary cross from/tfotw, but the Jesus of the bible, on a real cross.

     

     Ye know that after two days is the Passover, and the son of man is betrayed to be crucified. mt26:2   

.....Ye seek Jesus of Nazareth, which was crucified. mk16:6 

      and when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, (on this earth, in33ad) there they crucified him,..lk23:33

     jh19:23  Then the soldiers, (soldiers of the cross, typifying the elect, as a good soldier of Jesus Christ 2tim2:3 ...who hath chosen him to be a soldier 2tim2:4) when they had crucified Jesus, took his garments, (typifying the wedding garment in mt22:11&12 worn by those who belong in the wedding feast right now in JD/the robe of Christ righteousness, Is61:10 provided by Christ at the cross) when they crucified Jesus, took his garments, and made four parts, (the number four indicating for the whole world) to every soldier a part, (to every elect a wedding garment is provided through the preaching of true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15;1-5  as the bride has made herself ready rev18:7)

.....that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, acts4:10     

     These are just some of the bible references to Jesus Christ being crucified at the cross in 33ad.  I could not find any where in the bible that Christ was crucified from/tfotw, what can I tell you?  The only reference in the gospel of the lord Jesus Christ, in the whole bible, to where Jesus Christ was crucified, is at the cross at the cross in 33ad. 

again, the answer to the 4 w's;  who?  the son of man, mt20:28 the man Christ Jesus 1tim2:6.  what? ....came to give his life/soul a ransom, mt20:28 and who gave his self a ransom 1tim2:6        where?  and when they were come to the place, (an actual place, on this earth) which is called Calvary, there they crucified him lk23:33 when?  in the fullness of the time ( a specific point in time) was come (in7bc; this day have I begotten thee ps2:7 unto you is born/begotten this day in 7bc a savior lk2:11) god sent forth his son, made of a woman (national Israel and the virgin Mary) gal6:4  in due time (33ad on the cross) Christ died for the ungodly roms5:6  after two days is the Passover, and the son of man is betrayed to be crucified mt26.2  why?  to redeem them that were under the law gal6:5  to save his people from their sins mt1:21 

     So we see scriptures again clearly shows us that the true gospel the true child of God preaches and teaches is Christ crucified, 1cor1:23 in 33ad on the cross.  The only cross the bible speaks about, where Jesus Christ the lamb of god, jh1:29 who verily was foreordained/foreknown 1pet1:20 to be the lamb slain from the foundation of the world, rev13:8 but we know was manifested/revealed to take away our sins 1jh3:5 once in the end of the world has he appeared to put away our sins by the sacrifice of himself heb9:26,    

as his own self bare our sins in his body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24 

Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross.                                                                                                 col2:14

This is the true gospel, and not the false gospel the cross a demonstration, and an imaginary atonement, by another Jesus,  from/tfotw, huh?  where do you find that in the bible?

     It's no longer the day of salvation since may21, 2011, the beginning of JD on the world, therefore the gospel of salvation, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, is no longer to be preached for people to be saved.  These truths regarding the cross is where Christ died for our sins, 1cor15:1-5, and strange flesh jd7, and strange fire lev10:1 and another Jesus 2cor11:4, are for Gods' purposes during JD, to reveal those who have endured to the end in believing Gods' word about the cross is where Christ died for our sins, and that may 21, 2011 was the beginning of JD and the end of salvation, and those who have failed these test of the cross a demonstration gospel, and may21,2011 was not JD, and god is still saving.   Therefore the day/Jesus the king is revealing who is in the marriage supper of the lamb,rev19:9 in the wedding feast without a wedding garment, mt22:11-13 provided by Jesus at the cross jh19:23 and those who have departed away from the Jesus of the bible, with their work of iniquity of the cross a demonstration gospel and going after strange flesh jd7, and not the flesh and blood of Jesus on the cross, jh6:51-53 for the remission of sin mt26:28 and have offered up to God strange fire/another different altered atonement for sin lev10:1, by another Jesus 2cor11:4.

and it through these truths from god word that the day/jesus is revealing and making manifest/known to them, those whose works of iniquity is being burned up, 1cor3:13 and telling them I know not whence ye are,lk13:27 I never knew you, depart from me ye that work iniquitymt7:22-25 into everlasting fire.

We last were looking at 1cor1:17&18:  For Christ sent me not to baptize, but to preach the gospel:...

vs18:  For the preaching of the cross is to them that perish foolishness;  

We see in these two verses how god is telling us the preaching of the gospel and the preaching of the cross are one in the same.  we see the same thing in 1cor15:1& 3:  moreover, brethren, I declare unto you the gospel which I preached unto you, and  vs3:  for I delivered (declared/preached) unto you first of all that which I received, (all scripture is given by inspiration of God) how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures: (at the cross we know from verses 4&5.)   

Here again we see the  declaration/preaching/delivering of the gospel was that Christ died for our sins at the cross.    

We see the same point in 1cor1:21-23  For after that in the wisdom of God......it pleased God by the foolishness of preaching (of the cross, preaching of the cross is to them that perish is foolishness1cor1:18) to save them that believe.  For the Jews require a sign, and the Greeks seek after wisdom:  But we (at that time the apostles and disciples,  but ultimately every true born again believer) preach Christ crucified.1cor1:23   

     The gospel of the bible that the true child of God preaches is not, Christ demonstrated at the cross, which is the gospel preached since beginning in JD outside of the churches, by those who call themselves true believers, but the day/Jesus thru his word during JD, has revealed they in fact those who are doing the work of iniquity, mt7:15-23&mt24:11-13, of teaching and following the cross a demonstration gospel have departed away from Jesus and the true gospel, and have gone after strange flesh, jd7, that is another Jesus, 2cor11:4 via another gospel that preaches the cross a demonstration. 

     

     But we see from these verses, 1cor1:17&18, 1cor15:1&3 and 1cor:21-23 that the preaching of the true gospel according to the scriptures/ the bible, that Christ died for our sins, at the cross, 1cor15:1-5, the gospel of the lord Jesus Christ preached by the apostles, and preached and followed in JD by those who are truly saved and are enduring to the end.  they are those whose love for the true gospel has not waxed cold. mt24:12&13  We preach not Christ demonstrated, not Christ atone/died for sin from/tfotw, but we who are not the deceived  simple ones,  prov1:22&rom6:18 who have not been deceived by false prophets working iniquity,mt24:11&12 with their teaching of the cross a demon-stration, and atonement by another jesus from/tfotw, 2cor11:4  we preach Christ crucified.  The ones who God has cause to endure to the end, those who are standing in the evil day/Jd 1cor15:1&eph6:13 being brought through the fire of JD by God,  mal13:9  and are abiding in Jesus Christ.  jh15:6 if a man abide not in me, he is cast forth as a branch, and is withered; and men gather them, (in JD) and cast them into the lake of fire, and they are burned.  Which is what has happened to those who came out of the churches, and cease abiding in Jesus, and departed away from him by their work of iniquity of going after strange flesh, jd7 and not the flesh and blood of Jesus, jh6:51-53 who bare our sins in his own body/flesh, (prepared for him by the father, Heb10:5)  on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24 they have gone after another Jesus,2cor11:4 who they say died from/tfotw , but the way the truth and the life Jesus, the son of god and son of man, the Jesus who died for our sins on the cross, did not have his beginning until being begotten this day in 7bc by the father, ps2:7&lk2:11  that's the Jesus of the bible.  the teachers and believers of the cross a demonstration gospel, have gone after another Jesus, 2cor11:4 and have offered up to God strange fire/another different altered atonement for their sins.lev10:1                                                               Those who are being caused by god to endure to the end in abiding in Jesus, abiding in the true gospel, have taking on the whole armour of god which is the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross, 1cor15:1-5   which despite being refused to be mention by tom evans of FR in a recent issues answers, in which he ask when did Christ died in going to the cross?   the bible tells us that Jesus in fact said himself when he began making payment for sin, when he began drinking of the cup of gods' wrath, when he said:

my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even unto death. mt26:38  now Jesus could not have been lying, cause its impossible for god to lie.  but this verse was, as in a prior show, conveniently omitted.

how can a man of god, do this to the word of god?  neither was mention when Jesus said:  the son of man...came to give his life/soul a ransom for many.  again if Jesus did not do that on his way to in on the cross, then he lied.  but this is a true statement from the word of god in agreement with 1cor15:1-5 that Christ died for our sins at the cross.

We last were discussing an article posted on e bible fellowship face book, "there must be a sacrifice for sin," in which it was stated that Jesus Christ atoned for sin from the point of the worlds foundation.  Have you noticed how the teachers and followers of the cross a demonstration gospel, cause it is a different gospel than the gospel of the bible, according to 1cor15:1-5, keep changing the wording of rev13:8, ....of the lamb slain from the foundation of the world.  it was first said as the Lamb slain before/tfotw, then from before/tfotw, and now, from the point of the worlds foundation.  This is all an attempt to make the gospel of the cross a demonstration more believable, because in light of the whole bible, it truly is unbelievable, it truly is a cunningly devised fable, 1pet2:16, by the devil, the most cunning, gen3:1 father of lies. jh8:48  Listen to the word of god, rev13:8.....the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.  Notice it says of the Lamb slain....  We know absolutely from the bible, that Jesus is the Lamb of God, like in jh1:29 when John the Baptist upon seeing Jesus of Nazareth, begotten of the father to the virgin Mary in 7bc, said, Behold the lamb of God, which takes away ("takes away" since Jesus had not yet taken away sin, since he had not yet died on the cross, more accurately should read  behold the lamb of God which "bares") the sin of the world.  Proven out by 1pet2:24 in speaking about Jesus says:  Who his own self bare our sins in his own body (prepared by the father, heb10:5) on the tree/cross.  Therefore when God says in rev13:8 the Lamb slain (who is Jesus Christ begotten/born this day to Mary in 7bc, ps2:7 & lk2:11 and she shall call his name JESUS: [why?] for he shall save his people from there sins. mt1:21)  Since Jesus, the son of man, the man Christ Jesus, could not have been actually slain from/tfotw,  before man, before, the Lamb of God, the man Christ Jesus had his beginning in 7bc, we know when god says the Lamb slain from/tfotw, it can only mean that according to gods' salvation program,  he verily/truly was foreordained/foreknown/setup/established/appointed to be the Lamb slain before/tfotw. 1Pet1:20 & prov8:23  

     From the rest of the bible we know he was manifested (appeared in 7bc at his birth) to take away our sins; 1jh3:5  Not manifested to show an imaginary atonement from/tfotw, as preachers and followers of the cross a demon-stration gospel would say.  But as the word of God says, we know that he/Jesus was manifested/appeared to take away our sins, 1jh3:5 when he bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross.   

agreeing with, but now once (on the cross) in the end of the world hath he appeared/manifested to put/take away sin by the sacrifice of himself. heb9:26b as he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24     see how you can put verses together just as god wrote them and tell the age old story of Jesus and his glory of Jesus and his cross, because its the truth, that Christ died for our sins (elect) according to the scriptures, was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures, and was seen of Peter, then the twelve. 1cor15:1-5.  Again, Jesus Christ of the bible, of the seed of David, roms1:3 born this day in Bethlehem, the city of david, a savior, (jesus)Christ the Lord. ps2:7 & lk2:11  Jesus of Nazareth who died on the cross, jh19:19   could not have died from/tfotw, again, not the Jesus Christ of the bible.  Those who teach and believe that Jesus died from/tfotw are preaching and trusting another Jesus, 2cor11:4 died for their sins from/tfotw.  In so doing they have departed away from the Jesus of the bible and have gone after strange flesh, jd7 and not the flesh and blood of Jesus, jh6:51-53 when he bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24.    

Moreover, brethren, I declare unto you the gospel which I preached unto you, which also ye have received, and wherein ye stand; (in JD) by which also ye are saved, if ye keep in memory what I preached unto you, unless you have believed in vain. (not unto salvation) for I delivered/preached unto you first of all that which I also received, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, (at the cross)

so once again, god is telling us that the preaching of the cross is where Christ died for our sins is the true gospel of the bible.  the preaching of Jesus dying for sin from/tfotw is a false gospel about another Jesus, 2cor11:4, which this work of iniquity in departing away from the way, Jesus of the bible, and going after strange flesh,jd7 another Jesus, is being burned up in the lake of fire of JD, 1cor3:13 and like the men of Sodom & Gomorrah who had gone after strange flesh, jd7 and Aarons sons who offered up strange fire/another different alter atonement lev10:1, suffered and were consumed by the vengeance of eternal fire, so to, those who are likewise doing the same with the teaching and following of the cunningly devised fable, the cross a demonstration gospel, are also suffering the vengeance of eternal fire under the wrath of god in this lake of fire of JD>

We last looked at 1Tim2:15:  not withstanding she shall be save in childbearing,....  The childbearing through which she (eve) shall be saved, this by the way strongly suggest eve was saved, along with Adam, through the birth of the Christ child, who would atone for the elect sins on the cross.  This is also another verse which tells us that old testament believers (eve) would be saved through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ, as he bared our sins in his own body on the tree/cross.1Pet2:24  As shown in the interlinear greek translation of lk2:6 ...the days were accomplished that she (Mary)    
be bared.  Again not the she should bare Jesus, but that she should be bared by Jesus.  Agreeing with jh1:29  Behold the lamb of god, (Jesus) which bares the sin of the world.     

      

We also looked at how the true gospel is the preaching of the cross as we read in 1cor1:17 &18  for Christ sent me....to preach the gospel, not with wisdom of words, lest the cross of Christ should be of made of none effect.  then Paul goes from saying he was sent to preach the gospel, to in vs 18 saying for the preaching of the cross, (or in other words, the preaching of the gospel) is to them that perish foolishness.  we looked at gal6:4

which says:  we preach Christ crucified, (not Christ a demonstration, you won't find that in the bible) and we looked at, but god forbid that I should glory, save only in the cross of our lord Jesus Christ. gal6:14  god is emphasizing that it was Jesus Christ who was crucified for sin.

     As is another verse we looked at:  for there is one god, and one mediator between god and men, the man Christ Jesus, who gave himself, (the man Christ Jesus) a ransom for all...1tim2:6  We also looked at for the son of man came...to give his life/soul a ransom for many. mt20:28                                                                  `     

      I'm stating these verse because I just read to day a article on e bible face book, there must be a sacrifice for sin, in which the claim is made that Jesus Christ made the sacrifice for sin from/tfotw.  the writer is of course a teacher of the cunningly devised fable, the cross a demonstration doctrine.  but, again the bible makes it clear that the son of man, mt20:28 the man Christ Jesus, 1tim2:6 came to give his life/soul a ransom/payment, and who gave himself a ransom.  So again followers of the cross a demonstration false gospel are being revealed by the day/Jesus in JD to have turned away from the Jesus of the bible, Jesus of the seed of Abraham and David,mt1:17 who was begotten/born this day in Bethlehem in 7bc, a Saviour, lk2:11 and thou shall call his  name Jesus.mt1:21 they have turn away from this Jesus of the bible,

     the verses in Is53:5-10 were used as support that Christ died from/tfotw cause as was said, they're written in past tense.  its my understanding that the original Hebrew is not in the past tense, but god often in the bible spoke about future events as if they already happened, cause god sees the end from the beginning.  case in point when Jesus said: I beheld satan as lighting fall from heaven. lk10:18 in reference to what will happen to satan as a result of Jesus defeating and giving him a death blow at the cross.  like when god told Abraham before he had his first son:  neither shall thy name be called abram,  but thy name shall be Abraham,  for a father of many nations have I made thee. gen 17:22.  again god spoke of something that had not happened yet, as if it already did, cause he knows the end from the beginning and calls those things that be not as though they were. rom4:17. 

this is an example of what was stated, that with god words, using the word of god itself, and fair speeches, false prophets in Jd  deceive many with their false gospel of the cross a demonstration.

We last looked at 9:15 which reads:   And for this cause  he/Jesus Christ is the mediator of the new testament.   this brings to mind and is in agreement with 1tim2:5&6 which reads:  For there is one God, and one mediator between god and men, the man Christ Jesus ; who (the man Christ Jesus) gave himself a ransom/payment for all.  which brings to mind and is in agreement with mt20:28 which reads:  even as the son of man came ..... to give his life/soul a ransom for many.   Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross.1pet2:24  I  have to ask here, how can the cross a demonstration teachers and believers, look at these verses individually and collectively, cause they lead one to another, and still say that Christ before the incarnation in 7bc to become the man Christ Jesus, atone for sin before 7bc.  since we know from roms5:15 god had to be man to atone from man sins:  For is through the offence (sin) of one (Adam) many be dead; much more the grace of god, and the gift by grace, (salvation) by one man, Jesus Christ, (not Christ from/tfotw, but the man Christ Jesus born in 7bc, died and atone for sin in 33ad on the cross) hath abounded unto many.  how do you just dismiss rom5:15 & 1tim2:5&6 which says the man Christ Jesus gave himself a ransom for many, and say Christ died for sin from/tfotw, before he became man?  Only way you can dismiss these verses is usurp your authority over the word God. You know I've found that god in his infinite wisdom, has written his word in such a way that you can take verses that speak about the atonement at the cross and put them together and they will tell in a coherent unmistakable way, that Christ died for our sins at the cross at the cross according to the scripture, was buried and rose the third day, according to the scriptures, and was seen of peter, then of the twelve.   

     when you look at 1tim2:5&6, mt20:28 and 1pet2:24, it so clearly says the man Christ Jesus died/payed/atoned for sin at the cross, that even a young child can see and understand.  its only those who professing themselves to be wise, wiser than god, have become fools, in teaching and believing the cross a demonstration gospel.  they truly are enemies of the cross. phi3:18   we read in jh5:23  he that honors not the son, honors not the father. how are the teachers and followers of the cunningly devised fable/lie,  2pet2:16, by Satan the most subtil/cunning, gen3:1 father of lies jh8:44, honoring Jesus Christ by saying his death on the cross was a demonstration.  this is why Jesus is saying in mt2:21-23 & lk13:25-27 to those in JD, who are saying lord, lord,  didn't we do this, didn't we do that, Jesus is saying to them, I know not whence ye are, I never knew you, depart from me, ye all that work iniquity;  cause they already departed away from him, the Jesus of the bible, from the seed of Abraham to David to Mary, mt1:17&18, and have gone away from him, and gone after strange flesh, jd7 and not the flesh of Jesus the son of god and the man, on the cross, jh6:51-53, therefore they have gone away from him and have gone after another Jesus, 2cor11:4, and have offered up to god strange fire in atonement for their sins, lev10:1, and so are being told by Jesus the king, you are in his wedding feast/the Jesus who went to the cross, without a wedding garment, mt22:11&12 they have on an imaginary garment, from an imaginary atonement, nowhere, at no time, from/tfotw, by another Jesus, 2cor11:4 and not  his/Jesus of the cross, of the bible, robe of righteousness,is61:10 provided at the cross, at the cross.  

Thus says the lord, for Christ sent me not to baptize, but to preach the gospel; not with wisdom of words, lest the cross of Christ should be made of none effect.  when paul said under inspiration of the holy spirit, lest the cross of Christ should be made of none effect, is paul speaking about an imaginary cross from/tfotw?  of course not. paul is speaking about where Jesus his own self bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross, 1pet2:24 of calvary in 33ad.    when god says to preach the gospel not with wisdom of words, (out of mans mind) lest we make the cross of none effect, the preaching of the cross a demonstration is just that, its not the gospel of the bible that paul peached, which is that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15;1-5 but its preaching of another gospel, the cross is a demonstration.  its preaching of an imaginary atonement from/tfotw by another Jesus, 2cor11:4 on an imaginary cross.  its preaching not the gospel of the lord Jesus Christ, the word of god, but of another false gospel with wisdom of the mind of men, which is foolishness to god. 1cor3:19  

and I'll tell you the preaching of this cunningly devised fable. 2pet2:16 the cross a demonstration, has to those who have been deceived by Satan, and his false prophets teaching it, done its intention, it has made the cross of Jesus Christ of none effect for those teaching and following the cross a demonstration gospel. 

     those who preach this gospel of the cross a demonstration are spoken of in rom16:18,  for they that are such serve not our lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly: (desires) and by good words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple. (unsaved)  god says   in prov1:22 how long, ye simple ones, will ye love simplicity?.... and fools hate knowledge? (the truth of gods' word)   I'll tell you, with all the verses which matter of fact and clearly state that Christ died for our sins at the cross, those who have dismissed gods' word, and follow a cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16 initiated by the devil, the most subtil/cunning gen3:1father of lies, jh8:48 preached by his false prophets in JD, deceiving the many,mt24:11 are just that, simple ones.                                                                                                                                                                                     Paul under inspiration of the holy spirit said, for Christ sent me ...but to preach the gospel:  not with wisdom of words, (out of the mind of men, i.e. the cross a demonstration gospel) lest the cross of Christ should made of none effect. 1cor1:17  Paul goes directly from saying in vs 17 he was sent by Christ to preach the gospel, to saying in 1cor1:18 for the preaching of the cross (preaching the gospel) is to them that perish foolishness.  

this the preaching of the cross, and everyone will agree, even the simple ones deceived by the cross a demonstration false gospel, that the cross god is speaking about through Paul in 1cor1:17&18 is the cross that Christ died for our sin on at calvary in 33ad.  see how the bible the word of god, and not words out of the mind of men, gives us a who?/Jesus Christ, what?/bore our sins in his own body, where?/at Calvary in 33ad, and why?/to in the fullness of the due time, die for the sins of the ungodly, making peace between god and man through he blood of his cross.   so god is unmistakably telling us that the gospel is the preaching of the cross, and the preaching of the cross is the gospel.  to get around this you have people teaching today, well the whole bible is the gospel, no the whole bible contains the gospel, that is the god news that for god so love the world, that he gave his only begotten son, that whosoever believes in him shall not perish, but have everlasting life. jh3:16  that's the good news of the gospel, contain in the bible. so this is a faithful saying from the bible about the gospel, and she shall bring forth a son, and shall call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins. jh1:21 now that's the gospel, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners. 1tim1:15 causethe blood of bull and goats could not take away sin, so god carefully, painstakingly, and meticulously prepared Christ a body, heb10:4&5 down through forty two generations of man/Israel, to bare the elect sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24 and if any one verse is the gospel its:  for the wages of sin is death, but the gift of god is eternal life through Jesus Christ our lord. rom6:23    so the gospel is the cross, the cross is the gospel.  

No cross of Jesus Christ at Calvary in 33ad in atonement for sin, you have no gospel.  paul said under inspiration of the holy ghost:  but we preach Christ crucified, (not Christ demonstrating, lord forgive me for laughing, cause its really not funny) but we preach Christ crucified, unto the jews a stumbling block, and unto the greeks foolishness; but unto them which are called, (the elect) both jews and gentiles, (proof that the blood of Jesus at the cross atone for the sins of everybody/elect, before and after the cross of jesus Christ is) the power of god.  but god forbid that I should glory save only in the cross of our lord Jesus Christ, gal6:14  

You don't glory in a demonstration.  lord willing til the next time

we last looked at how heb9:11-17 is not speaking about an imaginary atonement by an imaginary death, from/tfotw, but is in fact speaking about the death of Jesus Christ, the testator of the new testament, which was established through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once. Heb10:10 who bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross1pet2:24 in 33ad. 

     while we're in Hebrews, lets take another quick look at heb4:3:  For we which have believed do enter into rest, as he said, as I have sworn in my wrath, if they shall enter into my rest:  although the works were finished from the foundation of the world.  we saw from our last look that  heb4:2 shows they is referring to Israel, and its also Israel who god has sworn in his wrath as we see in heb3:11   So I sware in my wrath, they/Israel shall not enter into my rest.  we saw that god resting from all his works on the seventh day was pointing ahead to the seventh day Sabbath,    on which isreal was to do no work, which was pointing ahead to gods' rest, who is Jesus Christ, the lord of the sabboath. mk2:27 who by his fulfilling  of the law and atonement for sin at the cross, would provide the rest from trying to get right with god through the keeping of the law, which no one could do, for all have sinned. rom3:10 and jas3:10 tells us, for whosoever shall shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.  The law was to be our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith of Jesus Christ. gal3:24   who said:  come unto me all ye that labor (at trying to keep the law unto salvation) and are heavy laden, (overburdened) and I will give you rest. mt11:28  the rest the seventh day Sabbath was pointing to, which Jesus provided with his fulfilling of the law and providing atonement by baring our sin in his own body on the tree/cross. 1pet2:24 in which he provided rest from trying to get right with god through works of the law, fulfilling and ending the observance of the seventh day Sabbath.  which is why after Jesus died on the cross,  in mat28:1 we read:  in the end of the Sabbath, (god telling the saturday seventh day Sabbath was done) as it began to dawn toward the first of the week/Sunday Sabbath....        So when god had said in heb4:3 "if they shall enter into my rest, he had already sworn that they would not.  And of course the reason why god could say they would not enter into his rest, is because as we read in eph1:4, the works of predestination and election of those chosen to be saved, were finished before the foundation of the world.  It was therefore concluded that the works that was finished from the foundation of the world, is not the actual atonement for sin, but was the work of election of those from national Israel to be saved.   And we know there was just a small remnant who were elected, and that most of Israel did not enter into gods' rest because of unbelief. heb3:19

lets  now consider another conclusion which also refutes the incorrect belief that the works finished from/tfotw is the atonement.  the greek interlinear translation of heb4:3 which reads:  For we which have believed do enter into rest, as he said, as I have sworn in my wrath, if they shall enter into my rest:  although the works from the foundation of the world coming into being.  this coming into being is saying the opposite of the works were finished from the foundation of the world, but rather, implies that the works from the foundation of the world, from the inception of god whole plan of salvation, form that point forward, were coming into being.  so the idea of the works were finished/concluded is incorrect.  the only thing that was finished from the foundation of the world was the plan of salvation, but the unfolding of the fathers plan of salvation, were coming into being.

      Therefore once again the bible has proven wrong, the teaching of the cunningly devised fable, the cross is a demonstration, and boy has the day/the lord Jesus revealed during  JD,  that the cross a demonstration doctrine is just that, a fable, a lie initiated by satan, the must subtil/cunning father of lies, but used by god as a test, that the day/JD would reveal whose works of iniquity, teaching and followering the cross a demonstration doctrine, thereby going after strange flesh, jd7 and not the flesh of jesus offered on the cross. jh6:51-53  Therefore have gone after another Jesus, 2cor11:4 and not the Jesus of the bible begotten of the father this day in 7bc, ps2:7 & lk2:17of the seed of Abraham to David to Mary, mt1:17&18 and not jesus of Nazareth who died on the cross for sin, jh19:19  therefore they have departed away from the Jesus of the bible and gone after strange flesh, jd7 and have offered up to god for their sins strange fire/another different altered atonement. lev10:1   

     Therefore in JD, in this the  wedding feast of the lamb,  they have not on the proper garment of the robe of Christ righteousness provide by Jesus at the cross for every elect, typified or illustrated by what we read in mk15:24:  and when they had crucified him, (it was for the elect Jesus was crucified) they parted/divided his garments (robe of Christ righteousness).....casting lots (indicating by gods' elective good pleasure) what every man should take.  but those who have gone after strange flesh/another jesus, have departed away from the jesus of the cross, and have offered up for their sins strange fire to god, and have not the proper garment of the robe of Christ righteousness provided at the cross, and have been cast into outer darkness. mt22:11-13, and the day/jesus is revealing this to them through his word and  they have not endured to the end in believing gods' word, that Christ died for our sins at the cross according to the scriptures, 1cor 15:1-5, and their work of iniquity of the cross a demonstration, and jesus died from/tfotw teaching and believing is being burned up. 1cor3:13.

     Its now during JD, god through his word is telling those who have gone after strange flesh jd7, therefore another Jesus, 2cor11:4 and departed away from Jesus of Nazareth of the cross,jh19:19 and have offered up to god for their sins strange fire/another different altered atonement, lev10:1 as we read in mt7:22&23 & lk13:25-27, I know not whence ye are, I never knew you, and Jesus is telling them to do what they have already done:  depart from me; ye that work iniquity.

     you know the idea that Jesus is telling in mt7:22&23 & lk13:25-27 during JD those who have taught and believe the cross a demonstration and Jesus died for their sins from/tfotw to do what they have already done, that is, gone after another Jesus, departing away from the Way: so jesus is telling them,  depart from me; ye that work iniquity, is found in job21:14   as the unsaved are telling god, Depart from us;  for we desire not the knowledge (truth) of thy ways.

we also read in job 31:28  this also an iniquity to be punished by the judge:  for I should have denied the god that is above.

we read in 1 jh 2:22&23  who is a liar but he that denieth that Jesus is the Christ? messiah/savior  ....whoso denieth the son, the same hath not the father.  to deny that Jesus did not die for our sins at the cross, is it not to denying the son?  are they not enemies of the cross?ph3:8

we last looked at heb8:7:  for if that first covenant/OT had been faultless, then should no place have been sought for the second/NT.  heb8:8  For finding fault with them, he saith.... Looking at this again, it occurs to me that vs 7 is saying that god found fault only with the first covenant which was of the law heb10:8, and because of that fault, which was the blood of bull and goats could never take away sin heb10:4 there was need of a second will/NT, which is of the grace of Jesus Christ, jh1:17 by the which will we are sanctified (made holy) through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once heb10:10  therefore, we see that god specified that he only found fault with the first covenant, and did not find fault with the second covenant/NT.  therefore in heb8:8 when god says finding fault, we know that with them cannot be correct, and therefore the Greek interlinear translation is more accurate, which reads: 

           For finding fault (with the first covenant only as stated in vs7) he saith to them, (elect/house of isreal and judah) behold, the days (whole NT period, from the cross to may21,2011) come, when I will make a new/second covenant.... (established through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once in 33ad at the cross, at the cross where I first saw the light, my my)   We therefore now know that heb8:8 is not and cannot be saying that god found fault with the second covenant of grace through the perfect sacrifice for sin of the body of Jesus Christ once, which could have only been at the cross at the cross in 33 ad.  therefore again, end of story, end of the cunningly devised fable of the cross a demonstration.

     Since we've been in Hebrews, lets look at another verse which has been incorrectly used to support the false doctrine of the cross a demonstration and atonement from/tfotw.  heb9:16&17  For where a testament is, there must also of necessity be the death of the testator.  For a testament is of force after men are dead:  otherwise it is of no strength at all while the testator liveth.

     the cross a demonstration teachers and followers that these verses are proof that in order for the will to be in effect, that Christ had to have died from before/tfotw.  but what they fail to take into account is what god tells us in the preceeding verses. heb9:11  but Christ being come an high priest of good things to come.  when did Christ become our high priest? answer is found in heb2:14  For as much then as the children (elect) are partakers of flesh and blood, he (Christ) also himself likewise took part of the same:...heb2:16 for verily he took not on him the nature of angels; but he took on him the seed of Abraham. (so we know that's its Jesus Christ in 33ad spoken of in the next verse, and not Christ from/tfotw)  Heb2:17 wherefore in all things (which would most definitely include the atonement) it behoved (obligated to, ought) to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful high priest in things pertaining/offered to god, to make reconciliation/atonement for the sins of the people.   you know this verse   

all by itself, as many others says so clearly and matter of fact, that it was as the son of man, of the seed of Abraham, as the man Christ Jesus, on the cross in 33ad, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures. 1cor15:1-5  I mean really, how does anyone continue in pideful rebellion against god and his word, and continue their work of iniquity in teaching and believing the cross a demonstration and atonement from/tfotw, thereby going after strange flesh, jd7 which is another Jesus, thereby departing away from the Jesus of the bible, from Nazareth and of the cross, jh19:19 and offer up strange fire/another different atonement than the cross in33ad, therefore are being told in that day/JD, right now, as the king/Jesus is asking them, how came  thou in hither not having a wedding garment (the robe of Christ righteousness attained at the cross) and has cast them into outer darkness, and is telling them, I never knew you, depart from me, ye that work iniquity. mt7:23.

     So in answer to the ?  when did Christ become our high priest?  it was when he took on the seed of Abraham, 

and became our high priest after the order of Melchisedec, and not after the order of the levitical priesthood, who offer sacrifices according to the law, which could never take away  sin.                                                                  

heb7:21 (for those priest were made without an oath; but this with an oath by him that said unto him.  the lord sware and will not repent, thou art a priest for ever after (as in not before, but after, and Jesus came after) the order of Melchisedec:)  

heb7:22  by so much (of an oath) was Jesus made a surety of a better testament.  heb8:7&8 for finding fault with the first covenant/testament there was sought a second. so Christ became our high priest when he became the man Christ Jesus made like unto his brethren.

     

Returning to heb9:11 but Christ being come an high priest (we know from heb2:17 it was when he was made like unto his brethren and took on the seed of Abraham, and became the the son of man, the man Christ Jesus, our high priest) of good things to come,

heb9:12  neither by the blood of bull and calves, (which could never take away sin heb10:4) but by his own blood (Christ was now the man Christ Jesus) he entered once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption. through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once. heb10:10  

heb9:15  and for this cause he (Jesus Christ) is the mediator of the new/better testament, heb7:22 that by means of death (on the cross) for the redemption of the transgression under the first testament,.....

    so there you have it.  the testament that came into force was the testament of grace of jesus Christ, by the death of the testator of the better testament, the second/New testament,  Jesus Christ, through the offering of the body of jesus Christ once heb10:10 as he bore our sins in his own body on the tree 1pet2:24, having made peace through (his own blood) heb9:12 of the cross. col1:20.

    so heb9:16&17  is not and cannot be speaking about the death of the testator (who is jesus Christ) from before/tfotw, an impossibility, cause Jesus was begotten this day in 7bc by the father of the seed of Abraham, but is an fact speaking about the death of the testator, of the seed of Abraham, after the order of melchisadec, through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once heb10:10 where he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross in 33ad. 1pet2:24 

    again scripture as it always will shows that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures, at the cross at the cross in  33ad. 1cor15:1-5.

we left off last time in which I was trying to make the point of no matter how highly respected one may be, or how greatly god may have used us, as in Solomons' case, that is no guarantee that we are or were ever saved.  gods' word, the bible says, but he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved.mt24:13  this statement is said by Jesus in speaking of JD, and from the context we see enduring has to due with believing gods' word, and not false teachings, which have deceived many in JD.  As Jesus said my sheep, hear my voice jh10:27               

     we also saw in heb 10:9 how Christ coming into the world and becoming the man Christ Jesus, to bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross, 1pet2:24 he took away the first/OT, which is of the law.  That's why while dying on the cross in atonement for sin, thereby spiritually fulfilling the burnt offerings and blood sacrifices offered by the law/OT, the veil of the temple into the holy of holies, was rent from top to bottom, and there was to be no more animal sacrifices, because now the true lamb of god, our great high priest, jesus Christ, had fulfilled the promise of god in gen22:8, to provide himself as a lamb, in the person of his son. 

    we saw that by his death on the cross, he took away the first/OT, which was of the law, that he may establish the second/NT, heb10:9, through his shed blood/death on the cross, mt26:28, which the NT is of the grace of Jesus Christ. jh1:17 and its by this will of the NT, we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once. heb10:10  This verse all by itself, as so many others null & voids the teaching of the cross a demonstration, and an imaginary atonement from/tfotw.  We are sanctified (made holy) by the offering of the body of Jesus Christ,  the body prepared for him heb10:5 , by the father down thru 42 generations of man/Isreal, of the seed of Abraham and David mt1:17 and begotten of the father this day, ps2:7 & lk2:17  in the fullness of the time to the virgin Mary in 7bc. gal4:4&5  this body of Jesus Christ, the son of man, could not have atoned for sin from/tfotw.

     we also looked at heb10:7&8  for if the first/covenant had been faultless, then should no place have been sought for the second/NT. 

for finding fault with them, he saith, behold, the days come, saith the lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of isreal and the house of Judah.  the incorrect understanding that them  is referring to both covenants, the old and new, also I think led to the incorrect

teaching that  "the days come, saith the lord,  when I will make a new covenant.....is teaching there about a another covenant, besides or after the one established by jesus death on the cross.  the new covenant spoken about in vs 8, is the New testament established by jesus death on the cross.

     In those days I will make a new covenant....is actually a quote from jer31:31 in which god is foretelling the day would come when the old covenant of the law, would be done away with, and the new covenant by grace of jesus Christ would be established by the shed blood/death of jesus on the cross.

    It was considered that the them god found fault was not both covenants, but the them was referring to the burnt offerings and blood sacrifices of the first/old covenant, which could never take away sin, heb10:4,5&8, which I think is a valid consideration. 

   lets also consider this, in the interlinear greek, we get a more accurate translation of heb8:8  For finding fault, (with the first covenant) saith the lord to them, (the house of isreal and Judah/the elect) behold the days come..... so with the interlinear greek translation  than is no reason to think them is referring to the  covenants at all, but the them is the elect. so when we read heb8:8   we see the them is referring to either the animal sacrifices or more likely to the house of Isreal and Judah/spiritually the elect.   but definitely with no question is it or could it be possibly be speaking about the perfect covenant of grace of the new testament established in Jesus death/blood shed on the cross for the remission of sins. heb9&10 & mt26:28. 

     in heb8:10;  for this is the covenant that I will make with the house of isreal after those days    

after those days is referring to the days after the first/covenant/OT is taken away by jesus, and he established the second/NT with his death on the cross, it is not referring to those days after the great tribulation, which has been mistakenly taught.  we know this not only because of heb9:8-10, but also in heb8 the next verses 10-11 speak of the saving of the elect.

     then we read in heb8:13:  in that he saith, a new convenant/testament, he hath made the first old. now that which decayeth and waxeth old/first/old covenant is ready to vanish away. 

so this tells us after the new/second covenant is establish, which was by the death of jesus Christ on the cross, the old is taken away/waxeth old.  

thee again the old/first is taken away, the new/second testament is established.  there is no another or third covenant.  the bible consist of only the first/old testament, and the second/new testament.  thee is nothing else, period.  lord willing we'll continue next time

we last were looking at Heb10:10:  By the which will/NT we are sanctified ( purified,made holy) through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ.   so we're clearly are being told here in heb10:10 that the elect are purified by Jesus our high priest offering of his body as a atonement for sin.  which is what's  further stated in 1pet2:24:  WHO his own self bare our sin in his own body on the tree/cross.  here again scriptures is in complete disagreement with the cunningly devised fable of the cross a demonstration and Jesus died for sin from/tfotw.  the body of Jesus Christ could only be the one that was prepared for him by the father down through 42 generations of Isreal,  from Abraham to David to Christ. math1:17.  in math 1:1-16 god gives a more detailed account of the bloodline of Jesus, which includes 36 begat (3x12, the purpose of the fullness of the bloodline to bring forth the savior) 

     Now to dismiss this detailed telling in scripture of the preparation of the body of jesus Christ by the father, who begat jesus to the virgin mary in 7 bc, to be the one spoken of in heb10:10 ...we are sanctified through the offering of the body of jesus Christ  O N C E  for all, as the body offered up to god in atonement for the elect sins, and say well, Christ must have took on a body apart from the human race, and in that body atoned for their sins from/tfotw, is to say I know what the bible says, but I know different, I'm the authority.

     

     In so doing those who teach and follow this cunningly devised fable/lie, have gone after strange flesh, jd7, and not the flesh of Jesus who said:  except you eat of the flesh/body of the son of man, (his body offered as a sacrifice in atonement for sin on the tree/cross1pet2:24), and drink his blood (spiritually drink of the cup of the wrath of god in Christ Jesus) you have no (spiritual) life/salvation in you. jh6:53 and have gone after strange flesh, and not the flesh of the son of man/Jesus Christ, and therefore have gone after another jesus, 2cor11:4, and offered up to god strange fire/another different atonement for their sin, lev10:1, and like the men of Sodom & Gomorrah who had gone after strange flesh jd7 and Aarons sons who offered up strange fire lev10:1, and were all consumed by fire, those who teach and follow the cross a demonstration doctrine and atonement from/tfotw, have gone after another jesus/strange flesh, and have offered up to god for their sins strange fire/another different atonement than the cross, are also being consumed by eternal fire of the wrath of god, in this evil day of JD.     

     Lets not overlook that Jesus said in jh6:53,  except you eat of the flesh of the son of man ..... now look, for those who teach and follow the false doctrine of the cross a demonstration, when Jesus say "eat of the flesh     son of man" which Christ had to become in order to be our high priest and make himself an offering on the cross for our sins.  so when jesus said except you eat of the flesh of the son of man,  Jesus made it impossible for an imaginary from/tfotw atonement by Christ, in an imaginary body, neither of which does the bible speak of, cause that would be  another Jesus they're trusting atone for their sins.  It could not have been the son of man of the seed of Abraham and David thru 42 generations of isreal/man and born to the virgin mary in 7bc. mat1:17&18  Therefore;  end of story, or I should say, end of their cunningly devised fable/lie. . .                           Again, so no one misses the indisputable point, that any imaginary atonement from/tfotw which the bible does not speak about, is just that, imaginary, cause it was not, and could not have possibly been by the son of man, Jesus Christ.  In their teaching and following the cross a demonstration doctrine, they have committed work of iniquity and have departed away from the Jesus of the cross, of the bible.  these are the ones in math7:23 and lk13:27 who jesus is now saying to in that day/JD:  Depart from me, all ye that work iniquity.                                                                                                                                              

     We have learned that from heb 10:9 that jesus did away with the first will/OT (which is of the law vs8) that he may establish the second/NT, which is of the grace of jesus Christ. jh1:17  Its by grace (of jesus Christ) ye are saved. eph 2:5  thats why we read in 2tim1:9  who hath saved us, and called with an holy calling, not according to our works, but according to his own purpose and grace, which was given us in Christ jesus before the world began.  what was given us according to gods' purpose of election, was the grace of jesus Christ.  this verse is not saying that jesus died before the world began, that's an impossibility, cause Christ became the son of man, the man Christ jesus at the incarnation in 7bc.  I have even heard people who follow the cunningly devised fable of the cross a demonstration, that this verse says we were saved before the world began, HUH? 

no one was saved until after they were born or at in the case of john the Baptist conceived/begat/born in the womb of elizabeth, then every elect MUST be born again.  what! the rest of the bible does't count anymore.       

that's why we read in 2pet3:9:  the lord.....is longsuffering to us-ward, (the elect) not willing that any should perish.

     2tim1:9 is speaking of the works of the plan of salvation by the father that were finished from the foundation of the world. heb4:3 which included the choosing and electing to salvation those to be saved, and they were given to the son, all that the father giveth me (before the world began) shall come to me...jh6:37.  those works also included the meticulous preparation of the body of jesus Christ, down through 42 generation of the nation of isreal.  which  our high priest would offer up on the tree to sanctify, save us and reconcile us back to god. 

these and others include the works finished from/tfotw by the father, and then jesus came to finish as he said in jh3:34  my meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish (execute, carry out, conclude) his work.

isn't that what Christ say in heb10:9 lo, I come to do thy will, o god. he taketh away the first,/will/OT which was of the law, which god found fault with, cause it could never bring anyone to salvation, but was to point to the savior.  heb8:7&8  for if that first covenant/will had been faultless (it imputed sin, and could not save) then should no place have been sought for the second./NT   for finding fault with them (the burnt offerings & blood sacrifices under the first covenant)  "sacrifice and offering and burnt offering and offering for sin thou would not, neither had pleasure therein: which are offered by the law;" heb10:8 continuing in heb8:8, behold the days come, saith the lord, when I will make a new covenant.../NT (by grace in the blood of jesus Christ) mt26:28  for this is the blood (his blood, the man Jesus Christ blood) of the new testament/will. which is shed for the REMISSION OF SINS.  THERE IS NO OTHER CONVENANT OR WILL, why would there be, when the covenant of grace through the blood of jesus Christ is PERFECT.    The teaching that their is another covenant, is plain and simply wrong!   the bible consist of only two covenants, the old and new, and the new being perfect in the grace and blood of Jesus Christ, therefore there is no need of any other.  to say there is, is I'm afraid a possible violation of rev:22:18, if any man shall add unto these things (in the bible) god shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book.  

     you know the much revered teacher who made that claim, which is taught today by others, and who also initiated the false doctrine of the cross a demonstration, and never repented of it, and who also has rejected the teachings of the biblical time line and turned back from believing that may 21,2011 was JD, and the end of salvation, and taught that god was still saving, which as a result family radio and many others also still teach and believe god is still saving today.   while it is correctly said of others who have turned back to the day of salvation, that the day, JD is revealing they have not endured to the end in believing gods' word, an exception is made for this noted and much revered teacher.   well, man may be a respecter of persons, but god is not.   the excuse and exception made for their much revered teacher is he turned back as a result of a stroke.  if my memory serves me right, correct me if I'm wrong, he believed it was jd, and the end of salvation up till  oct21,2011.  then when the world did not end on oct21,2011, that's when he said, well we were wrong, and no man knows the day or hour, and started teaching its still the day of salvation.   again if my memory serves me right, correct me  if I'm wrong, he continued to believe it was JD and the end of salvation after he had his stroke in june or july of 2011, and did not turn back from JD, no more salvation until oct ,2011.           god is not a repecter of persons.   I find it more than ironic, that the very one god used to show from the bible, that Solomon, who previously, everyone assumed was a child of god, that it was shown by this same teacher that dispite Solomon being used as a great type of Christ, in his old age he  turned/departed  away from god, and went after the gods of his wives.   so dispite being greatly used of god, Solomon was a great type of Christ, in that he was given more wisdom than any other, he had more riches than any other, he was used of god to build the temple, and through Solomon we have Proverbs, Ecclesiastes, and song of Solomon, and yet even with all that,  it was shown by this teacher from the bible, in all likelihood Solomon was not saved. 

and here we have this same teacher who when god had his hand on him and was using greatly in teaching many truths from the bible, when god  stop working to will and to do his good pleasure in this teacher, he usurp his hand/will over the bible, and taught dispite all the biblical proof to the contrary, that Christ did not died for our sins on the cross,   according to the scriptures, 1cor15:1-5, and did much violence to the word of god in an attempt to make that doctrine harmonize with the bible.   vilence done to rom1:3&4 in teaching it says Christ became the son of god  from a resurrection from before/tfotw.   violence done to mk13:32, that the son was ot jesus, but satan, then the church.  violence done to gal4:4&5 that its not speaking of Christ coming into the world in the fullness of the time in 7 bc, but about each time god saves someone.  statements like allah is another name for god in the bible, and they pray to the same god we do, HUH?   my god and the god of the bible is Jesus Christ.   running out of time
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Before going on I would like to correct an error of omission in the last e-mail. when typing jh19:5     I omitted placing a comma, it should have read:

Behold, the man!  that comma actually places more emphasis on the point I believe god is making that Jesus was under the judgment of god as a man in atonement for the elect sins as required according to 1cor15:20 & 45-47, heb10:4&5.   with the comma it reads like this:

Behold, (pause)  the man!  So I thank god for causing me to notice that error and allowing me to correct it, my apologies.

     

     Since heb10:4&5 was mentioned, and I hope everyone looks at them, lets also to clearly show that by the man jesus Christ in 33ad on the cross the atonement for sin was made, lets look at just a few verses down at heb10:9-10:

     

     Then said he, (Christ from/tfotw) lo, I come (into the world, see vs 5) to do thy will , o god, He (Christ Jesus) taketh away the first, (will/old testament which is of the law, see vs 8) that he may establish the second. (will/the new testament which is of the grace of jesus Christ.

we read in jh1:17:  "for the law was given by moses, (which included the levitical burnt offerings and blood sacrifices pointing to the lamb/sacrifice of god for sin the lord jesus Christ as we're told in jh1:29: behold the lamb of god, which taketh away (bareth) the sin of the world. 

?, how could Jesus take away sin, present perfect tense as in to happen, beginning in the garden and finished on the cross, and not took away sin, past tense, as in already happened, but jh1:29 says taketh away/bareth sin.  So how could jesus take away or bare sin in the present, if it was already taken away/bore from/tfotw. 

answer, he couldn't.  again scriptures shows that an from/tfotw atonement is not in agreement with scripture, and is in fact a cunningly devised fable. 2pet1:16 

continuing from heb10:9 we went to jh1:17 to how that the second will/NT, was established by jesus Christ:  for the law came by mose, but grace and truth by jesus Christ.

we read in heb10:10:  by the which will/(NT in the blood of jesus MT26:28) we are sanctified through the offering of the body of jesus Christ.  

this clearly tells us our sins which could not be taken away by the blood of bull and goats, was sanctified/cleansed by the body/bloodmt26:28 & col1:20 of J E S U S Christ.  running out of time lord permitting we look some more at this. 
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We were last looking at mt20:28 showing that jesus died in his soul at the cross:  the son of man came...to give his life/soul a ransom (payment) for many.  another verse we previously looked at is mt26:28:  my soul is exceeding sorrowful/deeply grieved, even unto death.  really this verse needs no explanation, it just matter of fact telling us that as the lamb of god which bareth the sin of the world, jhn1:29 jesus beginning in the garden of gethsemane,  began experiencing spiritual death in his soul as he began to drink of the cup of the wrath of god in making ransom/payment for the sins of the elect, he was baring in his body on his way to the cross.1pet2:24

     This reminds me of a verse incredibly has not been mention previously, and I read it recently, and felt it has to be included as proof that its by jesus Christ, not Christ from/tfotw, before god becoming man, but by the son of god and the son of man, jesus Christ who had his beginning when he was begotten/born this day of the father, in 7bc, and called his name Jesus. ps2:7, lk2:11, mt1:29   This Jesus of Nazareth went to the cross, jh19:19 and shed his blood/died, mt26:28 to make peace between god and man through the blood of his cross,  reconciling us back to god. col1:20   Its a very much quoted verse, especially during the day of salvation.

     

     "For the wages of sin is death, (the 2nd death;/eternal damnation, we've earned it by our sin) but the gift of god is eternal life through Jesus Christ our lord."  not Christ before he became the incarnate god man Jesus Christ, but through Jesus Christ, who didn't have his beginning as the man Christ Jesus until 7bc, so Christ before he became man could not have atoned for our sins. why?  for since by man came death, by man (the man Christ jesus, really how much clearer could god tell us that by the man Christ jesus came) the resurrection. 1cor15:21  also, For if through the offence (sin) of one (Adam) many be dead, much more the grace of god, and the gift (salvation) by grace, by one man, (man, man) Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many. roms5:15 which is in complete agreement and harmony with 1tim2:5&6:  "for one god, and one mediator between god and men, the man Christ jesus; who gave himself (as in his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross1pet2:24) who (the man Christ Jesus)  gave himself a ransom for all," remember that why Jesus the son of man came, to give his life a ransom for many. math20:28                     

     so again, Christ from/tfotw, before the incarnation in 7bc, could not have made atonement for mans sins.   Really, until the cross a demonstration teachers and followers can explain that, they should know they don't have truth.  I asked a well known teacher of the cross a demonstration gospel that very ?  how could Christ before he became man in 7bc, atone for sin from/tfotw, since from 1 cor15:21, we know that Christ had to be man since by man came death, by man must come the resurrection.  his answer was, well, he must of took on a body.  I mean, that's their answer.  that Christ took on a body apart from sinful humanity,  and made atonement.  come on, r u kidding me,  r u kidding yourselves?  cause be not deceived, your sure not kidding God.                     

     Now again, how much clearer can the word of god be, that it was only as the son of man, the god man, the man Christ jesus that the  ransom could be paid, the atonement made.  I mean really, there should be no more doubt about this, god, in accord with his own word, would not have atoned for mans sins from/tfotw, before god became man in 7bc, period.   another verse in which god, as he repeatedly did, so there was no way to miss the point god was making to us, that it was as a man, that Christ had to pay for the sins of man;       in the judgment of Jesus on the way to the cross we read in jh19:5:  Behold the man!  That exclamation point is put there by god, its as if god it seems is almost screaming the point to us, BEHOLD THE MAN!                                                isn't that god, telling us, this is he, this is your savior, my beloved son in whom I am well pleased?   I say, and I think I have biblical backing, woe!  to those who have gone after another Jesus, than the Jesus of the cross.  And the jesus of the cross let us all know when the ransom was paid in full when he said:  IT IS FINISHED. jh19:30

   I'll tell you for anyone to read into these verses anything else, is just, its no explanation for it, but blind pride, in refusing to humble ourselves under the mighty hand of god, and to as god tells us in is66:5:         Hear the word of the LORD, ye that tremble at his word.    

     Continuing to show that jesus suffered only on his way to and on the cross for sin, lets look at roms 6:10:  for in that he died, he died unto sin once:  From the context of previous verses we know this is speaking of the man christ Jesus:  "for when we were yet without strength, (spiritually dead) in due time Christ died for the ungodly. roms5:6   This use by god of in due time, (which is the foreknown/appointed time, from the foundation of the world that Jesus would be the lamb slain in 33ad at the cross, as a sacrifice for sin) this in due time clearly and matter of fact rules out Christ dying for the ungodly from/tfotw.  the cross a demonstration teachers and followers will just dismiss this verse and many others that just don't harmonize with from/tfotw atonement.  Cause roms6:10  explains that Jesus is the lamb slain from the foundation of the world rev13:8 in the mind of god because it was then that he was foreknown and appointed by the father as part of his work of planning out the whole plan of salvation.   this is also the explanation of heb4:3:  For we which have believed do enter into rest, as he said, as I have sworn in my wrath, if they shall enter my rest:  although the works were finished from the foundation of the world.  to understand what god means by the works were finished from/tfotw we have to consider first the "they" god is speaking of is national isreal.  in the previous verse 2 god tells that the word preached them/isreal did not profit them, (into salvation) not being mixed with faith in them that heard.     

     hebs3:18&19 gives an explanation of hebs4:3  where god says, ....as i have sworn in my wrath,.... hebs3:18&19  and to whom sware he that they should not enter into his rest. but to them (isreal) that believed not?  So we see they/Israel could not enter in cause of unbelief.  so the context  is god is speaking about the unbelief of isreal, and there failure to enter into his rest.  lets now see what god means by his rest.  

    hebs4:4;  for he spake in a certain place of the seventh day on this wise, And god did rest the seventh day from all his works.  so god here in making reference to resting on the seventh day is pointing ahead to the seventh day Sabbath, in which isreal was to rest/do no work, which was pointing to the rest that Jesus, not Christ from/tfotw, but Jesus; Therefore the son of man, is lord of the sabbath, mk2:28  would provide rest from working to get right with god through his atoning death on the cross.

    so the works that were finished that god is speaking of is the work of the father from the foundation of the world of the whole plan of salvation which included, foreknowing, predestinating, and calling the elect to be saved. roms8:29  so when god said if they should enter into my rest although the works (of election) were finished from/tfotw, god is saying he knows they will not enter into his rest, cause they were not elected.  lord willing we'll look at this some more
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we were looking at how the scriptures show that Christ died only at the cross in atonement for sin. 

 and not as from/TFOTW teachers and followers believe according to their cunningly devised fable, that jesus suffered the wrath of god twice, once for sin from/tfotw and then at the cross as a demonstration of what he did from/tfotw.    we considered roms6:9:  knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more;  we see that this dieth no more rules out a from/TFOTW death atonement, cause Jesus died on the cross.  the from/tfotw  death atonement teachers and believers will say, well jesus died in his soul from/tfotw, but he only died physically at the cross.  we previously pretty well showed from scripture that jesus died in his soul on his way to and on the cross with verses as:  the son of man came....to give his life/soul a ransom (payment) for many. mt20:28             

now as said before, if in fact jesus did not do that when he came into the world, on his way to and on the cross,

then jesus lied, and of course its impossible for god to lie, so we know that's exactly what jesus did, he gave his life/soul a ransom for many.  this reminds us of another verse:  this is a faithful saying, (not a cunningly devised fable) and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ JESUS came into the world TO SAVE SINNERS.  how much clearer can god say it.  again, from/tfotw teachers and believers in rebellious defense of their imaginary atonement, somewhere, but nowhere, before time, before the law, before sin entered into the world, that jesus came to make manifest, they say it with emphasis, to makkke maannifest, what he did from/tfotw, and by going back to heaven, the holy spirit was pour out and god would then apply salvation attained from/tfotw to them.

   this would probably be their explanation of mt20:28,  but in doing this, they have usurp their authority, their will, over the word of god, which tells us that jesus, the jesus of the bible, the only begotten son of the father, ps2:7 & lk2:11 and the son of man, the jesus of the bible, of Nazareth, of the cross, jh19:19, is the product of 42 generations of isreal/man, from the seed of Abraham as promised, Gal3:16 of the seed of david, rom1:3 to mary. in 7bc. mt1:17&18

     

     that's why when they say jesus died from/tfotw, cause see they say that cause they recognize that the bible clearly teaches that Jesus is the savior, 2ti:1:10, titus1:4. 2:13, 3:6, 2pet1:1, 1:11, i'll stop here; so they say that jesus died from/tfotw,  but it could not be the jesus of the bible, who had his beginning as the man christ jesus in 7bc.  therefore they are preaching/teaching another jesus, 2cor11:4.  in their jesus that they're trusting died for their sins from/tfotw they are going after STRANGE flesh, jd7 not jesus flesh and blood, jh6;51-53 & mt28:28 in which he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross1pet2:24, making peace through the blood/death of his cross. col1:20  therefore they have offered up to god as atonement for their sins, STRANGE fire. lev10:1

     in teaching and believing the cunningly devised fable, 2pet1:16, by the most subtil/cunning serpent/satan,

 gen3:1, therefore they have gone after strange flesh, another jesus, and offered strange fire/atonement to god, 

in doing all this we have learned in their gone after strange flesh,  they have departed away from the jesus of the bible, the jesus of the cross,

and they are the ones jesus is saying in mt723 and lk13:27:  depart from me, ye that work iniquity, cause that's what they have done with their cross is a demonstration doctrine, and have deceived many. running out of time, lord willing we'll continue nest time

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we've looked at two historical accounts in the bible, the account of the men in Sodom and Gomorrah going after strange flesh in jd7, and Aarons sons offering strange fire in lev10:1, that are pointing to the JD test of the cunningly devised fable 2pet1:16 the cross a demonstration doctrine, and jesus suffered the wrath of god twice; the first from the foundation of the world in the atonement for sin, and again as a demonstration of what he did from TFOTW at the cross.  now before we go any further, I ask you, is the idea that jesus suffered the wrath of god twice in accordance or harmony with scripture?  Lets go to the bible for our answer.

     "Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth  no more;" rom  6:9a  this alone rules out a from/ TFOTW death atonement.  because if Christ died from/TFOTW, then since he dieth no more, then there would have never been the death of Christ on the cross.  but like all scripture this is a true statement, because its speaking about the death of Christ on the cross, after which he arose to dieth no more.  we read in rev1:18 the lord Jesus Christ saying:  "I am he that liveth, and was dead; and behold, I am alive for evermore, amen; (end of story.  Clearly this claim by Jesus is made after he died on the cross, and he said, I am alive for evermore.   now if he was saying this after dying from(I'm trying to refrain myself from laughing, cause this whole idea of Jesus dying from/TFOTW is after all we've learned, laughable, a cunningly devised fable) cause if Jesus was speaking about his death from/TFOTW when he then said in rev1:18 :  "I am alive for evermore,"  then again there would not have been a death of Jesus on the cross.  and again its clearly Jesus Christ speaking in rev1:18, and you from/TFOTW teachers and believers can't get around the biblical fact that Christ as Jesus Christ had his beginning in 7bc.  ruling out again Jesus dying from/TFOTW.   I can't help but saying here in light of all the additional truths and insights god has given us about this cunningly devised fable of the cross a demon-stration, and additional truths and insights showing and revealing more clearly than ever, that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures at the cross 1cor15:1-5, for the teachers and believers of the cunningly devised fable of the cross a demonstration to  continue in their work of iniquity and continue to lie to the holy ghost, cause every time one teaches thus sayeth the lord, the word of god, jesus died for my sins from/TFOTW, he is lying to the holy ghost, just shows how in rebellion they are against the cross atonement, they are enemies of the cross of Christ, whose end is destruction, whose god is their belly, (desires of their own heart)....phil3:18.   running out of time, lord willing we're continue next time

    we know stand in 1cor 15:1 is connecting keeping in memory the cross as a test in JD also because of eph6:13 ..take unto you the whole armour of god, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day(JD), and having done all, (of go ye  therefore, and teach all nations mk2819 with the gospel of salvation) and having done all, to stand. 

     lets also consider psalm 6:8:  depart from me all ye workers of iniquity;....  Here we see god again using the same phrase we see in math7:21-23 and lk 13:25-27.  we have learned that depart away from is the meaning of going after strange flesh in jd7, therefore departing from the jesus of the bible, of the cross, and going after another jesus, 2cor11:4 which this depart away from the jesus of the bible, of the cross, is work of iniquity.  and jesus is telling the many who are saying in JD, lord lord have we not done in thy name many wonderful works,mt7:22  Jesus is  telling them as he is revealing to them in the day (jd) thru his word that their work of iniquity of teaching and believing the cross a demonstration, of going after strange flesh, another Jesus, and departing away from him, the jesus of the bible, of the cross, is being burned up. 1cor3:13  Jesus is telling them here in ps6:8 as he is in mat22:23 and lk 13:27 to do what they have all ready done by their work of inquity, depart from me, all workers of inquity.

     and comparing ps6:8 with Ps5:5:  the foolish shall not stand in thy sight: (in JD)thou hatest all workers of iniquity.  we see again with the phrase shall not stand, god again connecting the work of inquity to JD.

and so as the day is revealing to the many in JD who are doing the work of iniquity of believing the cross a demonstration doctrine, that they are not standing, cause as we told in ep6:13, take unto you the whole armour of god, which is the gospel of salvation  vs14:  Stand therefore, having your loins (being) girt about with truth,/ the true gospel/jesus and having on the breastplate of righteousness (robe of Christ righteousness provided by jesus at the cross).  

     Therefore those who have taught and believed the cross a demonstration doctrine have not heeded the warning to keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross, 1cor15:2-5, and therefore are not standing in the evil day eph6:13 for they have not the armour of the true gospel by which we are saved, and wherein we stand in JD, 1cor15:1 they have not the breastplate of jesus Christ righteousness that Christ died for our sins

to attain at the cross, they have not kept in meomory that Christ died for our sins at the cross, therefore they have failed the test of the cunningly devised fable, the cross a demonstration doctrine, by the most subtil/cunning serpent/satan, the father of lie, jh8:4, showing they have not endured to the end, but have been deceived by false prophets, there love for the true gospel, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, has waxed cold mat24:11-13,  and they have worked iniquity by going after strange flesh, jd7 have departed away from the jesus of the bible, who provided his flesh and blood at the cross for the remissions of sin, jh6:51-53 & mt26:28 and therefore have gone after strange fleshjd7 by teaching and believing another jesus died for their sins 2cor11:4, therefore have offered up to god strange fire lev10:1/another altered different atonement than the cross.

     and as we read in mt7:21-23 and lk13:25-27 the lord jesus is now in that day/JD, to the many who are saying lord lord in thy name have we not done many wonderful works, telling they that work iniquity of departing away from him, the jesus of the cross, by their teaching and believing the cunningly devised fable of the cross a demon-stration, the lord is telling them to do what they have already done; depart from me, ye that work iniquity.  and like the king/jesus did in the wedding feast of the supper of the lamb going on right now in JD, the day/Jesus is revealing to them their work of iniquity are being burned up in the lake of fire of the wrath of god, 1cor3:13 and they are in JD and the wedding feast without the proper garment of Christ righteousness attained at the cross, and is having them cast out into the outer darkness/eternal damnation. mt22:11-13.

     So we have seen from mt7:21-23 and lk 13:25-27 that its during JD that  many, they that work iniquity, are teaching and believing the cunningly devised fable the cross a demonstration, and another Jesus died for their sin from TFOTW.  Therefore have departed away from the Jesus of nazareth, of the bible, that died for our sins at the cross according to the scriptures.jh19:19   We also have seen how 1 cor15:1 where God said the gospel he preached unto us ... and where in we stand is the gospel that Christ died for  sins at the cross.  we have seen that the phrase "wherein we stand" in 1 cor 15:1 is connecting the warning to keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross vs2  to JD, showing that the cunningly devised fable the cross a demonstration is a JD test, to show who will endure to the end in believing that Christ died for our sins according to gods word the scriptures, and to be used by god during JD/right now to reveal whose work of iniquity of  going after strange flesh jd7, departing away from the jesus who gave his flesh and bloodjh6:51-51 , and who bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross, and there fore have departed away from jesus of the bible, and have gone after another jesus 2cor11:4/strange fleshjd7, and therefore have offered up to god strange fire lev10:1/another different altered atonement for sin than jesus death on the cross.  therefore as the men of Sodom and Gomorrah in jd7 and Aarons sons in lev10:1 and the quest without the proper wedding garment of jesus righteousness attained at the cross in math22: are cast into outer darkness/the lake of fire.
     we saw that the phrase "wherein we stand" connects the cross a demonstration as a test during JD, when we compared it to eph6:13:  wherefore take unto you the whole armour of god, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, (JD) and having all, of go ye into all the world with the gospel of salvation) to stand.  so we see that stand has to do with those that are saved /the elect during the evil day of JD.  
    one more verse showing this work of iniquity the cross a demonstration, departing from the jesus of the bible is a JD test is in running out of time we look at this again, lord permitting

before we continue in math7 & lk13, I'd like to address the question ask during ebibles  Mondays Q&A.  a caller asked something to the effect of how Christ not being the son until he rose from dead from TFOTW, effected the trinity.  a legitimate question, because if at anytime Christ was not the son, then who was he in the godhead before he became the son.  you see the problem with the idea of christ becoming the son from an imaginery  resurrection, somewhere, but nowhere, from TFOTW.  because if at any time Christ was not the son of god, then there was not a god the father until Christ became the son.  you can't have a father without the son.
     
     and since from roms 1:20 we know the godhead is eternal: 
"...his eternal power and godhead,"  that would also seem to imply there  also had to be an eternal son, which would make null&void the whole idea of Christ becoming the son at some point.  
      the verse that was used to give an answer was 1jh5:7:  for there are three that bear record in heaven, the father, the word, and the holy ghost: and the three are one.  and it was associated with john 1:1:  in the beginning was the word, and the word was with god, and the word was god.  and of course the word is Christ.  now how these verses support the idea of christ become the son due to rising from the dead from TFOTW, I don't know and sure didn't get an answer from what was said.
as a matter of fact 1jh5:7 supports the godhead as consisting of the father son/word and the holy ghost.  nowhere in this verse is there an indication of a from TFOTW resurrection.  the fact the father is mentioned, means that the word had to be christ the son, else who was the father father of. 
   guy berry referred to a beginning in reference to Christ, which is correct.  but his error is in seeing that beginning as becoming the son of god.  again, that means before that point there could not have been a god the father.  the correct beginning that Christ had was as the son of man in 7bc when he was begotten of the father by the holy spirit to the virgin mary.  thats the begotten spoken of in ps2:7....this DAY have I begotten thee:  now we see in the bible what DAY that was in lk2:11:  for unto you is born/begotten this DAY in the city of david, a saviour, (the son of god incarnate as the son of man) which is Christ the lord.  thats the beginning Christ had, not as the son of god, but as the son of man, this day in 7bc.   and the decree spoken of in ps2:7 that was prophesied it was going to be declared, (cause thats what ps2:7 is, a messianic psalm, prophesing about the coming  messiah,) that decree was declared by god to the shepherds.  so we see by comparing ps2:7 with lk2:11 that a resurrection from the dead, HUH?   is not in view, but christ the eternal son of god, being begotten/born of the father to mary,  to become jesus Christ, the god man, the second man/adam.1cor15:47, the only begotten of the father, the only begotten son of god.  because Jesus Christ was the only one begotten/born by the father to a human mother without a human father. that's what the only begotten son is referring to, the birth of jesus Christ, and not an imaginery resurrection from the dead from TFOTW.HUH?    so again the bible won't allow for the teaching of an imaginery atonement by another jesus.2cor11:4  the jesus of the bible was born this day in Bethlehem, lk2:11 down thru 42 generations of mankind to the virgin mary.math1:17&18 and bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross1pet2:24

we last was looking at lk13:25-27 and how its set in JD, and is further insight into the same parable spoken about in math7:21-23.  we've come to vs 27:  but he shall say, I tell you, I know not whence ye are, or in math 7:23 I never knew you, vs 27 continues:  depart from me, all workers of iniquity, and in math7:23 depart from me, ye that work iniquity.

so here again we see jesus telling those who work iniquity, that is as we've learned, the many who are going after strange flesh/other godsjd7, which is the teaching and believing another jesus died for their sin from TFOTW 2cor11:4, therefore are offering up to god strange fire/another, different altered atonement for their sin lev10:1:  jesus is telling them in each parable to depart from me, which they have already done in going after strange flesh, which is departing away from the jesus they believed in before the cunningly devised fable, the cross is a demonstration doctrine.  so we see and know from the telling of this parable twice in the bible that this work of iniquity of the teaching another jesus died from TFOTW for sin is happening in JD.  and is a means through which god is showing through his word, that is the day/JD, is revealing whose works of iniquity are being burned up,1cor3:13  and those who are not enduring to the end in believing gods word, but and are following false prophets/teachers, cause the love for the truth has waxed cold math24:11-13 and not in believing gods word that Christ died for our sins at the cross in 33ad. 1cor15:1-5

We last left off speaking from mal 2:8 "ye have corrupted the convenant of levi, saith the LORD of hosts."  

Levi here is clearly speaking about the lord jesus Christ as we know from the prior verses 4-6:

     4:  and ye shall know that I have sent this commandment unto you , that my covenant might be with levi, saith LORD. 

     5:  my covenant (of grace which came by jesus Christ  jn1:17) was with him (levi) of life and peace;(salvation) and 

I gave them to himfor the fear wherewith he feared me, and was afraid before my name.

     6:  the law of truth was in his mouth, and iniquity was not found in his lips:.... 

     so the covenant of levi is speaking about the convenant of grace provided by the atoning death of jesus Christ on the cross in 33ad.  we read jesus saying as he was about to pass the cup, typifying his blood he would shed as he drank of the cup of the wrath of god for the sins of the elect beginning in the garden of gathsemene and finishing on the cross:  for this is my blood of the new testament/(covenant) which is shed for many for the remission of sins.mt26:28                        

     I mean how much clearer could god be telling us that its by the shed blood/death of jesus on the cross that our sins are paid for and thereby forgiven.  how much plainer could god tell us, huh? come on, stop lying to the holy ghost with your cunningly devised fable by satan the most cunning father of lies by his cross a demon-stration teachers and followers.  stop ignoring the word of god here in mt26:28 and making yourselves the authority, teaching and believing that jesus, who did not have his beginning until the incarnation of Christ becoming man in 7bc, somehow died from TFOTW for your sins.   maybe your jesus, which is another jesus,2cor11:4 but not the jesus of the bible.  jesus down thru 42 (7x6, the perfection of the bloodline of jesus through man) generations of man/isreal, from Abraham to david to Christ to mary mt1:17-18, not jesus of Nazareth,jn19:19 who bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross.1pet2;24

so the covenant of levi spoken of in mal2:8 is the new testament in the shed blood of jesus Christ, which is the covenant of grace/of life and peace, abolishing the old convenant/testament which is of the law. heb10:8,9&10 I mean again how much plainer could god make it that it was by jesus death on this earth, at calvary, on the cross that jesus of Nazareth bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 

     and god tells us in mal2:8 they have polluted that covenant.  which is exactly what the many in math7:21-23 are during during jd, by going after strange flesh,jd7, which is the teaching of another jesus,2cor11:4, and have and are offering to god strange firelev10:1/a different, altered, polluted, atonement for sin other than by jesus flesh/body, jn6:51&53 on the cross. 

  all this is being done during JD, as we read about math&:21-23 again in lk 13.

     vs 25:  when once the master of the house is risen up, and hath shut to the door, (the end of the GT, and start of JD on the world may21,2011 math24:29) and ye begin to knock at the door, saying lord, lord, open unto us; (these are those who are looking back and wanting it to still be the day of salvation, part of the many in math7:21-23) and he shall answer and say unto you, I know not whence ye are (I never knew you math7:23)

     vs 26:  then ye shall begin to say, we have eaten and drunken in thy presence, and thou hast taught in our streets. (have we not prophesied in thy name....and in thy name done many wonderful works Math7:22)    

and he shall say unto you running out of time

we last looked at math7:21-23, and lets look at it again. you know its definitely speaking about right now, so god may very well be giving further insights into these verses for our understanding unto his glory.  again the setting is JD, where jesus says that many will say to god, lord, lord, have we not .....in thy name done many wonderful works in my name.vs22

notice the use of the word we (plural) by god indicating this is being said collectively by many as a group.  in vs 21 the lord said not everyone that saith unto me, lord, lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he (singular) that doeth the will of my father..jesus did not say but they (plural) that doeth the will.....will enter into heaven.  see, that's how god looks at and deals with the child of god during JD, as individuals.  their is no more church or group that god is looking at as a representative of the kingdom of god anymore. but again, notice the response of many during JD,  lord lord have we not done....many wonderful works.  so the ? needed to be asked is, are there people, and I think there are, finding false comfort, support, and false boldness/assurance at this time in JD, from their association, involvement and agreement with a group, or even a teacher?  the bible has shown over and over the majority is usually wrong.  now there is nothing wrong in itself in belonging to a fellowship or whatever you want to call it, but each one thinks their being faithful to gods' word, but the record will show they are wrong about one are both of the test god has set up during JD, the cross and may21,2011, to reveal whose works are being burned up, and who is enduring to the end in believing gods'word that Christ died for our sins at the cross according to the scriptures, 1cor15:1-5, and that immediately after the GT, may21,2011, the light of the gospel to save was put out. math24:29  The teaching and believing that jesus, who was not born until 7bc, died for their sins from/before TFOTW, is going after strange flesh, jd7, which is another jesus, 2cor11:4, and that may21, was not JD, and god is still saving, is looking back to the day of salvation, remember lot's wife,lk17:32 and in heb10:38&39  we're told by god that his soul has no pleasure in him that draw back, because their showing their under judgment.  their works of iniguity are being burned up, and they are being revealed  by the lord through his word that they have not the proper garment of jesus Christ righteousness provided at the cross, and have not endured to the end.  only those who endure to the end were saved by may21,2011, and therefore the lord is revealing to them they have been cast into outer darkness/the lake of fire on may21,2011 with all the other unsaved.

     we've seen that when jesus said to them, depart from me, in using the similar language of jd7, going after, which means to depart away from before, we can now see jesus is saying to them  what they have already done in departing away from him, the jesus of the bible,math1:17 jesus of Nazareth/of the cross, jh19:19, they believed in vain in(not unto salvation) 1cor15:2 before the cross a demonstration doctrine, and the teaching of  another jesus dying from/before TFOTW doctrine.  so when jesus said depart from me, ye that work iniquity, we can also now see that the work of iniquity are the teaching and believing the cross is a demonstration and jesus died for their sins from/before TFOTW, which is in like manner what the men of Sodom & Gomorrah did in going after strange flesh jd7, which is another jesus, 2cor11:4, and what Aarons sons did in offering up strange fire to god in lev10:1, which resulted in both being consumed by fire, the same judgment which they that work iniquity in jd are experiencing in the lake of fire since may21,2011.  when jesus is asked by the workers of inquity in JD, lord lord have we not prophesied in thy name?(witnessed the gospel of the latter rain,) and in thy name have cast out devils (people/elect the great multitude saved as a result of the witnessing of the later rain)and in thy name done many wonderful works?  which none of these good works (plural) are work of iniquity.  so we can now really see the work (singular) of iniquity (singular) is the  departing away from the jesus of the cross, before going away after strange flesh jd7, the teaching of another jesus 2cor11:4 dying for sins from/before TFOTW, thereby offering up strange fire/another different altered atonement for their sins to god, lev10:1  all of which are the singular work of iniquity that has and is being done by those teaching and believing this cunningly devised fable, the cross a demonstration, devised by satan the devil, the most subtil/cunning gen3:1 father of lies.                                     

     there is an OT equivalent of what we've learned and now see mth7:22&23 in mal2:8       but ye are departed out of the way; ye have cause many (as in the many who are saying now lord lord , and are doing works of iniquity) to stumble at the law; ye have corrupted the covenant of levi, saith LORD of hosts. 

    notice the similar language in mal2:8 with, ye have departed out of the way, with going after strange fleshjd7, which means depart away from before, and depart from me in math7:23.  so god is telling the priest who are typifying those who call themselves believers, they have departed out of the way, the same thing the men of S&G did and were destroyed by eternal fire. its also the same thing done by many in math2:22&23 so jesus told them depart from me.  
mal2:8 goes on to say ye have departed out of the way.  well we know jesus said I am the way,jh14:6 (the way back to god, our sins have separated us from god, the way out of hell, the narrow way to eternal life)so again the priest have departed away from or out of the way of jesus.  the same as the men of S&G did in going after strange flesh/departing away from before, and the ye that work iniquity during JD in math7:22&23.   
"ye have caused many to stumble at the law" (.....her priest have polluted the sanctuary, they have done violence to the law. zeph3:4  which is exactly what those who have taught the cross a demonstration of done,to unsuccessfully try to make the word/law of god harmonize with their cunningly devised fable.  violence inflicted upon verses like rom1:4 in saying its speaking of jesus becoming the son of god by rising from the dead from/before TFOTW, talk about violence done to gods' word, wow.  in verses like mk 13:32 making the son first satan HUH?, than the church, huh? and most recently the son of man but not the son of god, huh?  like the violence done to gal4:4&5 in saying its speaking f each time god saves someone, rather than the one time singular past tense, already occurred, of the father sending the son to be man to dye on the cross to redeem man from being under the law of god. theres more, they have pridefully and arrogantly done violence to the law of god.  

  

     "ye have corrupted the convenant of levi, saith LORD of hosts." 

levi here is typifying or pointing to the lord jesus Christ, who said, I running out of time, lord permitting we'll look at this and see hw it to is related to math 7:22&23, jd7, lev10:1 & 2cor11:4, as all these other verses we've looked at have, proven this is fitting together nicely like pieces in a puzzle, cause god is teaching us these truths relating to this day of judgment day.

LOOKING AT MATH7:21-23 AGAIN, JUST A LITTLE SOMETHING ELSE.  AS WE SAW LAST, WHEN JESUS SAID, DEPART FROM ME, HE WAS SPEAKING TO THOSE WHO ARE SAYING TODAY IN THAT DAY, JD, right now, cause the king, the lord jesus is revealing to them in the day/JD, thru is word, through what we've learned about those teaching and believing the cunningly devise fable of the cross a demon-stration, devised by satan the must subtil/cunning gen3:1 father of lies, that they're in believing jesus died/atoned for their sins from/before TFOTW are going after strange flesh, Jd7, another jesus,2cor11:4 and are offering up strange fire to god. lev10:1  we've learned go after in jd7 means to depart away from before, therefore they have departed away from the jesus of  the cross/the bible, who they believed in vain(not unto salvation)1cor15:2 before the cross a demonstration doctrine came out during JD, therefore showing they have not endured to the end in believing gods'word, only those who endured to the end have been saved, therefore their works are being burned up as hay wood stubble in the fire of JD.1cor3:13

pointed the guest who was there without the proper garment, jesus robe of righteous provided for the elect at the cross.  jesus then had him cast into outer darkness.

     I hesitate to said this, because I thinking maybe I'm wishing to say something pleasant or positive to people, since what I've been sharing is really bad for those it applies to, and i'vee prayed and pleaded with god to refrain me if its not biblically faithful to god.  but here I'm writing it, so hopefully its serves the lords' purpose.                     

   of this group who have teach and believed the cross a demonstration and jesus dying 

from/before TFOTW, there maybe those who have in the face of all the scriptures showing that Christ died for our sins at the cross, have pridefully, arrogantly teached the cross a demonstration and jesus died from/before TFOTW for their sins, and there are those who have believed and follow.  there are those who take an indifferent attitude like well does it really matter?  yeah it does, you see what happened to Aarons sons in lev10:1, it matters to god, and should to us.                                                            

and I think there are who have gone back and forth as to what  the truth is regarding the atonement, the cross in 33ad or from/before TFOTW.  they may even have reached the point of leaning more toward away from the cross and to from/before TFOTW atonement.  but, they may have also, never forgotten the cross as a possibility.  therefore would they be guilty of not keeping in memory the cross is where jesus died for our sins.1cor15:2-5  again, I don't know, only god knows, and can be the judge of that. I  would not what to be in their shoes right now.  maybe, and again I say maybe, what I'm saying may have no  biblical validity at all, but in 1cor3:15 we read if any mans work shall be burned, (believing the cross a demonstration(faith/believing is a work), going after strange flesh/another jesus, offering strange fire/another atonement to god than jesus on the corss) he shall suffer the loss of his works of iniquity, but he himself shall be saved as if by fire.  could this verse be saying this, and apply to those who have believe in the cross a demonstration, but have not completely stop keeping in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross.  I don't know.  ah lord god.

we last looked at the phrase "where in we stand" in 1cor15:1 and compared it with mal 3:2 and eph 6:13 and saw how god is teaching that the allowing of the false doctrine of the cross a demonstration and from/before TFOTW atonement is a test god is setting up, to reveal during JD those who would heed the warning to endure to the end in believing the true gospel, by keeping in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross in 33ad, 1cor15:1-5, and not mans teaching of another jesus 2cor11:4 dying for sins from/before TFOTW.  we know its another jesus cause it couldn't be the jesus of Nazareth, of the bible who had is beginning as the man Christ jesus, with the incarnation of Christ/god becoming man, as the father begat the son to a human mother in 7bc.  the fulfillment of ps2:7 I will declare the decree, this day (day ruling out a before time event)  have I begotten thee.  and god fulfilled that prophesy and declared the decree in the bible, in  lk2:11 for unto  you is born/begotten this day in the city of david, a savior, Christ the lord, who would be named jesus. you  know god tells us in the city of david  in part to make the connection with jesus being born of the seed of david, ah the wisdom of god. Which god will later again say in roms1:3&4 when speaking of jesus being declared the son of god with power,[and not the violently incorrect teaching jesus became the son  by a resurrection from/before TFOTW,zeph 3:4] but the son of god with power cause he successfully atoned for the elects sins, and rose from the grave.  and god again declared it in the bible in math20:28 when jesus said/declared, ALL POWER has been given unto me, after he arose form the dead/grave, ah the wisdom of god.   this use of the word declared the son of god in roms 1:4 I believe is the best translation.  I know the interlinear greek says marked out son of god, but it seems not to fit, and the fact that we're told in math 20:28 where jesus said/declared all power has been given me.... bares out that declared the son of god with power in roms 1:4 is the best translation.  so the teaching jesus died from/before TFOTW is the teaching of another jesus, 2cor11:4, and is therefore going after strange flesh as the men of S&G did in JD7, and not the flesh/body of jesus Jhn 6:51-53, which he offered up as our high priest HEBs10:5-14, by baring our sins in his own body on the tree/cross1pet2:24(giving  to him by the father down thru 42 generations of isreal, from Abraham to david to Christ, math1:17&18 to be begotten this day in 7bc, ps2:7 &lk2:11 the foreordained/foreknown, 1pet1:20, from the foundation of the world,rev13:8 fullness of the time for god to send forth his son to the virgin marygal4:4&5 to in due time roms5:6 be delieverd by the determinate council and foreknowledge of god, acts2:23 to be slain and die for the ungodly sins on the cross. that's the jesus of the bible, jesus of Nazareth.  therefore teaching that jesus impossibly died from/before TFOTW is teaching another jesus, 2cor11:4 and is offering up strange fire/another altered atonement, lev 10:1 to god other than jesus on the cross, and like the men of s&g in jd7 and Aarons sons in lev10:1 those who are teaching and believing strange flesh/another jesus died for their sins, and offering up strange fire/another,altered atonement for sin other than jesus death on the cross in 33ad, will, have, are suffering the same fate, being consumed by the vengeance of eternal fire/death in the lake of fire of JD.
  
     returning to 1cor15:1 in which we see the word stand has to do with those who are saved and therefore are not destroyed during JD, but are bought through the fire of JD/gods' wrath, and are refined, tried, purged and purified,  mal3:2, and Zach 13:8&9.  which brings up one of the other of gods'purposes of JD. actually, when you look at it, on may21,2011, god was really done with the unsaved. they were all, those in the churches, in the world, and satan and the fallen angels cast into this lake of fire of the wrath of god, and will all be eternally destroyed on the last day, which appears to be oct 7, 2015.  so god has bought judgment on the whole world spiritually, has removed any hope of salvation, and we're just have to see what transpires from now till oct7, as far as the effects of this judgment on the world, all the unsaved, as to any physical judgments along with the spiritual. 
 I know the increase in the wickedness all over the world is a direct result of JD, as god said that wickedness would abound, and boy is it abounding.  we may very well see more increase in natural disasters, such as earthquakes, fires, volcanic activity,  extreme weather, etc.  I say that realizing there may not be either, but when you look at all the judgments in the bible, although they were pictures of spiritual judgment, yet they were indeed all physical judgments.  but, gods' main concern is with his elect, which are all saved now, in preparing them for the coming on the last day of the lord jesus Christ.  
   gods method of bringing us through this fire and purging, refining, purifying, is through bringing into the life of the elect, trials and testing, as we're in the days of great testing, the 1600 furlongs/days of JD (40x40)rev14:20.  god of course deals with each elect individually, based on a number of factors, timed saved, knowledge given by god of his word, much given, much required, but I think if we are a child of god we should be experiencing these trial and testings in our life, to one degree or another.  as god uses these to increase our trust and faith in his word, as he brings us through these trials and testings.  another thing a child a god should be experiencing more than ever in this JD, that is if we have sin in our life we need to repent of, and who doesn't,?  well maybe you don't, but god chastises those he loves, and if we be without chastisement, than we are not a child of the father.heb12:6&7  and i'll tell you, when god is chastising you, its no mistaken it for anything else but that, you know its from the chastening hand of the father, mercy god.  but all these things gives us an assurance/boldness in the day of judgment that  we being made perfect in the love of god, that we are saved. 1jh4:17  I know there are those teaching and believing their teacher that boldness  is referring to sharing gods' word, but the context is the love of god, and his love for the child of god, those who dwell/abide in that love, and god dwells in us 1jh4:16&17 therefore our love is perfect, casting out the fear of being of unsaved in the day of judgment, but rather because of gods' love for us, we can have boldness, better translation, assurance/confidence of our salvation even in JD, where god is judging all the the unsaved. other use of the word boldness portraying the idea of confidence and assurance in our being in Christ is in hebs4:16, eph3:12 & 4:16.         at this point in time when JD is almost over, and the last day is fast approaching, if we are saved, especially if we've been professing to be saved for years, we should feel more confident, assured about that salvation more than at any other time. especially if we see god is causing us to endure in believing his word dispite all the false teachings from man regarding the cross and may21,2011.  based on 1jh4:17 I think that's the way god would have it for the child of god in this JD.                                          you know it really does seem like of all the people that came out of the churches, and were part of the latter rain sending of the gospel outside the churches, are split into two camps, those who believe may 21,2011 was JD and the end of salvation and those who don't.  and you can find both, but my experience is rarely will you come across someone who has endured in believing gods' word about may21, and the CROSS is where jesus atone for our sins.  there are those who believe may21, but the cross is a demonstration, and those who believe the cross, but not about may21, but again rarely both, which is another indication, that both are test god has set up during JD to reveal who is enduring and who's not.  and it agrees with what jesus said,  there will be many on that day that say lord lord didn't I, but their works are being burned up, and jesus said I never knew you, depart from me, ye that work iniquity. math7:22&23  this can only be refering to those in this marriage supper of the lamb, the wedding feast, who god thru his word is by and by revealing to them that they have not endured to the end, have failed his test of the cross is a demon-stration doctrine or may 21,is not JD and god is still saving, and jesus like to the guest in math22:11-13 is making it known to them that they did not keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross,1cor15:1-5 and have gone after another jesus,2cor11:4 and have offered up strange fire/an alter atonement to god for their sins,lev10:1, therefore they are in the wedding feast without the proper garment of jesus Christ righteousness provided at calvary on the cross, and have been cast into outer darkness on may21,2011 with all the other unsaved.  
another thought regarding math 7:22&23, as I was thinking on this verse I saw something that may give us further understanding and insight of math7:27&23 we couldn't have seen before.      we learned that In jd7 the men of S&G were not guilty of going after other men, the sin of homosexuality, rom1:27, but going after strange flesh=other gods.  likewise men of our day, are going after strange flesh, and not the flesh/body jesus offered up,jh6:51-53 on the tree/cross 1pet2:24.  therefore going after strange flesh= going after another jesus that is  teached today during JD, dying for sin from/before TFOTW.  we've learned the greek word translated as going after, literally means to depart from before.        
in math7:21-23 jesus said, not everyone that saith unto me lord, lord, (professed believers) shall enter into the kingdom of heaven, but he that doeth the will of my father.... many will say to me that day, (clearly speaking of our day JD, I mean right now) lord lord have we........in thine name done many wonderful works?
and then I will profess unto them, I never knew you:  depart from me, ye that work iniquity.   
     so we see the use of the same language that the men of today are guilty of in going after strange flesh/another jesus, meaning they departed from the jesus they believed before the cross a demonstration doctrine,  then went after another jesus.  showing they believed in vain (not with the faith of Christ, not unto salvation,1cor15:2) in the jesus of the bible that died for our sin at the cross.1cor15:3-5  

     so when jesus will professed unto them in JD, like he's doing right now, as the day is revealing by god thru his word as he teaches us these truths about strange flesh in jd7, and strange fire in lev10:1, are men today going after another jesus and offering up another, different alter atonement other than jesus on the cross, and whose works are being burned up. 1cor3:13

   so when jesus will profess unto them I never knew you(they were never saved, there faith was in vain, proven by them departing from jesus) depart from me, ye that work iniqiuity, isn't it jesus saying to them what they are quilty of, that is going away after strange flesh/another jesus, departing away from the jesus of the bible they vainly believed before. so jesus is saying today to those who are teaching and believing the cross a demonstration doctrine and jesus dying for sin from/before TFOTW,

depart from me, ye that work iniquity, cause that's what they've already done.  ah lord god, his wisdom is past finding out.                                                                       
     you know I've mention the cross a demon-stration, like that for the purpose of saying this doctrine is of satan, the father of lies.  2pet1:16 talks about cunningly devised fables not being followed by the apostles when speaking about the power and coming of the lord jesus Christ, but were eyewitnesses of his majesty, of his resurrection.  ?,  who eye witnessed the fable/fairy tale/lie that jesus was resurrected after their imaginary atonement from/before TFOTW, ans, no-one.  this cross a demon-stration is a cunningly devised fable.
     we read about another fable/fairy tale/lie in connection to the cross.  after jesus real crucifixation in 33ad, the chief priest and Pharisees came to pilate, saying they remembered that deciever said (they called jesus a deceiver) while he was yet alive, after three days I will rise again.
this brings up a point about jesus dying in his soul.  after three days implies jesus would have been dead 3 days & nights, then arise.  well since jesus did not die physically until Friday, the thre days & nights of being dead could only be refering to his spiritual death of being in the heart of the earth/under the wrath of god, 3 days & 3nights, beginning Thursday in the garden of gathsemene, where he said my soul is exceedingly sorrowful even unto death.  again more biblical proof that jesus died in his soul.  and of course the 3 hours of darkness from the 6th to the 9th hour were pointing to the light of the world jesus Christ was under the wrath of god, and had been put out, in dicating his spiritual death.  so when men teach that jesus did not die in his soul, they are ignoring allll the scriptural verses and evidence that state he did, and they have usurped their will over the bible and have become the authority.
     so the chief priest and Pharisees were granted a watch from pilate to make the sepulcher sure.  they made the grave sure by setting a watch, and sealing the stone.math27:62-66.  and of course jesus physically arose from the dead, there was a great earthquake, the stone was rolled back from the door, and jesus sat upon the stone, with contenance as lightning, and raiment white as snow. jesus body was no longer baring any sin, atonement made.
     and the keepers/watch saw all this and did shake as dead.  math 28:2-4.       
 they then told the chief priest and told them all the things that were done/they eye witnessed.  and after the chief priest and elders had taken council,(devised a fable)
they gave the soldiers/watch large money to say his (jesus) deciples came by night and stole him while they slept.  math28:13-15.
     it was a cunningly devised fable/fairy tale/lie, just like the cross a demon-stration, both initiated by the father of lies satan.  you know way back in the garden of eden we're told by god that the serpent/satan was more subtil than any beast of the field gen3:1  well that word subtil is translated from the Hebrew word which means, you guessed it, cunning.  so this cunningly devised fable of the cross a demon-tration, which people have believed over the word of god, is a demon doctrine devised by SATAN, THE MUST SUBTIL/CUNNING OF ALL THE BEAST OF THE FIELD, the father of lies.

(in judgment)  and who shall STAND when he appeareth?  only those who are truly born again, whose sins are paid by the atoning death of jesus on the cross) we read in ps 1:5 therefore the ungodly (unsaved) shall not STAND in the judgment,  so we see stand in 1 cor 15:1 is connection the keeping in memory Christ died for our sins at the cross, the true gospel, with those who stand dueing JD, the time when men would not keep in memory Christ died for our sins at the cross, but go after strange flesh, jd7  and teach another jesus 2cor11:4 died for sin from/before TFOTW, thereby are offering up STRANGE fire to god as atonement for there sins like aaron sons lev 10:1, therefore J day is revealing they have not endured to the end in believing gods word, and have chosed to believe man instead.  so we can see how the use of stand in 1 cor 15:1 has to do with standing in the evil day (JD) if during JD we have been caused by gods mercy to keep in memory that jesus died for our sins at the cross.  so we see that the cross a demonstration doctrine surely is a  JD test by god, who you going to trust and believe about the most important issue in the bible, the cross, the place the lamb of god jesus Christ  died for our sins according to the scriptures gods' word, or are you going to trust man.

we recently looked at how the use of the word blood in the bible in connection to the death atonement of jesus christ on the cross in 33ad, is used by god to emphasize that christ was man and had to be man, when he atoned for mans sins.  in 1 cor 15:21 by man came death, by man the esurrection. rom5:6 for when we were yet without strength, (dead in trespasses and sins) in due time christ died for the ungodly; the first vs 5:1 lets us know christ here is the lord jesus christ and not christ from/before the FOTW, before the incarnation of christ becoming man in 7bc.  we know from the bible the due time was the foreordained/foreknown appointed time from the FOTW for the lamb of god, jesus, to be slain 1pet1:20 &rev 13:8 and  in the fullness of the time/due time/foreordained appointed time, god sent(already done, past tense) forth his son in 7bc, made of a woman to become man, born/begotten of the father to the virgin mary, subjected to the law of god, to redeem (save them) that were under the law. gal4:4&5 

much more than being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him.[jesus Christ] (whose blood? jesus Christ. u see how it could not have been by Christ from/before TFOTW)                     and not only, but we also joy in god through our lord jesus christ, by whom we have NOW received the ATONEMENT. rom5:11 (theres word NOW again pointing us to the cross as to where the atonement took place, lets see, roms5:9, 1cor15:20, eph 2:13, hebs9:26b, rev12:10, and here again in rom 5:11), boy god is really repeatedly given us direction pointing to the cross as to where the atonement took place, just like he did repeatedly in the old testament, all the blood sacrifices & burnt offerings, the serpent on the pole in the widerness, to save isreal from the fiery serpent bites, Jonah in the belly of the whale, I mean throughout the bible god goes to great measures to make us see that  Christ died for our sins, according to the scriptures, at the cross. 1cor15:1-5.

and now god has revealed to us during JD showing this false doctrine of the cross a demonstration, and atonement from/before TFOTW is a test by god, who you going to believe gods' word or mans.  you know god says in 1 cor 15:1 ....I declare unto you the gospel which I preached unto you, which also you have received, and wherein ye stand;  by which ye are saved if ye keep in memory......that Christ died for our sins(at the cross, u know that cause at that time and not until mr. camping began the cross a demonstration doctrine did anyone know any other atonement to keep in memory except at the cross.)  so when god says keep this in memory, well the only time anyone remembered anything else but the cross or I should say, stop keeping inmemory the cross, is during our day, JD.  considering that with the language in vs 1 that the cross atonement is the gospel god has preached unto us, and the gospel wherein we stand, this language is connecting this warning to keep in memory the cross, to our day, JD, when men would stop keeping in memory the cross is where Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures.

we last looked at how jesus in fact did die in his soul in route and on the cross in 33ad, per jesus own words my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, or as translated in the interlinear greek, deeply grieved, both of which are accurate and appropriate translations.  I however do think the two  combined give us a fuller look into jesus experience of baring the elects sins under and while drinking of the cup of the wrath of god.  note that jesus said exceedingly sorrowful or grieved.  in other words jesus was not just meeting or experiencing just enough of the wrath of god to pay for the sins of the elect, but the payment being made by jesus was exceedingly more then enough.  praise him, oh praise our magnificent savior.

  you know the bible says that jesus knew all things that would come upon him, he knew he was going to suffer the wrath of god, he said that why the son of man came, to give his life/soul a ransom for many.  well the only way he could do that was to die in his soul.  no where in any of these statements is there any indication that jesus is demonstrating.  I know people will say well you have to look at all the bible concerning the atonement, yes, and when you do it points to the cross in 33ad.  yet, each verse has to be considered in and of it self.  do you see the gospel message in it, or do we need to compare it with others to get that spiritual truth.   case in point jhn 3:16 by itself is the gospel message.  now you have to bring in the rest of the bible to find out what it means to believe, how can one believe, whats perish mean and so forth.

but just by itself jhn 3:16 is TRUTH.  the same thing goes for math 20:28..... the son of MAN, came to GIVE his life/soul a ransom for many. That is TRUTH.  jesus did not say he came to shed light on how he gave, not give, but gave, his life a ransom, cause from/before TFOTW would be past tense, he said he came to give, as in it had not happened yet.    now when you use other scriptures to make math 20:28 say something other than what jesus said, that he came to give his life/soul a ransom,  than you have done violence to the law of god.   you have made math 20:28 and what jesus said a lie, and if jesus did not give his soul a ransom when he came into the world and died on the cross, then thats just what math 20:28 would be, a big fat lie.

but of course its impossible for jesus/god to lie, and in fact that's just what he did, as he bore our sins in his own body on the tree/cross. 1 pet2:24.  I'm running out of time lord permitting we'll con't

in the last e-mail we looked at how gods' numerous use of the word blood in connection with the death atonement of jesus Christ on the cross, was gods' way of emphasizing that jesus was also god and man, which Christ was not from/before TFOTW, not until Christ became man in 7bc.  Which it was absolutey necessary for Christ to become man in order to be our high priest, made like unto his brethren, typified by the high priest of the levitical order/law, and offer himself up to god as a perfect sacrifice for the atonement of sin, jesus Christ, the promised lamb of god gen22:8, jhn 1:29                                                                                                                                                       Forasmuch as you know that you were not redeemed (bought/saved) with corruptible things,......but with the precious blood of Christ, as a lamb without blemish and without spot.1pet 18a&19.  Now this is speaking unarguably about the man Christ jesus death on the cross as payment for our sins.  Its just no way anyone letting scripture be the authority can state its talking about another jesus dying from/before TFOTW.  lets look at vs 20, a very revealing vs cause it reveals to us what god was saying to us in rev 13:8:  who (jesus) truly was foreordained/foreknown (as in foreknown and appointed to be the lamb slain in due time, 33ad Christ would die for the ungodly, roms5:6 but who) verily/truly was foreordained/foreknown before the foundation of the world, but was manifested (now revealed in the fullness of the time, 7bc) in these last times for you.   agreeing with 1jhn3:5  and ye know that he was manifested (revealed, as in came) to take away our sins:  As jesus stated,......the son of MAN came(into the world,hebs10:5)  .....to give MY life/soul a ransom for many. math 20:28    

     eph2:13 but NOW (there's that word again, pointing us to the cross, lets see: rom5:9, 1cor15:20, hebs9:26b, rev12:10 and here in eph2:13) but now (when? after jesus death on the cross) in Christ jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the BLOOD of Christ.

col1:20 and having made peace (between god and man) through the BLOOD of his CROSS,

1cor11:25 this cup is the NT (stated again in heb10:9&10) in my blood, this do ye, as often as you drink,(the cup typifying the blood/death of jesus, when he would began drinking of the cup of the wrath of god beginning in the garden of gathsemany) in remembrance of me. (now no one thinks jesus is asking the apostles to remember another Jesus' imaginary death from/before TFOTW, which they never had even the slightest thought of, do you?  jesus is asking them to remember his soon death on the cross.  which is what  also he warns us to do in 1cor 15:2-5, keep in memory that Christ died for our sins at the cross) 

     In each of these verses and all the verses in which god uses the word blood in connection with jesus death on the cross, god could have easily used the word death in place of blood and made the understanding plainer to see.  But god repeatedly used the word  blood to emphasize that jesus Christ the god/man was dying for sin, because it was him who is the ONLY, as in no one else could, die for mans sins but the man Christ jesus, who had his beginning in 7 bc.

   and jesus did die, in his soul, else when he said In jhn 20:28 he came to give his soul a ransom, if  he didn't when he died on the cross, then he lied, and god cannot lie.  or when jesus said my soul is exceedingly sorrowful/deeply grieved, unto death.mk14:34 if he didn't die in his soul on the way to and on the cross, he lied again, but god cannot lie.  you know this deeply grieved/exceedlingly sorrowful in his soul is undoubtedly related to is 53:3&4 in speaking about jesus, we know its jesus born in 7bc from vs 2:  for he shall (future tense) grow up before him(the father)...vs3:  a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: vs4: surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: vs 10:yet it pleased LORD to bruise him, he hath put him to grief, when (in the future, 33ad) thou shalt make his soul an offering for sinvs 12:.....because he hath poured out his soul unto death:..... he bare the sin of many (it was jesus who bare the sin of the world 1jhn29 and bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross1pet2:24) lord willing to be con'td 

     So for those who con't to follow their leader who said that jesus didn't die in his soul at the cross, they are not letting the bible be their authority. cause where does the BIBLE say that?  for the bible is clear that jesus came to give his soul a ransom, therefore die in his soul.  And he began dying in his soul in the garden of gathesemy as jesus told us, my soul is exceedingly sorrowful, unto death, and concluded as he bore on sins in his own body on the tree/cross, on which he cried my god my god, why has thou for saken me, this was jesus letting us know he was forsaken of god.; and then it is finish, and then into thine hands I commend my spirit.     All of which agrees with what GOD says in 1 cor 15:1-5 that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures (at the cross) and was buried, and rose the third day, according to the scriptures, and was seen by the apostles.  so all this is plenty of biblical truths, evidence, statements from GOD that jesuus took our died and took away our sins, abolish the law that was against us (elect) NAILING THEM TO HIS CROSS.

we previously saw that jesus is the only begotten son of god, the only begotten of the father, not because of a resurrection from/before TFOTW which never happened, but because by virtue of the fact that jesus is the only, unique, as in no one else, he's the only one who was born of god to a human mother without a human father.  he god's only begotten son.  therefore we see that begotten in ps 2:7 is speaking of the birth of jesus, Christs' beginning as the god/man, the 2nd adam.  As we read in col 1:15  that jesus birth as a human, as the god/man, as the son of god and the son of man to the virgin mary in 7bc, made him to be, to mankind, in particular the body of Christ, the elect, jesus Christ had now become the (visible) IMAGE of the invisible god. Before the incarnation of Christ/god to man, god was spirit, but now jesus Christ the god man was the visible image of the invisible god. The previous vs 14, also confirms that jesus Christ born in 7bc is who is being spoken of, "in whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins.  so clearly this is speaking of the atonement for sin by JESUS by his death on the cross in 7bc. 

     This brings up another point about the atonement having been made by Christ as the man jesus Christ.  like in col 1:14 when god says in whom we have redemption (salvation) through his BLOOD, the forgiveness of sins.  we know that the blood is the life of the body, so god here is speaking of the death of jesus as the purchase price, the payment for the sins of the elect, to buy back the elect from being the prisoners of sin and satan, and being under the law and the wrath of god.  but god could have but didn't say we have redemption through his death, but here as in numerous other places god used the word blood, in connection to jesus atonement, emphasizing blood, to emphasize that jesus, the savior, the redeemer, was a MAN.  again making it clear to us that the atonement was accomplished by and had to be by the man jesus Christ.  so this fact proves, again, how many is needed to convince everyone, that there could not have been an atonement before the cross of calvary in 33ad.   god had to be a man, to be mans savior.                                                                            God repeatedly throughout the bible places emphasis on the importance of the blood of Christ.  roms 5:9 much more than, being justified NOW (after the cross; as we have seen in 1cor15:21, hebs9:26B & rev 12:10 and again here in roms 5:9, god has repeatedly used the word NOW as a pointer, pointing us to the CROSS as where the action was, be it the remission of sins, the power of his Christ, NOW is salvation, the putting away of sin by the sacrifice of himself, our justification, satans casting down and out of heaven, the vail of the temple rent from top to bottom/heaven to earth/god to man, the end of animal sacrifices, the fulfillment of Passover, as the lamb of god shed his blood and was slain.  ?, where do we read about anything happening due to an imaginary atonement from/before TFOTW, ans, nowhere, not in my bible, how bout yours? and NOW here in roms 5:9 justification) being justified NOW by his blood.  by HIS what? by his blood.  spirits don't have blood to shed, Christ as god didn't either, but JESUS did, Jesus bled, jesus died, jesus arose, and is forever alive. alleluhia!. .....math26:28 for this is my blood of the NT, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.  hebs9:22...without the shedding of blood, there is no remission.  this verse has been used by atonement from/before TFOTW believers to say:  see Christ had to have died before the cross for OT elect to be saved.  where does the bible say that.  we just read in math 26:28 where jesus said this is MY blood of the NT, (speaking of his death he was about to experience on the cross) which is shed for many for the REMISSION OF SINS. you don't, I mean no one really thinks jesus was talking about imaginary  blood shed from/before TFOTW, instead of HIS blood from HIS own body/flesh, where he bore our sins on the tree/cross. (cause the blood of bull and goats under the OT could not pay for sin, so Christ came into the world, became the man jesus Christ, and jesus did away with the first/OT, and by his blood/death on the cross, established the second/NT in his blood death on the cross  heb9:4-5)  hebs 9:22 is  in the context of god speaking about the animal sacrifices and the blood of bull and goats, which were pointing to the blood/death of jesus on the cross,  hebs 9:22 is saying really why you had the shedding of blood of bull &goats, cause they were pointing to the lamb of god.  hebs 9:22 simply says there had to be a death sacrifice for the forgiveness of sins.  now its from the rest of the bible we find out whose blood/death had to happen, who had to be slain, and when.  we see in heb 1o:4 the blood of animals could not take away sins.  we learn way back in gen 22:8 that god would in the future/the foreknown,appointed1pet20 fullness of the time god would send forth his son gal4:4and provide HIMSELF as a lamb in the person of his son,  fulfilled in jesus.  when john the Baptist saw jesus he said, behold the LAMB of god, which bare the sin of the world.jhn1:29 and we learn from so many verses that in the person of jesus Christ at the cross the blood for the remission of sin would be shed;  who (jesus) his own self, bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross.   so we KNOW from the bible by comparing scripture with scripture, that hebs 9:22 is not saying, and could not be saying the blood had to be shed from/before TFOTW.  its just simply stating the principle of a death atonement had to be made. that BLOOD had to be shed for salvation.

In the previous e-mail two historical accounts were looked at:  lev 10:1 Aarons sons offering up strange fire (a strange, another, different, altered or other atonement for sin other than what god had given.)   and  as a result they were consumed by fire from god.      

     The other historical account was the men of Sodom "going after" Strange flesh jude 7 (also another different alter other atonement for sin or saviour other than the lord jesus Christ and his death on the cross in 33ad.  as jesus told us in john 6:51 &53:   I am the living bread which came down from heaven(he was sent by the father, to give spiritual life.  And he was typified by that manna given to isreal in the wilderness for their physical life)....."the bread that I will give is my "flesh/body/life,"  vs 53:  verily, verily, (truly truly) I say unto thee, except you eat of the "flesh" of the son of MAN,(notice here jesus did not say "son of god," which Christ was  before the incarnation, and because Christ could only be our high priest and offer up himself as  a burnt offering being made like unto his brethren and tempted as such, yet without sin, fulfilling the requirement typified by the levitical law blood sacrifices and burnt offerings which was pointing to the cross.  {note, the burnt offerings, and feast days pointed ahead to the cross, not backwards to an imaginery atonement the bible gives no account of; as they were shadows of things to come,  and not of things that are imagined to have happened.  The bible is either pointing ahead to the cross, OT, and the gospels, or back to the cross, acts thru rev.  Thats because, the cross/the atonement/salvation and judgment of god is the focal point of the bible.}   So the levitical reqirement of a burnt  offering was that it had to be a lamb without spot or blemish, and JESUS was tempted and never  sinned. If atonement took place before TFOTW and did not take place at the cross in 33ad,  then when jesus said;  I came to give my life/soul a ransom for many, clearly he was indicating that's why he came, and it was yet to be done, well if the atonement already happen as they say, and he already gave his life/soul as a ransom, then this verse is being made a lie by those who say he already did it, and so are so many others.  that's what those who say, well he was demonstrating the atonement are doing, they are making GOD a liar.  how can anyone think they have truth when this is what they have to do to achieve harmony with their cunningly devised fable of the cross a demonstration.  

So if you can't,  and it can't be done, reconcile math 20:28 with before or from TFOTW atonement, and many other like verses, than you don't have truth.  

      Another example of violence done to the word of god in order, or in an attempt to make a verse pointing to the cross in 33ad atonement be in harmony with before/from the FOTW atonement is gal 4:4&5:  But when the fullness of the time was come, god sent forth his son, made of a woman, made under the law, to redeem them that were under the law.  The way mr camping explain this to harmonize it with BTFOTW atonement, and since his followers teach the same thing, as best I can recall, mr camping and now others teach this verse is saying that when each time comes for god to save an elect person, he sends forth the spirit of his son and  applies his word to their heart and saves them.  lets be real, and honest with ourselves here.  for god to be teaching that this verse would have to say.  but when the fullness of times is (present perfect tense, cause most elect were yet to be saved) is come (and in eph 1:10 god uses the plural of time/times: that in the dispensation of the fullness of times, so if that if that what god means he could have use it here, but he didn't cause its not what he meant)  god sends forth the spirit of his son........    

but god did not say this. god specifically and clearly matter of factly stated.  but when the fullness of THE TIME(this word the is making time to be a specific and particular one time singular event) was come (is making it to be a specific particular one time singular past tense event, having occurred) god sent forth his son (as in god sending his own son in the likeness of sinful flesh, rom 8:3, or the father sent the son the savior ...1jhn4:14, not the spirit of his son,) made of a woman, (in general the nation of isreal, specifically Mary, this in itself dismisses the idea of the spirit if his son HUH? the spirit of god was not made of a woman, alright, lets move on) made under the law ( you know the whole idea of atonement before the law is well, how can I put it,  it -  goes -  against -  scripture, where no law no sin, duh!  man professing himself to be wise, even wiser than god, has made himself foolish)                                                                                                                                                             So when we brake this verse down, to make it say anything but that its speaking about Christ coming into this world in 7 bc, the fullness of the time, made of a woman, down thru 42 generations of isreal Abraham to david to jesus, born to virgin mary, math 1:17&18 to go to the cross to bare our sins in his own body on the tree,1 pet 2:24 to redeem them that were under the law,  is to lie to the holy ghost and do violence to the word of god.    

     lets look at another example of violence done to the word of god to attempt to harmonize with before/TFOTW atonement .  mark 13:32 was taught by mr camping that "the son" could not have been jesus, cause the verse is saying that he did not know the day or hour/judgment of god.  he taught first it was satan, then the church.  this was accepted by people, until evidence was shown that the son could not be anyone else but jesus.   since then the latest attempt to make this harmonize with from TFOTW  atonement claims that the son is referring to jesus as the son of man but not the son of god, cause as the son of god he knew the judgement of god from TFOTW, but as the son of man he had not yet gone to the cross. Here's the problem with this;  jesus often, often referred to himself as the son of man, reason being, to because that's who the savior had to be, the son of man, jesus.  Which fulfill scripture that a virgin shall bare a son, they shall call him Emanuel, god with us, and shall call his name, JESUS, which means savior, who is the son of man and the son of god.  so if  the son in mk 13:32 only represents  jesus, the son of man, jesus, the one speaking, could have referred to himself once again as the son of man.  but he didn't, cause the son in mark 13:32 is representing the son of god, period, who at that time was jesus Christ, and into eternity.       

     and even more telling against the idea of from TFOTW atonement.  if Christ suffered the wrath of god from TFOTW as the son of god only,  he didn't meet the qualifications of the savior, our high priest.   who had to be the 2nd adam, had to be man/the god man jesus Christ, since by adam came death, by the 2nd adam (meaning after the first not before) jesus Christ came the resurrection/life. 1 cor 15:21 .   as Heb 2:14- 17 tells us:  .....the children are partakers of flesh & blood, he(Christ jesus) himself took part of the same; that through  death (in 33ad clearly) he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is the devil.         ?,  jesus took back the power of death by has resurrection after dying on the cross in 33ad, but if he had already died and rose conquering death from TFOTW, he  also already had that power/authority.  there would have been no reason to do it again.   the whole idea of atonement before the cross flys in the face of scripture and doesn't make sense.                 vs 15 and DELIVER them ........ vs 16 ..... but he took on the seed of Abraham (so clearly this is jesus, and eliminates anything that happen before Abraham, and before the cross) vs17:  wherefore in ALL things (that would include the atonement) it behooved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a faithful high priest in things (being offered to god as our high priest, things as in, blood sacrifice and  burnt offering) to god, to  MAKE RECONCILIATION FOR THE SINS  of the people.  end of story, really, this should be enough, but lord willing, to be continued.

This is new truth I believe the lord has given me which I would like to share for his purpose and glory.  Jude 7 has as far I'm aware been thought and taught to be speaking about the sin of homosexuality; however, I think god wrote it the way he did to hide or mask truth until the time of the end, judgment day.  We associate Sodom & Gomorrha correctly with the sin of homosexuality, because of the account in Gen. 19:4,5  concerning the men of Sodom wanting or demanding to know 

(intimately/sexually) the two messengers representing god which were in lots house.  When we compare this with and take into account the verse in math 6:15 where god says they wanted to take Jesus by FORCE and make him their king; we can see the association with gen 19:4,5, spiritually teaching  the time would come when the churches/Sodom would feature gospels which would attain salvation and get to know Jesus intimately/spiritually by force or by the will of man, i.e. accepting Jesus as your savior, or baptism, etc. However in jude 7 when god says S&G in "like manner," god is connecting and referring back to the prior verses, and equating what the men of Sodom did in giving themselves over to fornication (spiritual sin) and going after STRANGE flesh to the context of the prior verses.  

Now notice in the prior six verse there is not the slightest hint or suggestion that god is speaking  about the sin of homosexuality, cause god is not, but rather the sin of unbelief, not believing gods' word; which most of Israel died in the wilderness because of unbelief, spoken about in vs 5, and going after another salvation other than the common true salvation by the grace of god thru the atoning work of the lord Jesus Christ on the cross, and we should contend for this faith which was once DELIVERD UNTO the saints. (vs3)      

Now we can see and know the subject god is talking about is the atonement/salvation when we look at the similar language god spoke in 1 cor 15:3 where god says , For I DELIVERED UNTO you first of all .......that ("how" is not in the original) that Christ DIED FOR OUR SINS according to the scriptures: (prophesied in the old testament, fulfilled  in all four gospels, math, mark, luke, and john, and spoken of in almost if not every epistle, and rev.)   And we know god is speaking about at the cross, because of vs 4: and that he was buried, and that he rose ("again" is not in the original) the third DAY according to the scriptureS:   vs 5:  and that he was seen of cephas ,  so there's no ? the cross of calvary is where god is saying where CHRIST DIED FOR OUR SINS.  
Now it has been taught by mr camping, and since, his followers, that the word "for" our sins in 1 cor 15:3 should be "concerning."   However the greek word which seems to be most often translated 

"for" is "hooper" strongs 5228,  meaning, forsake, instead, and exceeding, abundantly, which we see that in the atonement by jesus at the cross he was forsaken of god, "my god my god why has thou forsaken me," instead of the elect, and his  drinking of the cup of the wrath of god beginning in the garden of gethsemane; where jesus said "my soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto death:"   was exceeding, abundantly enough for all the sins of all the sin of all the elect. The greek word which appears to be most often translated as "concerning" is the word  "eis" pronounced  "ice," strongs 1519, meaning closely the same as "hooper," but also can mean "about" or "respect to."  So, it seems to me that if god wanted to imply that jesus death on the cross in 1 cor 15:1-5 is concerning our sins and not in atonement  for, he would have used the greek eis pronounced "ice."  But, God uses the greek word "uttep" pronounced "hooper , because its exactly what god wanted to convey, "that Christ died FOR our sins at the cross. And even if one wants to insist the word "concerning is the proper translation, which its not, but, even if that's so, it does not change the truth god is speaking of the atonement for sin.  The  context of the whole chapter of 1 cor 15 is at the cross and of the resurrection afterwards, of which god says  in vs  17:  if Christ be not raise, your faith is vain; ye are yet (still) IN YOUR SINS. (cause they were not atoned for.)  How could god say that, if Christ 

had already atoned for sin, died and rose before the cross, HUH?  He couldn't.)   But thanks be to god  we read in vs 20,  but NOW (time reference here, when?  NOW!  after Christ died on the cross,) NOW is Christ risen....praise god.  So god connects jude 3 with 1 cor 15:3 with what was delivered by god, that is, the true gospel that salvation is totally by the grace of god made possible cause that Christ died for our sins at the cross.

 We now see that the subject of jude 7 is what preceeded in the first six verses, the sin of unbelief, not believing gods' word, and the common, true salvation.  So the STRANGE flesh in jude 7 is not and cannot be speaking about the sin of homosexuality.  It appears god was hiding or masking the spiritual truth until J.D. (judgment day) when it would occur; men going after STRANGE flesh!

       

In 1cor 15:39 god tells us the 4 different fleshes:  (1) men, (mankind) (2) beasts, (3) fish, (4) birds.  The flesh of men would of course include both male & female/men & women.  Therefore men with men, rom 1:27 (homosexuality) is NOT men going after STRANGE flesh; its the same sex/gender, but NOT STRANGE flesh.  The word STRANGE used by god in jude 7 denotes or means altered or different. So again, the meaning of the word STRANGE is: altered/different and other.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                        IIn 1 COR 15:39 god is telling us the flesh of men includes men and women, equaling the same flesh.   Remember what adam said about his wife eve, this is now bone of my bone, and flesh of MY flesh. gen 2:23.  So, again men with men (homosexuality) rom 1:27, is not men going after strange flesh in jude 7.  So, what is it?  what does god mean by men going after STRANGE flesh?     

Lets take a quick look at the phrase "going after" in jude 7 to get a clue about the meaning of STRANGE flesh.  "Going after" in jude 7 is translated from the greek word strongs 565, literaly translated as "going away after," meaning to depart, go away, seperate from before. 

With this info lets now look at where we see similar use of this language of "going after, going/turning away, depart from."   In I kings 11 in regards to Solomon, we read in:  3b and his wives "turned away" his heart.  In 4a we read:  ......., when Solomon was old, his wives "turned away" his heart."after" other gods.  in 5a we read:  for Solomon "went after" Ashtoreth, and "after" milcom, (other gods.)   in 6 we read:  and Solomon did evil in the sight of LORD, and "went not" fully "after" the lord, as david his father.   In 9 we read:  ...Lord was angry with Solomon because his heart was turned from Lord God.  And in 10:  (god) had commanded him .......that he should not "go after" other gods. So we see the language of going after STRANGE flesh in jude 7 in  1 kings 11:  3b  "turned  turned away his heart,  4a "turned away" his heart "after other gods,"  5a Solomon 'went after" and again "after" other gods,  6  "and went NOT after LORD, vs 9:  solomons heart was "turned from Lord and 10 Solomon was commanded he should NOT "go after other gods."   

When comparing these   verses in 1 kings 11 with "going after strange flesh in jude 7, we see the connection of strange flesh equaling other or strange gods.  So we can now see and say that's the sin (spiritual fornication) god was hiding until now, the men of Sodom in jude 7 were guilty of, not going after other men, but, going after strange or other gods.          

       

We get even more evidence and help in seeing what STRANGE flesh in jude 7 is in another old testament account in lev 10:1.  In lev 10: 1 when aaron sons put fire and incense in their censer.  The fire and incense to the atonement for sin of the lord jesus Christ.  But note, because it wasn't done as god commanded, god said they offered STRANGE fire before the lord.  we read in ex 30:1:  And thou shalt make an altar to burn incense upon:  vs 9: ye shall offer no STRANGE  incense there on, nor burnt offering....But we read in lev 10:1 Aarons sons offered STRANGE fire (atonement) before LORD, which he commanded them not.  vs 2 and there went out fire from LORD, and consumed them, and they died before the LORD.  The same judgment came upon sodom & gomorrha in that they also suffered the vengeance of eternal fire/eternal death for going after strange flesh.

    

 So the STRANGE fire offered by Aarons sons represented a  "STRANGE," "different," "altered," other atonement for sin, then the atoning work of Jesus Christ on the cross; as we're told by god in respect to the atonement in 1 pet 2:24:  Who (jesus) his own self bare our sins in his own body/flesh on the tree.   

Now somehow/someway, don't ask me how, teachers and believers in the cross a demonstration doctrine will say 1 pet 2:24 is speaking about their imaginary atonement before/from the FO t W.  they say something to the effect:  that the tree is symbolic and jesus was demonstrating the curse christ came under the wrath of god from/before TFOTW.   but this is a out mans mind  conclusion, over the authority of the scriptures.  1 pet 2:24 is not in parabolic language, it is a statement of fact by god, that jesus bore our sins in his own body, on the tree/cross.  (not a body taken by god  to make a quick appearance) but bore our sins in his own body given to him by the father, hebs 10:5 "when coming into the world, he saith sacrifices, and offering , thou wouldest not, but a body (his own body) thou hast prepared me."  acquired down thru 42 generations of Israel from Abraham to david to the birth of jesus, math 1:17&18. The verse in 1pet2:24 is not in the slightest way insinuating a demonstration, but making a point of fact that jesus bore our sins in his own BODY  on the tree/cross, so is yet another example of violence done to the word of god to make a verse harmonize somehow with the cross a demonstration doctrine, which I think this whole doctrine of the cross a demonstration and before TFOTW atonement comes under what the bible speaks of being a cunningly devised FABLE. 2 PET 1:16.   However, the context itself (1 pet 2:23) is speaking about the the god man who dwelt among us on this earth and was reviled, beaten and threatened by man. This could not have happened before the creation of man, and again who his own self bore on sins in his own body/flesh on the tree/cross, is clearly matter of fact declaring the 33 a.d. cross is where the atonement took place.   And, how about this for harmony:  In john 1 :29 we hear john the Baptist saying of jesus:  behold the lamb of god who taketh away the sins of the world.  the greek word translated as taketh away is also the word bare or bareth, so this verse more acqureatly  should read, behold the lamb of god, who bareth the sin  of the world,  which is in complete agreement and harmony with 1 pet 2:24.  and here's  more unforced non-violent harmony from the word of god:   john 1:29 is the fulfillment of gen 22: 8:  My son, God will provide (future tense) himself a lamb for a burnt offering.  now if one can't see this is  god telling us that at some point in the future god will provide himself as a burnt offering (a lamb) for sin in the person of his son the lord jesus Christ, then one doesn't want to see it.  and then the fulfillment of god promise to provide himself a lamb, is clearly shown to us by god in john 1:29, behold the lamb of god, which bareth the sin of the world.  oh the depth of the richness of the wisdom of god.  you know, in 2 chron 9:6 the queen of sheba (typifying believers ) says about Solomon (typifying Christ) says to Solomon:  behold, the one half of the greatness of thy wisdom was not told me:  isn't that gods' way of telling us the believer that of all that he has told us about himself and great wisdom in all the bible, is not even one half of the greatness of his wisdom.  my o my o my, praise our great and infinitely wise god.   which is in agreement and harmony with what we're told about jesus in the last verse of the last gospel of john 21:25 there are many other things which jesus did, ....if they should be written every one, ......even the world itself could not contain the books that should be written.  a-men.   oh my lord god, I'm in the public library so I'll refrain myself from shouting.  ah lord God!                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                           Therefore when we compare jude 7 with lev 10:1 we can now see god showing the STRANGE fire in lev 10:1 and STRANGE flesh  in jude 7 are and represent "another"  "different" altered atonement for sin other than the cross of the lord jesus Christ at calvary in 33 AD. 
Now we can see this connection of STRANGE flesh being another, different, altered, other atonement even more clearly when we consider what JESUS said in john 6:51, "the bread that I will give (future tense on the cross)  is my flesh/body, and in vs 53 jesus says:  "unless you eat of my body/flesh and drink my blood ( referencing his death atonement cause blood is the life of the body) you have not life."(salvation)   so jesus is equating his offering of his own flesh/body  with his atonement for sin when he bare our sins in his own body on the tree/cross, 1 pet 2:24, "having made peace (between god and man) through the blood of his cross. col 1:20

So this teaching beginning in our day J.D. when mr camping around the year 2000?, began teaching the cross a demonstration and atonement  by jesus BTFOTW, (HUH! ? how could jesus the god man who did not have his beginning until the incarnation in 7 B.C. die before he was born?, answer:  he couldn't.   Christ, the eternal son of god, could have, but Christ had to become the 2nd adam, since by adam/man came death, so by the god man Christ jesus came the resurrection/life 1cor 15:21.  so before the incarnation in 7 b.c. Christ/eternal god the son/the second in the godhead/ was not man, therefore he had to become man, not just take on the appearance of, but enter into sinful humanity, being sent by the father. therefore he could not  make atonement for man until he became the god man, jesus Christ.) so this teaching today during J.D.,  jesus dying for sins from/before TFOTW 

teaching is in like manner to men of our day going after STRANGE flesh, Jude 7 as the men of Sodom, and is as aarons sons did in lev 1O:1,  offering up STRANGE fire/ another, different, altered other atonement for sin  to god other than jesus’ death on the cross in 33 a.d.  thus, trusting and believing that jesus somehow atoned for sin before/from TFOTW is going after STRANGE flesh!  its trusting  believing in another jesus (STRANGE flesh) spoken about in 2 cor 11:4.  this jesus being 

teached today since dying for sin before/from TFOTW is ANOTHER JESUS! 2 cor 11:4 it is not the jesus of the bible.       

Mr camping taught and since his followers, that Christ became the son when he died and rose from the dead before TFOTW.  Now he used and since his followers and others roms 1:4 as his biblical proof.  WRONG!  I'm not sorry to say what the bible teaches, they are WRONG!   ROMS 1:3:  Concerning his son JESUS Christ our lord, which was made of the seed of david according to the flesh. so the jesus being spoken about in verse 4 is the jesus of the bible, the one born by the incarnation of god/Christ becoming man to the virgin mary, thou shall call his name JESUS. The one who came down thru forty two generations of the nation of  isreal, math 1:17, from Abraham to david to Christ, not another jesus who some believed died before the Abraham or david were even created,  see how they could not possibly be the same Jesus. the one who those trust died for their sins from/before TFOTW is another jesus 2 cor 11:4, the one who who came thru the blood line of 42 generations of isreal, from Abraham to david to Christ, is the jesus of the bible, the one sent by the father.  The one who dwelt among us, who walk this earth, you know, the one who went to the cross in 33 a.d, that jesus.  God goes to lengths to make us see this:  act 2:22  Ye men of isreal, hear these words; jesus of NAZARETH,.........vs 22: HIM being delivered by the determinate council of god, ye have taken and CRUCUFIED and SLAIN (BY THE WAY, THIS IS THE FULFILLMENT OF REV 13:8, jesus is the lamb slain from, notice god did not say at the FOTW, as in at that time, i.e.  when jesus said in john 6:39 & 40, he shall raise them up gain AT the last day, indicating the rapture would take place not during the last day of J.D., but specifically AT, as in on the last day. which strongly appears from the timeline to be  1600 days of judgment rev 14:20, from the beginning of J..D. 05/21/11 for a total of 10,000 days of judgment, 05/,20/08 - to complete gods' judgment on the last day of the feast of tabernacles on oct 7, 2015.  So rev 13:8 god is saying that by the determinate council of god, acts 2:22 Christ was foreordained, [as in foreknown, appointed]  before the foundation of the  world. 1 pet 1:20. to be the lamb slain, but was manifested, (actually revealed/came) in these last times for you.(elect)  This is also in agreement with Hebs 9:26b.....but NOW (theres that word again, NOW, given us a time reference pointing to the cross, just as in 1cor 15:20, and rev 12 :10 heb 9:26 is also pointing us to the cross: but NOW (on the cross)  where god tells us: but NOW once (cause as the bible repeatedly  tells us Christ died once for sin) once in the end of the world:  hath he appeared( came  further clarified in 1 john 3:5  And you know that he (JESUS) was manifested (revealed, as in came) TO TAKE AWAY OUR SINS.    

Acts 2:22 and 1 pet 1:20 also is in agreement with Pro 8:23  where god says about Christ:  I was set up from everlasting,.......the word set is translated from the Hebrew word meaning established, appointed, and the word up from the Hebrew word meaning offered.  put it together and god is apparently telling us that Christ was established or appointed to be the one offered/slain as the lamb,  from  everlasting/foundation  OTW.  Whom god has raised up, acts 2:24 Acts 3:6.......in the name of JESUS Christ of NAZARETH rise up and walk. and john 19:19 on the cross it was written: JESUS CHRIST OF NAZARETH THE KING OF THE JEWS.   so God has gone to lengths and has emphasized by my count 21 times in the bible, that Jesus of NAZARETH (on this earth where man was created and sinned, where the father sent the son, not another jesus who some trust and believe died for their sin from/before TFOTW)  but Jesus of NAZARETH who went to the cross:  This is the JESUS of the bible:  jesus Christ the savior. this same jesus of NAZARETH  who is being spoken of in roms 1:4:   and declared to be the son of god with power, ....... by the resurrection from the dead.   god is telling us in rom 1:3&4  that jesus of the seed of david is declared to be the son WITH POWER cause he had risen from the dead; jesus is not declare the son of god cause he rose from the dead.  there are no separations, it is one thought, jesus is declared the son of god WITH POWER , (not the SON) but the son of god WITH POWER .   
Then we read when that declaration was made by jesus himself in math 28:18 after he had risen from the dead and appear to his desciples:  ALL POWER has been given unto me in heaven and in earth.   prior to satans defeat at the CROSS he had the power of death, but after the cross we read in rev 12:10  NOW!   (Same time reference in I cor 15:20 , after the cross)  NOW  is come salvation, and the POWER  of his Christ:  cause the accuser of the brethren is cast down,...    Before the cross satan was allowed into heaven and accused those in heaven, day and night,why? a possible 

explanation for this is that before the cross/atonement, satan  had a legal right to, cause their sins were not yet paid, and jesus had not yet conquer death by the resurrection. possibly why we read  satan disputing with god about the body of moses, in jude 9.  satan may have had the legal right to dispute with god as he saw it, you know god, what are this sinners doing up here?  theres been no atonement for their sins, and wheres moses body at?   I have the power of death; but  god obviously hid it as we're told in deut 34:6 that god BURIED him......but no man knoweth of his sepulcher...... note, god clearly tells us he buried moses, but nowhere does god say he resurrected moses. like he told about enoch was and was not, and Elijah going up in a whirlwind, but with moses only no MAN knoweth of his sepulcher, in other was, there was a sepulcher/grave, but only god knew where it was: no where  does god speak about moses going into heaven in his body, nowhere.                                                                                                                                                                                   

but god knowing the end from the beginning only response to satans disputings and accusations was:  the lord rebuke thee.   but after the cross and resurrection NOW is Christ risen 1 cor 15: 20, NOW is  come salvation and the power of his Christ, rev 12:10, and jesus crucifixation & resurrection put a end to that.  this is the power being referred to in roms 1:4 the resurrection power of the risen Lord Jesus Christ. the emphasis of roms 1:4 is not the totally incorrect violence done to gods' word to make it harmonize with atonement before the cross, but that Christ is NOW the son of god with  ALL (math 28:18)  POWER.   so romans 1:3&4  is speaking about this jesus of Nazareth, sent by the father, down thru 42 genrations of isreal from Abraham to and of the seed of david to jesus, who conquer satan and death by his death on the cross, and burial, and resuurection the third day, according to the scriptures.. 1corth 15: 1_5                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                          

 That cannot be ignored and must be said is that those who like Aarons sons and the men of Sodom and Gomorrha   are offering up, and going after, and  or believing/trusting  in another atonement for 

sin other than the cross also will and has in this lake of fire of the wrath of god in J. D. suffered the vengeance of eternal fire/eternal death under the wrath of god.  and as we're told by god the "day" that is j.d. is revealing this to us, and whose works is hay wood stumble, by god thru the word of god.  

the parable of the wedding feast math 22: 10-13, which is set in the context of J.D.,  where the King (jesus) ask someone how he got in without the proper garment/rightouseness  of christ, the guest represents those who came out of the churches and think they're saved but have not endured to the end in believing gods word and keeping in memory as warned to do 1 cor 15:2&3, that Christ died for our sins at the cross, and instead believed mans teaching  instead that the cross is a demon-stration, and Christ atoned for sin from the foundation of the world.  Only those that endure to the end in believing gods' word shall have been saved by may 21, 2011.
