- The 7 loaves were each broken in half, and each half fed 6 companies of 50. 
- The 3 fish were passed simultaneously in 3 adjacent rows to feed 1400 each. 
- Whatever pieces of bread taken were immediately regenerated for the next person. 
- The last person in each column put into the basket whatever bread he did not take. 
- The fishes were small, so each man took the fish, which was immediately replaced. 
- The last 3 people to take their whole fish had no fish leftover to put in a basket.

- Whatever portions were taken by each person were immediately regenerated. 
- The last person in each column put whatever he did not take into the basket.

50’s mark time in the Bible, so people signify time. “And ye shall hallow the 50th year,…” 

A company is a relaxed group like at a party.  Imagine watching the food regenerate or multiply over and over!

Mark 6:40 Each company of 50 was paired off to split a loaf, therefore also being a group  of 100.  (See shaded 50’s.) 

There are 10,000 days after the church age, 8400 are the great tribulation, so judgment day is 1600 days. 

“...after the 7th sabbath shall ye number 50 days;…” Leviticus 25:10 Leviticus 23:16 

From the atonement to the day after the great tribulation ends, which is the beginning of the day of judgment, it is 722,500 days, or (17x17x50x50).
